The law as a profession is progress-

ive, of necessity its practice must adapt
itsi-If to the ever-changing conditions of
human society. Tho technical rules of
pleading have iv many of the states
now given place to those adapted to the
promotion, not the defeat, ot the ends of
justice. The success of the suitor must
in the main drperid on the justice of his
cause, uot upon the depth of the re-
bearcii ot his -counsel into the mysteries
of black letter. Every step is in the
lightdirection which tends to simplify
judicial proceedings— to avoid the
meshes in which a cause was wont to
be entangled, and thus vigilantly guard
the rights of suitors. The "be all and
end all" of judicial proceedings should
be with the least delay and expense
practicable to secure

•the ENDS ok JUSTICE.
Bithas been said the law is a "jealous
mistress" and that those who would
attain eminence in the profession must
know no oilier love. Too often the
student is taught that the attainment of
the highest success Ml the profession of
the law is absolutely dependent upon
the fidelity with which he ignores all
other lines of thought and action.

Politics has been defined "the science
of government." In its highest sense
itis the science of human affairs. 1dis-
sent from what "Iconceive to be per-
nicioiiSjteaching, that the lawyer must
hold himself above politics

—
which

means that to hands other than his own
must bo commuted his dearest inter-
ests. Such teaching can be justified
only upon the supposition that money
getting is the highest aim of those who
enter noon this noble profession. If
material gain be his only purpose in
life, then, undoubtedly, there are paths
open before him which promise greater
rewards than can be hoped for in the
profession of law. .The same talents
successfully applied in other lields
would bring to his coffers far greater
gains.

The vice president then said that
upon the of the lawyer must
or necessity itsi no small part of the
responsibility which attaches to citizen-
ship in a tree government. In the
luture conditions willarise fraught with
peril to

OUR NATIONAL SAFETY,
equal to any in the past; and who can
doubt that history willbut repeat itself,
and that the lawyer willbe found in the
trout of those who stand as the bulwark
of what it has costour race me struggle
of centuries to achieve? Afterreviewing
tlie careen of lawyers ot Revolutionary
times. Mr. Stevenson closed as follows:

"May we not abide in the faith that,
inspired by the words and the deeds of
the men of this noble profession who
have made resplendent every page of
the tirst century of the nation's history,
their successors— in the near and re-
mote luture, on the bench and at the
bar, whatever danger may menace, will
faithfullyguard and transmit tocoming
ages the precious legacy of free govern-
ment?"
lhe spfaker of the evening. Senator

Joseph N. Dolph, was next introduced,
and taking for his subject "Law lie-
form," said, ivsubstance:

"Law is a necessary element of civil-
izrtion. There can be no civilization
without it. It is the handmaid of
proirress.and the best evidence of man's
advancement in the scale of intelli-
gence and reverence is to ue found in
t. c body of laws which he has enacted
a» a rule of guidance for himself, law
being the mother of peace and joy. The
legal progression is from the very
nature of its duties an important factcr
inall civilized government. This has
always been so ana willcontinue to be
so until chaos shall come again."

SENATOR DOI.I'H
then went on to speak upon criminal
and civil law. The latter, he said, is
the outgrowth of centuries. Upon
the former theme he said: "The en-
lightened systems of criminal jurispr;;-
prudence which now prevail incivilized
countries have little or no resemblance
to the systems of criminal law of former
ages." •

"Improvement." said he, *'is the law
of growth of every department of juris-
prudence." lie also held "that every
one favors reform in the law."

Referring to the legal profession, he
said: "1hey should exercise a power-
fulinfluence iv promoting the general
improvement of society, in elevating
the moral, intellectual and physical
condition of the race, in eradicating
abuses and in creating an improved
uublic sentiment.".

Senator Voorhces, In a better to
the Public, Expresses the
Opinion of the (senate I'innnco
Committee

—
No Further Leg-

islation Is Needed to Protect
the Public Credit.

Washington, .lan. 16.— A meeting:
of the senate finance committee was
held this afternoon for the purpose of
considering Secretary Carlisle's letter
and bond bill. After the conclusion of
the meeting: Senator Voorhees. as chair-
man of the committee, handed to an
Associated Press reporter the statement
Kiren below. Inmale it,he said he
did not assume to represent the views
of the entire committee, and yet he
knew of no opposition in the committee
to th;opinions expressed, lie submit-
ted his statement to the full committee
before givingit co the public. It is as
follows:

'
"The embarrassed condition of th«

treasury and the necessity for prompt
ion for its relief are fullyrealized.

There is not the slightest ground, how-
ever, for apprehension that the public
credit will suffer or be endangered, for
the reason that ample authority already
exists by law for the secretary of the
treasury to strengthen his coin reserve
to any extent required, and to meet
every demand that can be legitimate.
The power of the secretary for the issue
of bonds needs nothing beyond what is
Eiven by the act of Jan. 14, 1577. The
only desirable object to be attained by
new legislation at this time on that sub-
ject is to make

A SHORTER TIMEBOND
witha lower rate of interest, and yet

the secretary feels assured that he can
negotiate bonds issued under the act of
1575, running only ten years, on prac-
tically a 3 per cent basis.
"It seems, therefore, that it will be

wiser, safer and better for the financial
and business interests of the country to
reiy uuon existing law with which to
meet the present emergency, rather
than to encounter the delays and uncer-
tainties always incident to a protracted
discussion in the two houses of con-
gress. This view of the condition of
the treasury a.lmils of but little,if any,
delay.aud of no uncertainty at all in the
final action to be taken.
"itwould be trifling witha very grave

affair to pretend that new legislation
concerning the issue of bonds can be ac-
complished at this time and in the
midst of present elements and parties in
public life, with elaborate, extensive
and practically indefinite debate. Itis
also obvious to every ono that the con-
sideration and discussion of the tariff
now going on iv congress will render
any

FIN'AXCIAT.I.KGIST.ATIOX
at this time far more difficult and com-
plicated than it mightbe under another
and different circumstance.

"Itis proper to say in this connection
that the senate finance committee for
several weeks past has had this subject
under almost constant consideration and
that the billsubmitted by Mr. Carlisle
has been examined and discussed, with
the greatest care.

"The interest of the committee will
by no means be abated from this
time forward. The fact that much re-
mains to be done is fully recognized.
Whatever deficiency In the revenues
may exist during the current fiscal year
willbe promptly provided for by appro-
priate and efficient legislation at the
earliest moment."

The senate finance committee author-
ize Senator Voorhees to Introduce the
Carlisle bill in the senate, and also to
present the letter frdm the secretary of
the treasury for the consideration of
that body, which was done. This nu-
thorizatiou as to the introduction of the
billis not intended to mean, however,
that the committee has decided to make
an effort to pass the bill through the
senate or that itis given further in-
dorsement than to allow It to be printed
and referred to the committee in the
regular way for consideration.

What Mr. Bland Thinks.
Washington, Jan. 16.—Representa-

tive Bland says Secretary Carlisle's let-
ter urging an immediate issue of bonds
raises the bond issue very sharply as
against the pending Bland bill to coin
the seigniorage.

"Itis a plain proposition to run this
government on bonds," said he, "and
in my locality it would damn any ad-
ministration for all time to come if ex-
ecuted. Ido not think the secretary
has the power to issue bonds under the
present law.

Representative Bailey's resolution in-

troduced .yesterday, to restrict the. sec-
retary's power on .an issue of bonds,
went to the Judiciary committee, and it
is understood that the resolution, which
is antagonistic to bond issue, will be
reported favorably.
