About So'clock the *‘vets” came to-
ether and held a meeting, at which
ular routine business was transacted.

ere were but few set toasts or
es, and a delightfully informal
mine was carried out.

1e guests, to the number of ninety
or thereabouts, gathered in the rear of
the dining room. On a wire stretehed
from side to side two United States
lags were tastefuily draped and cacght
back. To the right and left of the en-
trance thus formed were two stacks of
arms, giving the scene adecided martial
appeal

Just before the guests sat down to
their banquet, Dr. Caine, of Stillwater,
in a fatigue suit, chanced to meet an old
companion-in-arms—\. A. Van Slyke.
These two exchanged reminiscences of
the famous *Blueverry War.,” Dr.
Cains remarked that-his liveliest recol-
lections were that he was ‘“‘scairt” at
that time, and that he got neither scalps
ner bluelerries.

1t was a motley assemblage that gath-
ered about the festive board, for the
man with gray beard and the youth
from whose face the keen razor had
not yvet coaxed the hirsute decora-
tions of man’s estate through all the in-
termediate stages of sturdy beards and
mustaches—all were there. At each
plate was laid a prece of hard tack, ap-
propriately labeled “ilard Tack, Jau. 16,
1804.7

Tae success of the entire affair was
largely due to the untiring efforts of
Capt. W. H. Hart, who is quartermaster
on Gen. Bend’s staff.

The toastmaster made a few remarks
introductory to the informal speeches
which followed.

Three cheers followed the announce-
ment that Gov. Nelson would speak.
He said:

*I realize the solemnity of an occa-
sion like this, and will try and be as
sover as the wine will permit me to be,
I had some doubts as to whether the

people  here  would |  prove good
soldiers or not, but when
I watched you people all here

tonight, I was ready to believe that if
any of you were turned loose in the
Windsor, or any other hotel in St. Paul,
You would manage to forage a good sup-
per. ‘Thisis one of the most essential
attributes of a good soldier. This is an
lmportant consideration in these *piping
times of peace.” 1 believe every man
here has the interest of cur common-
wealthat heart.,” His excellency then
told a number of funuy stories, and was
rewarded.

The toastmaster introduced Adjt.Gen.
Muehlenberg, who said:

*1 call you all comrades because I am
a mewmber of an association of veterans,
being one myself. 1 feel perfectly at
home in your midst. 1 am proud to be
rumbered as a veteran of the national
guard. In my little town on the Min-
nesota river we organized a company
called “The Carvers.” When the Re-
bellion broke out the *Carvers’ enlisted
in varieus companies, aud carved their

way to fame through the dark and
bloodly days of the Rebellion. I say,
heartily, ho! to the national guard!”

Rev. \W. Peyton Morgan was intro-
duced. He started out with the remark,
*Thisis the first time 1 ever appeared
in the guise of a veteran. 1 amn here
not simpiy because 1 was invited, but
by reason of membership. A man feels
cld wihen he calls to mind his experi-
enices. I was once chaplain of a cavalry
company in Ohio.  After I enlisted, one
ot the hardest cuties thatfell to my lot
was to do religious duty for the crowd.
Idoubt if any one ever had harder
work. I once took part in an engage-
aent. 1 did not ehance to have on my
chapiain’s garb, and took a place in the
t actively. 1 was nit. After-
acomrade was heard to state that
*the parson said damn.”” Mr. Morgan
followed this up with several other
funny stoiies,

Dr. Clark, of Stillwater, was the next
speaker. He responded by sayving: *1
am glad to acknowledge that my colonel
—Col. Brunson—possesses all the merits
of George Washington, Mark Twain
and other noted men who were unable
to prevaricate. All I can say against
my worthy colonel is that he offered me
a copy of his book—and I tookit. I
am somewhat embarrassed by so much
here  tonight in citizen’s
elothes. In the last legislature two
bills were introdaced regarding me.
One of these, if Gov. Nelson had signed
it, would have made me a major. The
second, which lacked bhis excellency’s
signature, would have made me a cap-
tain. In my anxiety I breathed out a
prayer to the lawmakers, *‘For God’s
sake intreduce no more bills.” 1 know
of no state that could putin a better
regiment than the grand old Minnesota
First. By the way, I understand that
no one but lawyers and the editors of
newspapers stand any show for getting
the commission of colonel. [Here he
looked hara at Col. Chantler.] 1 really
think some of applying for a job on the
Dispateh.”

caused by gross carelessness or defect<”

ive stoves. Of so-called lamp explo-
sions it was found that a large number
were caused by filling lamps with gaso-
line instead of kerosene oil; the greatest
number were not explosions, but fires
caused by droppivg or__kugc)gn:z over
lamps; but three were explosions ot
kerosene oil, and these were of partly
filled and defective lamps. This inves-
tigation is carried cn outside of any re-
quirement of the law, and was insti-
tuted vy Mr. Foote to trace the causes
of these fires, and more especially those
of gasoline, that other sateguards, if
necessary, might be thrown around the
traflic and use of gasoline by future
legislation. There were 108 oil aund
gasoline fires during the same period in
1892, as against &6 in 1893 in St. Paul
and Minneapolis, and Mr. Foote thinks
the greater part of thedecrease is owing
to the enforcement of the gasoline clause
of the law, which obliges dealers to tag
or brand every package containing gas-
oline or naphtha with the namecf its
contents. The oib inspection law is
being strict]y-entorced. State lnspector
Foote has thirty-seven deputies under
him throughout the state, and, for the
first time in several years, the affairs of
this department are running smoothly
with satisfaction to the oil companies
as well as the state department.

STEVENS’ YAWP,

The Ex=Minister Talks About the
Vliaue of Hawaii to This Coun=
try.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., Jan. 16.—Hon.
John L. Stevens, ex-minister to Hawaii,
spoke here tonight bzfore a notable
andience. He said, in part: *The
stirring events in history which
have takerr place in the Medi-
terranean and on its borders are doubt-
less familiar to all. The Phceni-
cians, Carthagenians, Greeks and
Romans in turn struzgled for their
supremacy, and you know with what
jealous care the nations of modern
Europe stand guard over their Mediter-
ranean interests. What means Gibral-
tar, Malta and Cyprus? What these
places and strongholds are to England,
so will Hawaii be to the United States.

*‘For more than sixty years all our
great statesmen have seen the value to
our country of the Hawaiian islands.
Only statesmen of the second or third
class have disagreed with them.

**Sinece the acquisition of California
the possibiiities of the adjacent states
have been thoroughly recognized by
American statesmen, and the necessity
of American dominion in the Pacific
ocean has become eviaent.

“I'he Hawaiian islands stand at the
Pacific cross-roads and are indispensable
to the United States. We must have a
coaling  station in the  North
Pacitic. There is Pearl Har-
bor, an island key in the hands of
whatever mnation has courage and
strength to hold it in an iron grip. It
can be made impregnable at ounly a
medium expense. There is no other
harbor like it in the North Pacific.

“For good reasons naval and commer-
cial expzrts regard Hawaii as the Fey
to North Pacitic. I am only a plain
citizen, yet I believe that the opinions
of those experts should have more
weight than those men who have never
been west of the Rocky Mountaius, or
seen the shape of a canuon.””

BURNED TO DEATH.

Terrible Holocaust in a Mexican
Mining Camp.
EscArox, Mex., Jan. 16.—Advice has
been received here from the Sierra
Mojadag mining camps, situated in this
district, of a terrible holocaust. In the
lower part of the town were a number
huts located very close together.
These were set on fire by a band of un-
known incendiaries, and before the
ocecupants could escape eleven men
and several women and children were
burned to death., Ten others were
burned so badly that they will die.

A HARD BLOW,

Winter Racing in the District of
Columbia at an End.

WAsHiNGTON, Jan. 16.—Winter rac-
ing.in the District ot Columbia received
a hard Dblow today in a decision by
Justice Cole. of the criminal court,
sustaining the indictments brought by
the geand Jjury azaiust bookmakors at
the Lvy City race track, where George
H. Engeman and others had started a
winter meeting.

Counsel for the racing men had moved
to quash the indictments against George
B. Marvin, otherwise known as Ben-
nington; Otto Townsend, Edward C.
Smith and Bert C. Claypoole, contend-
ing that the laws against gambling did
not apply to bookmaking at race tracks.
The indictments charged the book-
malkers with setting up a **‘zgaming table
and gambling device for playing a game
of chance of bookmaking on the horse
race,” which occurred on Dec. 26, and
of enticing persons to bet by these de-
vices.

Attorneys for the defense arzued that
the device mentioned by the indictinent
was pot within the meaning of act of
congress relating to gambling, and that
if it were, it was repealed, so far as
racing was concerned, by a later act.

“Justice Cole, in ruling, said that the
question of violating the statute de-
pended on the nature of the contrivance,
and not its name, and that the law ap-
plied cainly to keeping places for gam -
bling. He held that the latter act had
no repealing effect.

The racing men requested an early
trial, and they probably will be ar-
raigned next week. ‘They have given
up the idea of resuming the meeting.
George H. Engeman, of New York, the
president of the Ivy City club, will also
be tried. Officials of the Benniogs club,
which gives meetings in the spring and
autumn, fear that this decision is broad,
and that it will prevent them from con-
ducting races in the district hereafter.

Opiuam Smuggler Caught,

SrokANE, Wash., Jan. 16.—An opium
smuggler, doing businesson a big scale,
was caught here today, and 315,000 worth
of opium captured.The prisoner gave the
name of S. B. Davis, but admits it is not
his crue name. His actious excited
the suspicion of two baggagemen at the
union depot. Officers were summoned
and Davis arrested, and four trunks
seized. Hhe admitted his guilt, and the
trunks were found to contain more than
1,000 pounds of contraband opium. He
was held for trial in £5,000 bail. Davis’
method has been to pass through British
Columbia as a traveling man with four
large sample trunks labeled hardware.

NEW CRUISER’'S TRIAL,

The Montgomery Makes Twentys=
Five Miles in BSixty- Eight Min-
utes,

New Lonpow, Jan. 16.—The new
cruiser Montzomery had a preliminary
trial trip today over the official course.
The result justified all the enthu-
siastic predictions which have
been made concerning her. The
run was off Bartlett’s reef, New Lon-
den Harbor, to Horton’s Point, a dis-
tance of nearly twenty-five miles. The
time occupied was sixty-eight minutes,
an averace of 1849 knots per hour, but
for several minutes the ship attained
an average of 19.3 knots per hour. A
portion of this time the speed was not
forced, or it is probable even better re-
sults could have been obtained.
