Mrs. Blaisdeir* Insanity Case
Heard by the Supremo Court-
Law of1893, Which Must Gov-

ern the Case. Severely Criti-

cised by Lawyers— May, How-
ever, lie Constitutional.

it willbe remembered that the case
nt Mrs. Blaisdell, recently dismissed by

the supreme court, was reopened upon
a showing by the appellant that a law
ot IS'.)3, under which the original pro-

ceedings were had, bad been overlooked
by the supreme court. The hearing
was had in the reopened case yesterday,

S. L.Pierce appearing for Mrs. Blais-
dell.and E. E. Corliss for the state. F.
W. /.oilman and Henry and L. K.Johns
were permitted to appear on behalf of
Hoskins as a relator, as the disposition
of this case will affect his case also.
Mr. Pierce raised the point of the con-
stitutionality of the law of IS'JJI on the
ground that it deprived the defendant
of her liberty without due pro-
cess of law. It is claimed that
there is no provision under the
law for a proper defense or trial before
any judicial officer. There is no pro-
vision under which witnesses may be
summoned ami examined before any

judge or appeal had. Itprovides fora
commission inlunacy who make inquiry

and reach a conclusion according to
their own sweet will. The judge otpro-
bate cannot review; appeal cannot be
had ;the only way the defendant can get

into court is upon a writ of habeas cor-
pus. A lawyer not in the case was heard
to say that the law of 1893 was about as
vicious as it was possible to make a law.
Ifithad been specially drawn for the
purpose of railroading persons into
lunatic asylums itcould not have been

better adapted to that purpose.and still,

as bad as itis, it may come within the
provisions of the constitution. As
to that he could not say un-
til he had given the matter further
consideration. Attorney General Childs
was authorized to file a brief in support
of the law. and Judge Collins was as-
signed to write the opinion of the court
which will be handed down in the
course of a week, Inrelation to the
court overlooking the law of 1893, one of
the justices said to a GLOBE reporter:

"The defendant appeared without at-
torney, and, in a measure, was under
the protection of the court, lt was fair
to presume that those prosecuting her
would bring to the attention of the court
the law tinier which they wished to
commit her to the asylum. They were
clearly wrong under the law of ISS'J;
they were right under the law as
amended in IJ-i'JS. The court had had no
occasion to refer to this new law, and it
is not surprising that it escaped their
attention. Now tiie constitutionality of
the new law is raised, and the decision
in the Bla'sdell case willcover the Hos-
kins case also."

I SWINBURNE TALKS.

The Lieutenant Commander Be-
fore the Hawaiian Committee.
Washington, Jan. 17.—Lieutenant

Commander Swinburne, of the Boston,
was the only witness before the senate
subcommittee investigating the Hawaii-
an question today. He is tne officer who
had active command of the American
troops on shore in Honolulu at the time
of the revolution, and his testimony is
considered important, as it bears upon
some points which have been in dispute
and to which much importance is at-
tached. He vvas questioned concerning
the time of landing, the location of the
troops inArion hall, and the time of the
surrender ot the station house. He was
asked toexplain how the troops chanced
to be located at Arion hall, and was re-
minded of the charge made by Mr.
Blount and the friends of the queen that
of all places this was the one best
calculated to serve the purposes ot the
provisional government, being located
just across a narrow street from the
government building, where they would
prove a menace to the queen's forces.
It is understood that Mr. Swinburne
admitted that a more fortunate selection
could not have been made, and that he
said he had previous to the lauding ad-
vised that some other place be chosen.
ln the main, however, his testimony
corroborated the" statements of Minister
Stevens and the officers of the provis-
ional government. He contended that
there had not been conspiracy involving
the naval force.

Mr. Swinburne was also reminded of
the surrender of the station house. He
said this occurred two or three hours
after the landing of the Boston's troops,
or about 7:30 p. m.

BABY FARM

Discovered by th? Lockport Min-
isterial Association.

LocKroßT, N. V., Jau. 17.—As the
result of an investigation by two mem-
bers of the Lockport ministerial associ-
ation, Rev. Messrs. T. T. Rowe and F.
C. Smith, a baby farm has been ex-
posed in which a dozen white children
were found, all but three being
illegitimate. The "farm" is run by a
negress, Mrs. Ross, ina tumble-down
shanty on the state road just inside the
city limits. Mrs. Ross acknowledges
that the children are fatherless and
that she is paid for their care. She says
she has been In the business of baby
farming eighteen years and in that
time has had 200 cuildreu In her care.
As far as can be learned, none of her
adopted charges have died in the past
year, so that it Is not likely she will be
arraigned on any crime.

Pittsburg, Jan. 17.—J. A. McCand-'less, of Honolulu, Hawaii, was in the

city today and left this evening for
Washington, where he will appear be-
fore the senate committee to make a
plea against enthroning the deposed
queen. Mr. McCandless explained that
he is one ofa committee of five appoint-
ed by the provisional government to
protest against the interference by the
United States in favor of the queen.
Said he: "We willurge that we be al-
lowed to establish a popular govern-
ment of our own down there, or that the
United States annex Hawaii to Its do-
minions. Our first desire is to insure
immunity from a restoration of the
monarchy."

IAL'S CLAIM.

She Will Not Present One Against
'Ihis Government.

Washington, Jan. 17.—The rumor
that the Hawaiian ex-queen will pre-
sent a claim for damages to the United
States government continues to be dis-
cussed, although it is pretty generally
discredited. No such claim has been
presented, and there is little reason to
doubt that the report has been officially
denied by the queen's advisers.

The leaders of the house say that a
claim of this kind ccuid never be sus-
tained. Judge Holman says congress
would not listen to such a proposition
for a moment. The claim could not be
based on the idea that President Cleve-
land and Secretary Gresham had ad-
mitted that the queen's overthrow was
due to the course of Minister Stevens
and the landing of United States
marines, for such admissions cover
questions of fact, and would not be con-
sidered as binding on congres when it
came to setting up a claim lor damages.
Representative Kaynor, of the foreign
attain committee, says that the talk of
a claim by the queen is preposterous.
There would be no legal warrant for
setting up a claim against this country
for such action as it saw lit to take
regarding a revolution in an-
other country. He cites the ac-
tion of the United States in the
Grecian revolution and the various
South American revolutions as showing
that the government's action in au in-
ternational complication cannot be
made the basis of a claim. Repre-
sentative Ilitt,the Republican leader
of the foreign affairs committee, says
that the talk of a claim by the queenis
more of a joke than a reality. He
thinks, however, that her claim for
damages is capable of exact calcula-
tions from the propositions submitted
some months ago "by the queen's repre-
sentative, Paul Neuman. The latter
desired a pension of $50,000 and the
rentals of certain crown lands. Allof
which was to be in consideration of the
queen's peaceful abdication of her
rights. Representative Boutelle. who
has led the Republican assault in the
house on the Hawaiian policy, says that
ifcongress sustains President Cleve-
land ivthe policy thus far pursued, the
necessary sequel will be the authoriz-
ing of a substantial payment to recom-
pense the queen for the failure \u25a0to re-
store her.

TERRORIZED A TOWN.

A Band of Outlaws Raid a Penn-
sylvania Village.

Danville, Pa., Jan. 17.
—

Five
masked outlaws made a raid on the
postoffice at an early hour this morn-
ing. A policeman saw a masked man
crouching in the doorway and drew a
revolver, but before he could fire the
stranger slipped around the corner. The
policeman rushed to the homes of Offi-
cers Dave Bissell and John Van Gilger
and gave the alarm. Ina few minutes
the three nftn ran to the postoffice
in time to meet the mysterious
stranger emerging from the door fol-
lowed by a companion. They blew a
loud, piercing whistle, and commenced
firing revolvers at the police, who
dodged behind the lampposts and re-
turned the fire. Ten shots were ex-
changed, when the robbers were rein-

< forced by three more men. Every one
was well armed and a continuous round
of firing

'
commenced. The bandits

formed a square and hugged the stone
steps leading to the massive building,
where they were able to escape the
policemen's bullets. Numerous citizens
appeared armed with weapons of every
description. The firing became so
warm that the robbers concluded to re-
treat to the river bank. They dis-
charged three, volleys at the excited
townsmen and ran eastward, each side
exchanging shots. Van Gilger, who
led fne pursuers, suddenly threw up
his hands and fell, shot through the
lungs. About the same time two of the
robbers fell. Their comrades grabbed
them, and during a momentary halt of
the pursuers managed to reach
the Susquehanna river. A row
boat was secured and the
three outlaws, after laying their
wounded companions at the bot-

tom of the boat, commenced sculling in
the direction of the Northumberland
side. The pursuers, now a force of 100
infuriated men. seemed as many boats
as possible, and an exciting chase com-
menced, revolvers and rifles cracking at
every turn, but no one was hit. Owing
to their good start the outlaws succeed-
ed in. reaching the opposite side before
the foremost boat containing the police
was half way across, and when the
pursuers touched the land the men
were in the mountains, which are being
scoured on all sides by the sheriff's
posse. It s thought the bandits will
seek a cave In order to hide their
wounded companions and to throw the
police off the scent. In the event of
their being surprised, another desperate
battle willoccur. The sheriff declares
he willbring back the slayers of Van
Gilger dead or alive.—— —
