KOETTING CONVICTED.

The "Milwaukee Banker Will Be
Jailed Today.

MiLwAUKEE, Wis,, Jan. 23.—After
deliberating for three hours tonight, the
jury in the case ot John H. Koetting,
cashier of the defunct South Side Sav-
ings bank, returned e verdict of “guilty
of the second count.”

This count charzed Koetting as
“owner” of the bank with having re-
ceived a deposit nfter he knew the bank
to bs insolvent. At 8 o’clock tomorrow
night Judge Clementson will pronounece
sentence. An arrest of sentence pend-
ing an appeal to the supreme court will
not be granted, and in a day or two
Koetting will probably be iu prison for
a term of from one to ten years.

The South Side Savings bank ciosed
its doors July 21 last during the panie,
and the evidence at the trial has shown
its management to be about as bad as it
could be. Koetting took fivers in wheat
and lard with the savings of widows
and orphans, and the list of paupers he
made has never been egqualed in this
community by any one man. ‘The bank
1s estimated to be $800,000 short.

BRAZILIAN WAR - RAGING.

GOVERNMENT SUFFERS A  HEAVY
LOSS ON MOCANGUE ISLAND.

A SURRENDER TO THE REBELS

The Insurgents Have Captured
Many Towns and Are Increas-
ing in Strength—Five United
States War Ships infthe Harbor,
But They Will Not Interfere in
the Quarrel.

[Copyrighted, 1804, by the Associated Press.]

Loxpon, Jan. 23.—The Times tomor-
row will publish the following eable
digpateh, dated Rio de Janeiro, Jan,
20, via Montevideo:

“*Since the arrival here of the Aquid-
aban the insurgents have been gaining
ground steadily. They appsar to Le
more confident than before, and public
opinion ashore is becoming more favor-
able to the revolution.

“The people condemn strongly the
apparent inaction of the government in
not attempling decisive measures.

*On the morning of Jan. 16 the in-
surgents attacked Mocaungue island.
While the Aquidaban made preparations
to advance she kept up a heavy fire
with the machine quick-firing guns
until half-past 3 o’clock. Then at 4
o’clock the insurgent launches advanced
covering the landing of three partles,
consisting of twenty-seven men each,
who, with a reserve of thirty men, were
placed on Mocangue island.

*The insurgents landed just at day-
break, and immediately charged the
government battery, capturing its
Krupp field pieces, one heavy Whit-
worth and a large supply of ammuni-
tion. The insurgents then turned the
battery against the government troops
stationed at Morto d’Armacao and
Punta da Areia. A sharp hand-to-hand
fizht took place on the island, and was
maintained for half an hour. At the
expiration of this time the government
troops surrendered. The total loss to
the government on Mocangue island
was as follows:

*The commanding officer and ten men
killed, fifteen men wounded and three
ofticers and one hundred men taken
prisoners. The government loss ou the
mainland is unknown, but must have
been heavy.

*On the side of the insurgents five
men were killed and seven wounded.
Both sides showed pluck, but the de-
termined rush of the sailors overcame
all resistance.

*‘Advices from Desterro say that the
insurgents have oecupied the town of
Paranagua. After two hours’ sharp
fighting the garrison surrendered, the
greater part agreeing to join the revolu-
tion.

“The insurgents captured a large sup-
piy ot rifles and ammunition, six Krupp
field pieces and 20.000 rounds.

*Gen. Lima, commanding the govern-
ment troops at Paranagua, together
with the governorof the state of Parana,
fled to Sae Paulo. "The government’s
new war ships are still at Pernambuco.
The man of war Tiradente and the gun-
boat Bahia remain at Montevideo.

The government continues to arrest
many rsoas on susbicion of their
sympathy with the revolution. It also
keeps on sending strong reinforcements
to. Nictheroy, whose garrison now
amounts to about 1,500 men.

**The insurgents report that they have
received notice of the consignment of
5.000 rifles, 2,000,000 cartridges, forty=
eight Krupp guns and a large supply of
ammunition for the use of the revo-
latienary torees. :

“There is no confirmation of the re-
port that the presence of five United
States war ships in this harbor is due to
the proposal by the United States o
interfere in the present quarrel. No
such proposal has as vet been made
either to the government or to the ine
surgents.

_*“The epidemic of yellow fever in this
city is increasing in virulence.”

After a long delay, puzzling alike to
the people who continue loyal to the
government and to the insurgent lead-

war ships, purenased in the United
States, to sail southward and begin the
iong-expected naval contest which, in
all probability, will decide the struggle
for supremacy between Brazil’s chief
magistrate and those who are seeking to
overthrow him. Word was received

here today that the Nictheroy,
America, Aurora and Paran-
hyba reached Bahia today on

their way from Pernambuco to Rio.
| They are reported to be fully manned
and in Letter condition for fighting than
it was supposed their officers would be
abile to get them, considering the fact
that their crews are made up of mixed
nationalities.  The dynamite gun
aboard the Nictheroy has been sub-
jected to a number of further tests,
and 1s now said to be working to
the satisfaction of the officers of
that vessel. A great deal of com-
ment has been excited by the
visit yesterday ot the insurgent Admiral
da Gama to Admirai Benham.

President
Hill, of the Great Northern, early in
1893 announced that his line should
build no branches during the year. This
idea he carriea out, but the people of

build a railway into British Columia.
On this subject Mr. Kennedy said:
““I'here can be no doubt abous the In-

tentions of the Great Northern.
President  Hill is determined to
reach the coal fields - in the vi-

cinity of Crow’s Nest pass, through
which the Canadian Pacific is now
clearing the right of way. The coal
inines now reached by the Great North-
ern are not proving so satisfactory as
was expected and a new supply must be
obtained.

“The plan is to run from Kalispall up
the Flathead valley and across the
Tobacco plains, taking a' nearly north
and south line to the pass. The entire
distance, after allowing for curves,
need not exceed 125 miles, and by strik-
ing the main line at Columbia Falls in-
stead of Kalspell, part of this distance
might be saved.

*The engineers came in last month,
having eompleted nearly the entire sur-
vev. For several weeks the railroad
company has been piling up rails and
ties along the track at Kalispell and
neighboring stations, until they must
have enough on hand now to lay nearly
a hundred miles of road. The expecta-
tion is that building will begin as early
as possibte, probably in February. The
upper part of the line is rough and will
require heavy grading, but the first fifty
miles from Kalispell will require very
little work.””

RATE CLXRKS TODAY

Meet in St. Paul to Revise Coast
Rates.

The dispatches from Chicago pub-
lished yesterday morning announced
that the transcontinental lines would
resume their deliberations on the pas-
senger rates situation in St. Paul today
were in error. As a matter of fact, a
meeting of rate clerks of the North
Pacific coast lines will be held at the
office of General Passenger Agent Fee,
of the Northern Pacific, today, for the
purpose of adjusting tariffs on the basis
of the agreements arrived at at the
recent transcontinental meeting at
Chicago. It was undoubtedly this
meeting that was referred to.

It appears that the Western Passen-
ger association lines are dissatisfied

with the conclusions arrived at
by the the transcontinental lines.
Certain  of the Western Passenger

association lines raised objeetions to the
way the Chicago ‘meeting disposed of
matters, and addressed a communica-
tion to Chairman Caldwell on Monday.
His answer will be awaited with inter-
est,

As the telegraphic dispatches an-
nounce, ‘*‘what they (the transconti-
nental lines) have now todois to forinu-
late a proposition concerning the di-
visions of through rates,and the general
rules governing the handling of the
business that will be acceptable to the
Western Passenger association roads.”
