Wheat began the day with a tired

feeling ami at a decline of }{cfrom yes-
terday's closing price for May, at 63%C.
Cables were unsatisfactory. Liverpool
was lower, and private cablegrams were
discouraging. There was a rumor that
the Austrian government was contem-
plating increasing the duty on flour to
7 francs. Advices also received that
Argentine wheat is being offered freely
on the other side. But with all the
bearish news, the market held up
steadily. The receipts in the North-
west were only moderate, and the re-
ports that millers' supplies of wheat are
petting low are attracting some atten-
tion. Stocks in country elevators, too,
are cdecreasing, which fact is being

watched by speculators, thinking that
the result of light deliveries at country
flevators will soon be evident by
smaller receipts at Duluth and Minne-
apolis. A little buying caused by an
advance in casli wheat at Minneapolis
sent prices up to yesterday's closing
figure after May had dropped *£c under
the opening price. There was not suf-
ficient demand, however, to maintain
the advance, and on the export clear-
ances another decline followed. Fluc-
tuations were narrow, however, and

In corn only a moderate speculative

trade was witnessed, the market cover-
ing a very narrow range, With opera-
tions eon filled to room transfers.

it used to be. The day was duller than
any of the preceding days of inactivity,
and the sales did not average more than
24.000 shares an hour, only three stocksexceeding 10,000 shares, In tlie usually
active list the changes at the close of
business compared with last night's
final quotations ere insignificant
except ina few of the specialties. The
market opened firm, the only important
change being a decline of 1per cent in
Union Pacific, due to sales for the Lon-
don account induced by a report that
the stock would probably be assessed
25 per cent under the plan of
reorganization. A decline of an
additional % was made, the
closing price being at a re-
covery of %. A meeting of the reor-
ganization committee was held today, at
which several plans were discussed,
among them one suggested by A. H.
Boissevain, representing foreign secur-
ity holdings. Nothing definite was
agreed upon, and, in any event, no plan
can be adopted until the terms upon
which the government loan is to be dis-
posed of have been settled. In the early
dealings the trading was irregular, the
tendency being toward lower prices,
owing rather to lack of buyers than to
any pressure to sell, except in Dis-tillingand Sugar. The first named was
