Sturtevant had an attack of the grip
about a year ago and since that time
had been troubled with severe pains in

his head. About three weeks ago the
pain in his head became intense and
several days ago he informed one.of his
associates that unless he obtained relief
he would blow his brains out.

Thursday last he visited a physician,
who told him it was probable that an
abscess was forming at the base
of the brain. Tlrt information, it
is supposed, discouraged him,
and this, together with the
pain he was suffenng.caused temporary
insanity. Yesterday morning he arose
at the usual hour and had his breakfast.
His brother-in-law, William Mcln^psh.
waited at the door for Bturtevant, in-
tending to walk to the transfer with
him. After "leaving the table Sturtevaut
went to his wife's bedroom and kissed
her good- by. He then came down stairs
and, stepping into a closet, placed a
revolver to his head and shot the top of
his head off. The servant girlheard the
sound of the shot, and, running to the
door, called to Mclntosh, who returned
to the house and found the lifeless body
of Sturtevant lyingon the closet floor.
Coroner Whitcomb was called, and
after learning the facts decided an in-
quest unnecessary.

Sturtevant was thirty-five years old.
and leaves a wife and two children. He
had been in the employ of the transfer
company about twelve years, and was a
tavorite withhis associates. He was a
member of St. Anthony lodge, I.O. O.
F.. and also a member of Merriam Park
lodge.

National Chemical Company
Stockholders.
