Law Today

BY THE UNITED STATES SENATE.

CHANDLER'S LAST DYING MOAN.

Frye Makes a Bitter Attack on
Tammany's Methods.

PALMER, OF ILLINOIS, REPLIES.

Washington, Feb. 2.—The federal
elections repeal bill occupied the entire
session of the senate today. Senator
Chandler concluded his speech, which
has extended through the past two or
three weeks, and was followed by Sena-
sor Palmer, who argued that, the law
having entirely railed of its purpose,
and being generally obnoxious, should
be repealed. An animated controversy
on the franchise qualifications of the
state constitutions of Mississippi and
Massachusetts took place between
Senators Frye and Hoar on one side,
and Senators Gray and Bate on the
other, and is likely to be renewed to-
morrow, when the final vote is to be
taken on the bill.

In the opening of the senate this
morning Dr. Milburn, the blind chap-
lain, in his prayer, made touching allu-
sion to the life, services and death of
George W. Childs, the Philadelphia
philanthropist.

"While the tolling bell tells of the
passing ofa noble soul from earth,"said
he, "we bless Thee for the country and
national life in which and through
which a boy born in obscurity and pov-
erty, by industry, temperance and fru-
gality, lifted himself to affluence and
power, and shed beneficence on every
hand, yielding happiness by the grace

and kindliness of his nature, enriching
all men's lives with whom he came in

contact. We render to Thee devout grat-

itude that there is a land that produces
under the blessing of Thyfatherly love,
through Jesus Christ, such types and
elements of character. We pray that
the lesson of this man's lifemay be
read with kindly and reverent hearts by
the young men of the whole nation;
and so may the man's death be' richer in
its effects than even the boneiicence
and sweetness of his life." Inthe de-
bate on the election bill a lively tilt
took place between the senators and
Palmer and Chandler, after which

SENATOR CHANDLER,
continuing his argument, reviewed the
ante-war history, of the couutry, and
theu alluding to the attempts made by
the Democratic party ivrecent years to
secure the repeal of tne federal election
law, said: "Where is the Democratic
party to stop, iftomorrow it repeals
the election law which was adopted to
carry into effect the fifteenth amend-
ment? Will they now repeal the fif-
teenth amendment also? Ifthey take
away the suffrage from the black man,
willnot they also little by little in this
action come to reduce the black man
substantially to a condition of slav-
ery?"_ Continuing, Senator Chandler ex-
pressed regret at the defections on the
Republican side of the question, refer-
ring especially to Senator Stewart, who,
he said, although the author of the fif-
teenth amendment, aud the leader of
the movement to pass the statute of
May 18, 1870, the most valuable por-
tions of which are to be repealed by the
pending bill,now gives the repeal bill
his support.

Senator Palmer (Dem., 111.) followed
Senator Chandler, and opened with a
history of the birth of the Republican
-arty and tracing its course to the war,
vhich had resulted in the liberation
md enfranchisement of the negroes,
.aid it .was now contended by the Re-
publicans that the negroes should vote
with them and for their policies "be-
cause they liberated them."

Upon Hie other side of the chamber It
was contended that the colored people
in the South had not their proper rep-
resentation in the governmental affairs.
Within a lew days past, he said, we
have been engaged in a discussion of
the Hawaiian question. "We found
that the total population there num-
b-red about 90,000. The whole Amer-
ic in population is less than 2,000, and
yet these 2,000 white men own more
than 74 per cent of the entire prop-
erty of

TIIEKINGDOM.
The natives own but eighty-hun-

dredths of 1per cent of the property of
the islands. Less than 10 per cent of
the population of that island have over-
thrown the government and established
another, and are about to proclaim, or
have proclaimed, a constitution with
property qualifications; and yet Iheard
one of the leaders of the Republican
party In this chamber declare that these
men who have overthrown the native
government aud native supremacy were
Russells, and Sidneys, and Washing-
tons. This is the view of the party
that now claims to be the champion and
the preserver of the rights of the col-
ored race.

Senator Frye, of Maine, reviewed the
history of the presidential election of
ItGB, and the Tammany frauds in New

"1believe," said he, "that Tammany
Is just as determined to avail itself of
every violation of law to accomplish its
purpose now as inthat year. Then,
in less than twenty days, they natural-
ized over 40.000

foreigners. They

naturalized En Judge Barnard's court
2,52*2 in one day. There were ten staud-
ing witnesses to 2,800 applicants for
naturalization. Patrick Quinn was a
standing witness to 2,100 applicants,
and he was afterwards sent to the peni-
tentiary tor these offenses, lv these
naturalizations witnesses having their
names as 'Cornelius Vanderbilt' and
•Chauncey M.Depew'— meu well known
to the judges— yet there was no rebuke.
In that eleotion Tammauy had eight
gangs of repeaters, and some of them
voted as high as twenty-five tlihoa.

Itwas such acts as this that led
to the enactment of the federal election
law. Does the senator from Illinois

in the Empire state, or does he think it
was an attempt to crush freedom?"

"Mvanswer," said Senator Palmer,
"is that the instance put by no means
justifies the law. The fact that there
was crime in New York furnishes no
reason for subjecting any other congres-
sional district in the United States to
the act of placing over them supervisors
and masters. Nothing ot that kind jus-
tifies the placing the whole country un-
der supervision."

"1am disappointed with the senator,"
slid Senator Frye. "Ido not think he
is any better than other Democrats. 1
am afraid, as sometimes happens to new
recruits, ho is even worse. [Laughter.]
A citizen of a state is a citizen of the
United States, and such as this, the re-
public owes that citizen some duty."

Senator Frye then quoted the consti-
tution of the state of Mississippi, and
denounced its provisions requiring the
voter to be able to read the constitution
or give a reasonable interpretation of a
section of it when read to him.

"Does not the senator know that
Massachusetts has an even more strin-
gent provision?" inquired Senator Gray.

"Noit does not."
"Yes it does, and Iwillshow it to

you."
"Why, there Is not a senator on this

floor," said Mr. Frye, "who -could per-
haps interpret the constitution of the
United States to the satisfaction of an
examining committee as is required by
the constitution of Mississippi."

"That constitution, then," suggested
Senator Palmer, "very much resembles

THE CONSTITUTION
of Hawaii established bythe provisional
government."

Senator Bate, of Tennessee, 'inter-
rupted to road the following provision
from the constitution of Massachusetts:

"Every male citizen of twenty-one
years or upwards, not being pauper or
person under guardianship, who is able
to read the constitution of the common-
wealth in the English language and
write his name shall be entitled to
vote."

"Ifthere had been added to that,"
retorted Mr. Frye, "tho words, 'if he
could interpret itto the satisfaction of
a committee,' it would make a material
difference."

"Doesn't the senator from Miane
see," inquired Senator Gray, "that the
provision of the constitution of Missis-
sippi is no more severe than the consti-
tution of Massachusetts, where he may
be able to read the constitution and
write his name? InMississippi, if he
can't read, it is sufficient if he can un-
derstand its provisions."

"No. Why the senator from Dela-
ware talks as if he was really in ear-
nest."

"Itthe senator cannot understand the
English language he ought not to vote
anywhere," said Senator Gray, "In
Massachusetts ifthe voter cannot read
there is no hope tor him, but inMissis-
sippi if he can understand ithe can
vote."

After some further colloquy over this
same subject between Senators Frye,
Gray and Uoar, the senate at 3:55, on
motion of Senator Harris, went into
executive session, and at 4:10 ad-
journed.

HAWAIITESTIMONY.

Mr. Simpson, of Washington,
Thinks the Provisional Govern-
ment Will Stand.
Washington, Feb. s.—The senate

Hawaiian investigating committee held
a special meeting today for the purpose
of giving Joseph E. Simpson, of the
state of Washington, an opportunity to
place before the committee facts gath-
ered by him bearing upon the advan-
tages to be derived from a closer union
with the islands. Mr.Simpson was not
on the islands either at the time of the
revolution or subsequently thereto, and
could furnish no information bearing
directly upon these proceedings.

The purpose of his visit was to make
arrangements for steam communica-
tions betweeu Hawaii and Puget sound.
His investigation was, therefore, made
entirely upon a commercial basis, aud
with the legislature, which was then in
session. He succeeded in securing a
guarantee of a subsidy for carrying the
mails and in obtaining a mass of infor-
mation which convinced him of the
great .natural resources and possibili-
ties of the development of wealth on the
islands.

He presented the committee witha
tabulated statement giving the figures
as to the foreign trade of Hawaii since
1855, the first year that any record was
kept of the business done.

He represented that the property now
on the islands is largely owned by
Americans, and declared that the senti-
ments of the people were essentially
American. He declared that for all
practical purposes, except in name,
tuis country has for many years exer-
cised a protectorate over the lslands.and
had been the onlycountry to keep a war
ship constantly at Honolulu. Mr. Simp-
son said that at tho time he was in
Honolulu there was no indication of a
definite disruption of the government;
not even up to the time he left, just
prior to the revolution, did the people
seem to dream ofa change.

He said he was confident from what
he knew of the men at the head of the
provisional government that they wore
able to maintain themselves.

HOUSE MEMBERS TAKE LITTLE IN-

EST IN THE DEBATE.

MORSE'S INSULTING LANGUAGE

Is Ruled, by the Speaker, to Be
Unparliamentary

—
The Fiery

Boutcile of Maine Bitterly At-

tacks Cleveland and Gresham—
Eloquent Defense by Hall, of

Minnesota.

Washington. Feb. 6.— The Hawaiian
debate again occupied the attention of
the house today, a night session being
held to permit speeches by those mem-
bers who desired to talk, but who other-
wise would not have had an opportunity
to do so on account of the limited time
allowed. The debate is attracting much
less attention in the house than was an-
ticipated. This is perhaps partly due
to the abandonment of the policy of
restoration of the administration, and
partly to the fact that the long tariff
debate has surfeited the house. The
principal speeches today were made by
Messrs. Johnson, Indiana; Boutelle, of
Maine ; Patterson, of Tennessee, and
Black, of Illinois.

Everett (Dem. Mass.) delivered the
invocation at the opening of the session
of the house this morning. Mr. Mc-
Gann tried to obtain unanimous con-
sent for the consideration of a resolu-
tion he offered to investigate the action
of Judge Jenkins, in the case of the
Northern Pacific railway, whose em-
ployes he had enjoined from striking,
but objection was made.

The Hawaiian debate was resumed by
Mr. Morse (Rep., Mass.), who bad five
minutes. Before he had proceeded tor
a minute, however, Mr. Outhwaite
(Dem.. 0.) had him called to order for
unparliamentary language.

"To which language do you refer?"
asked Mr. Morse.

"To the insulting, impudent and un-
parliamentary language just used," an-
swered Mr. Outhwaite.

Mr. Morse.' according to the rule, took
his seat, and the words excepted towere
read at the clerk's desk, as follows: •

"Andyet, strange to tell, al the com-
mand of

. THEIR MASTER,
the. great Grover Cleveland, his cuckoos
inthe house and senate, staunch South-
ern Democrats, the loudest shooters for
a white man's government, disregard
all their ancient traditions about white
men's supremacy and the white man's
government."

The speaker ruled that the language
was unparliamentary.

Before Mr.Morse could proceed, how-
ever, his time expired.

Mr. Johnson (Rep., Ind.) took the
floor and made a strong speech arraign-
ingthe course of the present adminis-
tration inattempting to restore the de-
posed queen. He drew a vivid picture
of the efforts of Mr. Willis, and evolved
out of it all the plot of a new comic
opera, to be called "Liliuokolani."

Mr. Patterson (Dem.. Term.) followed.
The sugar Interests, he argued, were
behind the annexation movement. If
the islands could have been annexed,
under the bounty clause of the McKin-
ley law the sugar planters there would
have received from the United States
treasury $50,000,000. "The desire of the
sugar planters to put their hands into
the pockets of the American people lay
at 'the bottom of the revolution of1893,"
said the speaker impressively.

"The great haste manifested to secure
annexation," he said, • "was because
those in the conspiracy knew that Gro-
ver Cleveland, when Inaugurated, would
never give his consent to the territorial
extension of the United States to those
islands, 2,000 miles beyond our western
shore." y;-A.I

Messrs. Wheeler (Dem., Ala.) and
Oates (Dem.. Ala.) continued the de-
bate. The former delivered a glowing
eulogy of President Cleveland. The
latter argued in behalf of the adoption
of the McCreary resolution from a legal
standpoint.

MR. BOUTELLE
(Rep., Me.), who followed Mr. Oates,
after reviewing the contents of his reso-
lution reprobating the policy of the
administration, added: "Whatever may
be the tardy expression of this house,
Iclaim a favorable verdict on my in-
dictment from the American people."

Continuing, he followed events to the
attempted promulgation by the ex-queen
of a uew constitution Jan. 14, 1893.
That act he denominated the political
suicide of the Hawaiian monarchy.

"The honor of the American name,"
said Mr. Boutelle, "is being dragged in
the dust by Grover Cleveland, Walter
Q. Gresham, James H. Blount and Min-
ister Willis. 1have no words -to ex-
press my contempt. for the policy of
treachery, duplicity and false pretense.
You on the other side cannot condoue
this outrage; you cannot make this
heroic."

' -
Proceeding, he characterized Mr.

Gresham as a "disappointed and .apos-
tate secretary of state," who, in con-
junction with the president, sought not
only to uproot and overturn an Amer-
ican government, but to degrade the
American navy by putting itunder the
control of a Georgia politician in order
to get some one who would haul down
the American flag.

When that order was written,whether
by the secretary . of the navy or the
president, the constitution was violated,
and he who penned it rendered himself
liable to impeachment. As a partisan
he might well glory and gloat over the
present policy of the Democratic partyt
which, he added, had been spewed ou,
by the American people.

He concluded with a glowing eulogy
of the

reciting a few verses, a sort of apos-
trophe to the stars and stripes, written
by a native of Hawaii. He was liberally
applauded when he took his seat.
. Mr. Black, ofIllinois, the ex-commls-
siouer of pensions, in reply, said that
the eloquent words of Mr.Boulelle, so
far as they appealed to American honor
and American patriotism, awakened the
liveliest commendation in his heart;
but, after all, this was nowan old story,
it was no longer a grave question. Tho
government of Hawaii was now finally
established. There was noattempt to
invade it. Allthe Republicans hoped
for by this discussion of ancient history
was __dv_-__t_-ge, and the Demo-
cratic side of the house did not propose
that they should have It.

"
He proceeded

to analyze the several resolutions, point-
ing out what hSconsldered their defects
or inconsistencies. He argued for a
policy of foreign non-intervention. "We
are after Stevens," said he, "and we
think we willget him."- •:

•'By the peaceful conquest of extlrpa-

tion," said he,"but four-fifths of one per
cent of all the lands in the Hawaiian
Islands now remained to the" native
population. Never had there been such
a peaceful conquest in the history of
the. world. American intelligence and
American enemy were paramount there/.
Let them work out their own salvation..
Let us declare for a policy of

ference by the United States and against
tolerating foreign intervention by other
covernments, and the supremacy of
brain and civilization in those islands Is
assured."

Only tour members were present

when Mr. Hall (Dem.. Minn.) began to
speak in support of the administration.

Senator Jones, of Arkansas,
who is a member of the committee, said
today that the question had not been*
absolutely decided, but he was of the
opinion that itwas unnecessary to take
time for getting statements by the com-
mittee .as the whole subject a. had
been, gone over by .the. v.house
committee recently.. . He expressed
the belief that . the ..committee
would 'be ~:in readiness ,to" report
the billby the latter part of next week".
Much willdepend In this matter- upon
Chairman Voorhees, to. whom, on.ac-
count of his position at the head of < the
committee, the other Democratic mem-
bers willbe inclined to defer. .He said
at the opening of the session that op-
portunity, would be granted for limited
hearings, but he has recently shown a
disposition to change his mind, and itis
now considered probable that he may
take a position absolutely against this
course. Senator Voorhees said this
evening after adjournment that the
question of hearings would-be determ-
ined at the meeting of the committee
tomorrow and added that itlooked very
doubtful whether the committee would
go into hearings at all.

"1 would not," added the senator,
"say definitely as to that until tomor-
row, but the trouble is that ifwe begin
to have hearings there is no telling
when we willget through. We would
probably still be at it when the paw-
paws get ripe next fall."

'"\u25a0; Rio de Janeiro, Feb. s.— Unless
present indications turn out incorrect,
the fate of President Peixoto and Ad-
miral da .Gama and his followers willbe
decided tomorrow.

During Saturday night and Sunday
the insurgents steamed their ships into
positions of advantage, preparatory to
making a thorough and decisive attack
upon the government positions at
Nlchteroy especially.
Itis understood that this is a final

and desperate effort upon the part of
the insurgents, and that on. its success
everything depends, so far as the revo-
lution is concerned.
It.is expected that early ou Tuesday

morning the insurgent commander will
have succeeded in lauding a force on
shore, which, covered by the fire of the
rebel vessels, "will advance upon the
government positions, and the final
battle is then expected to be fought.

The foreign war ships are closely
watching the operations, and there has
been no further interference of any sort
up to the time this dispatch is filed.
. The geueral opinion ashore seems to
be that the insurgents willbe defeated,
and that the collapse of the rebellion, in
this part of the country, at least, will
Immediately follow.

*.'-.' Later information concerning the
Intended landing of the insurgents in
the neighborhood of Nictheroy shows
that /.-.it? was the intention of Ad-
miral da Gama to send his forces
ashore on Sunday morning, and
that from the. advices which he
had received from the insurgent
agents ashore, the admiral was led to
believe that regiments of the national
guard would joinissue with the insur-
gents the moment the latter landed. It
is added^however, that the plot leaked
out and the insurgents .were compelled
to postpone their contemplated attack

METHODIST MINISTERS .
SCORE SEVERAL POINTS AT THEIA

MEETING ESTER

ISSUE TEMPERANCE ADDRESS

Thirty-Five Clergymen of That
Denomination Present

—
They

Unite in a Public Appeal— Tho
City Administration Declared
to Have Betrayed Its Trust-
Journalistic Shamelessness De-
nounced.

The Methodist Ministers' Association
ot St. Paul held its weekly meeting at
the Central Park M.E. Church yester-
day afternoon. Every Methodist min-
ister in the city, thirty-five Inall, was
present and they unanimously con-
curred in a ringing temperance address.
The meeting yesterday was preliminary
to a meeting to be held next Monday,
at which Prof. Ennis, of Hamline uni-
versity, will read a paper on "The Gov-
ernment ofCities."

The following is the address:

Temperance.
We. as pastors and representatives of

the Methodist Episcopal church in St.
Panl, desire again toremind our people
and all good people of their obligations
to the cause of temperance. The
liquor traffic is hostile to every interest
of society. Itis the grand source of
pauperism and crime. It intensifiesevery social evil. It is the source of
waste and woe incalculable. It is the
direct and powerful promoter of gam-
blinglicentiousness and murder. Its
chief function is to unfit men for do-
mestic, social and civic responsibilities.
The saloon is a school of vice. In the
vices whichit fosters and in the degra-
dation which it entails the most of our
municipal iniquities are firmly rooted.
Today the misgovernment of our cities
is the scandal and the peril of the re-
public. But there is no other source of
municipal corruution so prolific as the ,
saloon. The destruction of the saloon
is absolutely necessary to that civio
righteousness which Christianity pro-
poses. "-*.y?;.:- -i::\u25a0";

We, therefore, exhort all good people
to abate nothing of their efforts to de-
stroy the rum power, but all insist upon
the duty and exemplify the virtue of
total abstinence. Let them see to it
that the temperance instruction which
the law requires is given in the publio
schools. Let the total abstinence pledge
be circulated in all our Sunday schools,
and let the quarterly. Bible temperance
lesson be carefully studied. Through

'

press aud pulpit let us bring home to
:the conscience of the, people -

their
solemn Christian obligation to destroy
the saloon. :i

We commend to all friends of temper __: a
ance .reform and gospel service the
growing work inaugurated" by' the W.
C. T. U. at the People's theater. We
trust the churches will not be slow to
recognize the possibilities of good in
this enterprise, and that, through, their
prayers and labors, their possibilities
may be fullyrealized.

We desire also torecord our profound
regret that the saloons of St. Paul ara
kept open on the Sabbath, in violation
of law. We know that this habitual
and unpunished violation of law has
been brought to the attention of the city
government. We know that a commit-
tee, backed by a mass meeting oforder-
lovingcitizens and a mammoth petition,
could not obtain from the administra-
tion a promise that the enforcement of
the law would even be attempted. Wa
know that public office is apublic trust,
and the oath of office a pledee of
fidelity to public trust. This ad-
ministration cannot have been ignorant
of its obligation to enforce law, because
the enforcement

'
of law was a promi-

nent issue ins the last campaign, and
this administration went into power on
a wave of reform sentiment. Now,
when wecompare official apathy with
the official oath, and remember the as-
surances which won our votes for this
administration, we are compelled to ac-
knowledge the fact that we have been
betrayed. We do not think itour d uty
to disguise this fact or keep silent about
it. When public men violate public
trust the indignation of honest men
ought to utter itself. We confess, there-
fore, withdeep chagrin thai an admin-
istration which was inaugurated upon
reform issues, through the efforts of an
aroused Christian public, should not
put forth its hand to check the lawless-
ness of the Sunday saloon. We want a
citygovernment which has the courage
to do its duty, and the honesty to regard
not only the oath ot office, but the clear
understanding and definite purpose
which a Christian public had with it
when itlifteditinto power.

W. P. Murray knew Morton S.Wil-

kinson in 1849.
"Icame to St. Paul in 1849," said Mr.

Murray yesterday, "and Mort Wilkin-
son was then a resident of Stillwater.
He removed to St, Paul in 1850. Al-
though he was an ardent Whig and la
strong Democrat, we soou after our first
meeting became warm personal friends.
The year he moved to St. Puul he was
elected register of deeds of Ramsey
county. He and Iwere both members
of the territorial legislatures of 1851
and 1853. He became devoted to the
interests ofSt. Paul, and was a warm
friend of the city the remainder of his
life.

"In1858 he moved to Hokah, Houston
county, for the purpose of running for
congress. Pitted against him on the
Democratic side was James Cavanaugh.
Cavanaugh iwas elected. Soon after-
ward Wilkinson moved to Mankato, and
Inthe winter of 1859 was elected to the
United States senate. He served in
that body during the war, and Iwant
tosay that no senator stood as close to
Abraham Lincoln as Morton S. Wilkin-
son, and there was also no one who
commanded more attention on the floor
of the senate than ,he did. Mr.Lincoln
sent for him frequently and advised
withhim for hours at a time. There was
nothing Wilkinson asked for of the pres-
ident that was refused. Wilkinson was
an. intensely radical Republican, and
was bitterlyhated by many of the Dem-
ocratic senators. To illustrate this I
willrelate an incident. The matter of
a grant for the Lake Superior & Missis-
sippi River railway was before the sen-
ate. Iwas sent to Washington in the J
interests of _St. Paul t0... lobby for the \bill.?1went to Senator, Saulsbury, ofDelaware,. who was a stroug Democrat,
but a supporter of the Union, aud asked
his vote for the bill.

BEAVER FARMING.
A New Industry to Be Developed

>, in North Dakota.
Special to the Globe.

Fargo, N. D.. Feb. s.—McLean
county parties have a project on foot to
establish beaver farms at several points
along the numerous streams that trav-
erse that county. There are several of
these ranches in South Dakota, but
heretofore the idea had not struck the
denizens of the North state. Allthat
is necessary inengaging in the profit-
able business of beaver raising is to
erect a woven wire fence covering sev-

eral acres of ground on each side of a
creeK. The "stock" costs comparatively
little, and once placed within the in-
closure, the beavers need no attention.
They, build their own dams, and always
prepare for winter as though they were
not captives. First-class beaver skins
are worth at the present time upon the
Eastern market about 612, a good sized
skin weighing about three pounds.,
Beaver are twice as prolificas sheep,
and are most intelligent and docile ani-
mals. In their wild state they are be-
coming scarcer every year, and are
almost extinct In North Dakota. As
they need but little attention, and fur-
nish their own feed, summer and win-
ter, and this climate is peculiarly fitted
for their sustenance and propagation,
there isno reason why bigprofits cannot
be made from farming them in this
state. 7 On any of the streams in the
western part of the state a trapper can
in a week secure enough of the animals
to stock a good sized farm.

ROCKEFELLER RAKING'EMIN

Give Kirn Time and He Will Own
the Earth.

DuLUTn, Minn., Feb. The internal
affairs of the Lake Superior consoli-

dated iron mines, controlling the largest
Mesaba range mines, are receiving a
large amount of unwarranted attention
nowadays, and almost' weekly some long'
yarn is ? sent over the" wires regarding
this concern.

There was published this morning a
story to the effect that the Merritt hold-
ings inthis county had allbeen lost.and
that they had been acquired by John D.
Rockefeller, who now controlled all the
iron mines of the Lake Superior region
and of Cuba. There is just enough
truth in this story to give it the sem-
blance of fact without the substance.

Afew days ago the Merritts succeed-
ed in raising ?900,000 cash from Mr.
Rockefeller to clear up the obligations
!incurred by them during the past year
or two inbuilding railroads and devel-
oping their mines. Mostof this money
had bi-en borrowed inDuluth and had
been carried by banks and individuals
here.'

'

To obtain this cash tho Merritts have
sold Rockefeller 35.000 shares of con-
solidated stock and placed in his hands
55,000 shares as security for a loan, allbeing on a basis of $lv a share. There
are 205,000 shares Issued inconsolidated
stock, of which the Rockefeller interests
now hold or own a trifle over half.

Of course, if the Merritts ere unable
to take care of the loan of$550,000 wheu
it becomes due, Rockefeller willbe able
to obtain title to a large majority of the
company's stock and immense holdings.

The annual meeting of the Duluth,
Mesaba &Northern road will be held
tomorrow, at which time it is now be-
lieved a majority of the present direct-
or*., who are Metritts, will be re-
elected. --".-:

That Rockefeller holds all the mines
of the Lake Superior region is too pat-
ent an absurdity to need denial.
Neither he nor the Consolidated ownover half the Mesaba range alone.

One result of the present deal is
likely to be a halt in the oreparations
which had been made for cut-throat
competition between the Consolidatedcompany and the great
