Duluth Dem-
ocrats refused to swallow the Populist
pill. Of the two, Lewis was the stronger
man personally, but the actual cause
was the Populist tag. The popular
sway from Populism extended to even

Jican aldermanic candidate is elected.
The result is no landslide, for Duluth
is normally a strong Republican city.
Republican aldermen are elected by the
following pluralities: Howard 542 and
Hale 844, inthe First; Geatty 231 aad
Evans 235 in the Second; Lerch 189 and
Iarwood 237 in the Third; Trevillion
100 and Christenson 95 in the Fourth;
Peterson 663 and Goldsmith 388 in the
Fifth.

ToweRr, Minn., Feb. 6.— The city
election was quiet, the only fight was on
municipal judege. For tbis office, Cam-
paigne was elected over Scott 145 to 127,
E. Mercoll, F. A. Felton and Andrew
Hawkinson were elected aldermen. W.
N. Sheppard was chosen mayor.

ROCKEFELLER ELECTIONS.

New Officers Chosen for the Mines
on the Mesaba.

Dvruth, Minn., Feb. 6.—The Mesaba
& Northern railroad and four of the
large Mesaba mines connected with it,
over all of which John D. Roekefeller
has just secured control, held elections
today. which lasted eight hours. Rocke-
feller, in his usual way of preventing
opposition from the minority, caused
his directors to elect Merritt men to
several of the executive officers. Alfred
Merritt refused to succeed himself as
director and pres:dent of the road, and
the position will be left open for some

time. A. D. Allibone and Capt.
Alex McDougall, Rockefeller wmen,
were made vice presidents, while

S. R. Payne, J. B. Cotton and D. M.
Philbin were re-clected secretary, at-
torney and general manager. These,
with N. B. Merritt, A. D. Thomson, W.
J. Olcott and Hulett C. Merritt are the
directors. The mines controlled by the
Lake Superior Consolidated company
will all have a common set of officials.
W. J. Oleott, for years manager of the
Penokee and Gogebie syndicate
mines, has been made president, E. H.
Hall secretary, N. B. Merritt treasurer
and J. B. Cotton atiorney.

Members of the Merritt interests ac-
knowledge that Rockefeller has con-
trol, but say they can regain it if they
can repay him a loan of £550,000 in one
vear. Had the Merritts continued to
use the o1e dock at Superior instead of
being ambitious to own one in Duluth,
they would still be in control. Rocke-
feiler simply bided his time, kept loan-
ing them when they could borrow no-
where else, and finally brought them to
terms. There is little chance that the
Merritt can ever raise the amouunt neces-
sary to redeem the collateral, as capital
is afraid to come in contact with Rocke-
felier’s millions.

THE WILKINSON OBSEQUIES.

Burial of the Dead Ex=3eaator at

Josiyn, of Wells, assisted by Rev.Stout,
of this city, which were very impress-
ing, and delivered in the presence of
a large concourse of friends from home
and abroad. The remains were accom-
panied to the cemetery by six members
of the bar association and six honorary
pallbearers selected at the bar meeting
vesterday. Judge Flandrau, a life-long
friend of the late senator,was in attend-
ance.

Court was opened this morning at 10
o’clock, but adjournment was taken till
tomorrow to allow Judge Severance
and attorneys to attend the funeral.
Yesterday a meeting of the Bar associ=
ation was held here relative to the
the death of the ex-senator, and Judge
Severance delivered an eloquent ad-
dress, in which he reeiingly referred Lo
all good and stroug poiuts of deceased’s
character, and especially to the fact
that when Washington was threatened
by rebels Wilkinson in the dead of
night awakened the president and in=
formed him of the impending danger,
which resulted In mustering into serv-
ice all the clerks of the departments
and forming a gecod-sized army. The
judge said he thought the salvation of
the capital was due to the timely efforts
of Wilkinson.

The Pitiable Case of Julius Swo=
lensky.

RENVILLE, Minn.,, Feb. 6.—Julius
Swolensky, a farm laborer, relatesa
strange and pitiable case. He came over
from Germany about thirteen years ago
to carve out a fortune on the great
prairies of Minnesota. He has met with
fair success. He left a maiden sister in
the old country. The hope that they
could collect sufficient of this world’s
goods together to secure a little farm of
their own has buoyed them up through
all the trials they met and overcame.
Some time last summer they decided
that the time had comne when they could
put-their earnings tozether and accow=
plish the aim of their lives. The blonde-
haired sister of forty bought a ticket for
New York and arrived there safely. She
stopped at the Wahrenberger hotel and
at once wrote her brother Julius, who
was then working for a Mr. Gilpatrick
in Minneapolis, to telegraph or write
her where to go to meet him. This was
rather a strange thing for her to do,
asshe had his address. The brother
says that he did not get her letter for
three months, since which time he has
done all in his power to find her with-
cut success. She arrived in New York
on the 16th of August last, with consid-
erable money about her, and has disap-
peared as completely as though the
earth had opened and swallowed her.
‘I'he brother is so crazed with grief that
he borders on insanity.

A ‘Hired Man Makes a Rather
Queer Claim,
Special to the Globe.

BREAK IN THE RANKS.

The Hawaiian Policy Not In-
dorsed by the House.

OWING TO THE LACK OF A QUORUM

Gen. Sickles Leads the Kiek-
ers Against Grover.

REPUBLICANS DI!D NOT VOTE.

Democrats Expect to Muster
Their Forces Today

FOR H'CREARY'S RESOLUTION.

WAsnINGTON, Feb. 6.—The Hawallan
debate was concluded today, but the
entire resolution was not passed be=
cause of the failure of the Democrats to
secure a quorum wlien a vote was taken
upon it. Much less opposition from the
Democratic side developed than was at
one time anticipated. Only one speech,
that of Gen. Sickles, of New York, was
made in opposition to the adoption of
the resolution, although there was some
passive opposition on the Democratic
side, as indicated by the refasal of sev-
eral Democrats to answer to their
names when the resolution was placed
upon its passage. The Ilitt substitute,
the Blair amendment and the motion
made by Mr. Reed torecommit the reso-
tion were in turn voted dewn. When
the vote came to be taken upon the main
question, however. the adoption of the
entire resolution, the Republicans re-
frained from voting, and the Democrats
lacked seventeen of a quorum. Mr.
Cummings, of New York, voted for Mr.
Reed’s motion to recommit the resolu-
tion, ana Siekles against the McCreary
resolution. Mr. Cummings, of New
York; Mr. Geary, of California, and
Mr. Cockrell, of Texas, refused to o on
record either for or azainst the adoption
of the resolution. These were all the
indications shown today of a break in
party lines in the Hawaiian matter.
The Populists voted generally with the
Republicans. Mr. Broderick, of Kansas,
was the only Republican who declined
to follow the leader of his party and

REFRAIN FROM YVOTING.

He voted against the resolution.
When the Democrats found themselves
.. without a quorum they passed a resolu-
tion revoking the leaves of absence and
then adjourned. They expect to have a
a quoruin present when the house meets
tomorrow.

After the call of committees for re-
ports, the Hawaiian debate was re-
sumed, Mr. Outhwaite (Dem.,0.) taking
the floor in support of the McCreary
resolution.

He took the position that Minister
Stevens, in ordering the troops ashore
at the time the revolution, had been
zuilty of an act of war; that in betray-
ing the government to which he had
been aceredited, he had been guilty of
treachery, and that in scheming with
the sugar interests to overthrow a weak
monarchy with a view of annexation,he
had been guility of cowardice.

He analyzed thie events of the revolu-
tion itseif to show Mr. Stevens’ zeal on
behalf of the revolutionists. The sub-
sequent attempt to rush the Hawaiian
islands into the United States, he said,
was marked by mock heroism at Hon-
olulau and mock patriotism in Washing-
ton. He hoped when the gentleman
trom Indiana (Mr. Johnson) wrote his
opera, he would not forget to blazon
the banners of the chorus girls $12 per
ton on sugar.

“I mignt include your speech,” inter-
rupted Mr. Johnson, amid a ripple of
amusement. *It would certainly prove
a laughable feature of any comic
opera.”

Mr. Outhwaite challenged the pro-
duction of a single scintilla of evidence
to prove that Mr. Cleveland in the inau-
guration of a policy which had for its
purpose the righting of a national wrong
ever contemplated

THE USE OF FORCE.

Mr. Storer (Ohio), a Republican mem-
ber of the committee on foreign aflairs,
said that what occurred 1 Hawaii in
January, 1893, was a small matter com-
pared with what occurred in Washing-
ton since March, 1893. Mr. Storer made
an argument against the president’s
power to confer on Mr. Blount diplo-
matic authority without nominating
him for confirmation by the senate in
the regular way. Mr. Turner (Dem.,Ga.)
made an impassioned speech. The revo-
lution of our countrymen 1n Hawaii,said
he, was not against oppression. It
was a conspiracy which overthrew and
trampled under foot a constitutional
form of government, under which our
countrymen there had flourished and
prospered. And what was the condi-
tion there now? 7The constitution was
suspended, the queen was dethroned:;
even the writ of habeas corpus was sus-
pended, and every resident in the isles
was disfranchised. What sort of spirit
of liberty was it invoked on this floor,
asking the house to stand up for such
defiance of liberty and constitutional
prerogative because it was the work of
our countrymen?

Mr. Turner paid a high tribute in the
course ot his remarks to the ability and
integrity of Mr. Blount, who had been
maligned and even characterized by the
gentleman from Maine as a “‘Georgia
politician.”

Mr. Sickles (Dem., N. Y.) then got the
floor, and made the first speech on the
Democratic side against .

THE M’CREARY RESOLUTION.

If the resolution which the house was
asked to pass confined itself to the past
and the present, he said, in opening, he
would have to remain silent. But it
went farther. It had an important
bearing on the future. He did not be-
lieve that opne' administration was a
court of appeals or a court of review
for the acts of a previous administra-
tion. He should look forward with re_
gret to a possible review five years
hence of the acts of Cleveland and
Blount, as he now saw with surprise
and regret an attempt to review the acts
of President Harrison and Minister Ste-
vens, both of whom were now out of
office. The present EoVérnment of Ha-
waii, he continued, was recognized by

the United States as a legitimate gov_

,i-.»" -~

ernment. *'I do not agree with this res@-i
lution,” continued Mr. Sickles, em-
phatieally, *and I will not vote for it.
As long ago as 1850, 1 heard Gov. Marey
say that the Sandwichlslands should net
belong to any othier power and would

eventually belong to us, and I agreed

with him then, Aud I agree with him

now.”

Mr. De Forest (Dem..Conn.) indorsed
the action of the administratipn. Mr.
Hepburn (Rep., lo.) said the resolution
which the Democratic house proposed
to pass condemned Mr. Stevens on ex-
parte evidence secured by Mr. Blount;

have bzen warranted in using ;

BEFORE ANY COURT.

At 2:30 o’clock Mr. Hooker, of Missis-
sippi, was recognized for one hour for
the closing speech of the debate. Mr,
Hooker is a member of the Democratie
foreign affairs committee. He called
attention to those features of the Hawaiis
an treaty submitted by President Har-
rison which gave a pension of $150,000
to the royal princess and assumed the
Hawaiian debt of $3,000,000. He ar-
gued at length the existence of a con-
spiracy, which, having accomplishea
usurpation of the funections of govern-
ment, proceeded to divide up the spoils.’

In the course of his speech, Mr.
Hooker paid a high tribute to M.
Blount. In concluding he delivered a
glowing eulogy of Mr. Cleveland for his:
devotion to truth and honesty.

To the last resolution Mr. Blair of-
fered a substitute, approving the recog-
nition of the provistunal government by
both administrations, and declaring for
annexation. The vote was first taken
on the Blair amendment, which was lost’
on a rising vote, 77-155. The yeas and
nays were secured on the demand of
Mr. Blair.

There was not a party break on either
side on this vote, although Gen. Sickies
and perhaps one or two Democrats in
the hall of the house declined to respond
to their names when tney were called.

KILLED AT HIS POST,

Station Agent at Culbertson,
Mont., Assassinated.

MURDER COMMITTED FOR MONEY

The Assassin Crushes the
Head of His Viectim.

K0 CLUE TO THE HMURDERER.

The Dead Man Had $8,000 in
St. Paul Banks.

A DEEP MONTANA MYSTERY.

Special to the Globe.

Gr.ascow, Mont., Feb. 6.—One of the
most atrocions crimmes that has ever
darkened the annals of the state’s his-
tory occurred at Culbertson at mid-
night, when James Skinner, agent for
the Great Northern at that place, was
brutally murdered and the shack in
which he resided burned over him to
hide the tracks of the assassins. Mr.
Skinner was a man thirty-three years of
age. For the past four years he has held
the position of agent at Culbertson.
During that time he has won for him-
self the respect of the community in
which be rasided. He accumulated
some money, that he invested in the
sheep industry, and was supposed to
have quite a sum in his room. Recently
he mecurred the 2nimosity of some par-
lies where he resided, aud they

THREATENED HIM WITH DEATH,
and since that time he had been well
armed, fully expecting the threats to be
fuifilled. John Rogers, an inveterate
drinker, operates a saloon in the town,
and until a short time since was in the
habit of depositing his money in the
earth, and excavating it when necessity
demanded. Some of the loafers about
his saloon learned of the plant and un-
earthed it. Since then Rogers has been
giving his money into the hands ct
Mr. Skinner. Last week the saloon-
keeper made a deal whereby he secured
€350 in cash. This was given into the
care of Mr. Skinner. The assassins
who committed the foul murder must
have done it with the intent to rob. It
is scarcely possible that his enemies
would have cowmmitted the dastardly
deed for revenge. At 12 ¢’clock, when
‘the east-bound passenger train pulled
into Culbertson;the depot wis enveloped
in a sheet of flame. The heat was so
intense that it

in the cars. Conductor Smith attempted
to open the door, but it was securely
tastened, and he'glanced in at the win-
dow, where a most gruesome sight
presented itself. Tying between the
counter and the stove was the one-
armed agent with his skul! erushed and
his head lying in a poo! of blood. At his
side was a six-shooter. The heat drove
back every one who attempted to force
open the door.

How the Election Fraud Was Car-
ried On in Detroit.

DeTrorT, Mich.,, Feb. 6.—A glaring
election fraud was disclosed here today
in comnection with the state salaries
amendment scandal of 1893. A compar-
ison of the returns from the wards with
the fizures after the canvassing board
had finished its work shows that exactly
100 votes were added to the yea vote
returns in each of the fifteen wards,
with one exception, the -Fitteenth, to
which fifty was added. Besides this,
the total of 10,463 yea votes was entered
in the result of the canvass as 12,468,
making a total falsification in favor of
the amendment increasing the state
officers’ salaries of 4,750. George H.
Bussey, who was chairman of the foot-
ings committee of the canvassing board,
is now employed in the auditor gener-
al’s office at Lansing. Other members
of the committee fail to explain satis-
factorily.

SWUNG OFF ATRESTLE

A Wisconsin Villain Hanged
by a Mad Mob

FOR ASSAULTING A CHILD.

Fifty Masked Men Take Him
: From Jail,

DRAG HIK TO A STOUT TRESTLE

And Speedily End His Vile
Career.

TW0 OTHERS MAY BE LYNCHED.

WEsT SuPERIOR, Wis.,, Feb. 6.—The
small villaze of Ewen, east of this city,
on the Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic
railroad, is all excitement tonight over
the lynehing of a rape tiend. The name
of the villain is Andrew Pikkarien. He
is a Russian Finn, and lived a few miles
from Ewen at a little place called
Bruce’s Crossing. The story whieh
came from Ewen tonight is as follows:
Monday night Peter Ilatelli and wife
left their home to be gone for a day.
They left their little eight-year-old
daughter at home in the care of Pik-
karien. Her temporary guardian put
the little girl to bed early, but at about
10 o’clock at night the wretch took the
sleeping child from her bed and, carry-
ing her to his own room, accomplished
his fiendish purpose. Two other men
witnessed the assault, but they elaim
they were afraid of the power-
ful brute. The fiena was arrested
as soon as the terrible crime he had
committed was found out and taken to
Ewen, wheie he was placed in the vil-
lage jail, where he admitted having
committed the deed. The child is
frightfully injured and is saffering In-
tense pain. She is expected to die.

A later dispateh from Ewen tonight
says that as soon as it became known
that Pikkarien admitted his guilt fifty
indignant citizens wearing masks sur-
rounded the frail structure in whieh he
was piaced to lypch nim. The officers
protested, but to no avail. The jail
dcors were smashed in and the culprit
dragged out forthwith. A rope was
placed around his neck, and he was
dragged eighty rods to arailroad trestle,
where he was hanged. The village is
still wild over the outrage, and should
the citizens find the guilty man’s asso-
ciates they would end the day with a
triple lynching.
