“ATAND BY KACH OTHER.”

It is announced with much fiourish of
trumpets by the Duluth papers, that
their city council will do nothing to se-
cure for the city the $§15,000 of public
money whieh so mysteriously disap-
pearcd under the manipulation of the
American Loaun and Trust company.

I'ne committee in its report goes even
farther and appears to approve the
transaction. The Tribune gives this
item as appearing in the report:

It had been the practice of the busi-
ness men of the city to stand by each
otber during the financial panic, and it
would be unwise for the city to place
itself on the list of those who gloat over
the misfortunes of others and attempt
to profit by them.

‘I'his line of reasoning is on a par with
the elebrated sheep-stealing  jury
which acquitted a sheep thief who con-
fessed his guilt because they must
*stand by each other.”

From sach a city council the honest
people of Duluth can well exclaim,
*@Good Lord, deliver us.”

The position of the Duluth city coun-
eil, carried to its logical conclusion, is
an invitation to people of easy con-
sciences to come among them and start
financial institutions for the purposes of
sceuring all the public and private
funds possible, and then loaning the
bank to the officers and directors. In
addition to public depuosits, if the city
should give the institution money to
pay its (the city’s) notes or bonds, and
the officers should steal it, the matter
must be commended by keeping quiert,
and the city officers and bank officers
must **stand by each other.”

Shady bankers have in Duluth an
Elysian field. 1t is not every city coun-
cil which teels the necessity of *‘stand-
ing by each other” in this wanner, as
the St. Paul council has recently, to its
great honor and credii, demonstrated.

The law under which the American
Loan and I'rust company was organized
was evidently desizned to be enforced
in localities where the city authorities
do their duty instead of *‘stand by
each other.” Here is a section of the
law:

Section 11.  Nosuch corporation shall
engage in any banking, mercantile,
manutacturingor other business, except
such as is hereby expressly authorized.
It shall not loan its funds. moneys, cap=-
ital, trust funds, or other property
whatsoever, to any director, officer,
agent, or employe (thereof), nor shall
any such director, officer, agent, or em-
ploye become in any mauner indebted
to said corporation by means of any
overdraft, promissory note, account, in-
dorsement, guaranty or other contract
whatsoever; and any such director, of-
ficer, agent or employe who shall be-
come so indebted to said corporation,
shall be deemed guilty of the crime of
embezzlement to the amount of such in-
debtedness. from the time such indebt-
edness shall be created, and upon con-
viction thereof shall be punished in the
manner prescribed by the laws of the
state for the crime. of embezziement of
a like amount.

In the face of this law and the loss of
£15,000 handed the trust company by the
city treasurer to pay bonds, **the com-
mittee recommended that the communi-
cation of the mayor be placed on file.””

It is a wonder that in their great de-
sire to 'stand hy each other” they did
not expel the communication from.the
city hall.

Why let the council chamber be pol-
luted by the tainted intimation that
bankers and public officials should be
honest?

Go to — we must all “stand by each

other.”

THE TARIFF BILL IN THE
SENATE.

Mr. Voorhees, chairman of the senate
comwittee on finance, who will have
charge of the Wilson bill in the senate,
expects the debate on that measure to
begin about the 1st of Marech, and a vote
be taken about the mlddle of April.
Six or seven weeks’ time is, to say the
least, a liberal allowance. Reckoning
thirty-six working days, and eight
hours as a day’s work, it will appear
that there will be 288 hours which can
be devoted to the measure. ‘This would
give each senator three hours in which
to express his opinions of the measure,
and leave twenty=four hours for roll
calls and other necessary interruptions
of the flow of eloquence.

It is very manifest tiiat) the senate
does not propose to hasten action on
the pending measure. It is of no concern
to the members of that body that the
business of the country is waiting upon
its action. It makes no difference that
there are a million of men out of em-
ployment, and two hundred thousand
families on the verge of starvation be-
cause of the unsettled condition of busi-
ness due to the pendency of the tariff
bill, 1t would be undignified for the
senators to bestir themselves and dis-
play a little energy and common-sense
expedition in the dispatch of husiness.
The small men who compose that great
body seem to think it adds to their dig-
nity to constantly assert it—to keep the
people constantly waiting in their ante-
room until it suits their pleasure to
admit them. They will discover their
mistake vefore long, for the people are
becoming disgusted with their conduct,
and impatient of their assertions of su-
periority.

There is no good- reason why action
on the tariff bill should be delayed more
than two weeks. Its merits and de-
merits have been fully discussed in the
house and in the newspapers, and the
senators, learned though they may be,
cannot add a single argument on one
side or the other. Their discussious,
even though they be prolonged to the
crack of doom, cannot changa the opin-
ons of a single individual, or make the
worse appear the better cause. If the
senators are wise, therefore, they will
not waste time in profitless debate.
They cannot hope to defeat the meass
ure. They caun only add to the general
distress by delay. Will they decide to
do this in order to assert their dignity—
adignity that is already odious—astench
in the nostrils of the people?

It is not anticipated that the senate
will be influenced by a sense of publie
duty in this matier. Duty has always
been secondary to self-interest with
them. Under the senatorial code the
country owes everything to the senate;
the senate i3 under obligations for
nothing to the country. Bat, happily.
the people are yet masters, although
under limitations as to the time when
they can assert their mastery. There
will be a day of reckoning, however,
when those senators who at a time like

i told,
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this prove recreant to duty will be
called to account. Those who are in-
strumental in delaying the beginning
of the era of reform will be required to
give an account of their stewardship,and
will be cast out of the public service
into the domain of the politicians out of
a job, where there is perpetual weeping
and wailing and gnashing of teeth.

————
HELPING THEMSELVES,

When the anti-sealper bill was pend-
ing before the legislature the GLoBE
stoutly opposed it—not because it had
any fondness for the scalpers or any
hostility to the raiireads per se, but be-
cause the bill was but another of the
tou common efforts of these corporations
to obtain an advantage by means of leg-
islation to which they were not entitied,
and because it was a direct assault on the
liberties of the people. We insisted
that the scalper was the natural and
iegitimate product of the abuse of their
privileges by the roads, the product of
their overreaching,and that the remedy,
in their own hands, was nothing more
than a just and fair dealing with the
publie, and that they shoula be remitted
to their own powers to apply the rem-
edy.

Having failed in the courts to secure
what_ they were influential enough
with the legislature to get. the trunk
lines east of the Mississippi, we are
have agreed, along with the
correction of some other abuases, to
redeem all unused portions of tickets,
and thus deprive the scalpers of
of what has given rise to their business.
1t would be far more to their credit had
they done this of their own motion and
before they had tried to retain the un=
earned gains coming from unused
mileage by attempting to crush out by
state enactment the men who bought
and sold it. 1t would have been also
more to the credit of the party which
controlled the latest legislature of this
state had it defeated the bill instead of
passing it, and thus making 1ta crime
for a citizen to seli a valuable right
which he bhad honestly acquired and
paid his money for.

We have never been of those who.
thouzh unable to tell a fish-plate from
a semaphore, still felt qualified to
operate railroads better than those
could who had grown up in that work;
but it is true that, in any occupation,
those engaged in it are not the best
qualified to speak of its relations to
others. Railroad men naturally maxi-
mize the importance of the roads to the
public, and ninimize that of the publie
to the roads. Their perspective is neces-
sarily faulty. Hence we have the
spirit which expressed itself in Jay
Gould’s statement that rates were ad-
justed to “what the traflic would bear”
and Vanderbilt’s cool but sincere decla=
ration that *‘the public be damned.”

Out of this attitude of the managers of
the roads has come all the hostility
shown in legislation, in plattorms and
in political organizations. It is the
knowledge that rapacity has guided
them rather than considerations of
broad policy and justice. This feeling
has been met by the roads either with
indifference or contempt, or, when 1t
sought expression in legislation,by their
lobbyists plentitully supplied with
boodle to enlist the wolves and corrupt
the corruptible. They have shame-
lessly bought legislatures to secure
privileges to which they were not en-
titled, as this demolished scalper aet,for
instance, or to defeat measures intended
to secure to the public an acknowledg-
ment of its rights.

The condition they have produced is
3 deplorable one. Elections to the leg-
islature are now regularly sought Uy
men who go there with no other pur-
pose than to *'bleed” the roads. They
will get bills introduced striking at the
rights ot these corporations, solely for
the purpose of having the lobby bay
them off. We have seen a pack of these
wolves supporting a bill introduced by
sincere men until 1t reached the ealen-
dar, when, in needless alarm, the rail-
roads met the demands of the pack, and
they defeated the bill. Not only do
these men come back, but the well-
known fact that the roads do buy men
induces the unscrupulous men in every
district to plan and intrigue and work
to get in the charmed circle of plunder.
The evils grow. and will grow as
long as the managers continue their
practices, and they may be assured that
they can no more surely guard them-
selves against the wolves than by treat-
ing the public with such fairness and
equal justice as to turn public senti-
ment in their favor. They will be se-
care in their rights when they the most
fully respect the rights of the people.

DON'T MISS THE POINT.

It may seem ungracious to do any-
thing that may seem like an effort to de-
prive our brethren of the faith paternal
of even the grain of comfort they woald
extract from the two bye elections in
New York for congressmen. While we
commiserate their condition and are
sorry for the upsetting of their fond ex-
pectations of a discord in our party
which would defeat the Wilson bill and
thus substantiate their vociferous claim
of Democratic incapacity to even unite
in support of a policy, we must insist
on what is the only real significance of
those two elections.

Just as the one complaint which
makes life a burden to the afflicted per-
son is the thing of moss absorbing in-
tarest to him; just as the occupation to
which one devotes his energies is to
him the only vocation worth noticing in
the world, and just as both may dis-
cover with surprise that there are
other complaints and other vocations in
which others find themselves similarly
absorbed, so it is that politicians and
political editors get so absorbed in their
work that they imagine that all other
people are similarly enwrapped in it.

It needs just such incidents as these’

bye elections, occurring when there is
no universal rush for the hog trough, as
Alexander Stephens cbaracterized our
general elections, to show these editors
and politicians that, while they are
fencing and thrusting and parrying as
if the life of the nation depended on
them, the mass of the people are en-
gaged in their ordinary pursnits, and so
busily at work in them that an election
is an unimportant matter thatis hardly
worth going to. It may be rough on
the editors and the politicians, but it is
a fact which it is just as well to sense.

But under and over_ and all around
the learned diagnoses or'the erudite edi-
tors who have constituted themselves a
jury tosit on these elections and give
their verdict of how it happened, what
caused it, and who the guilty party is,
stands out the signifieant fact that all
the howling of the calamityites about
the “Democratic times,” the paralyzed
industries, the army of the unemployed,
the wanton trifling with the vital inter-
ests of the people, the cruel indiffer-
ence to the poor workingman, and all
these lamentations with which the Re-
publican press has sought to retrieve
their lost cause, has produced abso-
lutely no feeling of alarm.

It is to this
view of the case that we invite the at-
tention of our contemporary, and we
assure it that whether Quiges’ plurality

THE WINNEAPGLIS PRIEST SAYS THEY

ARE DISLOYAL

TO THE AEMRICAN SPIRIT

He Says That Every Man Has a
Right to Demand of His Coun-
trymen That He Be Secure in
Every God-Given Right—The
A. P. A's Are a Menace to
Liberty.

An entertaining musical programme,
and an address by Rev. J. M. Cleary, of
Minneapolis, at St. Peter Claver church
{ast evening attracted at least 600 peo-
ple, nearly all white, though the church
is a colored Catholic organization. Miss
Kittie Collins, the cathedral organist,
accompaulied all of the pieces on the
piano. Mrs. J. L. Demules. Miss Alice
Bissonette, Miss Josie O’Keefe, the
church organist and George Danz,
violin, were received with marked
favor. But the feature of the even-
ing was the address of Father Cleary
on **I'he American Citizen.”

Father Cleary spoke with wonderful
vigor and power, and every thougnt
expressed appealed to patriotism and
good sense. He spoke of the importance.
of being an American citizen, and re-
garded it a privilege and an honor, and
insisted that never before in the history
of civilization have the rights of men
been so thoroughly respected and so
consistently mamtained as they are to-
day inour government, which was built
upon man, upon manbood full-grown,
and recognizes no other eriterion than
men. No matter where born, of what
nationality or what color, the rights of
men are inalienable under our govern-
ment. Some of our best citizens were
foreign boru; some of our meanest have
an unbroken American ancestry. Ben-
edict Arnold, the traitor, was born in
America; James E. Shield, . patriot,
statesman and soldier, was born in
Ireland. **We do not ask the black man
to change the color of s skin, or the
Malay to whiten his copper lhue,
We only ask that men seeking
American citizenship  shall re-
nounce aileziance to foreign princes
and prove themselves worthy
to be Americans. No religious test is
made or was made by those.who adopted
our constitution. They sought to estab-
lish and defend the inalienable rightsof
men. And this eonstitation was estab-
lished by the aid of foreign men and
foreign money; without that aid the
efforts of Washington would have
failed. 'The foreign friends of Amer-
ican freedom fought in every battle
of the American Revolution, and
in every battle of succeeding wars;
they suffered in hospitals and prisons
side by side with those of American
birth.” He then denounced in the most

| scathing language the “disloyal sneaks’

who meet under the cover of darkness,
in secret, and are oath-bound to rob
their fellowmen of their religious, com-
mercial and social rights because they
dare worship God according to the
dictates of their own conscience—
rights to maintair which our fathers
pledgeéd their lives, their fortunes
and vheir sacred honor. He had undis-
guised contempt for the word tolerate.
We do not tolerate a man in the enjoy-
ment of his rights; we do not ask what,
religion he professes or te what party
he Dbelongs, but we demand for him
absolute equality with his ‘neighber
‘before the law. No man has any right
to any preference in his rights asan
American citizen or at the bar of
justice for any reason. He has a
right to demand of his country-
men that he be secure in very God-
given right. The leading elements at
the base of our govermnent are author-
ity. hiberty and religion, though each is
entitled to free exercise without inter-
terence from the other. **What foreign
philosophers and statesmen only
dreamed of we nave realized in the
American government—authority with-
out despotism, withoutarbitrary power,
established by the governed for their
protection. 'T'here is not a government
in Europe so strong as this, established
for the people and by the people, a gov-
ernment buile upon the inalienable
rights of man.

**There are two dangers which menace
the peace, liberties and welfare of the
American citizen. One is the oath-
bound and ignorant men who meetin
darkness to work against the religlous,
commercial and social interests of their
fellow men. These strike at the heart
of liberty. Their organization will be
short-lived, but it will do incalculable
harmw. 7The other is the saloon, debas-
ing manhoed and corrupting the bal-
lot.” He spoke at length denouacing
these influences, but with greatest se-
verity of the former.

ALL QUIET IN HONOLULU.,

Establishing of the Provisional
Government Celebrated.

SAN Francisco, Feb. 6.—The bark-
entine W. H. Diamond arrived this
morning, seventeen and a half days
from Honolulu, bringing papers from

the islands to Jan. 19, two
days later than the advices
brought by the W. C. Irvine,
During these two days nothinrg of
importance occurred save the cele=
bration of the anniversary of
the establishment of the provi-

sional government on the 17th, which
passed off quietly. The provisional
military turned out and paraded the
streets in the morning, 800 strong.
When the procession reached the
headquarters of the American league,the
stars and stripes were raised and the
bands played ‘‘The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner.” A meeting was held in the

.evening in Palace square, which at-

tracted the largest crowd ever
congregated in Honolulu. Large num-
bers of Portuguese marched down the
street, headed by tneir own band, and
joined the throng in front of the speak-
ers’ stand. Speeches were delivered by
Mr. Atherton, J. B. Castle, W.O. Smith,
Judge Robertson and Walter G. Smith.
The celebration of the day was brought
to a close by a reception given by Presi-
dent and Mrs. Dole, which was largely
attended.

206,701 persons, of whom 78,023 are
usually employed. The number of
males out of employment is 52,592, and
of females 14,688, making a total of
67,280. The number of families in need
of assistance is 39,311; not in need of
assistance, 9,370. The Thirteentn pre-
cinet, with 7,912 families, and the Elev-
enth precenct, with 5064 families in
distress head the list in point of num-
bers.

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A.P.A.LECTURER ARRESTED

PROF. SIMS TAKEN FROM A NORTH-

WESTERN TRAIN AT AFPLETON.

TO LECTURE AT KAUKAUNA,

He Left Oshkosh With Two Hun=
dred and Fifty A. P. A’s and
Was Arrested on a Charge of
Libel Preferred by Mayor
Reuater, of Kaukauna — A
Bloody Religious Riot Averted.

ApPPLETON, Wis., Feb. 6.—Prof. Sims,
an A. P. A. lecturer who was mobbed
at Oshkosh Jan. 17, was arrested and
taken off the train here tonight on a
charge of libel, preferred by Peter
Reuter, mayor of Kaukauna. Sims left
Oshkosh this evening with a delegation
of 250 of Oshkosh A. P. A.’s in two cars
ou the Northwestesn railway. They
had with them a baud of music, and
the programme was to reach Kaukauna
at 6:30; march through the streets, and
Sims  was to deliver a lecture.
Such proceedings would undoubtedly
have precipitated a bloody riot,
as the city of Kaukauna is
now in a turmoil over factional and
religious bigotry. To prevent Sims’
appearance at haukauna Peter Reuter,
mayor of the city, today instituted civil
suit for libel against Sims, and a war-
rant tor his arrest by Judge Goodland,
of the Outagamni eircuit court. The
sheriff also swore in twenty-five depu-
ties to zo to Kaukauna, in case Sims
should escape arrest and reach Kau-
kauna. He served a2 warrant on Sims
as he came through Appleton, and took
him from the train. 'The A. P. A. dele-
gation, 250 strong, headed by the band,
followed through the streets. Sims was
taken before Court Cominissioner Saw-
uel Bovd, and bond was given in the

sum of $2,500 for his appearance.
Large ec¢rowds had gathered at
the depot, and when Sims was

taken from the train cousiderable ex-
citement ensued. He made no resist-
ance, nor did his party, out he insisted
upon the warrant being read to hiwm.
By this proceeding the train was de-
layed fifteen minutes. During the ex-
citement one stone was thrown through
a car window, and inflicted a scalp
wound upon an unknown passenger.
No other demonstrations were made
except hootings. Sims was taken be-
fore Judge Boyd and the bail fixed at
$2,000, which was furnished at 9 p. m.
Meantime the last train for Kaukauna
had left, and a special engine which
was to tuke the eoaches dropped off the
regular train was no longer available,
readering it impossibie for Sims to
speak there tonight. WWhile waiting
for the judge to return, a crowd
of a thousand persons garhered outside
the office and were entertained by the
band. ‘The best of order prevailed.
After Sims was released the crowd dis-
persed quietly, and he and his followers
returned to Oshkosh on the midnizht
train. The offense with which Sims
was chargzed in the complaint is a state-
ment contained in au open letter to
Gov. Peck, published in leading state
papers,to the effect that on the occasion
of the riot of Jaw. 17,at Kaukauna, May-
or Reuter and the city officers incited
the riot by their neglect of duty in fail-

ing to exercise authority and to furnish |

the speaker protection. Sims and his
friends insist that the arrest and subse-
quent delay in producing the blank
bond were all part of the play to prevent
Sims’ from fifling his engagemen: to
speak 1n Kaukauna.

BOSTON’S UNEMPLOYED,

Five Thousand Gather on the Old
Boston Common.

Bostoy, Feb. 6. — Boston’s unem-
ployed to the number of 5,000 gathered
unhder the shadow ot the soldiers’ mon-
ument on Boston common and listened
to the addresses on political economy by
the speakers of the day, George 1.
Peare, of Lynn; Patrick F. O’Neil, of
Boston; Herbert N. Capson, of Lynn;
Morrison 1. Swift, Mrs. S. H. Merrifield.
Mrs. Gunning and David Taylor, of
Bostun.

One speaker proposed to follow the
Roman example of invading the senate,
and said that the unemployed of Boston
should throng up to the state house,
stand in its corridors and sénd dele-
gations of 500 each into the house and
senate and demand their rights. and
that they should remain until justice
was granted.

FARMERS IN SESSION,

President Loucks Favors the Mex-
ico-Dakota Railroad.

Torrka, Kan., Feb. 6.—The lower
t!oor of the representatives’ hall was
filled this morning by 400 people, as-
sembled to hear the opening s peeches
of the National Farmers” Alliance and
Industrial union. About forty delegates
were present. Gov. Lewelling and John
F. Willets delivered the addresses of
weleome. “Farmer” Dean, of New
Yok, and Mann Page, of Richmond,
Va,, responded. President Loucks’ ad-
dress began with a reference to the
present financial depression, and said
tbat at no period in the nation’s history
have there been so many idle people as
at the present time. ‘Tanff legisla-
tion, he said, was mnot the cause
of the pavie. It was simply a want of
money. A woney ramine. The speaker
was emphatic in his denunciation of
legislation against silver. He declared
agaiust a per capita basis for money
and argued for the government owner-
ship of railroads. He believed that the
government should not attempt to zain
the ownership of all the roads at
once, but should begin with a «ulf and
mterstate road, ranning from the Gulf
of Mexico to North Dakota. ‘fhe
speaker said he was suspicious of the
proposition to forcclese the govern-
ment’s mortgage on the Union Pacide,
aud believed tuat it emanated from
Wall street. He was radical in his op-
position to the issue of bonds, and said
that a perpetual bonded debt is” the ob-
Ject sought.

Paying his respeets to the president,
be continued:

"I have no hope that any protest of
ours will avail to avert the issue of
more bonds; for there never was a
more determined, obstinate, merciless
aristocrat on a despot’s throne than he
who now rules with an iron hand at
Washington; and there never was a
more phiant, servile body of allezed rep-
resentatives of the people than those
now assembled to dc his will.”

President Loucks sald he was opposed
to a platform containing nothing but a
Iree silver plank, and was opposed to
Secretary Carlisle’s plan for *a money
of the world.” He said that the recent
bimetallic congress resulted in sur-
render to foreign domination. He
asserted that our republican form of
government is iu daneer, and that one
of the greatest dangers arises from the
starving  thousands of unemployved.
Another danger ecited is the sectarian
animosity in the West.
