The Pioneer Father of the Min=
nesota Capital Inspired—The
Railroad Importance of the
City—How James “*Jehu" Hill
Has Turned Dreams to Real=
ities—Faith and Organization.

BuxTton, N. D., Feb. 8.—To the Peo-
ple of St. Paul —Ladies and Gentlemen:
Is there anything in a name? IUs not
capable of proof, but my intelligence
and superstition both say yes. Are
things that seem like whims, notions,
fancies and accidents, really such, or
are they unseen spirits or hands, fash-
joning our destinies and shaping the
future course of men, nations and
worlds? 1f the fail of the sparrow is
noted, and the hairs of the head are
numbered, this belief must be true.

Before proceeding to speak of St
Paul, let it be recorded that all our re-
gard for Minneapolis not only lingers,
but lives and burns brightly with the
kindest remembranca. OQur first and
ouly love was there. Allour children
were born there. Seventeen years of
happy life floated away there like a
dream. If tears were ever shed, they
were not bitter ones. If there were
losses and crosses they have been sur-
vived: nothing was swallowed by the
grave. My first residence in the West
was there, after leaving the old home 1n
Indiana. There the best friends 1 have
on earth still live—Iriends whose hearts
and hands are always open,and who
alwsys hang the latch string on the
oatside.
Minneapolis possesses wmany natural
advantages and beauties. She hasan
immense water power, broad and beau=
tiful streets, and her drives, parks.lakes
and pleasure resorts are superb. A
stranger with money in his pocket, free
to go where he pleases, would naturally
be caught by fair Minnie’s charms. It
1s not strange that he should. In adai-
tion to lier natural advautages, beauties
and charms of the city, her citizens are
most hospitable, energetic and intel-
lectual. Could more be said?

BUDD'S FRIEXDS AND DEBTS.

Nearly all of my friends and debts
arethere; while I don’t owe a doilar
in St. Paul, and never had a favor that
was not paid for in full at the highest
price. These statements are made to
show my cohmection with the two cities;
1 am not the hited tool of one, nor the
infatuated swain of the other: am free
from prejudice and bias, and can render
an opinion impartially. Minnie is not
only beautiful and eharming, but might
be called Dbewitching. Her admirers
and loiers are numlered by the tens of
thousands. Ste has really bad too
many lovers; nct that they have spoiled
Ler reputation, but. if some bad never
loved her she would be better oif.

The waist of her white dress is soiled
with a large black streak where the Na-
poleon of finance, Mr. Menage, had his
arm around her. But she's a belle, and
a pure girl, for all that.

Itis a very delicate matter {o draw
eonclusions and express opinions nb9ut.
eities or individuals. But it i§ not in-
tended to express simple preferences
and draw individual conclusions in this
letter, but to present open truths and
well known faets.

If Minneapolis had a population in
comparison with her natural advan-
tages and beauty she would have abouta
half a million souls, and St. Paul would
be a very small city. But notwithstand-
ing that St. Paul is within a few miles
of the bewitching belle, and, so far as
location 1s concerned, doesn’t possess
any advantages that might not be found
anywhere on the banks of the Missis-
sippi between La Crosse and the Falls of
St. Anthony, still, it is about equal in
size to charming Minnie.

A QUESTION ANSWERED.
How can this be? How has St. Paul
managed to keep up so well? Its feat-
ures in many respects are rugged, its
streets are narrow, in places hilly.

The fact
that he knew that he was inspired
might spoil and upset the work laid out
by angels, defeat the purposes of a
supreme wili, and turn- divine plans
into a farce and ridicale.

A MAN INSPIRED.

When the pioneer father named St.
Paul he was inspired but didn’t know
it. That which may seem like some
notion or whim, some mere fancy for a
paime, was an unseen seed from above,
which was planted through the lips of
the pioneer father on the banks of the
Father of Waters, when he said, *“‘Let
the name of this place be St. Paul.”
St. Paul was the greatest of all the
apostles in spiritual faith and work.

When the pioneer father attached
his name to this particularspot on earth,
the spirit of St. Paul, the great apostle,
became spousor and godfather of the
town:and his name, attached to earthly
things, has been as great a power in
material development and advancement
as in spiritual matters. His power to
develop the material world proves his
spiritual  existence. No charms,
advantages or beauties of nature have
been able to prevail against the influ-
ence of the mighty saint planted on
rocky bluffs. If Sleepy Eye or Pig’s Eye
had been named after St. Paul it would
be the same—the seat of destiny would
be wherever this name was planted.

The city of St. Paul gained and main-
tained its first start and influence
through 1ts newspapers; from the
foundation of the city tothe present
hour, its newspapers have been stead-
fast, loyal, full of faith, hope and char-
ity; which of itself is inspiration, good
religion and good politics.

growing and growing.

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AN AIR SHIP

Which Will Be Propelled by Dyna-
mite Cartridges.
CHICAGO, Feb. 8.—Dr. Edward Pyn-
chon last night told the Western Society
of Engineers about the air ship wbich
he proposes to build, which will be pro-
pelled by the explosion of dynamite
cartridges and uvoheld by the system of
aerial planes. He said his vessel would
be similar to that now being built by
Maxim, with the exception of the meth-
od of propulsion. The doctor’s prinei-
ple is the discharge through tubes ex-
tending to the rear of the air ship of a
series of dynamite cartridges. These
cartridges are to be discharged under a
plate, and the elasticity of the air will
act in pushing forward the ship. The
principle is the same as that of the
explosion of the dynamite on fixed
bodies. The doctor asserts that it would
cost $1.20 a minute to move his air ship,
