FOR THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

COUNCIL, HEALTH DEPiRTMENT AND
STREET RAILWAY INTERESTED.

A CRUSADE AGAINST SPITTING.

It Will Not Only Render Traveling
on Street Cars More EKndura-
ble, but Will Aid the Health
Denartment in Its Endeavors
to FPrevent Contagious Dis=
eases,

At the next meeting of the city coun-
cil the street railway will present a pe-
tition asking for the adoption of an or-
dinance prohibiting the indiscriminate
spitting in street cars, 1t is Jikely thm
for once the company and the council
will be able to act lmrgmuimxsly, for
the nuisance referred to has taken upon
itself the complexion of a common weal.
The health department will be deeply
interested in the outcome of this peti-
tion, for it is in line with what Dr.
Kelley, the commissioner,and Chairman
Gray, of the committee on health and
bhospitals, have been laboring for.

The discase, tuberculosis, or con-
sumption, as it is commonly ealled, is
the ban of the department. Owing to
the frequent and violent changes in the
climate this disease has a firm foothold
1 Minnesota, and Commissioner Kelley
is endeavoring to perfect some plan
whereby its mareh may be halted. He
has placed tubereculosis among the list
ot preventable diseases, though he
agrees with other physicians thatitis
contagious. One of the methods of
preventing the transmission of the dis-
case is the prohibition of promiscuous
spitting on streets, public places and
street cars. It is agreed that the germs
are very readily transmitted in this
manner, and to prevent this is the aim
of the health department. Dr. Kelley
is of the opinien thatif consumptive
patients were compelled to carry with
them small metallic receptables in
which to dispose of spittle while walk=
ing on public thoroughfares and riding
on streets cars, a certain percentage of
the danger of transimnitting germs could
be averted.

The health department will therefore
be in the foremost ranks in this fight
against **spitters,”” and the fair sex of
the city will be deeply interested in the
outcome. Jn speaking on the matter of
the ordinance referrrd to, General Man-
ager \. J. Hield, of the street railway
company, said:

*Dozens of committees, usually com-
posed of ladies, have called upon me
lately with the request that something
be done to prevent the wholesale splt-
ting epidemic in the cars. ‘I'hey have
been most urgent in their requests for
relief from the nuisance, but 1 have
been puzzled to know how to avoid it.
There is no law or vrdinance at present
under which the matter can be handled.
The only relief whieh could come would
be turough the ecity council. We are
considering seriously the matter of
asking for an ordinance, giving
to the conductors of cars the
power to eject persistent spitters from
the car. At present the conductors
have not even the right to reprimand
the offenders. 1f such an ordinance or
resolution were passed it would greatly
please the company, as well as the pub-
lic in general. We would inmediately
try to enforce it in the most practical
way. Notices would be placed in prom-
inent positions 1 the cars, and, if
necessary, a portion of the ordinance
would also be placarded. The spitter
of tobacco juice, when detected in his
offense by the conductor, would first be
warned not to repeat it. If this failed
to do any good the conductor wouid
invite him to leave the car.”

In connection with the local agitation
against spitting onstreet cars, it will be
apropos to state that in London and
other Turopean capitals consumptive
patients are quarantined after a man-
ner, and besides thiey are compelled by
law to carry the receptables rererred to.

‘I'ne health department is also de-
sirous of securing the co-operation of
the state department of milk inspeection
in rooting out the disease tuberculosis
among milech cows. Milk that contains
the deadiy bacillils the greatest of all
dangers to public health, and more con-
sumption arises from drinking impure
milk than froem any otier cause. A
system of rigid inspectivn ot all the
dairies and milk supplied to city cus-
tomers would greatly reduce the aver-
age of consumption: proviaed. of
course, the deductions of the inspection
were acted upon according to the best
sanitary notions. Kill all cows and
sieze all meat and milk infested by
tuberculosis germs, stop the spitting of
consumptives in publie, and quarantine
the more advanced cases of the disease,
and the health department wiil have
but easy work in coping with the
disease which now is looked upon with
so much dread.

THE END 1S NEAR.

Testimony in the Murder Trial
for the Most Part in.

The trial of *Slim” Dugan for the
murder of James R. Harris will be re-
sumed this morning at 9:30. The jury
has had a good rest, and will be able to
2o back to the box comparatively fresh.
It is understood that the defense has
but one more witness, and that the case
will be ready for argument not later
than Tuesday afternoon. It is likely,
however, that the prosecution will pat
on several witnesses in rebuttal, and it
was said yesterday that something in
the line of a sensation would be sprung.
What this sensation is will not be known
until it is brought out, if it everis. It
may be that some one of the defendants
has agreed to go and tell what he knows
about the affair in order to clear his own
skirts,but the supposition is an unlikely
one.

Cfficer Tom Collins, of the central
police station, will testify for the state
in rebuttal. He will swear that he was
in_ the vicinity of the viaduct on the
night Dugan claims he was shot in the
arm, and heard no shot fired. He is
positive there was no pistol discharged
in that vicinity that night. He will also
testify to seeing two men on that night,
one of whom carried his coat over his
arm, and that he called the attention of
Ofticer Johinson to the fact that they
were suspicious looking eharacters. An
endeavof will be made to identify these
men with Dugan and White,

Attorneys are of the opinion that
Dugaw’s case has taken upon itselfa
blacker aspect since the attempts to
prove an alibi. The say that a family
alibi, especially of -the Ekind presented
by the White family, is not a strong
one. Mr. Davis, however, appears sat-
isfied, and says that the prospects for
acquittal look brighter tnan ever.
There certainly cannot be much doubt
about the alibi of Dick Reed, and this
fact alone will help Dugan’s case, for
the reason that the testimony of Jim
Sheridan will be. shown to be scarcely
worthy of credence, he having sworn
posilively that Reed was present in his
saloon on the night of the murder.

A SHY AT INGERSOLL,

Rev. G. L. Morrill Defends the
Religious Tenets of Lincoln.

In his sermon yesterday morning at
the Calvary Baptist church, Rev. G. L.
Morrillgmade reference to Mr. Inger-
soli’s captious and capricious critcism
of Christianity, saying, among other
things:
© “Mr. R. G. Ingersoll is a well-known
lawyer, orator, politician and infidel.
Jesussays, ‘Ye shall know the truth.’
The agnostic says, ‘I don’t know, can’t
know, and no one else shall know or be
permitted to know if I can help it.” By
their fruits ye shall know them. Infi-
delity builds no churches, schools or
hospitals, and sends no missionaries in

home or forelgn fields. Christianity,
with the outstretched hands of her
crucified Christ, welcomes the needy,
ministers to their dmly wants, and at
death points them to heaven’s home.
Christ affirms the existence of spiritual
knowledge, and the condition on whigh
it is attainable. Any man lhuj l, will-
ing to deny his evil nature and follow
the Divine Master’s footsteps shall, by
‘obedience and self-surrender,” gain
something whieh, though peither seen
nor felt. is as real as gravitation and
powerful as chemical aflinity. Chris-
tian faith is worthy acceptance and life
apart from it 1s at best passive despair.

*“Doubt not only weakens a man’s
moral nature, but his mental natare as
well,and for truthsubstitutesignoraator
malicious falsehood. Mr. Iugersoll has
infamously classed our sainted ILivcoln
with Voltaire and Tom Paine, but from
Lincoln’s addresses, speeches, slate
papers and inaugural proclamation Itis
proved that he recognized divine provi-
dence, zospel liberty in Christ, the help
ollme Holy Spirit and future immor-
tality.

“*Mr. Ingersoll’s attack on Lincoln’s
brother will meet with a reaclionary
effect upon himself as in his encounter
with Msoes. fis assault against Chris-
tianity amounnts to as wmuch asthe
shooting of a corn kernel against the
rock of Gibraltar. The last time Mr.
Ingersoll lectured here he went out of
his way to insult those who believed in
Christ’s divinity by udeclaring Shakes-
peare’s birth was not heralded by any
wandering stars or miraculous demon
stration. Let Mr. Ingersoll not pose as
the culogist of Abraham Lincoln so
long as he repeats the slander that **the
religion of Mr. Lincoln was the religion
of Voltaire and Paine.” Free Awmeri-
caus are not yet ready to velieve that
one of the foremost men of our day and
of all the world was a hypoerite and a
deceiver. Mr. Ingersoll always mistakes
fancy for fact, lavgh for logie, but goes
astep too far when he slurs Lincoin’s
mezmory to advertise and prop up his
scurrilous scepticism. Let him rage and
raut—so far from tearing down the
temples of truth he has not Leen able,
and never will be able to remove asin-
gle shingle.”

NEEDS Oi T.ow HOUR.

Rev. William Wilkinson on the
Gospel of Sympathy and Love.
Last night Rev. William Wilkinson

preached a special sermon in Grace

church on the **Needs of the Hour.” He
said:

The times through which we have
passed, those through which we are
passing, are not the resvlt of causes
which are of recent date. ‘T'hey spring
out of the conaitions we have ourselves
made, and the times could be none
other than they are. We have, asa
people.  been  setting up class
luterest, class against class, party
against party, church against
church and forgetting that isolation,
separation is death. ‘T'hat in all disaster
and in all good we all share; it is not
possible for it to be otherwise; all must
sufler in times like these, but the weak-
est, the poorest and those least abie to
endure adversity the most. Observant
men have long known that this is and
in the nature of things must be so. If
the conviction had been general and
had led to suitable action we should
have Dbeen spared this bitter exe
perience, but even now if the les-
sons taught in sorrow and pain by
lack of work and consequent lack of
cash are properly learnea, it will be a
great gain to the republic. We need to
know that the rioh are aliied to the
poor and the poor to the rich; that
neither can live without the other, so
we need to learn lessons of spmpathy,
trust and helptulness. When any rich
maun speaks about honest poverty in de-
grading words, he sins against the best
interests of men. Wifen any poor man,
or any men who speak for the poor,
talk as if it is a crime to be rich,
to have money, all that is best
in the human heart rebels against the
assertion.  When poiitical party is used
to inflame passion for mean advantage,
when religious rancor is appealed to to
set men in array each against his fel-
low, nothing but evil can ensue. We
need a gospel of justice to ali men, of
love to all men, of help for all who
need it and trust one in another. These
principles worked out will change
times and bring in a new era of pros-
perity, such as Christ designed for the
children of men.

ARRAIGNLD THE SALOONS.

Rev. Thomas McCieary on ‘‘The
Saloons Must Go.”

Rev. Thomas MecCleary, of the First
M@ hodist chureb, preached a powerful
sermon iast night, taking as his text,
*I'he Saloons Must Go.”

In beginning, he said that everything
created its own atmosplere and sur-
roundings, and those of the saloon were
of the lowest type. The inviting ex-
terior of the average saloon was then
described, and, in this connection, he
said the saloon is the doorway to hell.

The interior was depicted as a place
where vipers are hatched to ecrawl over
the country, and where plans were laid
to wreck society and demoralize the
people. Five reasons were given why
the saloon should not exist, as follows:

First, they are demoralizing; second,
they make drunkarvds; third, they pre-
vent men from reforming; fourth, they
impoverish the people; fifth, they cause
crime and sorrow, and endanger the
lives ot the people.

They should not exist, he said, be-
cause society did not need them, and
they could not be regulated any more
than a North Dakota cyelone ora Min-
nesvta blizzard. The Harris murder
was referred to as allled to the saloon,
and in closing he expressed the hope
tha;l they would soon be done away
with.

SHOCKED A MOTORMAN,

Street Railway Electricity Runs
Up and Down His Spine.

C. R. Moore, a motorman on the River-
side avenue electric line, was shocked
yesterday —literally speaking, shocked.
He was on his car at noon and running
down Washington avenue at a goodly
rate of speed, when he felt a burning
sensation run up and down his spine.
First it tickled him and then it burned.
A full charge of electricily let itself
loose 1n his body, rendering him uncon-
scious. He fell down on the platform,
and the conductor ran forward and
stopped the car.

To all appearances the moterman was
dead, so the central patrol wagon was
called and he was taken to the office of
Dr. Heflin, where restoratives were ap-
lied, and soon he was able to move
about again. He was taken to his
boarding house, at the corner of
‘Twenty-sixth avenue and Twenty-fifth
street. His escape was a narrow one,
for the full currentof electricity ran
through bis body. Some appiiance at-
tached to the apparatus manipulated by
the motormau became disarranged,
causing the accident.
