STOCKMARKET WAS STAGNANT

Sugar, Whisky and Chicago Gas
the Leading Features of Specs
ulation — Roeck Island and
Great Northern Preferred
Were Notably Weak—Causes of
the Various Changes.

CHICAGO. Feb. 19.—Wheat declined
1}ic today, and closed with a loss of ¢
for May. Free selling by New York
and local traders was responsible for
the decline. Aftera firm opening, and
a slight advance on better cables, the
price went steadily down, with a reace=
tion of but e from the low figures at
the close. May corn closed 3c lower,
May oats ¢ lower,and vrovisions lower
all around.

Wheat opened at fc improvement,
compared with its vaiue at the close of
Saturday’s session. There was a lack
of enthusiasm at the advance, and such
as there was wot easily squelehed Ly the
execution of a few selling orders from
outside sources, notabiy from New
York. The better feeling at the start
was due toan advance ot from I{eto
21:d, which Liverpool reported at the
opening. That advance was accompa-
nied by the remark that there was a
hard frost in England. ‘There was also
some talk of a cord wave headed in the
direction of the winter wheat distriets
of this country, which was another sup-

port to the market here at the start.
I'bere was also a small decrease
in the amopnt afloat as cowpared
with the quantity on passage a week
ago. The primary market receipts, so

far as known of them before the open-
ing, were light. The later cables, how-
ever, did not repeat the firmness of
those first received, and the clearances
from the seaboard were disappointingly
small. The opening price for may was
59%4c, and it Kept that value for about
ten minutes. Itthen became weak, and
about an hour and a half from the open-
ing it had declined to 5835e. The visible
supply showed a larger decrease than
had been lovked for, 893,000 bu re-
duction being reported. That, however,
did not help to strengthen the
market, for the lowest price of the day
was reached arter the visibie statement
was published. Cottrell, of New York,
was credited with heavy selling here
through H. Lester & Co., and John
Cudahy was thought tv be the principal
behind the seliing of several brokers
who had apparently large quantities to
dispose of. Armour & Co. also sold
freely, and under the depressing influ=
ence of the heavy sales May went down
to 57%c. and closea but {c from the
bottom. May opeued at 59%c 1o close
at 58Xge.

In corn there was ounly a moderate
trade, the warket ruling quiet all day,
with the excepdion of a short time at the
opening. The tone at the start was
fitm, and opening trades were at 4c
advance, and values held guite steady
for a wuile, until wheat. turned down,
when cora sympathized, selling off 3@
2sc and rallying later on Y@Xc, de-
clined *¢@!;c. The car lots were about
as expected at 423 cars, but tomorrow’s
estimate was placed at 750 cars. The
increase in the visible supply and also
local stocks had the effect of weakening
prices, and May closed but e from the
bottom figures of the day.

There was a light trade in oats, and
an easy feeling, in sympathy with
wheat and corn and on fair selling by
scattering lengs., Prices receded ¢
and theclose was easy at the bottom.

Provisions opened easy and slightly
lower on the run of live hogs at the
yards being in excess of the estimates,
reacted on the strength early in wheat
and then sold off to a moderate extent
when that cereal broke. Good buying
of corn, however, nt prices up again
to the outsiie tigures of the day thus
far. 'The offerings were light, with a
corresponding  volume of traging.
Later on the muarket ruled weak, de-
clining to the lowest point of the day

on two blocks of mess pork being
thrown on it. A better feeling subse-
queutly prevailed for a brief period,

but prices declined again on the weak-
ness in wheat. Shortly before the end
of the session the market rallied again
to a certain extent, the undertone ot
firmness asserting itseif, with the clos-
ing steady. Compared with Saturday
nignt, May pork is 15¢ lower, May lard
2}sc lower and May ribs 12X¢c lower.

NEwW Yorg, Feb. 19. — The week
opened on the stock exchapge with
Sugar, Distilling and Chicago Gas the
leading feature of the speculation, the
only other shares in which the transac-
tions exceeded 5,000 shares being Bur-
lington & Quinecy and St Paul. The
rest of the market was stagnant and
without feature, except that Roek
Island and Great Northern preferred
were notably weak. In the very first
dealings the tone of the market was
heavy and prices were lower than the
closing figures of Saturday, the three
industriais showing the graatest de-
pression. Sugar was sold by the room
traders on unfavorable tariff reports
from Washington to the effect
that the senate finance committee had
agreed tc report sugar on the free list
as in the house Lill. A decline of 1%
per cent was recorded on the strength
of this report, and the price was held at
or near the lower poiut until late in the
aftérnoon, when a movement to cover
brought about a recovery of 1Y per
cent, and the close was only 13§ below
Saturday’s. Sugar preferred lost 114
per cent on the day. Distilling was
sold quite freeiy during the forenoon by
the professional element,who hammered
the stock down 1% ver cent. During
the afteruvoon purchases said to be for

position to the Chicago (Gas company,
and the Improved chances of its obtain-
ing a foothold, depressed the stock of
that corporation at the opening and
aused a declive of 1§ per cent. Ra-
mors of legal entanglement wers also
afloat and helped the reactionary
movement, the shares closing within %
of the lowest point touched. Of the
granger shares Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy was the most active, fluctuating
within 3 per cent, and closing at Sat-
urday’s figures. Several seller sixty
sales were made at 1@1%4 per cent below
the regular quotation, St. Paul was
sold by London in small lots and also
on orders from Chicago,but moved with-
in a radius of 3 per cent closing at a
decline of that fraction. Rock Island,
on sules ot 400 shares, broke 1§
per cent, and Northwestern reacted
24 ver cent. Great Northern preferred
recorded a decline ol 114 per centon a
sale of a hundred-share lot. The move-
anent in the rest of the maiket was very
slight, and at the close the changes in

<price, as compared with the final sales

of Saturday, were merely fractional. In
the tinal dealings a generally firm tone
prevailed, except for Distilling,Chicago
Gas and Louisville & Nashville, the
latter declining 3¢ on the day.

Subsequently the short sellers
bought back eunough of the stock to
cause a rather sharp recovery. The
usual *‘rumoers’” were in ecirculation,
the only novelty among them being
some grave ‘“‘inside’” informauon, of
which jwe shall doubtless be favored
with much during the next three weeks,
as to the directors’ purposes regarding
the April dividend. Outside these few
stocks, the market’s tone was somewhat
heavy, though with much irregularity
and some marked exceptions. "I'ransac-
tions generally were very light.

Actual rates for sterling exchange
advanced today half a ecent above the
figure at which the December gold ex-
ports were made. Nevertheless no
zold was engaged today for export. This
looks like areturn of the market toa
normal basis, which it has not enjoyed
during nearly two years.
