—Is beginning to erawl out of his hole,
and already there are signs of political
machinations working in various parts
of the city. The aldermen that have
sacrificed their time and money in look-
ing after the city’s weltare, and whoa

few months ago were loud in their
declarations that they would never

again consent to run for any office are
gradually renewing acquaintances in
their respective wards. 1t is an old
saving, and a true one, too, that the or-
dizary politician knows every one for a
few months vefore election and no one
after election. Taking everything into
consideration, it is not very diflieunlt
for the casual ovserver to draw
conclusions 2s to who would like to
have political honors bestowed upon
him. Iuis quite evident that none of
the present city officials 1s tired of pub-
lic life. The is probably notone but
what would like to be re-elected, espe-
cially the aldermen. ¥Even Aid. Rollins,
who has endured many hardships, and
bas bad several encounters with the
mayor upon public and other matters, is
willing to serve his constituents another
term. Just now heis very busy pre-
paring to defend bimself in a eriminal
libel suit, and the result of the trial will
no doubt have a great deal to do with
his canvass for renomination. **Smil'ng
3illy” Woodward's term expires this
year, and his old - time friends
Willilam Marr and Harry Cramer are
sanguine that he will be renominated.
1le enjoys many advantages that other
aldermen do not. He has had some
thirty men that live in his ward ap-
puinted to positions on the fire depart-
ment, and, as their places depend upon
his clection, it is safe to say that they
will spend both time and money in his
behalf. Ald. Flanders will prcbably
withdraw from the race before the nom-
inating convention is held. His con-
stituents say that they intend to treat
him as they did *Old Grimes, that good
old man,” whose picture they turned
towards the wall at the last election.

There are two Democraiic aldermen
whose terms expire Jan.1, that are
spoken of as possible candidates for the
mayoralty. They are Haynes and
Kiichli. In the event that either is not
placed at the head of the city ticket
they, no doubt, will be re-elected to the
council, as they are both excellent offi-
cials. Ald. Ingenhutt is sure ofa re-
nomination and election. He. no doubt,
can serve in the council from the First
ward as long as he likes. In the Ninth
ward there will be no fight among the
Democrats. Ald. McGuire will be se-
lected to make the run and ought to he
re-clected. ‘The Republicans, how-
ever, are up in arms, and a hot
contest for the aldermanic nomina-
tion is promiscd. Pete Martin, an old-
time ward heeler and supporter of
Ald.

A. organization and many of New Bos-
ton Republicans. Ex-Ald. Herman
Vegt is also willing to enter the con-
test. Burk O’Brien, who was turned
down by the Second ward Kepublicans
after he had secured the nomination for
alderman, and was prowised a position
on the detective force if he would sup-
port the party, has blood in his eye, and
says he will make things lively 1n the
district below Central avenue. Ex-Ald.
Barrows is also after the place that he
filled for several vears. In tne Third
and Fourth wards will be the liveiiest
contests for nominations. There are at
least fifteen in the Third ward that
would like to succeed President
Kiichli. Ex-Ald. Durnham, who was
turned down at the last election, will
be heard from by the Republicans. In
the Fourth Loye, Bob McMullen and
MeArthur wiil be among the candidates
for the Kepublican nomination. Ald.
Brazie will no doubt ve defeated at the
primaries by the Republicaus in the
Irifth. He ouly secured the nomination
last time by resorting to alittle trickery,
aving several proxies purchased of
delegates to the nominating convention.

All of the
aldermen are doing all they can to se=
cure city work for their constitvents,
and gt the same time to strengthen their
political chances. It is safe to say that
many of the present aldermen, do what-
ever they can, will never serve another
term in the city council after the 1st of
next January.

THE GOOD C/TiZZNS OF THE FLOUR
CITY CELEBRATE

WASHINGTON’S ANNIVERSARY.

The City and County Offices Close,
and the Courts Do No Busi:ess
—¥niertainments Held in All
Parts ol the City—3ocials, Con=
certs and Banquets the Order
of the Day.

George Washington was born 162
vears ago vesterday. The day after this
eventful occasion history says the future
father of his eountry *‘cried rizht lust-
illy, much to the satisfaction of his good
mother and the midwife, the latter of
whom remarked sagely: *Thee can be
sure he’il be a bra’ mon,” from which it
will be seen that the good dame was
Scoteh and knew what she was  talking
about.” ‘I'his extract from the work of
an eminent historian may have escaped
the eyes of many readers, so here is an
cpportunity to cull a rare piece of
literary and historical data. The an-
niversary of the distinguished George’s
birth was celebrated yesterday in all
parts of the country and in Minneapols
especially,

The good citizens of the Flour City
were not demonstrative in their cele=
brations; in fact, they were mild and
childlike, but they celebrated just the
same. The city offices were closed and
the distriet court did no business. ‘The
county officials remained at home and
allowed their offices to take care of
themselves.

Spit and Turned Round Mi’d"'

Round—A Boston Block Meets='

fng—Warm Resolutions on City’ ‘

Administration.

“I'here was a red hot political meeting
yesterday afternoon in the office of a
well-known politician in the Bostow
block. In tact, the atmosphere was of
such a fervid nature that a Dblast from
Boreas would scarcely have been notice=
able. There were a baker’s dozen prés-
ent, and among them several gentlemen
of avowed Republican tendencies. The
mayor. and the present administratioir
as a whole, came In for turning over,
and if his honor or any of the aldermen
felta tingling sensation in the ears
during the afternoon they may !ay it to
the meeting.

It was maintained that the mayor had
arrogated to himself powers that no
other official, national, state or eity, had
ever assumed, and that he paid more at-
tention to lecturing on **Municipal Re-
form” and the *“‘Duties of a Mayor,”
than is absolutely necessary, In fact
the mayor was in bad odor with the
meeting. The eommon ccuncil also
came in for its share of condemnation,
especially the Democratic members,
who, to a man, were put upon the spit.
Chief Runge, of the fire department, did
not escape, as will be seen in the resolu-
uons adopted and printed below. The
resolutions fairly seethed with ‘*‘hot
stuff.”” On the zambling question it
was asserted thata certain attorney of
this city was receiving a *“rake off’’ for
turnishing *‘protection.” Following are
the resolutious adopted:

Resolved: First, that we deprecate
the action of the city council in retain-
ing August A. Runze as chief of the
fire department, he being unfit for the
position, and that we deem it to be
nothing short of a ealamity to the city
of Minneapolis.

We do hereby denounce the present
adwinistration of the fire department as
a becoming appendange to the Republi-
can administration: also, denounce the
Democratic aldermen who voted for
this same Runge, as having betrayed
the best interests of the city, and as re-
creants to the party that elected them,

Second —That gambling has been and
is earried on in the city in violation of
the law, in spite of the statements of the
administration to the contrary, and that
we cast about for some explanation of
such violation; that houses of prostitu-
tion and assignation housesare scattered
broadeast over the city, and that lewd:
men and women carry on their trade in
the very eyes of decent and respectable
people.

Bz it also resolved that the mayor be
requested to put a quietus on these
assignation houses, especiaily the one
in the vicinity ot the Jefferson school
and Church of the Immaculate Concep-
tion.

Third.—That we condemn the action
of the mayor in spending the city’s
money for the purpose of entertaining
foreign mayors and state associations,
with, apparently, no other object than
booming himself for congress or some
other political pos:tion which is in the
hands of the people for disposition or
dispensation. That we condemn the
mayor for using saloons or the city'as
recruiting stations for his adininistra-
tions, and that we call upon him to
enforce the laws in every particular.

Fourth.—'hat we condemn the eity
council for repealing the interurban
transfer ordinance, and eall upon thewm
to pass another ordinance compelling
the street railway company to issue the
transters as previous to the repealing of

‘said ordinance.

ST. LOUISs BLAZRE,

St. Lovuls, Feb. 22.—A fire which
started about 7:30 o’clock this evening
in the seven-story building at the cor-
ner of Locust and Twelfth streets,
owned by H. H. Culver, destroyed that
structure and conteuts, and its falling
walls erushed a three-story brick dwell-
ing and saloon adjoining, causing a
total loss of aboat $£250,000, on which
there 1s perhaps $200,000 insurance. The
fire started on the fourth floor, in the
portion occupied by the Tyler Desk
company, and spread rapidly until the
whole building was a mass of flames, A
hard iight was made by the firemen to
confine the fire to the bLuilding, and in
two hours they had sacceeded in get-
ting it under controi, but it was soine
time after that hefore the flames had
died out, after completely destroying
the interior of the building and its con-
tents.

The Udell Wooden and Willow Ware
company occupied the greater portion
of the seven floors. 1ts loss was total,
and aggregated $380,000, fully insured.

The Taylor Desk company did not
save anything. That concern suffered
to the extent of §35,000,°on whieh it only
had an insurance of $18,000. Thirty
thousand dollars’ worth of goods of a
miscellanecus characler that were
stored in the building were also burned.
H. H. Culver, of the Wrought Iron
Range company, who owned the burned
butlding, sawd his loss would provably
amount to £100,000. His insarance
footed up to §75,000. After ihe fire had
got under a good headway a portion of
the south wall fell, crushing hike an
eggshell the three-story brick dwelling
and saloon of Henry Miller. Miller’s
loss is about #5,000, partially covered by
insurance. Miller and a man named
Mark Berne were struck by portions of
the debris and seriously injured.

WAsHiNGTON, Feb. 22.—The Society
of Dauzhters of the American Revolu-
tion began its third continental con-
gress al the Church of Our Father in
thiscity today. The congress is to last
three days, and is to be presided over
by Mrs. Adlai E. Stevenson, the presi-
dent general of the society. The na-
tional Hag and the national shields have
been used with excelient effect in the
decorations of the galleries, and the
platform from which the addresses
were made was biniked with palms and
other plants. ‘T'he picture of Mrs. Har-
rison, who was a former officer of the
soclely, was on the platiorm, covered
withan American flaz. 'The officers of
the society are: Prasident zeneral, Mrs.
Stevenson; Mrs. Ella Walworth, vice
president in charce of organization;
Miss Eugenia Washington, recording
secretary general; Mrs. A: Howard
Ciarke,correspondinz secretary general;
Mrs. Margzaret Dickens, treasurer gen-
eral; Mrs, Charles J. Johnson and Mrs.
Rosa M. Smith, rezister general; Mrs.
Henry Blount, historian general; Mrs.
E. T. Bullock, chaplain géeneral, and
Miss Mary Desha, surgeon geueral.
After the assemblage was called to
order Mrs. Bullock offered prayer, and
then the Marine band played **The Star
Spangled Banner.”

Mr=, Stevenson, in-a formal address of
weleome, reviewad the patriotic work
of thie inen of the Revolution. To the
Daughters of the American Revolution
the greatest interest, Mrs. Stevenson
said, centers about the women’s con-
gresses held during the world’s fair.
The rise and progress of the society, she
said, had been most encouraging, the
membership roll of 5,634 showing an
increase during the year of 1,825, dis-
tributed over forty states and terri-
tories, with a few in Europe and Can-
ada. Mrs. James S. Peck, of Wisconsin,
replied to the address of welcome. She
expressed the hope that

quick intelligence, wise methods and

ceedings of the congress. Following
this response came the submission of
thereports of the national officers. Mrs.
Elien Hardin Walworth, the vice presi-
dent in charge of organization, reported
that there are now 26 state regents, 30
honorary state regents and 92 organized
chapters, showing a large inerease over
last year. The last chapter was com-
pleted vesterday, when the Caroline
Scott Harrison chapter 'was instituted at
Indianapolis. The report of Mrs. A.
Howard Clarke, the corresponding sec-
retary general, urged upon the society
the great need of a historical library
where records and valuable books of the
society could be kept,and asked for per-
sonal donations thereto. Mrs.Donald Mc-
Lean, of New York, donated to the
library several historical works, and
expressed the hope that the example of
the Empire state would be followed by
other states. The rezistrar’s report,
read by Mrs. Rosa Wright Smith, said:
*“In view of the questions at issue in
the present congress, it may be of in-
terest Lo the members to learn that, of
the 1,953 applicationg for membership
approved during the year, with the ex-
ception of fifty-five, the eclaims are ail
based on lineal descent.” The report
of Mrs. D. R. Barclay, as basiness
manager of the American Monthly Mag-
azine, showed that paper had not been
as successful as had been hoped for,
there being a decrease in the circula-
tion as compared with last year. A let-

The report of Mrs. A.Howard Clarke,
the corresponding secretary general,
contained a statement that apparentiy
caused some surprise to the patriotic
women present.
