The sparring exhibition glven by
Company C at the armory Monday even-
ing has brought about serious results
for Capt. B. W. Rising, commandey of
the compauny. - By order of Gen. Bend,
the colonel of the First regiment will
institute  courtemartial proceedings
against Capt. Rising. However, in
Jjustice to this young officer, it should be
said that he was probably as much sur-
prised as the public generally was at
the slugging that resulted. The friends
of Capt. Rising. insist that he only in-
tended the event to bea friendly spar-
ring match for points. But it is stated
that according to military law the affair
must be taken at what it turned out to
be, and the commander of the company,
of course, must bear the responsibility.
Lt1s stated by prominent members of
Company C that after the exhibition of
Monday evening Capt. Rising held a
meeting with members of the company
and said to them thatthe affair of the
avening was disgraceful. and that the
tournament must be declared off at
once. After some discussion the others
present sided with nim, and, as stated,
it was announced to all contestants that
there would be no exhibition Tuesday
evening, before the orders from the ad-
Jutant general and the acting mayor
were received.

The ebarge and specifications of the
commander of the regiment, which read
as follows, will go to the governor to
pass upon,and he will determine wheth-
er or not to order the trial to proceed:

Charges and specifications preterred
against Capt. B. W. Rising, of Company
C, First Regiment, M. N. G.:

Charge—Conduct to the - prejudice of
good order and military discipline.

Specification —In this that  the said
Capt. B. W. Rising did instigate, aid,
encourage and otherwise further con-
tentions commonly called *“sparring
matches,” in which the combatants
were provided with gloves, which said
combatants were in part enlisted men
in said Company C of said regiment,
and participated as such, and in part
other persons: whieh said conduct
on the bart of said Capt. B. W. Rising
was countrary to statutes of the state of

Minnesota, in such case made and pro-
vided.

AGAIN ARRESTED.

Anstett Accused or Selling Liquor
Without License.

Joseph Anstett was arraigned in the
police court yesterday on a state war-
rant charging him with selling liquor
without a license. The complaint issued
by License Inspector Miller alleges that
on Feb. 20 Anstatt sold to John Jobn-
son, Norman and Edward Howard
spiritous liquor in quantities less than
five zallons. Anstett gave bail for his
appearaunce in court this morning, when
e case will be heard. Two weeks ago
Anstett was arrested for selling liquor
at the same place, 213 Concord street,
and the case was tried under the city
ordinance. He was sentenced to the
workhouse for ninety days in default of
a fine of $100, but was released on a
writ of habeas ecorpus, brought before
Judge Brill. Tihe court held that in
cases where persons were arrested for
violation of the liquor laws the com-
plaint should be under the state law,
and, if not, the commitment wonld be
illegal, owing to the punishment under
the state law and the ordinance con-
flicting in the amount of fine and time
of imprisonment.

USELESS IMPROVEMENT.

Pinched Treasury Stands Not in
the Way of Iron Gates.

The spirit of economy, whicii, accord-
ing to the statements of Mayor Wright,
pervades the court house and city hall
comiuission, has had another set back.
Pedestrians have noticed lately that
large iron gates have been placed on
the three principal entrances to the
court house. The cost of putting on
the gates was $300, and, while it may
have been a very politic move on the
part of the commission in the interests
of economy, it was entirely unecalled
for. Atthe beginning of the present
year bills to the amount of $3,000 were
omstanding and upaid, which had been
contracted by the commission, and not
one cent of this amount could be paid
owing to the shortage of funds. Mayor
Wright, chairman of the commission,
has frequently called attention to the
desire on the part of the commission to
economize, but from the mauner in
which useless improvements are made,
itt would appear the talk is only for ef=
ect.

Budd Reeve Here.

Budd Reeve, the hard-times Messiah,
who carries the GLOBE and chunks of
wisdom to the people of North Dakota,
is in the city. He thinks Hansbrough’s
million-dollar appropriation will prove
a big thing if the Loys can bring it
home, but ke fears the man with money
to buy the lands will hereafter magnify
every little tumble weed that comes
rolling along before the wind intoa
thing of terror, when, as a matter of
fact, the only man who was ever hurt
by them was Jimmy Emmons.
