T'he Horses and Cattle of the State
Take an Immense Number of
Premiums — Our Wheat and

Other Cereals Stand Very
High—Awards in Other De-
partments.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 23.—The follow-
ing is the complete list of awards to
Minnesota by the World's Columbian
exposition, held at Chicago last summer.
Mabpy in the list will oome as an agreea-
ble surprise to even the parties to whom
the awards were made, while many
others will look in vain for the award
that was actually deserved but never
came. ‘The executive commniittee on
awards, under the guidance of Chair-
man John Boyd Thacher, has been in
session during the past six weeks, labor-
ing to close up the matter of premiums.
Those of Minnesota were given out to-
day, and the GLOBE, with its castomary
enterprise, publishes the perfected list.

1t has been frequently said by cavil-
ers that “no honor attaches to an award
from the great exvosition, as they were
given promiscuously, and to practically
all of the exhibitors.” ‘This isan error.
The awards at Chicago, in proportion to

the exhibits, were only 36 per cent.
Those of Vienna in 1873 were 62 per
cent: at Philadelphia in 1876, 42 per

cent: at Melbourne in 1888, 66 per cent;
at Paris in 1889, 55 per cent. It will
thus be seen that the awards at Chicago
were the lowest in number, proportioned
to the exhivitors, of any exposition .iun
recent years.

Mr. Turner, of Georgia, who replied
to Mr. Reed, directed his attention to
the validity of the warrant under which
members had been arrested.

Mr. Duna (Dem., N. J.)asked whether
Mr. Turner believed mewmbers could be
arrested when inside the bar of the
house.

I believe,”” replied Mr. Turner,
“that the house of representatives has
the right to arrest delinquents wherever
they are found, even if they were in the
White house.”” [Applause.]

“Now let me come to the decision of
the supreme court,” said Mr. Reed.
“That decision was that a present quo-
rum is a coustitutional quorum, not a
voting quorum. The simple question
then remains, how shall we ascertain
the fact—if the presence of a quorum is
a fact. Now, if the gentleman does not
choose to trust the speéaker—then itis
perfectly right that he should vote to
exclude the speaker from the exercise
of that funetion.

“But in the absence of any method
being adopted, there is one officer who
is the organ of the house. charged to act
as its agent, and that officer very prop-
erly counts the presence of a quorum
when there is one, and if anv gentle-
man is dissatisfied with his action there
is an appeal to the house, and when the
house itself has once declared that that
counting is proper, why, then, that is
the action of the house.

*Will the gentleman from Maine par-
don another inquiry?” asked Mr. Tur-
ner. :

*Does the gentleman from Maine in-
sist that the speaker of the house has
the authority to count the quorum with-
out a m'l’eu of the house?”’

This was irregular, in Mr. Reed’s judg-
meny, and failed to observe those
jealous safeguards against arrest which
the law recogmzed. Mr. Bartlett (Rep.)
said that the general warrant under
discussion would not have a stauding in
a barbarous community. At this pomnt
Mr. Bland unexpectedly withdrew his
amendment, and moved to suspend all
further proceedings under the call of
the house under which the arrests were
made. The purpose of this move was to
drop the much confused question in-
stead of attempting to straighten it out.
Mr. Reed made the point of order that
Mr. Bland couald not dispense with a
call partially executed and on which
wembers were now under arrest.

Representa-
tive Johnson (Rep., lud.) offered a reso-
lation calling on the serzeant-at-arms
to investizate whether Mr. Johnson’s
arrest was with proper authority, and to
correct the writ if error was discovered.
The resolution was agreed to. Then
the call of committees, usually comiug

at the opening of the day’s session, was
begun. Mr. Bland moved that the
house go into committee of the whole
to consider the silver bill, and that all
debate close at 5 p. m. tomorrow (Satur-
day.) On this the previous question
was demanded. Filibustering at once
began again as Mr. Tracey (Dem.,

The division showed 147 to 2—no
guorum. Mr. Bland moved a call of
the house. Mr. Tracey moved to ad-
journ. Mr. Meredith: said he wished to
call attention to the systematie filibus-
ter. A yea and nay vote was taken
on the motion to adjourn,resulting 19 to
205, and the house refused to adjourn.
Mr. Reed moved to take a recess until 8
p. m. ‘This was agreed to.

At the nizht session of the house,
which was to consider pension busi-
ness, Mr. Russell (Dem., Ga.) started to
play tne rote of Ovjector Kilgore. There
were only fifty-two mewmbers in the hall
when 8 o’clock arrived, and, on Mr.
Martin’s motion to go into committee of
the whole, Mr. Russell made the point
of no quorum. Subsequently he vield-
ed to the urgent solicitation of his col-
leagues and withdrew the point. At
9:30 the house adjourned.
