NICARAGUA OCANAL.

Morgan’s Biill Wili Be Pushed in
the Senate.

WAsHINGTON, Feb. 26.—It is the pur-
pose of the senate committee on foreign
relations to to take up Senator Morgan’s
bill for the reorganizatio of the Nicara-
guan eanal during the present session.
Senators Morgan and Frye are both
known to be anxious to promote this
enterprise. It is understood that the
president is convinced of the importance
of the canal, and that Secretary
Gresham is also in accord with Senator
Morgan on this subject. The publica-
tion of the testimony taken by this com-
mission in the Hawaiian investigzation
contalns many allusions to the canal
brought out by questions asked by these
senators, to demonstrate the importance
of controlling the islands in case the
canal shonld be built, and to show the
dependence of one interest on the other.

Smythe Is All Right,

WAsSHINGTON, Feb. 26.—The Haytien
minisier has informed the department
of state by instruction of his govern-
ment that Mr. Smythe, our minister to
Hayti, is as acceptable to that govern-
ment as any minister who has occu}:ied
the position in many years past. This
is apropos of the story that Mr. Smythe
had incurred the ill will of the Haytien
authorities by interfering in their
affairs.

There is every reason to suppose that
there will be a change with the posi-
mastership of St. Cloud and West Du=
luth within the coming week. Post-
master General Bissell assured Maj.
Baldwin today that he wonld take up
these two and dispose of thew at his
earliest opportunity.

The Duluth and Superlor bridge bill
was reported favorably by the commit-
tee on interstate and foreign commerce
today.

publican members of the committee,
who also make a supplemental raport,
taking more positive ground than the
Morgan report; while Senators Butler,
Turpie, Daniel and Gray, Democrats,
submit a minority report.

These reports, with the testimony
taken in the secret investigation, make
a bulky document and a comprehensive
review of the Hawaiian question, made
after a thorough investigation. Senator
Morgan, in his report, says that the in-
quiry related, first, to the conduct of
the government, as shown in its official
acts and correspondence, and second,
to the conduect of the civil and military
officers of the governmentin the dis-
charge of their public duties and func-
tions. These are matters which do not
concern Hawaii

AT THIS TIME.

He slso says that the future policy of
the government as to aunnexation has
been excluded from the consideration of
the committee, except where it is allud=
ed toas an incident to the ivestiga-
tion. Mr. Morgan lays down the
proposition on the first page of
the report, “as a government dealing
with Hawaii and with any form of gov-
ernment in that country, the United
States can have no separation or break
in its line of policy corresponding to
any change in the incumbency of the
office of the president. 1t is in all re-
spects as much the same government in
every right and responsibility as if it
had been under the same president dur-
ing the entire period covered by the re-
cent revolution in Hawaii and the suc-
ceeding events.”

The president, however, has a right to
change his opinion, and a change of
poliey on the part of one president from
that inaugurated by his predecessor
must be regarded simply as a change of
mind in the same person. A declaration
against monarchism in the islanas fol-
lows next, the report saying that we
exerclise at least a moral suzerainty over
that country. ‘‘Hawali,” it says, *‘Is an
American state ad is embraced in the
American commereial and military sys-
tem,

of the two governments Hawaii must be
entitled to demand of the United States
an indulgent consideration, if not an
active sympathy, while she is endeavor-
ing to accomplish what every American
state has achieved, the release of her
people from the odious anti-republican
regime which denies to the people the
right to zovern themselves, and sub-
ordinates them to the supposed divine
right of a mouarch whose title to such
divinity originated in the most slavish
conditions of pagan barbarity.”

Coming to the landing of the troops
from the United States steamsyip Bos-
ton, Mr. Morgar. details the facts of the
ten days’ cruise, in which Minister
Stevens had participated, and says that
upon tbe minister’s aeturn to the har-
bor a condition of affairs existed in
Honolulu which led naturally to the
appreheunsion that violence or civil com-
wotion would ensue, in which the peace
and security of American citizens re-
siding in that eity would be in peril, as
had been done on sthree or more sepa-
rate oceasions previously when changes
occurred, or were about to oceur, in the
government of Hawaii.

Mr. Morgan’s report enters into the
legal ressons for the revolution and
plainly states that the queen by her own
acts had forfeited

HER RIGHTS TO THE THRONE.

It continues:

“[aliuvokalani had only been kepton
her throne by the forbearing tolerance
of the white people, who owned £50,000,-
000 of the property on the islands. It
required nothing but the aetermined
action of what was known as the mis-
sionary party to overthrow the queen,
and that action had been taken before
the troops from the Boston had been
landed. There was no executive head of
the government of Hawaii; it bad per=
ished.”

The report then calls attention to the
fact that 1n landing the troops there was
no demonstration, and that in passing
the palace they saluted the queen. It
adds; *‘Her attitude atthe time was
one of helplessness, because she found
no active or courageous support in her
isolated position, which was self-im-
posed, and was regretted by few of her
former subjects. In this condition of
Hawail the laws for the protection of
life and property were, in fact, sus=
peunded, so far as the executive power
was coucerped, and the citizens of the
United States in Honolulu and all the
islands and their property rights were
virtually outlawed.

THE CITIZENS OF HONOLULU
were not held amenable to the civil
authorities, but were treated by the
queen as well as by the people as if the
country was in a state of war.””

In view of this state of facts the re-
port lays down the following proposi-
tion: *In acountry where there is no
power of the law to protect the citizens
of the United States there can Dbe no
law of nations nor any rule of comity
that can rightfully prevent our flag
from giving shelter to them under the
protection of our arms, and this without
reference to any distress it may give o
the queen who generated the confusion,
or any advantage it might give to the
people who are disputing her right to
resume or hold her regal powers. In
every country where there is noeffective
chief executive authority, whether it is
a newly discovered island where only
savage government prevails, or where
the government is paralyzed by internal
feuds, it is the right, claimed and ex-
ercised by ail civilized nations, to enter
such a country with sovereign authority
to assert and protect the rights of its
citizens aund their proPcrty. and to ree
main there without the invitation of
anybody until

CIVIL GOVERNMENT
shall have been established that is ade-
guate, in a satisfactory sense, for their
protection. : g et

“Tne committee agree that such was
the condition of the Hawaiian govern-
ment at the time the troops were landed
in Honolulu from the steam war ship
Boston; that there was then an inter-
regnum -in Hawali respecting the exec-
utive office; that there was no executive
powef to enforge the laws of Hawaii,

but not of surprise, that there was an
apparent want of harmony between his
action 1n continuing his interviews with
Lilinokalani after the president had
determined that the full duty of the
government had been performed.
When a erown falls, in any kingdoin of
the Western hemisphere, 1t is pulver-
ized, and when a scepter departs it de-
parts forever; and American opinion
cannot sustain any American ruler in
the attempt to restore them, no matter
how virtuous and sincere the reasons
may be that seem to justify him.”
STEVENS JUSTIFIED.

Mr. Stevens’ recognition of the new
government is justified, the report hav-
ing the following: *The precise hour
when, or the conditions under which,
the American minister recognized the
provisional government is not a matter
of importance. It was his dnty at the
safest possible period to assist by his
recognition the termination of Interreg-
num, so that citizens of the United
States might safely be remitted to the
care of that government for the care of
their rights. As soon as convinced
that the provisional government was
secure against overthrow it was his
duty to recognize the rehabilitated state.
If no question of the annexation of
Hawaii to the United States had ex-
isted, the conduct of the American min-
ister in giving official re cognition to the
provisional government would not have
been the subject of adverse criticism.
But the presence of that q uestion and
his anxious advocacy of annexation did
not relieve him from the duty nor
abridge his right to call for the troops
on the Beston to protect the citizens of
the United States during an interreg-
num in the office of chief executive of
Hawail

*The commitiee finds no cause of cen-
sure either against Minister Stevens or
Capt. Wiltse, of the Boston.

*Afterward, on the 1st day of Febru-
ary, 1893, the American minister caused
the flag of the United States to be raised
on the government building in Henolula
and assumed and declared a pretectorate
over that nation in the name of

**This action on the part of our minis-
ter was without aythority and was void
for want of power. 1t was disavowed
by Secretary Foster and rebuked by
Secietary Gresham, and the order to
abandon the protectorate and hauldewn
the flag was in accordance with the duty
and honor of the United States. To
haul down the flaz of the U nited Stales
was only in order to preserve its
honor.””- The matter of annexation is
discussed at some length, and while the
whole tenor of the report relating to the
subject Is favorable to the annex atlon,
po direct statement was made therein.

Next the report states that recognition
of the provisional government was law-
ful and has contribuied to the peace of
Hawaii, and, contiruing, says: *‘The
president of the United States, giving
attention to the queen’s claim that the
government had alarmed her by the
presence of Its troops into the abdica-
tion of her crown, believed that it was
proper and necessary in vindication of
the honor of the] Uunited Stales to ap-
point a commissioner to Hawaii who
would make a

CAREFUL INVESTIGA TION
into the facts and send the facts of the
case and his conclusions to the presi=
dent for his information. The commis-
sionér, Mr. Bjiount, went to Hawail
under circumstances of extreme embar-
rassment and executed his Instructions
with impartial care to arrive at the
truth. In the agitated siate of opinion
and feeling in Hawail at that time it
was next to impossible to obtain a full,
fair and free declaration in respect of
t'..t_le facts which attended this revolu-
ion.

“T'he eviderf®e submitted by the com -
mittee in addition to that prepared by
Mr. Blount having been taken under
circumstances more favorabie, has, in
the opinion of the committee, estab-
lished the fact that the revolutionary
movement in Hawaii originated with
Liliuokalani, and was promoted, pro-
vided for, and, as she believed, secured
by the passage of the opium bill and
the lottery bill through the legislature
from which she expectea to derive a
revenue sufficient to secure the ultimate
success of her purpose, which was dis-
tinctly and maturely devised to abolish
the constitution of 1887, and to assure to
her absolute power, free from constitu-
tion:\,l restraint of any serious charac-
ter.’

DOLE’S GOVERNMENT UPHELD.

_The report takes the side of the pro-
visional government as respects the
counter revolution which the queen
provoked. Itis exceedingly severe on
the ministers of the queen. The right
of ¢he oresident to appoint Mr. Blount
is discussed, the report stating the con-
clusions to Dbe that such a right no
doubt existed, and that the authority
given to Mr. Blount and which he ex-
ercised was proper. Then Mr. Willis’
mission is taken up aund the position of
the president referred to in the follow-
fng: ©1f, in this course of proceedings,
the president of the United States had
intended to compel the obedience to
what is termed ‘decision’ in the matter
by using the f8rce of the United States

to assist the queen galning the
throne, that would have been an
act of war, entirely beyond his
power, and would not have re-

ceived the sanction of any considerable
part of the American people and would
have no warrant in international law.
But such was not the intention of the
president, as is shown by contempora-
neous acts, by his declarations and by
his subsequent treatment of the subject.
Therefore, the question between the
United States and Hawail touching the
propriety of an intervention in the do-
mestic affairs of Hawaii to the extent
of gaining the final decision and agree-
ment of both parties upon
THESE PROPOSITIONS

is one. that is strictly within the ac-
cepted right or authority of a sovereign
to tender his good offices to reconcile
the conflicts ot two or more factions or
parties that may be opposed to each
other within any coyntry.” The re-
port then gées on as follows: ‘‘In the
public act by which the provisional
government of Hawaii was established
there was' a distinet declaration that
that government was to continue until
Hawaii was annexed to the United
States. That declaration, apart from
every other ¢onsideration, would have
justified the United States, in an inter-

“Maj. Strait’s financial affairs are
perhaps in better condition than those
of any other business man in the state,”
said Mr. Bickel last evening. *He has
worked at them for the past year; sold
stocks and properties that he did not
consider desirable, and brought matters
down to a solid basis. He was worth
over £100,000.

“I remember well the incidents con-
nected with his first nomination for
congress. The congressional conven-
tion was held at Hastings. Igratius
Donnelly was a candidate; pbut he final-
ly declined the nomination, and 1 then
set a movement on foot that resulted in
the nomination of Maj. Strait.

**I'he major’s father died only a year
ago. Maj. Strait had been a sick man
for more than two years past. Last
year he planned to go to Los Angeles,
with the hope of finding relief there;
but some way he didn’t get started.
Many vears he has been affli cted with
dyspepsia. The trouble with him was,
as I think, that he was too attentive to
business, and did not take outdoor rec-
reation enough.. .- . »

*His death is mourned by very many
people, for he was a good man, a kind
and generous friend and neighbor, and
as a business associate no one could ask
for a more congenial one.”
