BREWER'S DECISION:-.

Railroad Cases That Have Been
Decided by the Kiuinent Judge.
Washington". Feb. 2S.— The opinions

of Justice Brewer, which Representa-
tive Some!*, of Wisconsin, would have
inves isaied, resolutions to which effect
he introduced yesterday, were both in
cases of strikers wiio were accused of
interfering withrailway property ivthe
hands of receivers. Two of them, Ed-
ward Doolittle and William Schan-
backer, were arrested for interfering
with t ie inovine of cars on the Wabash,
at Hannibal, Mo., in 18S5, and were
brounut before Justice Brewer for con-
tempt of court, for which he punished
them. The decision of Justice Brewer
is thus summarized iv the Federal Re-
po.ts;

•Where the employes of a railroad
company whose property is in custody
of tliis court, by concerted action quit
work and interfere with the running
of trains or engines upon the road, and
while so doinsr take possession ot or
obstruct the workingof engines orcars
in the custody of the receivers of the
court, it is the rieht and duty of the
court to punish such acts as contempt
of its authority. Ifa party engaged in
a lawful undertaking unintentionally
interferes with or obstructs the officers
of this court inthe discharce of their
duties, the court is not tenacious of its
prerogative.but itis otherwise where the
parties, while engaged in an illegal
struggle, act so as to obstruct the offi-
cers, tending to contempt. This court
is open here to hear any just ground of
complaint against the receivers, and the
court willinstruct its officers in these
premises. For this reason the court
willbe prompt to punish men who in-
terfere witn the custody or control of
the property. A simple request to door
not to do a thing, made by one or mote
of the strikers under circumstances
tending to convey a certain amount of
threatening, witha desire to hinder or
obstruct employes in their duties, is not
less obnoxious than the use or physical
force. The course, under such circum-
stances, is a direct threat, and will be
published as such."

A LABOR BUREAU.

Commissioner Wright Talks to a
House Committee.

Washington-, Feb. 2S.—Commission-
er Carroll D. Wright, ot the bureau of
labor, addressed the house committee
on labor today concerning a bill intro-
duced by .Representative Doolittle, of
Washington, to make the bureau a de-
partment of the government, with its
head a cabinet officer. Delegates from
the Knights of Labor and other organi-
zations were interested listeners. The
proposal to enlarge the scope of the
labor bureau and the powers of the com-
missioner was opposed by Commissioner
Wright. Commissioner Wright said that
to have the commissioner of labor
in the cabinet he must be of
the president's political party;
must change with every adminis-
tration, the employes under him, not in
classified service, also must be changed.
The independent scientific character of
the bureau thereby would be impaired.
Its aim had been to collect and present
statistics without any political motives,
without regard to their effect upon po-
litical movements, and without attempt-
ing to sustain or demolish any theories.
Politics had never been considered in
the personnel of the office.

Makine the bureau a government de-
partment, with power to enforce law,
would be of advantage, but at the same
time would destroy its efficiency as a
collector of facts. For it to enforce
laws would cause it to incur the enmity
of some manufacturers and interests
irom which the bureau was accustomed
to gather statistics, and with which it
was on friendly terms at present.
