The Cincinnati Price-Current said that
the week had been more trying than
previousiy for wheat, 1t remarked also
that interior supplies were so veduced
that mills are oblized 10 draw inereas-
ingly on market centers. A supplement
to that was received in private dis-
patehes from the Cincinnati Price-Cur-
rent, which gave an estimate of the
wheat in farmers’ hands, placing it at
86,000,000 bu less than at this time a
year ago, 64,000,000 bu less than the
average for twelve years, and 12,600 bu
less than the smallest stocks of any in

those twelve years. In addition to
the effect of these figures, the
clearances of wheat  and  flour
from the four ovrincipal Atlan-

tic ports amounted to about 600,000 bu.
Chicago receipts were 43 ears, against
243 last year. Minneapelis reported 233
cars and Duiuth 81 cars, compared with
277 cars and 22 respectively on the cor-
responding day last year. Liverpool
stocks were cabled as being 1,296,000
smaller now than on Feb, 1.

A drop of 11-16 in English consols
caused some addition to the bullish
feeling while the above-named advance
was in prozress. The top of the bulge
was reached about 12:15 o’clock, and
then some sifting of the Price-Current’s
tigures caused a revulsion of feeling in
the crowd. On inguiry of the editor ot
the journal, he stated that he estimated
the present stocks, exclusive of what 1s
in the regular visible, at 136,000,000 bu,
and as the government ¢ the tarm-
ers’ stocks a year ago at , 000,000 bu,
that explanauon took the edee off the
bull feelins which the first manner of
putting torth the statement had pro-
duced. ‘the Price-Current’s compar-
isons are all made with its own previous
estimates. Cables gave an advanee at
Liverpool from !;d to 1d. The decline
from the highest price of the day
stepped at 6élje, which was the ruling
price at the close,

Corn was azain quiet, the market at-
tracting but little attention, fluctuations
being narrew and trading loeal.

In oats there was a better feeling and
prices averaged siizhtly higher in sym-
pathy with wheat and corn, and also
owing to the small offerings. Prices
advaneced }jlyc, and the close was
steady with .uay midway between the
day’s top and bottoin fizures.

Provisions opened weak and lower on
the receipts of live hogs at the yards
being abont 9.000 over the estimates,
with a decline in prices for them.
Those who bought yesterday sokd out
today, resulting in a moderate break.
Trading was quite aetive, and more so
than for some days vast,  Some outside
selling orders cime in, presumably, for
a prominent packing institution in ane
other eity. ‘The strength in wheat and
a little covering by shorts were respon-
sible for a moderate advance, but the
undertone of the market was weak in
the absence of anything like pronounced
support, and made itself felt shortly be-
fore the end of the session, prices eas-
ing off slightly and closing fairly
steady for pork and ribs, and tirm for
lard. Cempared with last night, May
pork is 15¢ lower, May fard 10c¢ lower,
and May ribs 7i¢ lower.

New Yori.

NeEw Yonrk, March 1.—T'he stock mar-
ket, atter a weak opening, quickly de-
veloped strength, and the general tend-
ency throughout was in the direction of
higher prices. The volume of business,
too, showed a considerable increase,
and all the conditions were favorable
and led

up to the result which was
brought about in the later dealings.

During the early morning the bears
made a drive at Sugar, on the plea that
the sliding scale of protection sugzest-
ed by the senate was not what the Sugar
interest hoped for. On the resuitant
selling the stock sold off 1% per cent,
but the recovery was rapid, and Suga

quickly took its place as leader of thr
upward movement, with all of the active
shares and most of the specialties
iraded in in procession.

It seemed to gradually dawn on the
shorts that the time had come to cover,
but it was not until after 2 o’clock that
the great rush to buy reached its height,
and during the last hour of business the
purchases were ubusually heavy, im-
parting a buoyaucy to the market to
which it has long been a stranger.

The floor of the exchange presented
an animated scene, and rizht up to the
striking of the gong which closed the
day’s business were the several pools in
active motion. The stock exchange
thinks rapiwdly. and late today came the
conclusion that the tarift question,
which has been the real unsettling
influence on the speculation as well

as on the bLusiness of the ccuntry,
was approaching a solution. It mat-
tered not a great deal 1o the

street whether the settlement was sat-
isfactory, the main fact that the dispu-
tation was coming to an end, and that
the best or the worst was to be def-
initely known. was enough. Belief in
the reserve power of the country to
overcotne tariff as other difficulties was
at the bottom of the purchasing move-
ment in stocks, and the encouraging re-
ports from the several railroads, which
had published their Jaunuary net earn-
ings, lent material assistance to the buil
side of the market. It was not alone
the shorts who bought stocks today, for
there were heavy purchases also for the
long account, and the stricily commise
sion houses did more business than for
many months past. London was not a
factor of the market, but there was good
buying for the Chicago, Boston and
Philadelphia accounts. At the close of
business the tone was buoyaut,and com-
