New York, March 7.—The announce-

ment of the suspension on the stock ex-
change of the firm of Hunter, Clark &
Jacob, made shortly before the close of
business, was somewhat of a surprise,
as it was not known to be involved in
any operations on the wrong side of the
market. As the sequel proves, the firm
was involved by Mr. Clark, one of its
members, who signed the firm's name
to a number of fifteen-day privileges in
Sugar at 84, pocketing the proceeds of
his sale of privileges, and then, when
the market jumped up on him, leaving
tho firm, which knew nothing of his
operations, to redeem their paper. After
paying out some $80,000 the firm made
an assignment, not knowing how many

!more privileges were outstanding. Had
Clark's little speculation been success-
ful his operations would not have come
to light, but with a 12 per cent rise
in Sugar - there was nothing for
him but to confess or run,
and lie choose the latter alternative.
Nothing is known of his whereabouts,
and as the firm refuses to make any
statement regarding Its affairs before
tomorrow its liabilities canuot be ascer-
tained before then. That this should
have been the only casualty of the
Sugar squeeze is a matter of congratu-
lation to the street, but inasmuch as it
has developed a new method of trading
for private profit on the credit of the
traders of the firm there is a dark side
to the picture. ««_,
