Ht RzBUKED THE JURY.

JUDGE JAMISON ADKIVISTERS A ROAST
FROM THZ BENCH.

THE EVIDENCE IS ALL IN.

The State Rests in the Floyd Case
—The Arguments Will Be Made
ZToday—ixpected to Go to thz
Jury Before Adjournmeoeat—A
Jaroer Who Violated the Rules
of the Court,

It took longzer than was anticipated
to conclude the taking of evidence in
the Floyd trinl. The ecase was not
finished until 4 o’clock yesterday after=
noon, and then, owing to the lateness of
the hour, the delivering of the argu-
ments was deferred until this morning.
Someting of a sensation was sprung
just before adjournment of court. For
the past few days of the trial one ot the
jurors has acted in a manner that
brought the wrath of the court down
upon his head. Upon entering the court
room he usually walked over to the
Floyd boys and shook hands with them,
at the same time passing the time of day
and other remarks. He was also seen
assisting one of the boys on with his
overcoat. Yesterday afternoon County
Attorney Nye called the attention of
Judge Jamison to this flagrant violation
of jury and courtrules. When the last
bit of evidence in the case had been
submitied the judze ordered the court
room cieared of all spectators. When
this had been accomplished he called
the jury Dback from the jury room,
whither they had been sent, and ad-
ministered the following stinging re-
buke:

*The evidence in this case is now all
in, and will, in all probability, be sub-
mitted to your cons:deration toworrow.
You are not 1o say &Lyihing to any one,
and are to refrain from having any con-
versation among yourseives. When this
¢ tirst opened 1 cautioned you to say
nothing in rezard to it; 1 cautioned you
a sccopd time, ana the third time.
Within the lazt day or two rumors have
come to this court whieh, if true, show
the most flagrant misconduet on the
part of a certain juror. These rumors,
at the proper time, will be most thor-
cughly investigated, and the law will
then be applied. I want to say to you
now, as I have szid to you before, that
nothing is to be said by any one of you:
you are not to hear anything said about
this case—not to discuss it among your-
selves until you 1each tie jury rooimn.
With this admnonition, which the court
Zives you embiaatiecally, you will report
fvre tomorrow morning at 10 o’cicek.”

1t is hikely the case will be submitted
to the jury before adjournment of evurt
this atternoon. It all depends, how-
ever, upon the length of time taken by
the opposing autorneys in making their
arguments. Mr. Byroes says he will
inish in less thana ba!f an bhour. It
will then be incumbent upon the prose-
cuting 2ttorney to review the case from
the begiuning. Mres. Scheiz was in the
cdurt room during the afternoon and sat

*I feared that it would—that is—if it
fell into the hands of some one else—
that is—if it was discovered there would
be a pursuit and I feared my boys would
be killed.”

“Mrs. Floyd, is that all the explana-
tion you have to offer?”

*IUs all I can think of now,” was the
reply.

In the afternoon Mr. Hall asked Mrs.
Fioyd:

*Did you go to Mr. Scheig’s wedding?”

*No, sir.”

“How do you remember about Mr.
Scheig’s remarks concerning the wed-
ding being like a funeral?”

*It was very impressive to me. I did
not join him in the sentiment further
than to respond to what he said.”

“What made you say in that letter
that vou did not wish to have any hand
in bringing the eriminal to justice? Do
you not believe in the principle that
criminals ought to be brought to
justice?’?

“Yes, sir. But I did not think he was
a criminal. It was no affair of mine,
the trouble between him and his wife.”

The defense finished at 8 o’cloek, znd
the state put Philip Scheigon the stand
in rebuttal.

“Now, Phil,” safd Mr. Nye, *d!d von
ever offer Frank any money that he ree
fused at the times he mentioned 1n his
testimony?”’

The emphatic *“No, sir” which the
witness uttered tickled the court intoa
laugh.

“Mrs. Floyd came to my cell and sail
that she was sorry for me, and added,
‘iny Loys don’t know that you stole the
money; you did not tell them, did yon,
Pril?” 1 told her that it would all come
outin the trial.” ¢

*You bave no bitter feeling azainst
the Fioyd boys, have you?” asked Mr.
Byrnes.

“Yes, I have,” came the answer,
fairly aud squarely. “There is a good
deal of this mouey that would never
have been spent but for thein, and I
feel that they are responsible for a great
deal of my mistortune.””

Detective Johin Hoy took the stand,
and stated "that Lou had told him in
New York that Phil always carried his
wife’s picture in his pocket, and vsed io
take it out and lock at it, and that he
(L.ou) used to go up 1o him at such times
and put his arms about Phil and cheer
him up.

Cashier Wright, of the Bank of Min-
neapolis, tostified that Mrs. Floyd was
n the bank the ncoun that Puil left.

“Mrs. Emma Schieig!” called Mr. Nye,
and the buzz of conversation among the
ladies started up at a lively pace. The
littie wife, dainty and stnkingly hand-
soine, took the stand and answered the
qunestions put to her in a firm and de-
cisive voice.

“*You are Philip Scheig’s wife?”

*Yes, sir.”? 2

*-{lave you been living with your hus-
band since your marriage?”’

“Yes, sir; all the time by ourselves.”

“1 will ask you if your relations sinee
vour marriage have been other than
pleasant?”

The object of the siate was to show
that the statement that Phi! went away
on account of his vopleasant relations
with his wife was not true.

The defense put Frank and Lou on
the stand for a moment to make a few
sweeping denials against statements
made by the state’s wltnesses, and then
rested the case.

THE DEAD CASHIER,

Suits Likely t» Be Commenced
Against Bofferding’s Estate.

It was intimaled some weeks ago by
the GLOBE that there was a strong prob-
ability of an action being brought by
the ofiiciais of the Bank of Minneapolis
against the estate of the Iate Matt Bof-
ferding to recover at least a portion of
tiie §$123,000 confessed to have been
stoien by P’hi! Scheig. It will be re-
membered that foflowing the flight of
Scheiz and the sensational disclosures
Cashier Bofferding committed suicide.
It is now admitted that it would have
been impossibie to have looted the
bapk of so much money without
the cashier kurowing it, which is
substantiated by tiie latter’s suicide. It

is not ciaimed that the dead mman shared |

in the spoils. put that if he had knowl-
edee of the stealings and atltempted to
cover them up, he was particeps crim-
inis, and that his estate is therefore lia-
ble. 1t is now conceded that the money
was lost in horse racing and various
kinds of kindred speculations, and from
the present outlcok there is likely to be
no end of litigation in the notorious
case.

Duluth Obharged With Stealing
West Superior Thunder.

A delegation of West Superior officials
called on Secretary Rogers, ot the
chamber of commerce, yesterday tofin-
vestigate the telegraphie facilities and
other cognate matters with reference to
placing the most approved apparatus in
the new board of trade organized in
that city. The delegation consisted of

The delegation claims that
Diluth has been trying to steal their
thunder by misrepresentations, and the
Superior board was starteq to set mat-
ters right by giving the Wisconsin city
the credit that belongs to it.

WILL BE HARD FOUGHT.

The Trial of Represcatative Mark-
ham for Bribery.

The Markham Uribery case is.now
under way, and from the way the at-
torneys contend and sguabble it will
likely prove a bitter deht. During the
farenoon session ot yesterdav, Assist-
ant County Attorney Peterson stated
that the state vxpected to show that Mr.,
Markham not oniy solicited a bribe
from James E. Glass, but had hinted in
unmistakable terms that money weould
be accepted from E. W. Backas and H.
C. Akeley. The defense made a vizor-
ous protest against the admission of any
such evidence, on the grounds that it
was not material to the case, and that
it went beyond the reading of the ine
dictinent. Judge Hicks, after listening
to the arguments on the question, ruled
for the defense. He said:

**Counsel for the state must make this
indictinent stand or fall on its owa base,
and the counsel must abstain from any
meution of these facts when addressing
the jury. There are but three exeep-
tions to the general rule of law, which
is very clear in its holding that one
offense cannot be intreduced to prove
another. The three exceptions are in
cuses of conspiracy, forgery and passiug
counterfeit woney. \When, in such
cases, it becomes necessary to establish
the essential fact of intent, n wider
range of testimony is allowed, but in the
case at bar we cannot infringe upon the
general rule.

“While not deciding tbis questlon
dtsclutely the counsel will be able to
gather from the court’s remarks the
rulinz which will follow when the tes-
timony is iotroduced. If it coald be
shown that these conversations with
Backus aud Akeley are material to the
case at issue then the testimony wonld
be adinissible. Aeain, if the state can
show that the defendant on these occa-
casions referred directly to his conver-
souon with Glass, the evidence might
be admissible. but his general refer-
erece to Glass as ‘you feliows’ is not
enough, and, further, if the indictment
had charged the defendant with asking
a bribe from the lumbermen’s associa-
tion, the evidence would be admissible,
but as it is, it must not come in.”

lu the afiernoon the jury was brought
in from the little room where they had
been cooped during the time of the
arguments. Mr. Peterson then made
his address to the jury. He said that
he expected to prove that during the
sessiun of the legisiature, when the bill
for scaling logs was before the com-
mittee, Mr. Markham came to Miune-
apolis, and in tbe presence of Mr. Glass
said that the biil was in danger of not
passing, for the reason _that there was a
seutiment against it, and the father of
the measure, J. T. Wyman, was with-
out infivence i the committee, but that
its passage might be secured if £1,200
was raised. Mr. Glass declined to give
Lim any money, and then Mr. Mark-
ham voted against the bill in commit
tee and in the house, both of which he
bad threatened to do if the mouey was
not raised.

The first witness called-was J. J.
Lomen, chief clerk in the office of the
secretary of state. He produced the
certificate of Mr. Markham’s election as
me:mber of the legislature from the
Fiity-third legislative district.

A HINT TO JOHN BULL.

Cleveland Preparing to Assert Our
ltights in MNicaraguo.

WAsmINGTON, March 8.—The presi-
dent has turned over to the secretary of
state the preparation of an answer to
the Morgan resolution calling for infor-
mation relative to the landing of British
troops at Bluefields, Nicaragua. The
maiter is already under way, and when
the answer is complete it wiil be sub-
mitted to the president and carefully
considered by himself and Secretary
Greshom. No additional advices from
Nicaragua were given out at the
state department today, but there
is reason to believe that the pres-
ident is preparing for a vigor-
ous and unmistakable assertion of the
rights of the United States in Central
America, and that the correspondence
will include matters of later date than
the brief report from Minister Baker of
the landing of British troops. 1t is still
hoped that the conditions have been
misstated, and that the troops were
landed solely to protect the lives and
property of British subjects instead of
for intecfering between Niearazua and
the Mosquito government. But there is
no disposition to disguise the real grav-
ity of the incident, for. although the
British have often talked of their rights
of protectorate, and even threatened, it
has never in this century come to pass
that British troops were actually landed
in Ceniral America to assert a protecto-
rate since the assertion of the Mobroe
doctrine.
