THE HERDA MURDER JURY-

WILL BE CHKRCED BY THE COURT
THIS MORYING.

ACCUSED MAN TESTIFIES.

Admits That He Is Not an Angel
and ihat hhe Has Served Terms
for Larceny and Other Offens<es
—Denies the Charge of Mur=-
der and Pleadsan Alibi—Court
Crowded.

The Herda murder case was resumed
Rt 10 a. m. yesterday. The galleries
were erowded, and every seat occupied
in the court room. As the trial pro-
gressed the judge noticed persons ap-

went into 901. 1 whistled and Sweeney
came. I asked him if he saw them fel-
lows. He said he did. When they came
out I arrested Fisher and White, and
Sweeney arrested Dugan. I had to let
this man go. He broke away from e.
1 saw him have a pistol. He ran past
Brett’s house. I saw him run past this
house. Sweeuwey was about thirty feet
behind. Saw him next at the drug
store. White gave his sister something
when they were at White’s house,
White spoke to this defendant at the
drug store and told him not to give in,
for they were all right. The man who
got away was Dugan? :
Cross-Questioned—Saw Dugan in jail
at Minneapolis: went to Minneapolis to
identify him; saw him playing cards;
swear it was not Dick Reed who was
playing cards; saw revolver in the
hands of defendant on night of the
murder; he struck me with a revolver;
1 testified on the examination that he

Shown the revolver, said he could not
identity that revolver as the one had by

Robert A. Wheaton—Examined the
body of Herda Nov. 1. Five wounds
on the body; one about size of lead
peneil, on line with arm pit, touched
the lungs, but could not find it; another
passed through the body and was found
near the navel. The other wounds were
made by the surgeouns. He died from
hemorrhage} resulting from gun shot
wounds. Couldn’t state tne caliber of
the bullets.

Caleb Bodley—Saw Officer Sweeney.
Heard one shot. Was in Brett’s house.
Came out of the house, found a revolver
right at the steps at BretU’s house, lying
on the ground near the sidewaik. Iden-
tified the revolver. Turned iL over to
Brett. Did not 10ad it or unload it.
Cross-questioned—Saw this defendant
at the drug store that nigbt; saw no
revolver in his possession.

G. P. Brett was at home that night,
Nov. 3. Heard one shot about hali-past
9. ldentified pistol. Received it that
night frem Bouley. Turned it over to
the police.

Capt. Lowell—Captain of Rondo street
station; ILdentified revolver; been in
custody of the police since. Had made
experiments with the revolver. Loaded
it with cartridges the size of Exhibit C,
ana same kind. Experimented on
seven or eight. Produced the shells on
which experiments were made. Never
snapped 1t on loaded shells. Explained
peculiarity. Loaded pistol. Snapped
shell. My experiment showed it would
eqplede about two in five. Shell re-
moved and marked as an exhibit, and
offered in evidence. Five empty shells
produced; snapped 1n county attorney’s
oflice this morning. Two of five snavped.
Shells shown to the jury. One of the
shelis struck twice.

Prosecutiof®rested.

DEFENSE BEGINS.

The defense moved the court to e
struct the jury to bring in a verdict of
pot guilty for the reason that the evi-
dence is not suflicient to conviet.

The court ordered the trial to pro-
ceed.

Capt. Lowell was placed on the staud
to show the distance from the White
house to the scene of the murder—about
three miles.

Mr. Darrah opened for the defense.
Spoke of the defendant as a young wman
among strangers, and without money or
friends. Referred to the enormity of
the crime; but asked the jury to lay
aside prejudice and sympathy for the
family of the mnrdered man, and re-
member that it was their duty to do
exact justice.

Ella White called for the defense:
Aged fiftecu, daughter of Mrs. White,
who keeps boarders; known defendant
since two weeks before arrest; he came
to their house as a boarder and was
there when murder oceurred. Saw him
in Room No, 5 that night from 8 till 10
p. m.{ he was lying on the backside ot
the bed asleep in that room. Reed was
in the room, and 1 had a friend with
we, Lillie Densrow. We four were in
{ the room all of the time.

Cross - Examined —- Name not Ella
White but Ella Elms; gave name of
White because that is what they cailed
me 1u court; do nct have a name for the
court and another name at home.
They had about twenty-five boarders
at the house; can’t give their names.
Dick Reed, Clark and Joe White were
there. and this defendant. Don’t know
about Munger; Dugan was not there;
am positive about that. Don’t know
where defendant came from. All
I know is he was there at the time of
the murder. Asked as to whether it
was not a fact that the house wasa
commeon rendezvous for lawless people.
Objection being made, the county at-
torney proposed to show that the house
was a common resort of highwaymen
and ex-convicts, ane that this witness
was there at the time of the arrest and
aiding the prisoners to hide property it
was not desirable to have found wn their
versons, and that the boarders were ex-
convicts., Court reguired a modificution
of the question. Defendant was up
stairs; don’t koow that the room be-
longed to any one specially. Witness
was there, also Dieik Reed, Lilhan
Densrow ana ber brother and derend-

ant. Den't knew ss they ealled Reed

: don’t know he has been a conviet; don’t
i know that her brother has been con-
| victed over and over azaiu; yes, he
came from Waupun penitentiary; don’t
know Mucger came with him; man
called Munvger ecame about the same
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time. White handed her a Dblack
silk handkerchief the night they were
arrested; don’t Know that he did not
want to be arrested with that on his
person: brother is about six feet; taller
than Butler. Miss Densrow is a neigh-
bor’s girl; came about 8 o’clock Hal-
lowe’en eve: she and Lillian and others
were going out to hang some signs
made by Densrow girls and their
brother, but did not go because it was
too late. Fisher and Reed were on the
bed: Reea was shot in the shins. Gar-
rity was the man who escaped from the
officers the night of the arrest.

Redirect—Eims was my father’s name;
my mother is now Mrs. White; am
sometimes called Ella White; was never
convicted; never arrested; never had
any trouble; never saw Dugan until I
saw him in jail at Minneapolis.

Miss Densrow—Am fourteen years
old: reside a block and a half from
White’s house: was never in court be-
fore; known Miss Elms since Septem=
ber; saw defendani two weeks before
arrest: was at Nellie’s house at the time
of the wurder: went there about 8
o'clock; wax there till 10; saw Nellie
W bite, suw defendant, saw Dick Reed;
detenaant was lying on Dick Reed’s
bed sledc ping; stayed in the house till 10
o’clock; saw him as soon as 1 went up
stairs, about 8:15, and all of the fime
ull 10 o’clock; was never arrested or
convicted or had any trouble.

Cross-Examined—Went to the roem to
take Dick Recd some candy. We went
out that night, but Nellie aid not go, be
cause it was too late; was 10 o’clock
when we went out. My sister and
brother went with me; was not out on
the street at 7:30: did net see Officer
Brennan on the street at that time; was
not on the street with my sister; was
not by Mrs. Singer’s house about half-
past 7; was at Nellie’s house in the
afternoon that day, and agaiu in the
evening: did not keep track of the
number of times | was thereother days:
reinember that day because it was
Hallowe’en; went away at just 10 p. m.;
looked at the clock, and know it was
just 10; defendant had his clothes on;
was on outside of bed; don’t know
whether Reed had clothes on, as he was
in bed. Clark came up several times;
did not say anything; just looked in
and went off« without saying a word;
Dick had been abed several days; was in
room Dick occupied; talked about hang-
ing sigus and things like that while we
were in the rooin; were laughing and
talking all the evening; this defendant
was asleep all the time; lamp was on
the table; light shining in his face; face
toward us; we were on chairs at the
table: face turned toward us all the
time; never wakened up; lamp shining
on bis eyes; described clothes, coat,
vest. pants, shoes, shoes ued, collar;
don’t kuow about necktie; didn’t notice
necktie, because 1 didn’t know 1 was to
testify about that, Clark brought noth-
ing into the room; did not say anything;
brought no beer. Redirect—Detendaut
was asleep when lamp was lighted.

442 Olive street, agd am a gunsmiti;

too small for revolver: carwridee is 44;
revolver is 45, at least it is marked army
size, and army size is 45; examined cart-
ridges experimented with in the morn=
ing by Capt. Lowell; cartridges were
44; revolver 455 revolver not likely to
certainly explode 44 cartridge} hammer
strikes on the rim; can’t say anything
about eartridge found on the tioor asto
whether this revolver struek that. That
is struck further in than the other four.
Can’t say that was not the revolver
which snapped the unexploded cart-
ridge. ‘I'hat cartridge does pot fit the
revolver—explained minutely to the
jury; the eartridge did not fit.

To Question by the Court—Showed
jury wnerein the blow on the cartridees
struck in court differed fromi“that on the
cartridge picked up on the floor. The
difference 1s about the thirty-second of
an inch—the mark is sixteenth of an
ineh. The cartridge would be liable to
fail oat if the shut-up was not elosed,
but not otherwise.

Williamm  H. Butterfield—Keeps a
shooting gallery; examined cartridge
found on floor of saloon; examined
cartridges experimented upon in court
by Capt. Lowell; never saw a revolver
like this. Asked if it was his opinion
that the revolver which snapped the
four cartridges was the same revolver

C. A. Fisher — Employed at Burk-
hardt’s; gunsmith; repairing; revolver;

ploded fits too loose; could not say.
whether this revolver was the one which
snapped that cartridge; cylinder has too
much play; have seen other guns bav-
ing same defect; don’t think a blow on
tne butt of the revolver would drive a
cartridge out. -

Cross-Questioned — Revolver is in-
tended for 44; 45 would not go in; there
are different sizes of 45; leng and short;
44 is the nearest size that can be used in
the revolver.

M. F. Kennedy—Testified before ex-
aminatiou; tried the revolver this morn-
ing; it did not work then as it did when
the examination was had; it exploded
five cartridges this morning; only four
out of five then; that is the only differ-
ence. ¢

Cross-Examined — [ gave it as my
opinion at the first examination that
that was the revolver which made the
indenture on the shell picked up where
Herda was murdered; examined shells
in evidence; revolver is 44; examined a
45 cartridge produced by Butler; tried
it in revolver, and found it too iarge;
testified as to where the hammer would
strike, and that there would be a varia-
tion in the point where the hammet
would strike, as the cartridges do not fit
exactly; the tendency of the loaded
shell would be to explode more readily
than the empty; can give no other rea-
son for the difference in action.

Detense rests.  No rebuttal.

At this point attorney for the defense
stated the defendant desired to testify
in his own behalf, and the court direet-
c_sld that be should be accorded the priv-
ilege.

Philip Rice—Age twenty-two; born
in Omaha; had been in Minnesota only
two weeks belore his arrest; came in
order to get work onthe street car lines;
was a strike and did not geta job; on
the night of the murder was at 901 Rice
street; was there all day, except that
I wentout to the saloons and got a
couple of drinks: played a game of
pool; laid down on the bed with Reed
Just before the lamps were lighted;
went to sleep; did not waken till 11 p.
m.; I never saw Dugan. Arm lifted
above head; so help me God, I never
saw him: never saw Herda; saw Valdk
after arrest; never saw him before;
don't know where Michigan street is.

Cross=Questioned—Related who his
father is, where he was born and where
he had worked:; worked at bridge build-
inz all the way down to Texas and the
Red river; was ladder man; duty to
aid bpile driver and driving team;
was at Duluth about three weeks driv-
ing team for McCarty. Came to Min-
neapolis a year ago. Some oune was
robbed, and he, with others, was ar-
rested; no proof, and he was sent to
jail thirty days as a vazrant. After
that stole two revolvers, and was sent
up for ninety days. Pleaded guilty.:
Went to Dakota; worked at Buffaso,
Cass county: worked for Muggles. Had
money when arrested as a vagrant.
Gave a lawyer 38 to defend, and never
saw him again. Stole the guns because
there was no one in the store; thought
I knew how to steal, but didn’t; was
first attempt. Met White first time at
White’s; never met Dugan; know Gar-’
rity i1s not Dugan becauge they say
Dugzan is a small man; Garrity is a large
man. Witness shot Dick Reed Hallow-
e’en, or night before; was snappinga
revolver; it was 22 or 38; don’t know

the caliber; know Reed was not shot
while committing burglary. Was as-

sociating with Spec Elins (Wiiite), Clark,
Dick Reed and others at White’s during
two weeks In St. Paul before his arrest.
Don’t know Clark’s name 1s Munger, or
that White and Clark were just ont of
the penitentiary. Left Omaha three
years ago; said four., Came to Minne-
sota from Omaha because I was born
there. Drove team in Omaha. Left
Omaha iu September, 1892. Worked on
the Soo at Minot that year. Arrived in
Duluth late that fuil: lived m a cabin
with another fellow; had two, rooms
in West Duluth. Don’t know the
streets. Left there day after St. Pat-
rick’s day. Got four months in Minne-
apolis. Was out only tour days after
first thirty days. Came out in August.
Went to North Dakota in August.
Came from North Dakota to St. Paal.
Bought overcoat in Minuneapolis; don’t
know where, of whom, or oun what
street. Blue coat, fur collar; bought
it early for winter. I did not throw
away that revolver; did not try to strike
an officer with that revolver or any
other. Don’t know wiy White gave
nis sister the black bhandkerchief when
he was arrested. Called the officer
a— because he had a re-
volver at my stomach and was afraid it
would go off. Garrity and 1 both
walked off. Policeman was dazed like,
and acted as if he didn’t know what to
do. They looked at me and looked at
the other fellow: followed me; Sweeny
commenced to shoot and 1 to run. I did
not throw any gun away. They found
the guns I stole in Minneapolis on me
and got them back. This is not one of
those guns. I ruun because I did not
want to be arrested, justas 1 would
ruu now if [ had a chance. One don’t
stand any show if arrested; theyv are
bound to conviet any way. I had
plenty of money when they sent me up
as a vagrant. J went to sleep that
night at 6 o’clock and did not wake up
till 11. I shot Reed and was taking
care of him. Reed has gzone to l'exas;
his mother took him away. Garrity, 1
suppose, is in  Minneapolis. Don’t
know where Clark is. Don’t know
anything about the people 1 metat
White’s.

Re-eirect—Don’t claim to be an angel, -
or any better than any one else; did
steal once.

ARGUMENTS TO THE J URY.

County Attorney Butler summed up
the case for the state. He spoke of the
guards thrown around criminals, and
that it would have been better for Rice
(alias Fisher) if he had remained silent.
Spoke of the Whites, the bad associa-
tions ot the girls by whown it has been
attempted to prove an alibi; of the
cartriduee found on the floor, which fits
the revolver thrown away by defendant,
while the killing was done by another
revolver using a 38 bullet; cartridge
fell out of this when defendant struck
Valek over the head. Regarded the
simple word of a policeman, sworn to
protect the lives and property of the
people, as of greater value than the
oaths of 10,000 such men as the defend-
ant, who had zone on the stand against
the advice of his atlorney. He de-
seribed he defendaut as he was alleged
to appear, shivering with terror during
the testimony of Mrs. Herda,who simply
said, **He was my husband; he was
thiriy years old; we have two little
girls; 1 saw him die.”

Mr.Darrah spoke with much feeling
and powerin behalf of his client—first,
as to the responsibility of counsel te his
client; the duty of the jury; the danger
of convictiony on circumstantial evi-
dence alone. Speaking of notable ex-
wamples, hereferred to Daniel Webster’s
gr eat speech in relation tothe murderer,
insisting, like Webster, that murder
will out. Spoke of the vigor of the
police in response to the demand ot
people and press in pushing this case;
thought the poor Ihnoucens police, the

of Catherine Kane, who was com-
ted to the Rochester asylum. She
resided at 5060 Woodward avenue with '
heg son-in-law, Johu Salley. She has
bedn in the poorhouse, and is suffering
rrozn chronic dementia and is emldish

froln old age. She ‘is bent over
with years. Her stature is small,
her hair white as snow hang-
ing about nher shoulders in a

straggzling condition; her face is drawn
and wrinkled. Her clothes hung about
hér in rags and dirt, and she is unable
to talk in an intelligent manner. She
was born in Ireland, and no one at the
court knew how long ago. She had by
the hand a little child of three years,
who is ber grandson. The child was
bareheaded and has white hair, and
looked to be poorly cared for. His
clothes were ragged and his person
dirty. Relief Agent M. [. Hutchins
found the woman and child at ine home
named, where they were living in
squalor and poverty. He said that the
only daughter of the woman had gone
to California to look after some property
in-which the old woman is interested.
The old woman will be taken to the
hospital for the demented at Rochester,
and Relief Agent Hutchins will take
care of the child and place him in sore
home for the present.

SLUGGED AND ROBSED,

Alfred Swanson and John St
Aubin Accused.

The police vesterday arrested Alfred
Swanson and John St Aubin on a com-
ptaint charging them with assaulting
and robbing James Hillen of a wateh
and chain valued at.$14, a bhandker-
chief valued at $1 and a knife of the
value of 25 cents.

Hillen, who is the proprietor of a shoe
store on West Tenth street, was *‘held
up” by two men at the corner of - Elev-
enth and Minnesota streets on the
night of Feb. 27 aund relieved of the
articles mentioned. The thugs also
beat Hillen, knocking out two of his
teeth.

Hillen yesterday, the police say, iden-
tified the two prisoners as the men who
robbed him. They were represented in
court by Attorney Johns, and the read-
ing of the complaint was waived and
the examination continued to Tuesday
next. Both St. Aabin and Swanson
deny the charge, and the former was re-
leased on bail in the sum of $2,000 for
appearance in the police court for ex-
amination.

The case against St. Aubin, charged
with the larceny of a quantiiy ot jew-
elry from Lizzie Graham, which was set
for today, was also continued until next
Tuésday.

Bunnemann and the administrators of
the estate of William Lindeke,deceased,
have filed a petition in the district
court asking that the ecity of St. Paul
and, the city treasurer be enjoined from
seliing certain property of the plaintiffs
to satisfy assessments of $1,000 per lot
for the construction of the superstruct-
ure of the Sixth street bridge. Judge
Kelly has granted a temporary injunc-
tion and set down for today the hearing
of the application for a permanent in=
junction. I'he city has filed an answer
in the matter, claiming that judgments
of §1,000 have Dbeen rendered against
each lot upon hearingsin court, and
claiming liens tor the several amounts,
and asking that the liens be declared to
be valid and binding.
