GATHZRING OF THE GLANS.

EIGHTH WARD GERMAN-AMERICAN
DEMOCRATS

IFOLD A ROUSING MEETING.

No Uncertain Seatiments Uttered
—"The Administration Get Its
Share of Criticism—2\ Repub-
lican Club Call Turned Into an
Indorsement of Smith—A Re-
publican Club Without a Name
Af-aid to Indorse Any One—
Annoancements.

After the meeting of the Eighth Ward
German-Awmerican Democratic elub was
opened last night by its president, Mar-
tin Dreis, secretary of that orzanization,
delivered a shori address, in which he
cautioned those present to be careful in
casting their votes, and further, if pos-
sible, to have judges for the election
selected who were members of the club.
A committee of three was appointed by
the chair to lcok up and reportthe
result of their investigations into the
new election laws. Following up the
custom started by the other clubs of the
Eighth ward, the Germans selected five
members to represent them in the con=
clave which is to decide upon a nomi-
nee for alderman. Mr. Theegarten is
the head of the delegation.

The first oratorical effort of the even=
ing was made by Mr. Ringwald, who
came as a visitor from another ward.
He said that he was a German and was
proud ot 1t. That he was bornin the
Democeratic faith and saw no reason
why be should not always remain true
to it. Coming to St. Paul thirty-two
years ago he had watehed the city grow
from a hamlet toits presentmetropolitan
size under Democratic rule, aud in all
his experience he had never seen so
many men out of employment as since
Mayor Wright, the little man with the
big epaulettes, came in and imported
men todo theeity’s work from Still-
water, Oshkosh, Pig’s Eye,and the Lord
Enows where.

He was followed by Louis Pavian,

who said he was Tvery much
pleased to see sO many young
men present and hoped with their

assistance to see a mayor elected who

did not require people who ealled upon

him on public business to send up their

cards. He found no one todeny his
statement that **We have electea

Wright by name, but Wrong by na-

ture.”

In responses to calls for a speech,
Mr. Peebles delivered a few extein-
poraneous, but finished remarks, full
of hard hits at the present admimstra-
tion. *“They have gone in to reforin
our city,” iie said, **and they have utter-
ly failed to do so. They increased our
taxes, and the streets of Si. Paul were
never in a more deplorable condition,
and last, but not least, they have noth-
ing to recommend themselves to our-
selves or 1o our votes.”

As the last speaker had spoken in
Euglish, Mr. Theegarten translated his
remarks into German for the benefit of
those who could better understand them
in that ianguage. He also added that
the Germans could expezt nothing at
the hands of the Republicans.

George J. Mitseh was asked to explain
the new election taws, and he did so iu
a very clear and concise manner.

It vas decided that the club, which
now numbers 300, several new names
being added at this meeting, and has
two active branches with one now in
process of orgamzation, should visit its
Front street branch this evening.” The
meeting then adjourned and the crowd
dispersed. Over 150 were present.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT,

Showing of Council Work Dauring
the Past Year.

City Clerk Prendergast yesterday sent
to the mayor his annual report for 1893.
from whichare taken the followni.gileas
of information.

During the year there were 5 meetings
of the council, 38 of the asserably, 41 of
the board of aldermen and 20 of the
conference committee.  Preliminary
orders sent to the board of publie works
numbered 262, and final orders 163.
Ordinances presented number 83. As-
sembly committees held 83 meetings,
and aldermanic committees 76. Eleven
hundred requisitions were issued, and
4,814 city orders drawn, amounting to
£3.760,015.70. Fees collected in the
office amounted to £2,094.05. Liceunses
issued brought to the city a revenue of
£326,153.70, of which £306,000 was from
saloon licenses, $6,550 from butchers’
and £1,350 irowm street cars. The receipts
from the market house for stand rents,
both inside and outside the building,
amounted to $2.790, which does not 1n-
clude the amount received from the
rent of the hall, this sum being paid to
the market master and turned over fo
the treasurer. 'The amount received by
the market master for hall rent, accord-
ing to the comptroller’s report, was
$§072.50,

CHILDREN’S AID

Society Holds Its Quarteriy Meet-
ing in Minneapolis.

The quarterly meeting of the board of
the Children’s Aid society was held in
Minneapolis on March 8. The report
of the superintendent showed that there
were 11 the department (including Min-
nesota and the Dakotas) Dee. 1, 1893, 20
children in charge; there had been 76
received for the first time and 25 re-
ceived back, a total of 121 children in
charge durmmg the quarter. Of these.
74 bad been placed 1n homes, 3 had died
(in South Dakota), the rest were in
charge Mareh 1. The number of chil-
dren provided for since Sept. 11, 1889,
has been H44,

well as many babes, now, for whom
homes are needed. Applications in
Minnesota should be addressed to Rev.
