1t was really the only thing for him to
do. He couldn’t eat. he couldn’t drink
and he couldn’t breathe, and the oniy
logieal thing for him to do was to die.

But his death was undoubted!y hast-
ened because it came so sudden that no
vpportunity was given him to talk with
a doctor.

Shortly after Hunt bezan
the service of hls sentence at
Jackson he escaped. A year
afterward he turned up Lere and
led several revival ineetings in subur-
ban towns, ealling himself Rev. W. .
Tnompson, afterwards accepiing the
pastorate of the East Birmingham
chureh, in whicih he had the implicit
confidenee of his coungresation. He

DEATH AT A STATION,
