WILL CALL ONE A POPULIST.

Second List of Names .Sent in
Under Representation That
They Are True People's Party
Men, but They Are All Repub-
licans—Committee Meets Sat-
urday to Decide,

The assembly last evening held a
short and upinteresting session. The
city attorney at the meeting of the Re-
publican caucus last week gave an opin-
1on that under the law the Republican,
Democerat and Populist parties were en-
titled to each send to the coancil lists
from which judges of election would be
selected. No sooner was this decision
given than the Republicans began to
tigure how a scheme could be fixed up
Ly which they would be able to select
twao judges in each of the election pre-
cinets. Last evening the first step in
the plan was taken by the sending to
the assembly of a list of Repuolicans
under the guise of Popalists. The list
was brought to the city clerk’s office
vesterday afternoon by a man nawmed
Gleason, a relative of Asseinblyuan
Johuson. Accompanying the list was
a communication from Theodore Bre=
dall, who, according to the statements
made by him, is secretary of the Popu-
list party.

The seheme is to have the lists re-
ferred to the speecial joint committee on
elections from the council, and the com-
miltee, being composed of seven Re-
publicans and two Democrats, the list
of Populist judges prepared by the Re-
publicans wili be used 1n selecting the
judges of election. This arrangement
will throw out the list submitted by the
Populist party at the meeting of the
board of aldermen last Tuesday night
and give the Republicans two of the
Judges in each precincet.
