DE FRANCE CONVICTED.

Wanted in Minneapolis on a
Similar Charge.

Kalamazoo, Mich., March 22.
—

iStonewall J. De France, of Detroit, was
convicted this noon of forgery. The
jury was out but a short time. On Nov.
23, 1891, a forged draft of 112,500 was
presented at the First National bank in
this city by Lewis Forest, representing
himself about to buy a faun, and he
obtained $5,000.

Stonewall J. De France, under arrest
at Detroit in the fall of '93, answered to
Forest's description, and he was brought
here charged with being Forest and

j having committed the crime. Bank
Iofficers and others who were brought
!into contact with Forest identified De

France as the man.although Forest was
!disguised with a moustache and specta-
j cles. The defense attempted to prove an
Ialibi. They claimed that De France, at-
j tended church in Detroit the same hour
that Forest attend church. They intro-, duced contracts made between De

!France.and certain Galvins on Nov. 24,
,'JI, at the' same time that Forest wass
(.\u25a0curing his $5,000 in this city.
The prosecution proved by a Detroit
lawyer that lie was* hired by
De France to make tlieso con-
tracts and executed them in January,
'04. while De France was in Kalamaaoo
jail. De France is accused of similar
crimes in Minneapolis and elsewhere,
and officers have been waiting to re-
arrest him in case of his acquittal. He

Ihas not yet been sentenced.

AXTI-LYXCHIXGLEAGUE

Send a Warning lietter to Got.
Hogg.

Chicago, March 22.—The following
telegram has been sent to Gov. Hogg,
of Texas, by the newly organized
colored anti-lynching league: j

"Gov.Hogg, Austin. Tex.: The anti-
lynching league protests against the
contemplated lynching of sixteen men
at Matagorda, in your state. Ifyou
take no action to protect them, we will

t hold you responsible for their murder.
James D. CokrothicßS, Secretary.
The officers of the league say that if

the men are lynched they will make a
test case and bring pressure to bear
that willcause congress to appoint an

Iinvestigating committee. The form-
-1 ation of the league by the colored peo-
ple has aroused considerable interest
among the white people of the city.
The Women's Christian Temperance
Union of Chicago, and President
Guusaulus, of the Armour institute,
will,it is stated, endeavor Jo form a
Caucasian anti-lynching league. The
original league was formea by the
colored peopie very recently, with the
object of exerting an influence looking
to the suppression of frequent lynching
of colored men. A platform was adopt-
ed and Fred Douglas elected president.

A BANKRUPT ARMY.

Kansas CitySalvationists Not Well
Heeled.

Kansas City, March 22.— The Salva-
tion Armyof this city is bankrupt, and
inconsequence of this fact the captain
and lieutenant have drawn a combined
salary of but £11.50 for February, and
the March returns would indicate a
still further reduction in* this stipend.
Itwas staled that a large percentage of
the receipts was usually sent to the
district office at Omaha, and to the
Booths 111 England, but Captain Dear-
ing, of this city,denies the .statement

and says the army is well regulated,
though the support, which is from public
contributions, is just now very meager.
The army still sings of jasper "wallsand
streets of gold on the hard asphalt every
night, notwithstanding that a majority
of its members are half-starved.

of state-wide urohibition. The law
provides for.taxation of saloon property,
and many conditions are required before
the sale 01 liquor may be commenced.

PLENTY I'KIiLiOW METAL.
Heavy Increase in the Proilnction

of Gold.
Washington, March 22.

—
A mo-

duction of cold throughout tlie world of
$150,000,000 for tlie calendar year 1893, 13
the latest estimate ot the bureau of the
mint, and the figures which have re-
cently been Deceived verify the esti-
mates made early in the year. The
gold production of 1592, as revised in
the last report of Hie mint bureau, was
SIoS.SGI.OOO. The increase of 811,000.000
willbe mainly furnished by the United
States, South Africa and Kussia. The
figures for the United States, although
not yet quite complete, indicate an in-
crease of $4,000,000 over those for IS'J2;
the increase in South Africa will be
about *6,000.000. in Kussia about half a
million,aud to Australia also about half
a million. There willbe small gains in
other countries, includine China and
Japan, but they may be otlset by small
losses elsewhere.

The returns from Russia and Aus-
tralia are not yet complete, and may
show an even larger increase than has
been estimated by Mint Director
Preston. The reports which are con-
stantly reaching the treasury depart-
ment indicate the production ot gold isbeing pushed to its maximum, and that
improved processes of extracting the
metal will be used to their utmost limit
to increase the output for 1894. Gold to
the value of $00,000 was deposited within
a day or two at the Denver mint, and
like deposits are likely tocome at fre-
quent intervals during'the remainder of
the year.

LANDS IX SKVKKALTY.

Has Congress the Right to Make
Concessions?

Washington, March 22.— Apropos of
the consideration of the bills granting
right of way to railroads through the
Indian Territory and the White Earth,
Leech Lake, Chippewa and Fond dv
Lac reservations, the senate committee
on Indian affairs, at its meeting today,
discussed tho general question as to
whether congress has tne right to make
such concessions of the lands which
have been granted to Indians in
severally. Senator Jones, of Arkansas,
chairman of tiie committee, raised the
question as to whether it was right when
ihe Indians have taken lands, to encum-
ber the land so as not to be ina position
at the expiration of the twenty-five
years that the lands are to be held in
trust for the Indians, to put them in ab-
solute possession of them. The ques-
tion proved to be a new one, and as it
was considered important and likely to
be raised again the committee discussed
it at some length, but did not reach a
decision upon either tiie general ques-
tion nor upon the merits of tiie bills in
which it was raised.

Is a Staunch Democrat.
Washington-, March 22.— Albert J.

Barr, the surveyor of customs at Pitts-
burg, is editor of the Pittsburg Post, of
which his father. J. P. Barr, was for
years the publisher. His brother, D.O.
Barr, was surveyor ot the port under
Cleveland's former administration. The
family is known in Western Pennsyl-
vania for its staunch Democracy. The
new surveyor is a member of the board
of directors of the Associated Pruss.

Kirklnncl Relieves Benham.
Washington, March 22.—Commo-

dore Kirkland arrived at tiie navy Ue-
parttEent at noon today, and when he
left the department after an interview
with Secretary Herbert he carried with
him orders placing him in command of
the South Atlantic station, to succeed
Admiral Benham, who has gone to
Bluefiekls.

DID NOT M.VrKiiIALIZB.

Coxey's Army of Peace Slow in
Gathsrinjj.

MAS.-ari.ON-, 0., March 22.—The
Coxey "Armyof Peace" does not ma-
terialize. Not to exceed twenty men
have yet put In an appearance here.
The leaders of the movement still pro-
fess to believe that at least 1,000 men
and maybe more willbe ready to march
when the army moves next Sunday.
Every day Coxey's mail is loaded down
with letters from persons in various
parts of the country promising recruits
to tiie ranks or subsistence for thearmy while it is on the road. The fail-ure of the recruits to report at head-
quarters lias given rise to suspicions in
some quarters that the writers of the
letters are uifling with Coxey. On the
other hand reports from towns within
forty or fifty miles or Massiiloa tell of
the bodies of tramps wiio say they are
on their way to report to Commander
Coxey.
