Paul to the Chi-
cago papers represent that great appre-
hensions are felt here l«st damage lias
been done to the wheat by the recent
snowstorm. Seeding has been done in
but a small area, and, even ifthe wheat

f throughout its entire extent should be
absolutely destroyed, there would be
no perceptible diminution Inthe yield.
But the snow storm,instead of injuring,
has benefited tlih crop, and there is not
the slightest cause for alarm. Wheat is
not as sensitive to the weather as are
the imaginations of some correspond-
ents.

THE IOW\ MULCT LAW.
The new liquor law has passed both

houses of the lowa legislature, and will
become operative as soon as the gov-
ernor shal] attach his signature. It is
largely experimental in its character,
and os itis satisfactory neither to the
prohibitionists nor to the liquor inter-
ests itis safe to say that it will be but
temporary.

In some respects the law l? extraor-
dinarily stringent. It requires the
consent of a majority of the voters for a
saloon to obtain a license in any com-
munity—in some cities Go per cent— and
the license or mulct fee is fixed by the
local authorities, but in no case shall it
be less than §<iOO annually. No saloon
is to be located within 300 feet of a
church or school house. Bars must be
open to view from the street, without
screens, tables or chairs, and must close
at G o'clock every evening, the saie of
liquor on Sundays being absolutely pro-
hibited. The usual restrictions as to
sale of liquor to minors and drunkards
are retained in this measure.

One of the chief objections to the new
law which will be urged by the liquor
interests is the limitation of the time in
which saloons may be kept open. In
cities comparatively little liquoris drank
during the day, the evenings, after the
close of business hours, being the time
for conviviality. Few saloons, even in
the large cities, could pay expenses on
the profits of their day trade. Nearly
all drinkers are at work between the
hours of0 in the morning and 0 in the
evening, and only occasionally would
have a chance to "take a nip." The
opening of the saloons to public view
will have tho effect of diminishing
drinking among those who have not be-
come inured to the habit, but among the
hardened drinkers, or those indifferent
to pubheopinion, itwould have noeffect.
The abolition of chairs and tables will
result in interfering with social cou- I
Triviality, and will be especially obnox-
ious to Germans, who love tosit and sip
their beer while discussing topics of
general interest. Germans do not gulp
their beer as the Americans do. They
enjoy its full flavor by sipping it. and,
while an American will swallow half a
dozen glasses in the course of half an
hour, the German will be content with
one it it is seasoned with anecdote or
song or enlivened with repartee.

The local option reature of the law
will offend no one seriously. It is a
generally accepted theory that each
community has a right to self-govern-
ment. A few extremists on both sides
of tho temperance question deny this
right, but the preponderance of senti-
ment is in its favor. It has beeu re-
peatedly decided by the courts that no
one has a ritrht to create a nuisance in
the midst of a community, and saloons
are sometimes held to be nuisances.
Indeed, churches may become such.and
require regulation, and some of them
undoubtedly are nuisances when their
bells are kept ringing at unseasonable
hours. The law, as a whole, will be
satisfactory inthe large cities. Itis im-
possible to prevent the traffic in these
places, and dealers iv the large towns
alone can afford to pay the large mulct
fee demanded. Some of the provisions
of the law will be wholly disregarded
in these places— those, tor instance,
which prohibit the use of screens or
tables. Inthe smaller cities which may
decide in favor of saloons only such
features of the law as may be uuo b-
jectionable willbe enforced.

Like all compromises, the lowa liquor
law willbe of short life. It is neither
fish, flesh nor fowl—satisfactory to no
party to the contention. The prohibi-
tionists regard i.as a defeat; the liquor
men regard itas but the entering wedge
to greater freedom. The agitation willbe
renewed at the next election. Peniapi
the law will teach the prohibit'onists
the follyof relyiug upon the promises
of any other party, and especially the
Republican, and induce them hereafter
to paddle their own canoe.

THE "UNPROTECTED FARM-_
KR."

Mr. Draper represents the Eleventh
Massachusetts district in congress. • Ho
is also a manufacturer of machinery for
the preparation of cotton tor use in gar-
ments. He is also a Republican. Like-
wise, he is a protectionist. When it
was proposed by the house committee to
put such machinery on the free list Mr.
Draper made a stout argument against
it. Naturally; because he believes that
the government should assist manufact-
urers, and he is one. But with that we
have no concern. It is what Mr.Draper
said in his argument that we ask some
attention for. Ifany Republican farmer
who has been chipping in to build up a
home market for these many years; bet-
ter yet, itone of them who has been so
extremely verdant as to believe that the
tax on imports of farm produce of which
we export a surplus protects him, should
chance to read this, we hope that the
frankness of his Massachusetts manu-
facturing fellow protectionist willmake
him rub his eyes, and that he will sue
the clearer for the rubbing. ; .

"There is no logical reason," declarps
this maker of protected machinery/that
Ican see for free trade in machinery of
any kind that would not equally be a
reason for free trade in cotton and
woolen goods, or other so-called finished
products. From the standpoint which
would give the protected manu-
facturer of clothing free machinery,
why should not the unprotected farmer
have free clothing?" That "unpro-
tected fanner" will strike harshly on
the ear of the man who haa been made
to believe he is protected by the tax on
wheat or corn or barley or flax, pork,
beef or butter, coming as it does from
the moutn of one of the men who is pro-
tected. Itis an admission compelled by
the necessity of his position. It was not
that he would give the '"unprotected
fanner" free clothinsr. but that he did
not want his wares put on the free list;
and ifthey were, then he could not see
why the "unprotected fanner" should
not have free clotning.

Hut the representative, unintention-
ally, we believe, stated a sound general
principle. Why shouldn't the "unpro-
tected farmer" have free clothing? Why
shouldn't he have every lie needs
for use or comtort free of tax? Why
should he be obliged to pay anything to
help others to produce when they help
him nothing in his producing?" Why
should a government interfere ;to per-
mit the makers of the things he must
have to get '\u25a0 more from him than the*
could set if they sold their wares as he
sells his products, in a fie* trade mar-
ket, open to the competition of the

world of farmers? Why should the
maker of anything be protoctad while
the man who feeds the world must re-
main the "unprotected farmer?"

A PiIKMIU UPON CRIMI?.
The law 3delays have nowhere caused

more demoralization or been more con-
spicuous than in Chicago, where the ad-
ministration of justice has long been a
mockery, in no city in the world is
crime as rampant and its punishment
as lax as there. The criminal class is
bold and distant. They openly boast
that "hanging is played out." and do
not hesitate at the taking of human life
on slight provocation. Ifa thief me*ts
resistance in his robberies he coolly
shoots his victim down, serene in the
consciousness that Ifhe does not escape
punishment altogether his atonement
willbe light. Ifa husband seeks to get
rid of his wife.or a lover of his mistress,
he seeks a quarrel, and kills her. It is
almost as safe and inexpensive a plan
as a divorce proceeding.

The proceedings in the case of Pren-
dergast, the assassin ofMayor Harrison,
are a fair sample of the manner in
which justice is not administered in
Chicago. Tho murder was a causeless
and unprovoked one, and of far more
consequence than would have been the
murder of a private citizen. He had a
fair trial—protracted far beyond the
limits of reason. Testimony was given
tending to prove his insanity, but was
regarded as unreliable by the jury.
Indeed, the prisoner repelled the insin-
uation that he was mentally unsound,
and insisted that he had justification
for the deed. In process of time he
was convicted and sentenced to be
hanged. Apneal on his behalf was
made to the supreme court. That tri-
bunal found the proceedings in his case
regular and without flaw, and refused
to grant a new trial. The governor was
asked for a reprieve or a pardon, but he
refused to grant 11-.I 1-. Finally an infor-
mation was filed before a minor judge
charging Prendergast with being in-
sane, and a stay of execution was grant-
ed for two weeks in order that his sanity
mightbe determined.
It is a rather extraordinary proceed-

ing for a circuit judge to usurp the pre-
rogative of the suureme court of a state—

tooverrule its decision— as has been
done in this instance; but it seems to be
considered perfectly proper inChicago.
Ithas resulted in saving a murderer's
life fora few days, and that seems to be
one of the chief purposes of courts of
law inChicago. There is now no doubt
of Prendergast's final escape from the
gallows. There are Dlenty of man who
can be foirnd to swear that he is insane
—medical men who are called experts

—
but all the testimony of such men will
not convince a single honest man that
he was not perfectly responsible at the
time he committed the crime that
plunged the whole nation into mourn-
ing. There are so-called alienists in
Chicago whose testimony can • be pro-
cured in any emergency to save the life
of a desperate criminal. They make a
business of such work. They have no
care for the public weal. Justice is to
them an unknown quality. They are
beasts of prey, and for a fee will per-
jure themselves with no compunctions
of conscience, for they have no con-
sciences.

The Conglilin trial and the proceed-
ings as to Prendergast have brought in-
effable disgrace upon the administration
of justice. They have shown how
farcical it is to endeavor to execute the
laws in that cltv. It willhave a more
demoralizing effect upon the community
than ifthe walls of the jail were razed
to the ground and every prisoner set
at liberty. The publiccan feel no safe-
ty, for they see the laws persistently
distorted for the benefit of transgressors,
while the vicious are made martyrs,
and those who would punish tli«m are
placed upon the pillory as terrible ex-
amples ofoppressors without heart or
humane instincts. It is perfectly safe
to be a murderer in Chicago— less haz-
ardous, indeed, than to b« a respecter
of the laws of God and man.

AN APOLOGY FOR SHAME.
The New York Times is one of the

papers which repudiated the tariffplank
of the Chicago convention. It roundly-
asserted that itwas a club used by the
opponents of Mr. Cleveland to defeat
his nomination. It declared that the
nominee spurned that plank in his let-
ter of acceptance when he said that
"ours is not a destructive party" and
that "we are not recklessly heedless of
any American interests, nor will we
abandon our regard for them." It
"roared" the Wilson bill"as gently as
any sucking dove." We are therefore
fully prepared for its excuse of the
provision of the senate bill which gives
protection to the sugar trust on the
ground that it is only a little thing any-
way and ranges between a paltry one-
tiltli and one-eighth of a' cent a pound.

Ihe Times knows as well as we do
that the trust needs no protection what-
ever. Itknows that ithas been a heavy
exporter of refined sugars, thus fur-
nishing the strongest possible proof
that it needs no shelter from competi-
tion. Itknows that the half-cent pro-
tection given the trust by the McKinley
act was merely legal license to extort a
half-cent on every pound of sugar con-
sumed m this country. It knows that
this robbery amounted to about $17,000,-
--00'J a year. Aud yet this Democratic
paper, one that fought and overture w
Boss 'Iweed and Boss McKane because
they robbed the people, apologizes for
the senate— the Democratic senate's
proposition that the sugar trust should
be permitted to rob all the people of
this country ifthe amount lootea is only
somewhat less than the Republicans
permitted. It is just such Democracy
as this that rendered possible the cool
rejection or the demand of the party In
the Wilson bill, and which encourages
the robber barons to demand and get
from a sycophantic senate a still more
extended license to loot the people. It
is of just such Democracy that the rank
and file of the party must purge it ff
they hope to have thn party saved from
being again sunk under the couteinpt of
the American people.

PECK'S PKO.SK POBTRY.
Neither the distractions ofpolitics nor

the dryness of official routine lias robbed
Gov. Peck of '.hat vein of poetic prose
which ran through his writings as an edi-
tor, nor have the wings of his imagina-
tion lost their power for strong flightin
the occupatiou of his mind witn the
matter-of-fact affairs or slate and party
His Arbor day proclamation says:

About fiftyof the collectors have
already replied, and with the excep-
tion of one collector, who does not an-
swer the last question, all ot the reporfis
state that the Chinese are disposed to
register as the law directs.

FIVE KILLED

By an Explosion in the Acme
Powder Works.

PiTTSBrRO, March 23.—The dyna-
mite works of the Acme Powder com-
pany, at Black Run, a mile and a half
above Hulltou, on the Allegheny Valley
railroad, were destroyed by an explo-
sion at 7 o'clock. Four persons were
killed and one badly injured.

The works were blown to pieces, and
buildinga in trie vicinity of the workswere wrecked. Windows were broken,
and the people within a mile of the
works terrorized. Of those killed two
wer» men and three women. The
names of the dead are: MollieRema-
ley, Sadie Reraaley. William L. Arthur,
Samuel Remaley, Nellie Remaley. Mrs.
William Arthur was badly injured. The
four killed were at work in the packing
house. Mrs.Arthur.whowasiujured.was
in a dwelling house near the works.
The house was literally blown to pieces,
and Mrs. Arthur was found among thedebris.

T'le bodies of Mollie Remaley andWilliam Arthur have not been found.
1he body of Sadie Remaley and Samuel
Kemaley were terribly mangled, and !were gathered up iv a box. So far asnow known the four persons killed wereall who were in the works. Allthe vic-tims board in the house where Mrs
Arthur was injured.

The works are owned by E. B Mc-Abee &Co., of 808 Duquesne way, this \city. Terror reigned in the vicinity of ithe works. At Logan's Ferry, a mile jaway, a brick block was badly damaged,and at Hullton. Oakmont and Verona
houses weie shaken. Nothing remains
ot the works except one small building.
