Three Companies to Enter Frozen
Northern Sens.

St. John, N. P., March 2li.—Prepara-
tions are already being made here for
three Arctic explorations this-suinnier,
one consisting of three or four persons,
probably under the leadership of Prof.
Jlollprin. of Philadelphia. They will
go to Bowerden bay, in West Green-
land, in the steamer Falcon, and will
bring back Lieut. Peary and the party
who went with him to the Arctic re-
gions. During the winter another ex-
pedition, under Dr. Stein, consisting of
eight persons, prouoses goingtoSmith's
sound, also iv the Northern latitudes, to
conduct geological investigations. They
willremian three years. Three of this
parly are Norwegians. One of the ob-
iects is to find the Swedish explorers,
Bjorling and Walstennins, who went
north in 18'.)2 on the schooner Hippie
and were supposed to bo lost, as
the vessel's wreck was found last
year. The third expedition projected
willbe the largest in many years. The
American consul has sitrneu'a treaty for
a steamer to take a party ot sixteen
scientists north to a place on Lady
Franklin bay. The expedition is under
the auspices of the American eovern-
iiient,ami an appropriation by congress
is awaited belore completing the ar-
rangements. The purposes of the ex-
pedition are geographical, geological
and meteorological Investigations. The
party willremain North four years. A
steamer is likely to visit them with
fresh supplies two years after starting.

Careful

inquiry among the scientific bureaus of
the government fails to disclose any
project for an Arctic expedition under
governmental auspices, such as is re-
ported from St. Johns to t»e underway.
The scientific people here are intensely
interested in Arctic exploration, but
they feel that they have every reason to
expect all of the disclosures and discov-
eries they may reasonably hope from
the hall-dozen well-equipped private
expeditions that have gone or are about
to go North this year.

Austin, Tex., March 23.—Referring
lo the Associated Press telegram sent
from Chicago last nijjht warning Gov.
Hogs, ot Texas, that lie will be held
responsible by the anti-lynctiine: league
for the lynching of sixteen negroes In
Matagorda county, should he make no
effort to protect them, the governor
was seen this morning and said:

"1 have received no such dispatch as
appeared in the Associated Press tills
morning, no: have 1any information of
a contemplated lynching of negroes in
Matagorda county. H. G. Bouldin, a
prominent planter, was shot to death by
negroes in that county March 14, and
several of them are under arrest, but
everything there is quiet, with no desire
or intention of lynching the prisoners.
As tlif league has seen litto communi-
cate to me through the papers, I'llpay
no attention to its telegram, should 1
receive it."

New Mormon Colony.
Chihuahua, Mexico, March 23.— A

delegation of Mormons has arrived in
the Degolado district, situated in the
northern part of this state, and are mak-
ing the preliminary arrangements toes-
tablish there anotlier colony ol several
thousand polygamous Mormons. The
new settlers will come from Salt Lake
and other parts .of Utah. The conces-
sions which the Mormon leaders have
obtained from the government is very
liberal, and embrace -2.4:25,G00 acres o*f
rich land in one body. It the plans
now under way are completed in time,
there will be a great exodus of Mor-mons from the United States to Mexico
this fall.
