NEW DEVICEFOR ELECTRIC LIGHTING

OF CARS.

THE \u25a0ACaiMB IS AUTOMATIC,

And Attached to the Axle of Each
Car, and Operated a* Cheaply
as Oil—ilie Atchison Comes
Out Ahead in Its Fiffht on
Rates— very Point Claimed Is
CanceJe.i by Other Roads.

Chicago. March 27.—The Chicago'
Milwaukee & St. Paul railway tested
today a new device for th» electric
lighting or railway cars. The. machine,
which is the invention of William Bld-
dle. of Brooklyn, was attached to a pri-
vate car bearing a party of railro-id men
and capitalists, and ran to Milwaukee
and back with results that were satis-
factory to the promoters of the system. .
The machine is to he placed upon every
car, and is driven from one of the axles,
and seared direct from the axle to the
dynamo at a ratio of 3 to 1. The dynamo
is one-horse power, and wound to give a
current of-iS volts and 40 amperes. One
of the features of the invention is an
electrical changing switch, which
automatically changes when tho di-
rection ot the car is reversed.
so that in the backward movement of
the train the lightremains steady. The
machine is automatic throughout, and
the electricity is not generated when
the car is moving at a rate less than
twenty miles an hour. A system of
storage batteries provides for a steady
continuation of the light during stops
of the train, and will run the lamp for
five hours alter the car has* stopped.
The lamp during today's test gave a
steady, brilliant light that did not vary-
inintensity during the switching and
stoppage of the train. The device is
controlled by the American Railway
Electric Lightcompany. It is claimed
by the company that the system can- be
operated at a cost not to exceed that of
lighting by oil.
