THE BLAND BILL BLASTED.
President Cleveland has vetoed the

seigniorage bill. Except a contingent
of wild-eyed ignoramuses in the Deino-
cratic party, and another class repre-
sented by those Republican editors who
have hoped that the president would

add to the complications which beset his

party by approving the bill, no one has
expected anything else.

From the time he wrote his silver
letter preceding his, inauguration nine
years ago there has been nothing in the
private or public life of the man to war-
rant any belief that he would do any-
thing but set his seal of disapproval on
any measure which would further add
to the debasement of the currency.
When, in his latest inaugural, he urged
the repeal of the Sherman act, and ad-
vised that nothing further should be
done until the skies had cleared, he dis-
tinetly foreshadowed a veto of the seign-
irage or any other bill having for Its
purpose a renewal of silver coinage.

The president is right again. Abram
Hewitt correctly termed the bill a prop-
osition to **coin a vacuum.” The scheme
to coin 55,000,000 more silver dollars
from buliton which had cost $150,000,000,
aud is today worth $46,000,000 less than
it cost. is'so absurd that it is a marvel
that intelligent men could espouse it.
Men do not ordinarily count a deficit as
an asset. and yet this is preeisely what
this dead bill contemplated. 1f the
treasury notes were presented for re-
demption, and the only means of re-
deeming them were the bullion for
which they were issued, and it had to
be sold to redeem the notes, the govern-
ment would be unearly $50,000,000 short

of the needed amount.

The president has done for his party
what Grant did for his when he vetoed
the inflation biil.  Repubiicans who are
disposed to flout the Demoecratic party
because some of its representatives have
bent before the silver gale should re-
fiect that twentv-one years ago a ma-
jority of their representatives cowered
before the “‘rag baby”’ craze, and voted
toexpand the volume of a then dis-
counted and irreacemable currency.
Grant saved his party from that passing
craze, and Cleveland has now done the
same service tor his. Silver fiatism
will run its course and pass away, just
as paper fiatism swelled and raged and
dwindled twenty-odd vears ago.

Now that further agitation of the sil-
ver question in congress is useless for
hree years, it is to be hoped that the
congress will address itself to the tariff
gquestion with a determination to give
the country an act which will redeem at
least the pledge of free raw materials, f
and that it will pass some one of the
measures, preferably the Harter bill,
providing a unitorm, sclvent and stable
currency. If it does this, it ean go to
the country this fall with courage and
assurance of success.

BETrER TO ¥FORGET.

The Democratic congressional com-
mittee has opened headquarters in
Washington, and, dispatches assert, is
making preparations for an active cam-
paign. Judging from present indica-
tions, there will be activity enough in
the campaign now approaching to sat-
isfy the most exacting.

For the first time in many years, the
Democratic candidates will be piaced on
the defensive, and be called upon to ex-
plain why affairs are in their present
deplorable condition. They will be
charged with negiect of duty and a vio= {
lation of their pledges made to the peo- !
ple. And what will they have to plead
in defense or exienuation? They can-
not say that they have not had the op-
portunity of redeeming their pledges.
They have been in undisputed control
of every braneh of the government for
more than a year. Congress has held
two sessions. The extra session was
consumed by debate on the repeal of
the compulsory silver coinage act. The
regular session has dragged its slow
length along, and practically nothing
has been accomplished. By the passage
of the seigniorage Dbill congress sought
to undp the good it had accomplished by
the repeal of the Sherman law. That
attempt has been frustrated by a presi-
dential veto. But little has been ac-
complished in the direction of tanff re-
form. The house has passed the Wil-
son bill, which corrected many of the
evils of MecKinleyism, but left many
other odious taxes upon the list. The
senate has not yet shown a disposition
to consider the measure. It has been
reported from the finance committee
divested of all its praiseworthy feat-
ures and loaded down with amend-
ments whose purpose it is to aid monop-
olies and to foster special interests. It
will not, it passed in its present form,
reduce the cost of living or add to the
comfort of any citizen. Itisas radical a
protective measure as the McKinley
bill, and in some of its features
is far worse. But even in its
badly disfigured condition it is not likely
to be acted upon for months to come. It
will be called up 1n the senate next
week, but when final action will Le
taken upon it omniscience cannot fore-
tell. Mr. Voorhees expects that two
months will be consumed in debate, but
if the same tactics are pursued as to this
measure as were employed when the
silver bi1ll was under consideration, It
cannot be finally disposed of before De-
cember. But, even presuming that the
promises of those having charge of the
biil are fulfilled, the relief 1t will afford
—if, indeed. any relief at all is afforded
—will come too late to be of any benefit
to the country. The time.is now at
hand when orders for the fall trade are
placed. The jobbers have formed their
escimates of the stocks of goods they will
require. and have forwarded them to the
manufacturers, and the wholesale deal-
ers are likewise making their estimates.
Both are working in the dark. They
can form no idea of what the trade will
require, and they know that as long as
the present condition of uncertainty
continues there will be no demand for
any class of goods except to supplysthe
immediate necessities of the community.
All the trade we have at present, and
all we can hope to have until the tariff
question is settled, is the hand-to-mouth
variety; and our merchants appreciate
this fact, and are refusing to purchase
except to supply this small demand.

Unless the tariff Dbill is passed before
the first of June.it need not be passed at
all. Perhaps it will accomplish no great
good in its present unsatisfactory shape,
even though it may be passed at once;
but it would at least remove the condi-
tions of uuncertainty that now exist, and
enable business men to see where they
stand. But the long delay in acting
upon it has already accomplished its
dire work, and it is hard to imagine a
condition under.which affairs could
possibly be worse.

Appeals by the Democratic congres-
sional committee for the return of
absent members,who are responsible for
the shameful delays in the transaction
of public business, will be in vain. They
have proved faithless servants. Instead
of serving those who commissioned and
who pay them, they have served their
most remorseless enemies. They have

not served the people, but the monopo-

ogize for such dereliction of duty; it
cannot restors public cenfidence that
has been so shamelessly outraged.

The Demoeratie congressional com-
mittee has nothing to do. itis useless
for it to undertake- to excuse conduct
that is indefensible. 1t would be better-
for 1t to seek immunity for the crimes
of congressmen in forzetfulness.

PROF. SMITH DYING.

The Noted Editor of the Encyclo-
pedia Britannica.

CAMBRIDGE, Eng., March 29.—Prof.
Robertson Smith is dving. Prof. Smith
was born in Aberdeenshire in 1846, and
was appointed professor of Hebrew in
the Free Church college, Aberdeen,
in 1870, and was removed from
that oftice in 181 by an ex-
traordinary act ot the general assembly,
on account of the views he had ex-
pressed as to the Old Testament, pob-
lished in the Encyclopedia Britannica
and elsewhere. After that date Prof.

Smitn  was associated with the
late  Prof. Barnes in _ editing
the ninth edition ot the Eneyclo-

pedia Britannica. In Jarfuary, 1883, the
professor accepted Lord Almoner’s pro-
ressorship of Arabic, in the University
of Cambridge, made vacant Ly the
death of Prof Palmmer. Prof. Smith, in
15886, was appointed librarian to the
University of Cambridge in succession
to thwe late Henry Bradshaw.

THREE FAMILIES BURIED

Bencath a Great Avalanche of
Snow on Canyoa Craek.

SpokaNE, Wash., March 20.—As a
result of two great snowslides on Can-
you creek, in the Coeur @’Alene
mountains today, three families, con-
sisting altogether of from 12 to 14
persons, are mangled and bruaised be-
neath thousauds of tons of suow, and
any possibility of any of them bLeing
rescued alive is out of the question.
Snow had accumulated on the moun-
tain to a depth of fully sixty feet, and
the late rains caused the huge nass to
move at several places.

At an early hour today a section of
snow 300 feet in length, near the Black
Bear mine, became detached and started
down the steep mountain side at a ter-
rivle pace, and before the inhabiiants of
the cabins in the path of the slide
could flee, the mighty avalanche was
upon them. Trees were torn up by the
roots, boulders carried along with
mighty foree, the whole shaking the
earth as if a mighty earthquake was
coming. Two families, whose names
could not at this wriling be learned,
together with their homes, were caught
and carried along with the slide and
buried out of sight at the bottom of the
canyon. Others unaccounted for are also
believed to have been Kkilled. Soon
after the first slide took piace another
occurred further up the eanyon, near
Burke, and here further fatalities are
reported. A family named Chilson, con-
sisting of tather, mother, three children,
heard the avalanche coming. Picking
up the children, the frantic parents at-
tempted to flee to a place of safety, but
before they had gone fifty yards they
were overtaken by the resistless mass
of snow and crushed to death.

Rescuing parties have started for the
scene from Wallace, Burke and Mullan
by special trains, and every effort will
be made to rescue alive those buried be-
neath the snow, but the probability is
that all are dead. Further slides are
feared,.and the people living along the
canyon are moving to places of safety.

when the law became operative,and the
1st of November, 1893; when the clause
it contained direetiug the purchase of
silver was repealed, there were pur-
chased by the secretary of the treasury
more than 168,000,000 ounces oi silver
bullion. In payment of this bulliou the
goverument issues its treasury notes
amounting to nearly 105,000,000 of dol-
lars, which notes were immediately
added to the currency in ecirculation
amwong our people. Such notes were
Ly the law made legal tender in pay-
ment of all debts, public and private,
except when otherwise expressly stipu-
lated. and were made receivable for
custums, taxes and all pubtic dues, and
when so received might be reissued.
They were also permitted to be held by
banking associations as a part of
THEIR LAWFUL RESERVES.

On the demund of the holders these
treas ury notes were to be redeemed in
gold or siiver coin, 1n the diseretion
of the secretary of tne treasury, but it
was declared as a part of this redemp-
tion provision that it was *‘the estab=
lished poliey of the United States to
maintain the two medals on a parity
with each other upon the present legal
ratio, or such ratio as may be provided
by law.” The money cotned tfrom su-h
bullivn was to be standard silver dollars,
and after directing the immediate eoin-
age of a littie less than 28,000,000 ounces.
the law provided that as much of the re-
wamning Hullion should be cvined there-
after as mizht be necessary to provide
for the redemption of the treasury notes
issued on 1ts purchase, and that any
gain or seizniorage arising from such
colnage shail be accounted for and paid
into the treasury.””  This gain or seign-
iorage evidently indicates so much of
the bullion owued by the government

as should remain - afier using
enoughh o eoin as mwany standard
silver  dollars as  snould equal

in number the dollars represented by
the treasury netes issued in notes 1s-
sued in payment of the entire quantity
of bullion. These reasury notes now
outstanding and in cireylation amount
1o ¥152,951,280. and although there has
been thus rar but a comparatively small
amount of this bullion coined, yet the
so-called gain or seizniorage, as above
defined, which would arise from the
colnage of the entire mass has been
easily ascertained to be
A QUANTITY OF BULLION
sufficient 1o make, when coined, 55.156.-
631 standard silver dollars. Considering
the present intrinsic relation between
gold and silver, the maintenance of the
parity between the two metals as men-
tioned in this law can mean nothing
less than the maintenance of such a
parity in the estimation and confi-
dence of the people who use our
money in daily transactions. Mani-
festly, the maintenance of this parity
can only be accomplished so far
as it 1s atfected by these treasury notes,
aud in the estimation of the holders of
the same, by giving te such holders,on
their redemption, the coin, whether it
1s gold or silver, which they prefer. It
follows that while in terms the Iaw
leaves the choice of coin to be paid on
such redemption to the diseretion of the
secretary of the treasury, the exercise
of this diseretion, if opposed to the de-
mands of the holder, is entirely incon-
sistent with the effective and beneficial
maintenance of the parity between the
two metals. 1f both wold and silver are
to serve us as money, and if they to-
gether are to supply to our people a
sale and stable currency, the necessity
of preserving this parity is obviated.
Such necessity has been repeatedly
conceded in the platforms of both polit-
cal rarties and in several statutes. It
is nowhere more emphatically recog-
nized than in the recent law which re-
pealed the provision uvder which the
bullionfnow on hand was purchased.
The law insists upon the ‘‘mainte-
nance of
THE PARITY IN VALUE

of the coins of the two metals, and the
equal power of every dollar,at all times,
in the markets and in the payment of
debts.”

The secretary of the treasury has,
therefore, for the best of reasons, not
ouly complied with every demand for
the redemption of these treasury notes
in gold, but the present situation, as
well as the jetter and spirit of the law,
appear plainly to justify, if they do not
enjoin upon him a continuation of such
redemption.

The conditions I have endcavored to
present may be thus summarized:

First—The government has purchased
and now has on hand sufficicnt silver
bullion to permit the coinage of all the
silver dollars necessary to redeem, in
such dollars, the treasury notes issued
for the purchase of said silver bullion,
and enough besides to coin, as gain or
seigniorage, 55,156,681 additional silver
dollars. .

Second—There are outstanding ana
now in eirculation treasury notes issued
in payment of the bullion purchased,
amounting to §152,951,280. These notes
are legal tender in payvment of all debts,
public and private, except when other-
wise expressly stipulated: they are
receivable for customs, taxes and all
public dues, when held by banking
associations they may be counted as
part of their lawful reserves, and they
are redeemed by the government in
gold, at the

OPTION OF THE HOLDERS,

These advantageous attributes were
deliberately attached to these notes at
the time of their issue; they were fully
understood by our people to whoin such
notes have been distributed as currency,
and have inspired confidence in their
safety and value, and have undoubtedly
thus induced their continued and con-
tented use as money, instead of anxiety
for their redemption.

Having referred to some incidents
whiehi 1 deem relevant to the subject, it
remains for me to submit a specific
statement of wy objections to the bill
now under counsideration. This bill
cousists of two sections, excluding one
which merely appropriates a sum suffi-
cient to carry the act into effect. The
first section provides for the immediate
coinage of the silver bullion in the
treasury which represents the so-cailed
gan or seignioragze, which would arise
from the colning of all the bullion on
hand, which gain or seignioraze this
section declares to bz $355,157,681. 1t
direets that the money so coined or the
certificates issued thereon shall be used
in the payment of public expenditures,
and provides that if thé needs of the
treasury demand it the secretary of

silver certificates in excess ot such
coinage not exceeding the amount of
seigniorage in said section authorized
to be coined. ¥

The second section directs that as
soon as possible after the coinage or
this seigniorage the remainder of the
builion he!d by the government siali be
coined into legal tender standard silver
dollars, and that they shall be held in
the treasury for the redemption of

THE TREASURY NOTES

issued in the purchase of said bullion.
It provides that as fastas the bullion
shall ve coined for the redemption of
said notes they shall not be reissued,
but shall be cancelled and destroyed in
amounts equal to the coin held at any
time in the treasury derived from the
coinage provided for, and that silver
certificates shall be issued on such coin
in the manner now provided by law. It
is, however, especially declared in said

section that the act shall not be con-
strued to change existing laws re-
lating to the legal tender charac-
ter or mode of redemption ot
the treasury notes issmed for the pur-
chase of the silver bullion to be coined.
The entire bill is most unfortunately
constructed. Nearly every sentence
presents uncertainty and invites con-
troversy as to its meaning and intent;
the first section is especially faulty in
this respect, and it is extrewmelv doubt-
ful whether its language will permit the
consummation of 1ts supposed purposes.
I am led to velieve that the promoters
of the bill intended in this seetion to
provide for the coinage of the bullion
constituting the gain or seigniorage
into stapdard silver dollars, yet there
is positively nothing in the section to
prevent its coinage into any description
of silver coins now authorized under
ANY EXISTING LAW.

I suppose this seciion was also intend-
ed in case the needs of the treasury
called for money faster than the seizne
ioroge bullion could be actually coined,
to permit the issue of silver certificates
in advance of sueh coinaze, but its lan-
zuage would seem to permit the issu-
ance of sucn certificates to double the
amonnt of seigniorage as stated, one-
half of which would not represent an
ounce of silver in the treasury. The
debate upon this section in the con=
Zress deveioped an earnest and posi-
tive difference of opinion as to its ob-
ject and meauing. In any event, 1 am
clear that the present perplexities and
embarrassments of the secretary of the
treasury ought not to be anzmented by
devolving upon him the execution of a
law so uncertain and confused. -

1 am not willing, however, to rest my
cbjection to this section solely on these
grounds: In  my jJudgment sound
finance does not commend a further in-
fusion of sitver into our currency at this
time, unaccompanied by further ade-
quate provision for the maintenance in
our treasury of a safe gold reserve.

Doubts also arise as to the meaning
and construction of the seeond section
of the bill. 1f the silver dollar therein
directed to be coined are, as the section
provides, to be beld in the treasury for
the regemption of treasury notes, - it is
suggested that strictly speaking, certi-
ficates cannot be issned on such coin
10 the manuer now provided by law,”
because thess dollars are money held in
the treasury for the express purpose of
redeeming treasury notes on demand,
which would ordinarily mean that they
were set apart for the purpose of sub-
stituting tnem for

THESE TREASURY NOTES.

They are not, therefore, heid in such
a way as to furaish a basis for certiti-
cates according to.any provision of ex-
isting law. If, however, silver certlfi-
cates can properly be issued upon these
doilars there is nothing in the section to
indicate the character and functions of
these certificates. 1f they were to be of
the same character as silver certificates
in circulation under existing laws, they
would at least be receivable only
for customs, taxes and all  public
dues, and under the language of this
section it is, to say the least, extremely
doubtful whether the certificates it con-
templated would be lawlully received
even for such purposes. Whatever else
may Sesaid of the uncertainties of the
expression in this bill, they certainly
ought not to be found iu legislation af-
fecting subjects so important and far-
reaching asour finances and curreney.
In stating other and more imbnortant
reasons for my disapproval of this sec-
tion, 1 shall, however, assume that un-
der ite provisions the treasury notes
1ssued iu payment for silver bullion will
continue to be redeemed as heretofore,
1 silver or gold, at the option of the
holders, and that if when they are pre-
sented for .redemption, or reach the
treasury in any othier manner, there are
in the treasury coined silver dollars
equal in nominal value to such treasury
notes, then, and in that case, the notes
wiil be destroyed, and silver certificales
to an equal amount substituted.

1 am convinced thai this scheme is
ili-advised and dangerous. As an ulti-
mate result of its operation, treasury
notes, which are legal tender for all
debts, public and private, and which are
redeemable in gold or siiver at the

OPTION OF THE HOLDER,

will be replaced Dby silver certiflicates,
which, whatever may be their character
and description, will have none of these
qualities. In anticipatiou of this resulr,
and as an immediate effect,the treasury
notes will naturally aporeciate in value
and desirability. ‘The tact that gold can
be realized upon them, and the further
fact that their destruction has been de-
creed when they reach the treasury,
must tend to their withdrawal from
general circulation, to be immediately
presented for gold redemption, or to be
hoarded for presentation at a more sea-
sonable oecasion. 'The sequel to both
operations will bz a large addition to the
silver currency in our circulation, and
a corresponding  reduction of gold
in the treasury. The argument has
been made that these things will nof oe-
cur at once, because a long time must
elapse before the coinage of anything
but the seigniorage can be entered
upon. If the physical effects of the ex-
ecution of the second section of this
bill are not to be realized until far into
the future, this may furmsh a strong
reason why it should not be passed so
much in advance: but the postponement
of its actual operation caunot prevent
the fear and loss of confidence and
nervous prostration which would im-
mediatelp follow its passage aund bring
about its worst conseq uences. I regard
this section of the bill as embodying a
plan by which the government will be
obliged to pay out its secanty store of
gold for no other purpose than to force
an unnatural addition of silver mogney
into the hands of our people. Thisis
an exact reversal of the policy which
sale finance dietates if we are to pre-
serve parity between gold and silver
and maintain

SENSIBLE BIMETALLISM.

We have now outstanding more than
$368,000,000 in silver certificates issued
under existing laws. They are serving
ithe purpose of money usefully, and
without question. Our geld reserve,
amounting to only a littie more than
$100,000,000, is directly eharged with the
redemption of £346,000,000 -of United
States notes. When it is proposed to
infiate our silver curreney it is a time
for strengthening our gold reserve, in-
stead of depleting it. 1 cannot conccive
of a longer step toward silver monu-
metailism than we take when we spend

the treasury may in his diseretion issue |

our geld to buy siiver certificates for
circulation, and especially in view of
the praciical difficulties surrounding the
repienishment of our gold.

1 am notinseusible to the arguments
in favor of coining the seigniorage sil-
ver bullion now in the treasury, and [
believe 1t could be done safely and with
advantage if the secretary of the treas-
ury had the power to issue bonds ut a
low rate of interest uader authority in
substitution of that now existing, and
better suited to the protection of the
reasury,

I hope a way will present itself in the
near future for the adjustment of our
monetary affairs in such a comprehen=
sive and conservative manuer as will
afford to stlver its proper place in our
curiency: but. in the meantime, I am
extremely solicitous that whatever
action we take on this subject may ve
such as to prevent loss and discoura_c-
ment to our people at home and s
destruction of confidence in our finan-
cial management abroad.
