JUDGE FLANDRAU PRESIDED,

Speeches Made by Mr. Curtiss,
Juadge Flandrau, J. H, David«
son, Judge Hickman, Moses
E. Clapp, Judge Willis and
Others — Fine Programme of
Music—Rare Event.

The Curtiss Business college cele-
brated its fifteenth anmversary last
night at the college rooms, in the Lowry
arcade. An interesting programme,
consisting of musical numbers and
speeches, was periormed. The Sappho

quartette sang several selections pleas-
ingly. and Judge Flandrau, Hou. J. I
Davidson, Judege Hickman. Hon. Moses
E. Clapp and Judge Willis all made re-
marks appropriate to the oceasion anud
complimentary to the prineipai, the
work of the school and the pupils.

The address by the principal of the
college, C. C. Curtiss. here given, was
much enjoyed. Mr. Curtiss said:

My Friends—You have been invited
to celebrate with us the fifteenth anni-
versary of the establishment in your
midst of the Curtiss Commercial col-
lege.  As one having prominent con-
nection with this institution since its
inception: as having been, in faet, its
proj. ctor and originator, it would prob-
ably be Dbest that I should bave the
least possible to say about its work,
about its struggles, its labors, its fail-
ures and iis winmphs. But we all know
how garrulous one is prone to be over
the virtues of his or her own offspring.
It seemns to all of you who have reached
middie life, and have reared families,
tibal in the very nature ot things there
must be something a little more than
excellent in your particuiar children.
You have watehed with fondness and
uffection the first early attempts
of each infant to walk, to express his
ideas, to grasp the lessons of human
life. You have guarded each one from
the davgers that lie concealed from its
inexperience. You have wept when
one has stuinbled; you have triumphed
in their suceesses; vou have fought the
batties of each until each was armored
in his own mature strengthto fight his
own battles with the world.

There is a similarity in the develop-
ment of an institution of this character
with the evolution of a family. This
college i1s at one and the same time a
private enterprise pushed for gain and
a public institution hiding within its
recesses the largest prospective helpfui-
ness tor its pupils and patrons. It re-
ceives no ald from the state, from the
city, nor from private generosity.
tHence 1t must Le a erzator of wealth or
it must cease to exist; beecause teachers
must live, rent and advertising bills
inust be paid and all the innumerabie
little army of expeuses promptly and
hoaorably met.

But, it it is conducted solely with a
view to the money it will make, and
regavdless of other and hicher consider-
ations, it will fail, and it shouid fail. In
ail educational intluences there is a
spiritual element, which must baild its
temple toward the stars or sink back-
ward into oblivion. ‘I'ne commercial
college is one of the chief educators of
this country and this generation. This
is an age of trade, of enterprise, of
maierial creation. We are constructing
the temple of a new and heretofore
untried civilization. ‘The ecurriculum
of this scnool is larger than bookkeep-
ing or penmanship, or commercial Jaw,
or stenography, or busiifess methods —
larger than all of these combined--or
else, my friends, it 1s not worthy of
your patronage. Itisour task to im-
vress, gradually, perpetually, persist-
ently, insistently, unceasingly, lessons
of business morality, business prompt-
ness, commercial righteousness, finan-
cial rectitude. 1tis ours to demonstrate
algevraically to the maturing minds we
are striving to guide that faiseness to a
trust, while a misdemeanor against
society, is high treason against the soul
of the perpetrator bimself. Itis ours
to show by preeept and example that
there is no capital so imperishable in
any kind of business as the divine re-
serve fund of high character, of incor-
ruptible rectitude, of unswerving hon-
esty.

My friends, I must not make a speech,

others whose profession it is to talk
have been invited to do that. Our work
for filteen years is before you. If that
will not speak for us, then we stand
before the bar of pubiic opinion without
an advocate—defenseless. Your pres-
ence here, and the presence of these
honored citizens upon the platform, en-
courages all connected with the schuol
to think that tne Curtiss Commercial
has not been an entire failure—prompts
us also to hope that we shall continue to
receive your encoeragement so long as
our methods and our labors meet your
approval.

And now, my friends, I will not de-
tain you longer with any remarks of my
own, as there are many well-known
speakers present who have kindly con-
sented to honor the college by address-
ing you on this our anniversary.

But, in introducing the gentleman
who will preside, I cannot refrain from
calling your notice to the tact that he is
one of the historical characters of onr
great commonweaith. Filied with the
courage and vitality of youth, he be-
came identified with Minnesota when
St. Paul was a struzgling village, and
before Minneapolis was christened. He
has ably assisted in making and inter-
preting the laws of our state; and when
our frontier was ablaze with the
fires of barbarous warfare, and
innocent women and children were be-
ing ruthlessly murdered,it was upon him
that the responsibilities of leadership
fell—to him all turned as their natural
and inevitavle leader, because of his in-
teiligence and his courage,

Did 1 speak of all his admirable qual-
ities as a citizen and a map, 1 might be
accused of a desire to flatter, hence [
refrain. 1t now becomes my pleasurable
oflice to introduce Hen.Charles E. Flan-
drau, who will preside over this meet-
ing.

HIS FIRST PUBLIC APPEARANCE AS A
CANDIDATE.
ANNOUNCES HIS PLATFORM.

Republicans in a Hopeless Tangle
— Wright Opposes McGill—
Sixth Ward Given Four Pri-
maries by Democratic City
Committee—kighth Ward Ger=
man Democrats Appoint Coms=
mittees for Primary Work,

The hall in the New York Life In-
surance building used by the real es-
tate exchange was filled to overidowingz
last night by the Ramsey county Cullen
Democracy long before the mecting
was called to order.

Mr. Cullen’s arrival was anxiously
looked ferward to by all present, and
his entrance was the signa! for enthusi-
astic applause. He held a sort of im-
promptu levee, at which his many
friends had an opportunity to shake his
hand, and congratulate him on his safe
return.

It was nearly half-past 8 when the
presidentrapped for silence, and in a
short address explained the prin-
ciples of the organization. and also
stating that this gathering was not,
as has been said, a mass meeting, but
rather an assembly of delegates, each
delezate representing one hundred
voters.

Mr. Cullen, at the mention of whose
name the club went wild, was then in-
troduced. He stepped to the platform
and commenced his short speech by
telling how pleased he was by the
warmth of his reception upon his return
home. Continuing, Mr. Cullen said:
*If I am found to be the available man,
and the nomination comes my way, 1
will feel honored to run. My absence
has been detrimental to my cause, but
I am proud to say that since my can=
didacy has been announced not c¢ne of
my supporters has asked me for one
cent, nor have they required me to
mwake any promises,” Ile said that he
was especially glad that he could stand
up before them and say that he was
untrammeled, for *1 cannot make a
campaign of promises. I have not
sought the nomination, yet I will never
forget the work which has been done
for me, and should I be elected to the
honorable position of mayor, 1 shall en-
deavor to do my duty to the people and
to the taxpayers. 7That is all the prom-
ise 1 will make.” 1ln closing,Mr.Cullen
said that he was aware that the public
are apt to expect more of a mayor than
he could possibly carry out, but never-
theless that if he were fortunate this
spring, he would try to do what was for
the best interests of all.

Mr. Cook, the next speaker, fell in
with all that Mr. Cullen had said, and
further added that he considered that
that gentiemen was an honor to the
party. *lt is our duty to exert dur-
seives in behalf of pure government,”
he said, “we are in a hot fight, and we
must stay through to the last.”

D. D. Williams was introduced as the
man who had forethought to predict the
present condition of affairs. The judge
is very much in favor of pure primaries,
and said that in the conventions the
people should feel their own pulse.
*Let the Democrats go to the primaries
and cast their vote. Then if the nominee
is not O. O. Cullen we should support
whoever secures the nomination. 1f it
falls to Mr. Smith after fair primaries
we cannot object,”

The president of the Seventh Ward
club,0. H. O’Neal,came next. Under or-
dinary circumstances heclaimed that St.
Paul 1s an overwhelmingly Democratie
city. The primaries at last fall’s county
elections and the Democratic chances
this spring were the chief themes of
his remarks. Lawyer John L. Townley
came up bnght and smiling, with the
statement that, unlike the other speak-
ers, he had come there with the inten-
tion of making a speech. Then turning
to the Pioneer Press reporter, he said:
*Now, Mr. P. P. Reporter, 1 don’t want
you to come out in your headlines and
say that I am fickle. Your vaper is
pretty good, but it is a little off in its
headings.”” Mr. Townley thinks that
the people have calied for something
new, and he feels that not even the
president of the Cullen organization
knows how the public pulse beats as he
(Townley) does. According to Mr.
Townley, 1,600 or 1,700 Republicans are
with them for a good Democratic ticket.

After Mr. Townley’s speech the club
adjourned, subject 10 the ecall of the
presideat.

Seventecn of the prominent politicians
who beld a meeting in the office of
Mayor Wright Tuesday afternoon re-
assembled agzain at the same place yes-
terday afternoon. At the meeting
Tuesday the mayor made a short talk
in which he again reiterated his state-
ment that he was not a candidate for
renomination. In spite of this state-
ment, however, bis supporters demand-
ed a ballot, in order, as they asserted, to
arrive at some concluzion as to wao
would be the strongest candidate for
the nomination. ‘Tne result showed
that while Wright had some followers,
they were in the minority, and an ad-
journment was taken until yesterday
afternoon.

When the session was called to order
yesterday it was decided to allow each
of the members of the conference to do
just as he pieased in the matter of a
candidate for mavor vetween now and
the time for holding the convention,
and an adjournment was taken,

A number of observing politicians
say that the Wright strikers, wiile give
ing it out that Freddie is not a candi-
date, have hopes that by crying down
the other zandidates imeutioned the
delegations to the convention wiil be
aivided. By this system they figure
the nomination will ba forced on
Wriht, who will reluctantly, of course,
and only for the bvest interests of the
party, consent to again be the standard
bearer.

A leading Republican, who shoutd
know whereot ne speaks, remarked
yesterday that Wrightand his foitowing
are determined to head off the MeGiil
moveiment.

*At5o’elock Thursday afternoon,”
said he, “the Wrignt people had Ed'
Rogers worked up to the point of stand-
ing as a candidate for mayor. But an
hour later Mr. Rogers decided that he
would not be a candidate. Today they
have veen laboring hard to induce him
to reconsider his determination, but Mr.
Rogers remamed ficm. He will not
allow his name 10 be used.

SERIOUSLY ASSAULTED.

Street Railway Conductor Cody
Arrested.

In the police court yesterday Michael
Cody was arraigned on a charge of
assauit with intent to wound. The
complaint grew out of an assault made
on George Davis, Thursday night, on
West Seventh street, and as Davis was
not able to be present in court the case
was continued unti! this morning.

Davis is employed as a conductor by
the street railway company and works
on the Fort Snelling line. According
to his story he was walking up Seventh
street Thursday night avout 9:300’clock,
aud when near the corner ot Franklin
street  was assaulted by four men.

The assailants hit bhim in the
eye and nose and one of them
kicked bhim in the groin, knocking

him to the pavement. He lay there
sowe time, and was finally assisted to
the oftice of Dr. Christison at Seven
corners. Here his injuries were treat-
ed, and he was taken to his boarding
place on Ramsey street. Yesterday
worning he was in. such a condition
from the kick be received that he was
taken to the city hospital.

He claims to have recognized Cody as
one of the men who assaulted him, and
the police arrested Cody yesterday
morning. Davis says the assault was
made by men who formerly belonged to
the street car union, but were dis-
charged at the time of the strike. Davis
did not go cut when the sirike was de-
clared, but stayed with the company.
Cody denies that he had anything to do
with the assault, and claims o be able
to prove that he was noc i the vicinity
at the time. Davis’ injuries are such

that he will be iaid up for several days.
