McGill Men Claim They Wiil
Carry Convention

AND KHOCK DR. WHEATOR 0UT.

When the GLOBE stated recently that
Mavor Wriglit was a candidate for the
Republican nomination. in spite of his
letter, it stated the exact facts, and the
programme was at that time as given.

When the Dispateh reporters started
to get interviews to launch the Wright

boom, it sooun developed that the
game would not work. Mayor
Wright therefore held a secret

meeting with friends and reluctantly and
finally decided not to be a candidate
provided he could name the ecandidate,
The legatee was to agree to keep the
present police force intact, and hence
perpetuate the “‘protection’ our citizens
have so liberally and literally enjoyed
the past year,

McGill was first interviewed, but he
declined’ 'to" pledge himself to be the
Jegatee and keep the Wright police
force. 'Then he was set aside.

After several meetings in Wright’s
office (lng'in;: the past few days, Dr. C.
A. Wheaton was found to be willing to
be the lexatee and continue the Wright
administration without change.

The morning Wright organ came out
yesterday and announced that the long-
sougiit-for Moses had been found, and
the Dispateh followed in the evening,
giving the name of Dr. Wheaton.

It also published tnhe following letter,
wilh & few names attached:

St. PAvL, Minn., March3l1, 1894. —Dr.
Charles A. Wheaton, St. Paul, Minn.—
Dear Sir: We, the undersigned Repub-
licans of St. Paul, respecttully request
that you allow us to present your naine
as a candidate for mayor of this city to
the coming Republican city convention,
believing that you possess all the ele-
ments necessary to make a successtul
campaign and administration.

The very first signature was that of
F. P. Wright, in order to show that Dr.
Wheaton is to be his double. Then fol-

Jowed Tom Howard, Henry Johns
and a few others. Among them
it is worthy of note that the
name of E. R. Johnstone, Wright's

assessor; George Warren and H. S.
Fairchild, Wright’s appointees to the
board of publie works; Gebhard Will-
rich, Wright's appointee on the board of
education, appear.

At the meeting in the mayor’s office
yesterday afternoon a committee of
seven was appointed to wait on F. B.
Doran and ex-Gov. McGill and endeay-
or to secure the consent of these gentle-
men to withdraw from the imayoralty
nomwnation.

Auother committee of fourteen was
also appointed to eirculate petitions for
signatures requesting Dr. Wheaton to
allow bis name to go before the conven=
tion as a candidale for mayor. As soon
as a suflcient number of names are se-
cured, which, it is expected, will have
been accomplished by Monday, the lists
will be submitted to Dr. Wheaton, and
his formal acceptance duly published.

The action taken by a wing of the
party to kill off MecGiil, it is elaimed, is
closely allied with state and county pol-
itics: and, asone of the supporters of
the ex-governor said last evening, Mayor
Wright and the politicians back of him
may not be able to deliver the goods in
the convention as easily as they expect.

Assemblyman Doran, seen last even-
ing, said he had not been waited on by
any committee with a request to with-
draw from the moayoralty race, and as
he had not vet accepted the nomination
for mayor, he aid not see how there
was anything for him to decline,

A meeting in Mr. Doran’'s own ward
last night indorsed him for mayor, in
spite of the Wheaton movement,

To say that the MecGill men are hot
and still heating isdrawing it mild. At
the meeting of the Republican city com-
mittee last night the MeGill men were
in control, and made no concealment of
their intention to run the primaries in
his interest. This was a damper upon
the legatee, because it will probably
w.n, and what will Doe Wheaton do
then—poor thing?

The air was blue with rumors and
politics last uizht. One man declared
that it was the plan for the Democrats
to indorse Wheaton because he is *‘one

of the bovs.”

Another said it would be impossible
to get himm Republican votes as the
legatee of Wright.

The comment was as varied as the
deal itself, but it all showed that, in
spite of the bravado of the Wright-
Wheaton combine, there i3 a terrific
fight to encounter. A petition is being
circulated for Wheaton, and in a day or
two he will have to be told that he is in

the field for the nomination which

Wright has already given him.

SAMOAN TIIOUBLES.

Much Regret That Uncle Sam Has
No War Vessel at Apia.

WaAsHINGTON, March 31.—The state
department has receivea a eablegram
from Mr. Blacklock at Apia. Samoa,
fully confirming the news brought by
the exclusive Associated Press cabie
message from Auklaod yesterday of a
native uprising. Mr. Blacklock has
been the United States consul at Apia
for many years past, but his successor
was recently appointed and confirmed,
and Mr. Blacklock 1s simply acting as
consul general until refieved.

The avsence of a war ship at Apia at
this juncture 1s a matter of regret at
the state departmeut, but it is difficalt
1o see how one of our own vessels can
be sent tliere without resorting to in-
terference with the plans of the navy
departent. If, however, it is decided
to send a ship, the choice would prob-
ably fall upon the Charleston. She left
lio harbor about two weeks azo to go
by easy stages around Cape Horn, and
then northward to San Francisco, and is
now at Montevideo. 1f she receives
orders for Samnoa she must go first to
Valparaiso, Chile, to take coal, and it
will require a good deal ot this 1o carry
the ship 5,000 miles across the South
Pacific ocean to Samoa. About a month
would be consumed in this voyvage from
Valparaiso, and no one ean tell what
may happen at Samoa in the meantime
unless one of the British or German
vessels iu the South Pacific comes to the
rescue of the foreign colony. .Consul-
General Blacklock’s dispateh states
that the rebels ere under command of
the old leader, Tamasese, who gave so
much trouble to Malietoa, the Kking, last
vear. A number of battles had taken
place on the island west of Apia. So
far the government foreces had been sue
cessful. Final armistice was effected
but upon what terms the consul does
not say, but he does express the opinion
that there is no hope of permanent
peace, as the natives are in hostile mood
and cannot be restrained.

A TOWN TERRORIZED.

East Liverroon, O.. March 31.—
This city has been practically in the
hands of a violent mob of striking pot-
ters all the evening. Mayor Morley
and the city police have been practic-
ally powerless to preserve order. Thou-
sands of drunkenand infuriated men
bave ben scouring the streets attacking
men who have gone to work. It started
with assaulting T. L. Ashbaugh, chief
packer at Knowles, Tayior & Kuowles.
James Rinehart and his wife have
been surrounded by a crowd of 1,000
people for an hour. The police are
powerless to protect them. W. F. Gray
and his wife were driven into the home
of a friend and are not allowed to come
oul. A traveling man and his wite
were attacked on Sixth street by the
mob, and the lady fainted while the
husband was beaten to insensibility. A
man named Cook was violently beaten.
Mayor Morley, in trying to quell the
riot, was hit in the back with a brick.

New York Bank Robbed.

New Yorxk, March 81.—Gustave Ha-
gen, one of the bookkeepers of the
American Exchange National bank, is
missing, and so is $33,000 of the bank’s
money. Oneof the bank’s customers,
C. E. Bartholomew. is in Ludlow street
jail, charged with being accessory to
the ewmbezzlement, and the police are
hunting for Hagen. "The plan is said
to have been for Hagen to falsify the
books in Bartholomew’s fayor, and thus
enable him to overdraw.

It Was Not a Joke.

NEw Yorg, March 31.—When Mrs.
Kluge, wife of a veteran of the Franco-
Prussian war, heard a pistoi shot in an
adjoining room this evening, she laugh-
ingly told Mrs. Webster, a neighbor,
that her husband had fired a blank
cartridge. *He’s just joking,” she said,

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RIOTS IN SOUTH CARDLINA,

THE WHISKY WAR CAUSES THE GREAT-
EST EXCITEMENT. .

STATE DRAMSHOPS SMASHED.

The State Guard in Revolt, and
Frenzied Gitizens Go After the
Constabnlary With Guiz.—.. v,
Tillman Takes Possession of a
Railroad and Telegraph Lines
—His Life is Threatencd.

Cor.ummra, S. C., March 31.—South
Carolina is in a state of incipient re-
bellion.  Fortunately, today passed
without any further bloodshed, but the
situation is rezard«=d by cool heads as of
the gravest eharacter. Here in the cap-
ital of the state everythingisin a co:-
diation of suppressed excitement, and
thousands throng the streets, eageriy
awaiting every developinent in the dis-
pensary troubles. Gov. Tillman is very
muceh  worried, and has telegraphed
orders to nearly every military come
pany in the stz2te to proceed
once, the intention being to mass all
the troops possible together to go to
Darlington. :

Already several companies have ar-
rived, but, if the action of those com-
pauies is a safe guide, the governor is
depending on a forlorn hope. The
company from Newberry has already
disbanded, and the troops from the gov-
ernor’s uwn counly say thatthey have
nierely come in obedience to military
orders to be on the scene, and tiai they
will refuse to go to Darlingwc.. All
day the governor has been telegraphing
orders to militia organizations in vari-

“ous parts of the state to go to Darling-

ton, but met with many absolute re-
fusals on the part of the troops, and
other troops will not aid the governor
to enforce the obnoxious liquor law.
Last nizht the three companies of Col-
umbia refused to obey the governor’s
orders, and they disbanded. Today the
Gordon light infantry deelined to go
and sent Gov. Tillman a dispateh say-
ing: *“We are in sympathy with the
citizens of Darliugton, and their pur-
pose of the defense of their homes.”

The Suwmpter infantry have refused
to obey the orders. T'he Bishopville
company, of Sumpter county, went to
Darlington today, but at once returned
home and would not perforn the work
expected of them. The Fourth brigade,
of Charleston. the largest and best
equipped troop in the state, has been
ordered to the front and will not go.
Several companies, bowever, have been
more faithful to the governor and are
now en route to that place. A company
from Aiken county, the Addition rifles,
of Orangeburg, a company from Claren-
don county, and perhaps several other
companies from adjoining counties, will
reach the seat of war tonight or to-
MOTrow.

At Orangeburg today Dr. J. M. Stokes,
who was defeated for cougress at the
recent election, made a passionate har-
angue and organized a company of 100
men, who had a farmer for capiain, to
go to the support of Tillman. Itis the
governor’s purpose to mobilize 12,000
men at Darlington, but he finds the task
difficult in the extreme. He will ex-
haust all his power (o suppress the
trouble,

In the meantime the citizens of Dar-
lington, Florence and vicinity are not
idle, and all go armed and prepared for
trouble. Local dispensaries at perhaps
a dozen points nave been raided and
their coutents run out. Scouting par-
ties have been after the constables who
escaped yesterday, and while some of
them are now sate from capture, others
are liable to be taken, and, in the mood
of the people in and around Darlington,
may meet death speedily if their cap-
ture is effected by the enraged people.
The affair has intensified the bitter
feeling in this state, and not in thirty
yvears has there been such enstrange-
ment between different factions and
elements of South Carolina,

THE COURT DISREGARDED.

Western Union Company Receiv-
ing All Messages Offered.

CorumBiA, S. C., March 31.—The
Western Union Telegraph company’s
manager is receiving everything offered
him for transmission regardless of
Judge Watts’ injunction. He is acting
under instructions of his. superior
officers, and will accept everything of-
fered as long as he remains in control
of his office. .

Three constables who were in the
fight at Darlington arrived ia Columbia
tonight very quietly on a special train
from Sumter, and are now safely
housed in the penitentiary. Thev teil
most thrilling and graphie stories of
the tragedy which have yet been heard.
The three arrivals here were S. B. Mc-
Donald, J. L. Nunamaker and W. D,
Owings. MeDonald gave the following
narrative of the fight:

**Five of us had been detailed to stay -

in Darlington while the others went to
Charleston, When the sqguad which
was going to Charleston went to the
depot, where the fizht took place, we
went with them. While we were there
Billy Floyd and Rogers, the man
who started the whole thing, got
into an altercation. Floyd got the
vest of it. About that time a negro
driver for the Enterprise hotel at-
tempted to strike Fievd. Constable
McLendon refused to let the negro at-
tack Floyd, who had done the con-
stables several good turns so that they
liked him. MecLendon told the negro to
stand back. Then the
TELEGRAPH OPERATOR

at the depot ran out of Lis othce and
asked what McLendon had to do with it.
MecLendon said that he did not have
anything to do with it, but he did not
propose to see Floyd crowded. The
operator went back into the office and
Rogers got in the bus and went up town.
Isuppose he went up there to geta
crowd, for in ashort time he came back
with five friends. Rogers renewed the
difficulty with Floyd and cursed the latter
fearfully. He went toward Floyd, but
Chief of Police Darzan interfered, and
commanded the crowd to disperse. 'I'he
crowd refosed to do so,and Rogers again
cursed Floyd. Floyd said he would not
stand 1t, and moved on Recgers. The
chief of police separated them. Rogers
then turned to McLeundon and said:
*‘There is L&Q — — — who caused me to
get whipped.” McLendon said this was
alie.

*“Only eight of the men were armed
with Winchesters. I did not have one. :

Pep-
per was killed soon after the firing
began. I do not know hew many times
he fired, or whether he fired at all.

DArLINGTON, S. C., March 31—9 p.
m.—The situation here remains about
the same, no further outbreak having
ceeurred sinze last night’s trouble. The
Dosse continues to scour the woods for
the escape i constables who were re-
sponsible for the killing of Darlington’s
citizens last eveninz. The center of
operations for the Darlington soldiers
seems to be Timmonsville, a small town
about thirty miles from here, as the
spies are supposed to be lurking
around there in the swamps. The posses
are guarding every railroad, and
it is DLelieved that those that
boarded a work train on the C., S.
& N. R. R.and made for North Carolina.
I'he posse say they will kill any of them
on sight. Telegrams were sent to
Charleston asking f(or bloodhounds to
aid in the se ir¢h, but they could not be
secured. The governor has had a train
out twenty-four hours trying to get men
to assist him and

PROTECT HIS CONSTABLES.

The Bishopville guards were sent
here about 2 o’clock todav on a special.
The sheriff was notified to meet them at
the depot, which he did. The eaptain
told him he was instructed to report to
a state constable here. The sheriff re-
plied that he thought it doubtful about
finding one here, except the wounded
man who is in jail. 'This company re-
mained here about five minutes and de-
parted. No one knows why they left.
‘I'he sheriff asked them to stay and pro-
teet the wounded coustable, but it seems
they did not relish the undertaking.
Mobs have destroved the dispensaries
at Timwmonsviile, Florence and other
places in the mnorihern part of South
Carolina near here, and the one in Dar-
lingtion will share a like fate tonight.

WHISKY SHOPS DEMOLISHED.

Liguor and Broken Bottles Flow-
ing in ‘Streams Through the
Streets.

FLORENCE, S. C.,, March 31.—The
bands of vigilantes which started out
last night in pursuit of the whisky
spies returned this afternoon, having
thoroughly beaten the bush for the gov-
ernor’s agents. 'T'hey passed and re-
passed during the night within hailing
distance of their game, as the beaten
tracks found in the morning showed,
but all tono purpose. 'The spies. are
still at large, and probably safely out of
the radius of excitement. All night, on
horseback and on foot, the search pro-
ceeded until overcome by weariness the
pursuers were compelled to call off

their chase. At Muldrow’s mill,
about seven miles west of here,

Williams returned with an
agreement from the pursuers, but found
that the truce was to - gain time to es-
cape. The pursued men had all gone.

UNION OF WEST AND SOUTH

NEW PCLITICAL PARTY, WITH A FREE
COINAGE PLATFORM.

NATIONAL MEETING PROPOSED.

Democratic Congressmen Who
Want to Renudiate Forever
Eastern Domination on Finan-
cial Matters — Vigorous War
Declared Against the Single
Gold sStandard Crowd.

WaAsniNgTOoN, March 31.—President
Cleveland’s veto of the Bland bill has
resulted in a proposition for a national
convention of the West and Southwest,
to form a new political party based on
the demand for the free coinage of sil-
ver. The proposition comes from cer-
tain radical Democratic congressmen
who believe that the time has
arrived when the party’s salvation in
the West and South demands that it
should repudiate, once and forever,
Eastern domination on financial politics.
Western and Southern Democrats who
are at the head of this movement de-
clare that the veto of the Bland bill
shows that the administration has set
its face toward the single gold standard.

Representative McLaurin (Dem.,S. C.)
has taken the bold initiative in this
step. He has prepared the proposition,
and 1t will be followed, he says, by a
call signed by Democratic silver con-
gressmen.

Mr. McLaurin says that he has talked
with many of the Southernand Westera
members of congress, and he has yet to
find a single Democrat who has'not
agreed with him that the time has come
when Eastern financial ideas must be
repudiated.

First, he says, it was thought that
this movement should take the form of
a convention of the governors of the
states interested.but they were so wide-
ly separated geographically it was
feared that united action could not
be obtained. 1t was therefore
decided to call a mnationa! conven-
tion. He said in the fight that he bee
lieved was to follow the dividing line
would be the Allegheny mountains and
the Potomac river—the South and West
against the East. Party lines would not
necessarily be drawn. Members of all
parties would be invited. The issue
would be solely a monetary one.

Representative Tracy (Dem.. N. Y.),
the anti-silver leader of the house, sayvs
of the proposed national convention of
the South and West to form a new
party:
~ Itisarule or ruin proposition which
cannot prove effective. It will simply
ctrengthen  the  administration. 1t
would be a queer spectacle to see the
South rejeet the alliance of New York,
_The interests of the Sputh depend upon
thejr ability to co-opesate with. Demo-
cratic states of the North. Even if
such a movement proved effective, it
could only result in dividing the Demo-
‘eratic vote in the North and giving the
Northern states to the Republicans.
The South will not jeopardize its own
interests by carrying such a movement
very far.

Representative Bland said that the
plan had not yet been submitted to him.
He was inclined to regard it as chimer-
ical, but said that the Democrats in the
South and West would never again be
fooled. They would put none but tried
and true silver men on guard hereafter.

A carefuklinquiry among other Demo-
cratic congressmen indicates that very
few are now prepared to join Mr. Mec-
Laurin’s new party. Most of them say
the movement will result in nothing
important. _

COXEY’S COMMONWEAL.

A Cold Reception Given at New
Galilee.

NEW GALTLEE, Pa., March 31.—Chilly
was the reception accorded Coxey’s
commonweal by the few inhabitants of
the little town of Galilee, where their
first camp in Pennsylvania was pitched.
The men found sleeping quarters in a
dismantled foundry: and loafed and
cooked in an adjoining lumber yard.
No ‘excitement was created, and the
town marshal said he could cope single-
handed with the army. Quite a

number of people from New
Lisbon came over 1n the even-
ing to view the camp. Marshal

Brown’s orders, as usual, contained
something unusval. It was ordered that
al! nicknames be dropped, both by the
men and reporters; that each man must
draw soap from the commissary and use
it. The under officers who ride
have all secured new mounts, and
the army means to present a good
appearance when Beaver Falls is
entered. Fitteen new recruits came
in on freight trains and took
the badge. The company presented a
very lively appearance after supper and
the men sang songs, the Chicago quar-
tette having a good audience. Consid-
erable provisions from Salem - were
brought in on a freight train. Mr.
Coxey arrived at 7 o’clock and imme-
diately conferred with his marshals.
The usual meeting was called, but as
no audience appeared was abandoned.
The camp at Beaver Falls will be
named Valley Forge. Four weil-known
crooks from Pitisburg put in an ap-
pearance, but were sent out of town by
tne marshal. i

PrrTsBURG, March 31.—When Coxey
reaches Pittsburg next Tuesday he wiil
receive a large number of reeruits from
the ranks of the unemployed who have
been working in the parks. The sub-
scriptions have run out, and the
men will be discharged on Monday.
Nearly 1,000 of them have signified their
intention of joining the commonweal
upon its arrival here. Companies have
also been organized in the West end
and Allegheny. -

LirTtLE RocCk, Ark., March 81.—The
United States Industrial Army of the
unemployed, 600 strong, arrived tonight
from T'exas on the Iron Mountain, and
are camped near this city tonight, They
are under command of Gen. Frye, five
aides and twelve captains, and are
well disciplined. They were fur-
nmished with provisions for one
meal by the city and will proceed to
Washington via Memphis over the
Iron Mountain tomorrow afternoon.
They had nothing to eat since noon
until their arrival here. They say they
have nothing to do with Coxey’s
army but intended to tender their serv-
ices to the government at Washington
and to ask the government -for employ-
ment for all her unemployed citizens.
They allow none but American citizens
to join the army, and are opposed to im-
migration. Five hundred and seventy"
of the band are said to be 1n San An-
tonio willing to get out.
