; A COWARbLY POLICY. :

The opening sentence of Senator
Voorhees' tariff speech is an apology for
an imperfect work.an attempted justifi-
cation of the non-performance— or half-
performance— a public duty. "Great
abuses in government," he says, "strong
by the sanction and -growth ot years,
imbedded in the powerful interests (if
privileged classes, created, fostered,
encouraged and protected by the laws
themselves, have rarely, if ever, in any
age, been promptly and totally eradi-
cated, except by forcible revolution
and bloodshed. Such is the concurrent
and unbroken testimony of history.
The spirit of peaceful and practical re-
form, on the other hand, is a reasoning
and progressive matter.iuoving forward
step by step, no matter how selfish its
aims may be, and overcoming the most
gigantic evils with patient wisdom and
courage, rather than by violent and
wholesale assault."

Perhaps Mr. Voorhees is right in the
reading of past history, but he is far
astray in the conclusion he reaches, that
the way to cure an evil is to ''temporize

withit: that the proper way to ampu-
tate a dog's tailis to cut it off by inches. ;
Admitting all that has been charged
against tne protective tariff system, he
asks the people to endure its continu-
ance rather than run the risk of the
pain that might be inflicted upon the
privileged classes by a heroic treatment
of the disease from which the body poli-
tic is suffering. These are not brave
words; they are not wise; they are not
politic; they are cowardly. -

For years the same arguments have
been dinned into the ears of the public.
We have been informed that the robber
protective system has become thor-
oughly engrafted upon our laws, and
cannot be shaken off.at once, but must
be gradually deprived of its sustenance.
And yet year by year it grows stronger,
and its beneficiaries more rapacious.
They were given a few privileges years
ago; they now demand them as vested
rights. They were allowed protection
against foreign competition; they now
demand protection .against domestic
rivalry

—
the privilege of forming

trusts whose
'
purpose it is to

overturn the natural laws of trade and
to concentrate capital and industry in
the hands of a few at the cost of the
great mass of the people. . Each year
the oppressions of these trusts have be-
come more onerous until the people
have rebelled. The last presidential
election was fought upon the distinct
issue of tariff reform and the curbing of
the tendency ot the trusts. The repre-
sentatives of the triumphant party, in
convention at Chicago, solemnly de-
nounced the McKinley tariff law as "the
culminating atrocity of class legisla-
tion," and promised its repeal as "one
of the beneficent results that will follow
the action cf the people in entrusting
power to the Democratic party." And
yet, in the face of this pledge, Mr.
Voorhees would have the people accept
in lieu of the repeal an enactment that
as a whole is an emphatic indorsement
of McKiuleyism, and is as much of "an
atrocity of class legislation

'
as is the

law for which it is a substitute.
Itmay be necessary, as Mr. Voorhees

says, that a revolution should overthrow
the system that has become so thor-
oughly engrafted upon our iaws. Ifso,
the people want revolution, and will
abide by its results.

TUB STRAIt-JACKKT POLICY.
A considerable portion of the people

of the present day appear to regard it
1

as their duty to make strait jackets
for the rest of their kind, and to' com-
pel the wearing of the garment. They
regard themselves as their brother's
keeper in more senses than one. While"
they repudiate responsibility for lira
acts, they insist that those acts be per-
formed inconformity withcertain rules
and regulations prescribed by law, and
that any deviation from the letter or
spirit of those regulations shall be pun-
ished with the utmost severity. They
seem to think that all men are made in
the same mould, that they should have
the same appetites, the same ambitions,
the same desires.

This idea is at the bottom of all the
restrictive and sumptuary legislation so
popular nowadays. Some men feel no
need ofartificial stimulants. They may-
be abundantly supplied by nature, or
they may be phlegmatic, and care noth-
ing for the excitements that are pro-
duced by stimulation. They think the
rest of

'

mankind should be like them,
and they ennct laws for the repression
of allnatural impulses, for the regula-
tion of natural appetites, for the sup-
pression of inordinate desires or harm-
less pleasures. For however much we
may deprecate intemperance and con-
demn tippling, the tact cannot be over-
looked that occasional indulgence in
alcoholic stimulants is not only neces-
sary, but beneficial to some men. Those
of nervous disposition require no excit-
ingpotions; nature has supplied them
withall that is necessary; but many
men are lethargic, dull—even stupid—
without them, and cannot be aroused to
action; cannot show the mettle of which
they are made, unless artificially
aroused.
Itis not ,the province of the law to

prescribe that a man shall not drink
alcoholic stimulants. Itwould be just
as competent to dictate that man should
eat nothing but corned beef and cabbage
as to say that he shall drink nothing
stronger than Lake Piialen water or tea
and coffee. And, indeed, it is quite as
harmful for some people to indulge in
tea and coffee as it is for others to drink
whisky, wine or beer.
:All sumptuary legislation is perni-

cious. Itinterferes with the personal
libertyof the citizen, and is at war with
our theories of government. The law
is not to blame for the existence of
drunkards any more than it is for the
existence of gluttons, and libertines,
and paupers. Itcannot make a man
industrious against his will; it cannot
make him virtuous when nature has
created himotherwise; itcannot create
new desires nor eradicate old ones that,
may be inherited or of long standing.

The Ethiopian cannot change his skin
nor the leopard his spots at the behest
of a legislative enactment. And a man
willnever be made temperate or virtu-
ous by placing him in a strait jacket..
The restraint will make him only the
ruoiu defiant and disregardful ot the
law aud more resentful of the men who
make it. \u25a0 .i";

The strait-jacket policy has ;been
•tried in this city and in many of the.
neighboring states, withresults that all-
men are familiar with. Drunkenness
was never as prevalent in lowa as since
the effort was made to prohibit the
manufacture and sale of liquor. In
Kansas and the Dakotas repressive leg-

islation has had the effect of increasing

rather than diminishing the vice, and
the people are inrebellion against the
laws. Wherever elections have been
held this spring a

'
loud protest has

arisen against prohibitory laws. With
scarcely an exception, all the Minnesota
towns that have been heard from have
voted in favor of the licensing of the
liquor traffic. This does uot argue that
the people are advocates of intemper-
ance or of liquor drinking, but that they
are opposed to making strait jackets
or themselves and their neighbors to

wear. Occasions arise when even the
most bigoted prohibitionist is in need
of alcoholic stimulation. He wants the
privilege of procuring it when such
times come. There is, besides, a grow-
ingconviction that all attempts to regu-

late the human appetite by law are
bound to fail, and that the best means
to promote intemperance is by prohibit-
ing the sale or consumption of alcoholic
beverages. It is natural to mankind to
eat of forbidden fruit, and useless to at-
tempt to cure the fault. A lack of
knowledge of human nature is at the
root of all sumptuary legislation. It
would be well for all concerned to bea.-
in mind thai a knowledge of natural dis-
position is necessary to an intelligent
treatment of a social evil; and before
they labor to cure the sin, they should
labor to comprehend it.—
