buildinK working
under the direction of the chiefs, and it
was thought that the blaze was under
control, when the roof seemed to bulge
under their feet, and in a moment every
man was pitched into tlio auditori-
um of:? the theater, some falling'
into the parquette: ami others upaii the
balconies. Deeds of"heroism were nu-
merous as usual under such conditions.
Michael Dunn, captain of one of the
firemen tugs, slid down a roue, made it
last toseveral of the men who were not
imprisoned by the debris, and then
climbed the roue 1 and over hand to the
roof of the Davidson hotel, which es-
caped destruction. The fire took a new.
start among the debris and, amid the
groans of the imprisoned firemen, the
wort of rescue began and was kept up
until 8o'clock tonight, when the eighth
body was taken out and the work aban-
doned until tomorrow with only one
corpse to remove—that of Third Assist-
ant Cuief Jansen, a brother of Chief of
Tolice Jaiiseu.

THE BOOF FELL? DOWN...',._'. '.'•
Shortly after 5 o'clock, when? the fire

was seemingly under control, the the-
ater roof, on which a score" or more of
the brave firemen stood as they fought
the flames, went down, and the brave
men were carried with itto the floor of
the auditorium jbelow. .? Some were ex-
tricated from the furnace of flames, in
which the whole interior was now en-
veloped, by their brave and more for-
tunate comrades, who risked tneir lives
todrag out the prostrate forms of. the
dead and injured men. Six or eight
men wtre soon brought out, and {"hose
who are able to speak said there must
be ten more in the ruins, where living
death awaited \u2666.hem. For these poor
fellows there was .no chance. The
burning roof had fallen on them, and
they were roasted to death if they had
not been killed in that terrible plunge
from the roof.

A CRY OF HORROR
went up from the firemen who saw the'
awful catastrophe. The members of,
the insurance patrol were covering up
the seats in the parquette of the theater
wheu suddenly a lightwas seen through
the roof above. The men in the theater
ran back just in time, and the next, mo-
ment the roof fell:into the parquette of
the theater. Several of the men in the
theater were caught by the falling tim-
bers. The scene that followed is never
to be forgotten by those who witnessed
it. For a moment all was dark, when
suddenly a tremendous sheet of flame
shot up, and with it came the cries of
the firemen who had fallen through the
roof to the theater below. One man
was heard to cry:
"MVGOD, HELP ME! IAMROASTIXG

TO DEATH."7?
The men were hurled under the blaz-

ing roof, and there seemed to be little
hope ifany would come out alive, even
ifthey had not been killed by their ter-
rible fall. There was trouble in getting 1

water on the fire, which now rapidly
made its way through the theater and
scenery. The water was finally turned :
on, and several of the firemen, who had
fallen near the front door ofy

-
the lobby,

were dragged from the burning debris
and carried out more or - less Injured.
The men were removed to the saloon
across the :street, and their ? wounds!
dressed, while the firemen bravely kept'
at work pouring a deluge of water ori|
the debris and trying to rescue others of
the unfortunates. But soon no more
cries were heard and it was evident that;
all who had not been?: brought out must
now be past hope. The interior of the:
auditorium soon became a seething
mass of flames.which the firemen vainly|
endeavored to subdue in order to save ;

their doomed comrades. While the:'
frantic men were at work amidst
the . ruins on the'first ".floor,-of the
parquette, the gallery began? to burn,:
and while directing their attention to
this blaze, another, portion of the roof
fell,making the rescue of the -. impris-
oned men impossible, and adding more -
fuel to the fire?

THE FIRST FATALITY
of the .fire happened? before the more
awful ;tragedy on the roof. OIlie ::Reis, .
a fireman,.lost bis life while;trying to
reach the roof of the theater before the
roof fell.

Along about
10 o'clock the firemen got near enough
to him to- speak to him, and were a
good deal surprised to find him con-
scious and able to talk.He asked his res-
cuers to be careful and not drown him
with the streams. He said there was a
dead man uear him but he did not know
who it was. Afterthat Crowley's voice
could not be heard for some little time,
and it was feared that he had died, but
he subsequently was able to make him-
self heard again. He said the body near
him. was of a man who had been
drowned. Some iron rods pinioned
Crowley down and the firemen did
not stop throwing water on
the" burning

'
ruins above him

for fear that the unfortunate man would
be burned to death. An engine was
drawing water from a point directly
under Crowley, and itwas hoped that
he could be kept alive. At noon the
awful alternative was considered of
cutting off Crowley's legs to save him,
and it is said the poor fellow requested
this to be done. There was ten feet of
buruing debris about the pinioned man.
Itseems that the men were not on the
roof when it collapsed, but were im-
mediately under it in the dining room
and kitchen apartments of the hotel.
When they were at work the trusses
holding up the rooms .over the audi-
torium collapsed, and let them drep
info the seething furnace below. At
12:15 Fireman Crowley was released
from the ruins," and taken to the
emergency hospital. He is badly hurt,
and may die.
