THE STATE* BANK TAX.
DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS DECIDES FOR

ITS REPEAL

HUNDRED ANDTWO PRESENT.

The West and South Predominated
—But Few Eastern Congress-
men Affiliated

—
Caucus Was

Unanimous to Take Off the IO
Per Cent Tax—Unconditional
Repeal Not Favored by Ail.

Washington, April 10.—The Demo-
cratic caucus, after a session of two
hours and a half, this evening adopted
the following resolutions without a dis-
senting vote:

Resolved, that itis the sense of this
caucus that the prohibitory tax of 10
per cent on bank issues be repealed.

Resolved, that when the billknown
as the Brawley and Spencer bill, which
the committee on banking and currency
has ordered reported to the house, is
called up for action, an amendment be
offered repealing the prohibitory tax on
state banks; that ample time be af-
forded for discussion, and if necessary
to secure ibis, the committee on rules
be requested to take proper action.

Exactly 102 Democrats of the house
werepresent. The attendance from the
South and. West was very heavy, but
only a few Eastern men appeared,
among them beiug Messrs. Straus, Cum-
mings, Dunphy and Warner. New
Yoik; Pigott, Connecticut; O'Neill,
Massachusetts, aud Sibley, Pennsyl-
vania. The discussion of the repeal of
the state bank tax proceeded in a des-
ultory way for a time, and took wide
range. Mr. Culberson, of Texas, chair-
man of the judiciary committee, made a
strong speech infavor of it.

Aftersome further talk, the above
resolutions were offered, the first by
Mr. Cox, of Tennessee, and the second
by Mr.Culberson. There was but little
diversity of opinion in the caucus on
the question of the advisability of tak-
ing up for consideration the question of
the repeal, but there was some opposi-
tion to unconditional repeal. The only
outspoken opponents of any measure
looking to the repeal of the state bank
tax came from Messrs. Bryan, of Ne-
braska, and Lane and Williams, of
Illinois. Messrs. Gresham, of Texas;
Swansou,* of Virginia"; Catchings, of
Mississippi; Cooper, of -Indiana, and
others ardently favored the proposition.
Mr. Cummings, of New York, made a
ringing speech at the end in favor of
the repeal. At the conclusion of his
speech the resolutions were adopted
and the caucus adjourned.

The result of the caucus means that
the bill to repeal the state bank tax
shall be considered as a rider to the
Brawley.bill, which.is now ou the cal-
endar, and that a vote shall be had upou
it.

Itwas generally admitted in the

caucus tonight that this repeal could
not be accomplished unconditionally.

Mr. Swansou gave as the result of the
canvass 129 votes for unconditional re-
peal, and Mr. .Williams declared as a
result of his investigation that a major-
ityot the house favors repeal, although
not unconditionally. The question of
conditions was but briefly touched upon

Meanwhile the committee had arrived

GATHERING OF THE CLANS.

Morning Session ol* the Republi-
can City Convention.

effort of D. F. Reese to get up an en- |
thusiastic cheer for the ticket upon the j
adjournment was a flat failure.

were numerous instances of men who
declared that, although they had been
life-long Republicans, they could not
and would not support the ticket.

On his way home last evening Tim-
othy Reardon was interviewed by a
Globe reporter and congratulated on
his being made the lion of the day, and
upon the applause that greeted the men-
tion of his name on several occasions.
Mr. Reardon did not seem to enthuse
over the matter, and added that he was
not sure that he would stay on the ticket
as a candidate for the assembly. Asked
for a reason, ho stated frankly that the
claim had been made that the A. P. A.
