Col. Thompson is a thickset, chubby, I
red-faced man, with scant hair ou the j
top of his head. He talks in a free and .
easy, but exceedingly vigorous manner. |
His speech was sprinkled with anec-
dotes, some of them too broad for re-
production, and his views regarding the
stability of the seventh commandment
willdoubtless provoke responses from
the pulpits of New England. Madeline
Pollard did not hear the terms in which
her fellow Kentuckiau referred to her
as an adventuress and shameless wom-
an, because she left the court as soon as
Mr. Carlisle had finished his plea in her
behalf. The speech of Col. Thompson

will be concluded tomorrow, and then
Maj. Ben Butterworth. another ex-

INDETAIL.

Washington, April —There was
something en foot in the circuit court
today of which the spectators did not t

receive the benefit. Judge Bradley held
a letter in his hand when the court met
in which lie seemed deeply interested.
He called up to his desk three of the
counsel, Messrs. Carlisle, Wilson aud
Butterworth, exhibited the letter to
them, and.the four put their heads
together over the document for ten
minutes. Then one of the jurors was
called up, and the consultation was pro-
longed for ten minutes before Mr.Car-
lisle resumed his argument.
