A TRIO OF WELL-KNOWN PHYSICIANS
ARRAIGNED

IN THE U. S. DISTRICT COURT

InConnection With Allege:! Pen-
sion frauds

The Famous

Borst Case Taken Up by Judge

Nelson— Mrs. Hyslop Testifies
to Having Itcoeived the Ob-
scene Letter— The Sbuley Case.

A sensation was sprung in the United
States court yesterday, when a trio of
wellknown physicians were arraigned
inconnection with the alleged pension
fraud cases.

Among the trio was Dr. G. A. Love,
of Preston, against whom there are
three indictments, one for accepting a
bribe from John Berry, alias Galfney,
for making a false certificate ot exam-
ination in connection with his applica-
tion lor a pension. The other indict-
ments are for presenting claims against
the government for the regulation fee
of 18 for making examinations of Ed-
ward Thorson Jan. 1, 185)2, and of John
Berry, alias Galfney. The examinations
are alleged to be false aud fictitious.
Love pleaded not guilty and was held
in 51,000 bail to appear at the Winona
term of court in June.

His colleague on the same board, Dr.
Henry Jones, was arraigned on three
indictments charging fraud, the specific
cases beiug the presentation of false
claims for examining Charles Kleckler
on July 1. 1892: Joseph Tait, Oct. 1.
IS'J2, and John Berry, alias Gaffney, was
instrumental in getting Dr. Love in
trouble. He denied his guilt,and was
held to the Winona term of court in
$1,000 bail. The third member of the
Preston board. Dr. J. A. Phillips, is too
illto be moved, and has not yet been
arrested.

Dr. W. L. Hollistcr, who with Drs.
Gibson and heat composed the pen-
sion board at Austin, was brought into
court yesterday morning aud called
upon to answer eight indictments for
presenting claims tor alleged false ex-
aminations of pension applicants. Like
the others, he was released on §1,000
bail toappear at Winona next June.

The pension cases in which Dr. Hol-
lister is alleged to have returned false
vouchers for fees are those of W. W.
Buntecou, Hudson B. Sheldon. W. F.
Beldeu, W. Glover, James Durkee,
Augustus Miller,Peter A.Hinkle and
Augustus Weirsig.

George W. Hard, Enos Thompson and
Sheriff Henry Nupson, of Preston, at-
tended the arraignment ofDr. Love and
Dr. Jones. The lirst three named gen-
tlemen became sureties on the bonds of
the indicted men. BSIBMH

THE BOBST CASE.
Judge Nelson presided over the regu-

lar term of the court yesterday, and the
case of Wilson Borst, the attorney of
Fulda, who was indicted on the charge
of sending an obscene letter to Mrs.
Sadie Hyslop. was taken up. The letter
in question has been photographed and
enlarged to several times its natural
size, and will play an important part in
the trial. The writer, who signed him-
self simply "A Friend,

"
cautions Mrs.

Hyslop to be careful in her conduct,
and intimates that the people of the
village are commenting upon her rela-
tions withcertain men.

A Jury was secured without difficulty,
and the*first witness was Mrs. Hyslop.
who testified that she had received the
letter in question. The next witness,
George B.Stiles, the postmaster of the
village, testified that he had seen Rob-
ert take the missive from the Hyslop
box, but did not know who had mailed
it. He was very familiar with Burst's
handwriting and identified that of the
letter as in the same baud as Burst's. !

Attorney Davis, who is defending the
prisoner, paid considerable attention to
the witness, and succeeded ineliciting
that there had been some difficultybe-
tween the men in times past.

The case is likely to result ina num-
ber of sensational developments.

Joseph Jordan, of the White Earth
reservation, was arraigned yesterday
afternoon on the charge of the larceny
of a watch and other jewelry from
Capt. B.P. Shuler, the Indian agent.
The property was stolen last April
during a lire on the reservation.

Not long ago Jordan and bis wife fell
out, and the husband, in true Indian
style, beat his spouse. She deserted
him, and in the course of time told the
authorities that Jordan had in his pos-
session the watch belonging to Capt.
Shuler. A diamond ring and other
articles were subsequently found, and
the Indian, who, by the way, boa some
white blood iv him, was arrested.

ELEVEN INDICTMENTS.

The Batch Turned Over by the
District Grand Jury.

• The grand jury yesterday turned over
a list of eleven indictments to Judge
Russell, and he was requested to issue
bench warrants for the arrest; of the
persons Indicted. Among others who
waited upon the jury was George A.
Brackett. and it is understood he was
there to give evidence in a sensational
case which will soon be made public.
There was a movement on foot to se-
cure the indictment of CliffordKobart,
the swindler, who worked a number of
Minneapoiitans about a year ago on an
oil deal. The fellow has been caught
in New York,and an attempt will be
made to bring him here for trial. There
are a number of other cities anxious to
get him first. Among other cases
under consideration is one against I.

A Case Involving West Pullman,
111., Property.

man, 111. A trust deed had been given
on the property to secure bonds issued
on the same, the bonds being part of
the assets or the Guaranty Loan com-
pany turned over to the Minneapolis
Trust company.

The bonds were deposited with the
Guaranty Loan company as collateral
to secure notes floated by Menage. The
object of the petition is to secure per-
mission to sell the remainder of the
West Pullman property in seven-lot
groups, instead of ten-acre tracts as
provided in the trust deed. Since the
deed was given the propeity has become
very valuable, has been platted and
added to the city of Chicago. The at-
torneys interested will appear again
before Judge Russell at 9 o'clock this
morning, when the matter willbe de-
cided.

Millers liaise Prices.

The Date Set by Columbus Con-
't\, \u25a0". . vention April21.

Colv.mbvs, April11.— A.Crawford,
of Illinois, member of .the . executive
board, presented the resolution to strike.'
He said that twelve to fourteen resolu-
tions have been referred to tho commit-
tee, but they had decided to substitute
two, one of which was to strike April
22. This precipitated prolonged ap-
plause and animated discussion. W. D.
Van Horn.of Indiana, opposed the date,
assuming that the Indiana miners had a
contract' with the operators to . work
untilMay 1. The operators had asked
them to accept a reduction, but itwas
opposed. The wages have not been re-
duced. He was in favor of suspension
May 1. Jacob Dunkerly, state president
of Indiana, was bitterly opposed to the
date. He also wanted assurance that
Illinois was ready, for ifIllinois is not,
then the. coal operators of that state
could supply all the states arouud. The
date was chanced to the 21st, on ac-
count of the 22d being Suuday, and
carried.

. The second resolution referred to

above provides that in case the first
general susnension of mining falls to

Ibring-the desired results, the executive
Iboard is authorized to order another

suspension during the year at any time
that may be deemed advisable. Itis
understood that Indiana miners.in join-
ing the movement in the face of their
contract to mine until May 1, did so
upon the ground that they were com-
pelled, under the circumstances, to
enter upon the suspension, claiming
that the operators in one district had
first violated the agreement and placed
colored men in their Dlaces.which made
it optional with the miners to say
whether the contract should be con-
tinued. -
