Washington, April 11.— The local
demand for oratory was largely satis-
lied today by the finish ot Col.
Phil Thompson's speech in the Pollard-
Breckinridge trial and the beginning
of a plea by Maj. Butterworth. The in-
stinct of a virtuous woman would have
ed her tosay *\J d .>u.. you lepif.". Mr. ,
Butterworth shouted, rushing down the
aisle towards his client, fiercely. "But
no, slit had arranged to meet him the
next day." He pounded one of the
jurors on the kr.ee, as he repudiated
with mixed metaphor the still small
voice crying loudly in the name of her
mother to shrink from this man. The
next day tiie colonel had taken her to
an assignation house.

"Thii.k of it,"the lawyer shouted.
"1have thought 01 it,"Judge Wilson

remarked to him..
Then Mr. Butterwortli slapped three

jurors on the knee in succession as he
rehearsed Miss Pollard's description of
the colonel's tiitttry.

"You leper," lie shouted to the col-
onel. "Why did she not flyaway and
leave you."

He told how Miss Pollard, after re-
sisting the colonel in the carriage and
tlie Cincinnati assignation house, had
felt ready to tackle him again at Sarah
Guess'; to travel seventy miles with
him to resist him. She did not want to
marry him. She knew of his wife and
children. She knew that it would ruin
her, and mightruin him and his daugh-
ters.

Although Maj. Butterworth talked
more than half of the day,he progressed
no further than the first relations be-
tween his client and Madeline Pollard
back in 1884. His whole argument was
devoted to the point that the young
woman had not been the pure girl, ot
seventeen when the silver-haired col-
onel met her th: t she had represented
herself to be. Itwas a strong display
ot oratory. There was an interesting
incident during the morning when
Judge Bradley carried into execution
the threat he had made several times of
clearing the room of spectators. Air.
Butterworth had been painting glow-
ingly the virtues of his client, whose
friendship he had enjoyed for many
years, and was declaring that no man
to whom Ben Butterworth had been a
friend in his prosperity would be de-
serted by him in adversity, when sev-'• eral men broke into applause. The
judge immediately ordered ail who were
not members of the bar to leave the
court room.

THOMPSON CONCLUDES.
Col. Phil Thompson resumed his

speech against Madeline Pollard when
the circuit court met today. He first
commented 011 the improbability of the
formal proposal of marriage from Col.
Breckinridge to the plaintiff in the fall
of1802, and declared her slory was the
act of a woman who felt that if she
could not marry him she could disgrace
him. Inhis vehement way the colonel
pictured what must have been the
agony of the congressman with the
plaintifffollowinghim around and com-
pelling him to tell Mrs. Blackburn that
they were to be married.

'•She was a walking arsenal," said
the lawyer again. "Talk about Ken-
tucky colonels, and turning up coat
tails here in this court house to see if
there were pistols! Did you see the
look on thai woman's face when she
came into this court house? Why, 1
was afraid to sit beside the colonel, for
fear a stray bullet might hit me."

Col. Thompson closed withan appeal
to the jury to return a verdict accord-
ing to the law and the testimony.

MA.I. hutterworth,
whoso manner is in great contrast with
his colleague, began his remarks by
expressing gratification that this pesti-
lence must soon be brought to an end.
Upon those who Were to blame for
bunging itbefore the public the burden
must rest. There was no wrong to be
righted by this suit. Even to save the
lives of the two nominal principals, the
incorruptible judiciary of the country
could not afford to deal with such a
mass of contagion. Nor should the
hearthstones of the country have been
invaded by it for any purpose. He
would not use harsh language to Miss
Pollard, but he would that some one
bad whispered into her ear the words
the Master had said: "Go, and sin no
more."

Some people had been solicitous for
fear his (Butterwonh's) friendship had
been misplaced. He had known the
defendant as statesman, soldier, father,
husband and friend, "and you may
speed iton the lightning that to whom
Ben Butterworth was a friend in the

Then Mr.Butterworth proceeded to

review the childhood of Miss Pollard,

as described by himself. Mr. Butter-
wortn said he had himself as much at
stake as the honored counsel for the
plaintiff. He had a daughter and a
wife. He could not afford that justice
should not be done. He was not there
toextenuate the conduct of Col. Breck-
inridge; ifhe did he knew that the col-
onel would discharge him from the case.
The country had been solicitous about
a sixteen-year-old school girl,but there

| was no such person in the case. If she
had been but sixteen, why had not her
mother been called to prove it? Ifshe
had been but sixteen, she was as much
skilled in lovemaking as any woman he
had ever known. The other side had
talked about the fascination of a silver
tongue. That was stale, Mai. Butler-
worth said, He paid a tribute to the
bravery of Col. Breckinridge, and de-
clared that the jury knew that such a
man was not hard at heart. He was
going on to describe how, if Col. Breck-
inridge smiled, people said he was a
monster; ifhe looked grave they said
he was shamed, but if Miss Pollard
laughed they said "Behold . the smiles
even through a veil of tears," when
.Judge Bradley interposed, saying:

"Mr.Butterworth, don't you think
you had better confine yourself to the
evidence in the case? This is all what
you have heard outside, and has uo con-
nection with the case."

NOT AT ABB NONPLUSSED,
the attorney replied: "Of course, as a
judicial officer, these things would not
affect your honor, but 1want to show
what things influence men's minds."

lie then told tiie jury that the case
was for recovery for a specific act, and
a verdict for Col. Breckinridge would
not mean that they condoned his con-
duct. After this he spent an hour
reading Miss Pollard's early letters,

and discussing the testimony to show
that when she met the Kentucky con-
gressman she was not the unsophisti-
cated country girlshe had represented
herself to be. Incidentally Mr. Butter-
worth paid a tribute to Mary Anderson,
as a Kentucky girl who under the most
adverse circumstances had acquired the
greatest prominence. Madeline Pol-
lard, he said, had twined her hands
about a star and was trying to pull it
down, the star oeing W. C. P. Breckin-
ridge. What had taken place between
them had occurred many t mes before,
and would many times again, although
it was to be regretted. Either that
pivotal letter— the letter Miss Pollard
alleges is a forgery— had been written
by Madeline Pollard, or William C. P.
Breckinridge, the. worthy successor of
the Clays, the Becks, tlie Black burns.
Save for one lapse, it was a forgery.
The chilling atmosphere which sur-
rounds a pure woman was painted with'
an apostrophe to mothers, sisters,
sweethearts and wives; and then tho oc-
currences in that lirst carriage ride
were rehearsed. Butterworth said that
he was willing to give Miss Pollard
credit for

in certain lines, but the hardest part of
her story to believe was that part of it
which stated that in tliat half hour
alone in the hovel of Sarah Guess,
while the defendant had gone home to
ins dinner, she had thought over the
whole matter, had given up life, honor,
friends and ruture. and had decided to
enter into Mr. Breckinridge's life; and
Mr. Wilson would tell that to the jury
as though he believed it. The speaker
told some funny stories about his boyish
escapades, and went on to compare the
plaintiff to Delilah, who had got her
Hands in the hair of a Samson, and then
had been willingto pulldown the tem-
ple over herself to accomplish his ruin.

W. C. P. Breckinridge had
never given to his mistress the posses-
sions of his wile before her grave
clothes had crumbled. can forgive
you for anything else," said the lawyer
tothe jury;"but that he talked to"his
mistress of his dead wife." Everybody
in Washington knew what a happy
home lie had in spite of those faults,
which his familyknew. Yetsuch were
the charges (meaning the reference to
Col. Breckinridge's dead wife) brought
by this woman who had forgotten her
own children after they had been laid
iv her arms. The only way to make a
woman forget her children is to take
them away from her. After she had
once clasped them in her arms she
would follow them through the gates
of hell.

Mr. Butterworth asked the court for
an adjournment shortly before 4, as he
was greatly exhausted. Judge Bradley
acceded to the request, and, remarking
that lie had noticed a large crowd out-
side the door, suggested that Col.
Breckinridge might go out before the
spectators, which the .colonel seemed
glad to do.

WHEAT LIMP AND LOWER.
THE- SPECULATORS IN A GRIM AND

BEARISH HOOD

ON THE GOVURiSiIIENTRfcFCRT.

The BallFeeling Wiped Out of the
Market— Wheat Closed at a
Pec-lino of . 2j£e— Corn, Oats

and Provisions Went Down-
ward With Wheat— Light Sell-
ingof May.

Chicago, April11.— Wheat was very
weak, and closed at a decline of 2}{e.
The government report, which was
considered bearish, induced free Bell-
ing and realizing, and May closed only
}sc from the bottom.
. Corn, oats and provisions went down
with wheat and closed limp and lower.
After some conflict of opinion on the
curbyesterday afternoon regarding the
interpretation of the government re-
port, the weak manner in which the
market opened this morning indicated
that allbut a small remnant of the bull
feeling engendered by it had been
wiped out. There were sellers of May
wheat immediately on the opening at
anywhere from OlHe down to 01%c.
Not much was parted withat that time
at the lower or those figures, but it
was not long before .Gl%c was
an unobtainable price, and almost lc
lower was

"
accepted before more

titan an hour of the session had
passed, 60]4e becoming the current
price for a moment or two about 10:30
o'clock before enough buying orders
came in to arrest a lower range of stop
orders from coming on the market. The
government report of the average con-
dition being 10 points higher than on
April1last year, and s>£ points above
the April condition of 1892, in which
latter year the yield of winter wheat
was 359.000,000 bushels, some warrant
was found for the bearish interpreta-
tion the speculators had determined to
put upon the report. The weather was
doing its best to repair the injury it did
in the latter Dart of March. Receipts
were fairly liberal in the Northwest,
heavy, in tact, as compared with those
a year ago. Itwas on the correspond-
ing day of last year that the Cudahys
abandoned their May deal, and tne
price dropped ina few minutes 011 that
occasion from 90c to 84c.

Before the decline quite stopped May
sold at 00%c. but rallied again to61^c-
The bears again jumped on the market,

and after another break to 00%c, and
about a dozen fluctuations between that
and (jo>sC, mere followed a fresh slump
to C'J)jC, a recovery to 60%c, and yet
another decline to 00%c. About half an
hour from the close tlie price held once
more recovered to Go%c. The most
active of the local bear contingent who
had been scared into covering on the
frost scare were observed to be all back
again on the short side. W. R. Linn,
Capt. Phillips, Harry Cliamplin and Ed
Coitrill,of New York, had among them
millions for sale, and they did not
wait for any one to bid for it
but pressed ituntil some less determined
shorts took it from them. Some ven-
turesome bulls also bought at under 61c.
July was generally l}oCover May. The
closing phase of the, market was one of
renewed weakness. New York reported
25 boat loads taken for export, but that
faile^t tosustain the courage of the bulls
or to restrain the aggressive action of
the bears, and a drop from 00% to GOKic
occurred in the last ten minutes of the
session, the closing quotations being
GOj'^c sellers. Although Armour was

!unloading two cargoes of corn which
had been loaded to go East, the market
here for that article for a long time re-
spected the bearish influence of
such a proceeding and likewise
the effect of a slump? wheat
market. The combined- influences
of. what is here referred to and of a
slack Eastern demand told withmore
effect after halt of the session had gone
by.

and prices reacted %®l4c the marketclosing at a net loss of £j@ie, Septem-
ber being the weakest.

Provisions weakened by the receipts
of hogs proving more liberal than yes-
terday's estimates. There was a droo
on that of from 5c to 10c in pork at the
opening. Lard for July opened at a de-
cline of 2)<_c, and there was a clean
slump of lOe in May ribs] as soon as
trading started. The estimate that to-
morrow's receipts of hogs, would num-
ber 32,000 added to the weakness and
the extreme heaviness of the wheat
market clinched it. There was a de-
cline in the day of Z7/j.el in pork, from
15c to 17}ie in lard and of 20c inribs.

The trade was extremely bearish in
expression, and a heavier run of hogs
in ihe near future was confidently pre-
dicted among them.
