BUT UNCERTAINTY CONTIN UES

Decrease in Imyportance of Com=
mercial Failures a Cheering
Sign — Indus:rial sSituation
Complicated — St.Paul Jobbing
MoreActive—MinneapolisFlour
and Lamber Moving.

NEw York, April 13.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade will say
tomorrow: Business improvemen®meets
many obstacles, and is scarcely as dis-
tinet as it has been in recent weeks.
Strikes have checked the improvewent
in building and sume other trades, and
scarcity of coke has caused closing of
some iron works, while a strike ofall
bituminous ironworkers is ordered, and
may prove serious. More favorable erop
reports than were expected, which justi-
fy larger hope fur next fall, have ar-
rested the upward tendency in prices of
products. The renewal of gold exports
oceasions some disquietude; but the
gradual exhaustion of goods in the
hands of dealers makes the consumption
ot the people more distinetly felt and
apparently larger, and this demand in-
creases witi-the gain in the number ot
hands at work. It cannot be said that
the uncertainty as to the future has

materially diminished, but there is evi-|

dently growing impression that there
will be no imporlant legislation on the
currency or the tariff. This impression,
whether erroneous or not, influences
the action of many. On the whole,
though progress is still obsiructed by
unegertainties, it has not been arrested.
‘T'he most clieering sign is the decrease
in importance of commercial failures;
for, though one more lcan concern has
failed, with liabiliiies of &5,500,000, t'he
liabilities in all commercial fail ures for
the first week of April were only §2,190,-
806, of which §800,563 were of manu-
facturing aund $1,225,24) ot trading con-
cerns. The failures this week have been
218 in the United States, against 187 last
year, and 34 in Canada, against 22 last
year.

BRADSTREE1L'S REVIEW,
State of Trade ‘ihroughout the
Country Sumined Up.

New Yorx, April 13.—Bradstreet’s
trade review tomorrow will says

No special change is noted at Galves-
ton, Memphis, Nashville, Chattanooga
or Charleston. Business is fair only at
New Orleans, orders received being nu-
merous but small, and transactious in
rice most conspicuous.

Western cities usually reported more
favoravle business, but features form
the exception this week. At Chicago the
rush of spring trade is over, although
orders for dry goods hold out weil, not-
ably for couton dress goodsand light
silks. Trade in shoes and hardware 1s
decreased. Unfavoiable weather has
restricted sales of millinery, dry goods,
clotbing, carpets and drugs at St.Louis,
but manufacturers of shoes report
trade as active as previously. Business
at Kansas City appears quite irregular,
and at Duluth it is disappoint-
ing, jobbers in some instances re-
fusing to fill orders. But improving
weather at St. Paul is reflected in bet-
ter and more frequent orders for dry
goods, clothing, millinery and hard-
ware, and manufacturers of implements
and of twine are ivcreasing their forees,
while jobbers generally report collec-
tions improved. At Minneapolis greater
activity 1s reported in flour and lumber,
and at Omaha business ison a broader
basis than auring Marceh, bardware and
lumber being conspicuously wore act-
ive. At San Francisco jobbers report
merchandise moving more freely, and a
better feeling noticeable. Extreme
heat, with north winds, is reported to
have very seriously damaged growing
wheat in Southern California, and in
the west San Joaquin valley. Prices
of wheat, iron, steel, cattle, corn and
cotton are all lower, the extrems drop

in wheat being  occasioned largely
by extraordinarily heavy realiz-
ing, based in parg on the
government report that the wheat

crop 1s less damaged by the recent cold
weather than reported. Prices of iron
West and East have been turther scaled,
due to cutting of railway rates and
competition between furnaces, although
there are advices from Pittsburg of ad-
vances on some grades. QOats have
advanced 4 cent, pork 50 cents, lard b1
cent, while sugar and print clotiis re-
main unchanged. The industrial situa-
tion is more complicated and less
encouraging. There is a prospect of a
wide-spread strike of coal miners and
others this month, with a probability of
further strikes aud lock-outs at larger
cities early in May. There are fiftv-six
strikes now in  foree throughout
tke country, involving about 55,000
people. Gross railway  earnings
of 121 companies during Mareh
show increases in  only twenty
iustances over March, 1893. March
earnings are & 9,422, nearly 13 per
cent less than last year. For three
months earnings are nearly $104,280,625,
a falling off of 12.4 per cent from last
year. Bank clearings show another
smaller total, $890,7G9,000 for the week
compared with 948,000,000 last week
and with §1,215,000,000 in the second
week of April, 1803. Available wheat
stocks in the United States and Canada.
atioat and in Europe, have decreosed
less thau anticipated, owing to the in-
crease in Kuropean available stocks
where a decrease  was  expected.

FINANCIAL SITUATION,

Speculation Dull at New York
and London Mostly Professional.
NEw York, April 13.—Bradstreet’s

Financial Review tomorrow will say:

Excessive dullness prevailed in specula-

tive circles during the greater part of

the week,the action of the market being
in marked contrast to the activity
which asserted iwself a fortnizht ago.

Tne prevalent letharzy would seem to

be mainly due 1o the somewhat dubious

position of the crops and the belief that

the unfavorable weather since April 1

negatives thie rather cheerful showing

made by the government crop report oi
that date.

Uncertainty about the tariff legisla-
tion has again become a factor, and
tended to create hesitation on the part
of large speculative interests.

buyiig from that quarter was mainly
the work of professional dealers or job-
bers of stocks, who purchased with a
view to the probability of selling to the
foreign publie at an advanee within the
next few months. Aa investment de-
mand for bonds and a few high grade
stocks still asserts itself, but buying has
been praetically suspendes for tise time
being. In spite of this the miarket was
geuerally firm, with an absence of any
general attacks on values by profes-
sional traders. The bears, it is true,
have made some slight impression on
a tew stoeks, of which Chicago
Gas is the most prominent. A
littie realizing by small operators who
are averse to being long of stocks in
a dull market was aiso noticed, but the

THE NICARAGUA CANAL.

SENATCR MORGAN'S REPORT READY
FOR THE SENATE.

AS HE DEPICTS THE SITUATION

The United States Must Promote
the Projecr, or Some Foreign
Power Will—Popuilar Desire Is
for the Speedy Construction
of the Cana!—Good Investment
for the Government.

WasHINGTON, April 13. — Senator
Morgan has completed and will present
to the senate within the next day or two
his report on the Nicaragua canal. The
report, after referring to the suspension
of work on the canal owing to the
monetary stringency of tne last year,
has the following to say of the canal
plant: .

*In consequence of the suspension
there has been some loss, but not of a
serious character, in the depreciation of
the plant coanected with the construe-
tion of the canal; but all the dredges
and machinery requisite_for dredging,
and the houses, structures and wharyes
necessary for the work on the eastern
division have bheen supplied, and, with
slight repairs, are in condition for the
imwediate resamption of work on the
canal.

“Carefully revised estimates of the
cost of the canal and work conuected
with it make the total $37,000,570 at
the outside.”

Senator Morgan then says that the
action takeu by the senate up to the
present time in encouragement of the
work ereated the belief and excited the
desire of the country that the canal
would be speedily constructed under
the immediate auspices of the govern-
meunt of the United States, and with the
use of its credit.

*This sentiment of counviction,”” he
says, **has increased from that time to
the present, and it has been encouraged
by the fact that great leadiog polftical
parties have declared in favor of its
coustruction by the United Srtates, as
far as that may ve done under tbe con-
cessions of Nicaragua and Costa Rica.
In the annual messages of our presi-
dents, this subject .has uniformly re-
ceived a strong indorsement.”

He continues: “If action by congress
is dclayed unreasonably the company
will be compelled to either abandon the
concessions and lose the money they
have already invested in the canal or
accept the offers made Lo them by for-
eign capitalists. If erther of these re-
sults sheuld follow the inaction of con-
gress, Lhe people could not censure the
canal company for yielding to a fate
that they could have avoided if congress
had not taken up the subject of con-
strueting the canal through the aid of
the United States. The work done on
the canal is permanent as far as it has
progressed, is important as a demon-
stration of the final success of the loca-
tion and plan of the canal, and it will
not be abandoned bv the commercial
world. The canal will be built.”

Senator Morgan thinks that when the
canal is completed the land grant alone
will be worth $10,000,000. Of the value
of the canal from another view he says:
“To the United States in a political and
strategic view and as a sea route to our
Pacific coast, shortened by more than
half the length of the present ocean
route, this waterway is of greater im-
portance than the Suvez canal 1s to Eu-
rope and Great Britain, or than the
freedom of the Bosphorus would be to
Russia.

*1f it shall result, from our indiffer-
ence or dread of expansion in the di-
rection of national duty and of self-
preservation, that Great Britain or any
other great European power shall get
the control of the coneessions that we
have so far refused, the result is even
now plainly manifest that the Central
American states will repeat the experi-
ments of Egypt. Then we shall have
our country Dbroken in its zoast line of
trade and defenses by a European
power, not in violation of the Monroe
doetrine, but this will be done in the
name of these republics on and near the
line of the canal.”

Senator Morgan advances the opinion
that it is improbable that the treasury
of the United States will ever be re-
quired to advance any money, either for
the coastruction of the canal or for pay-
ment ot iuterest on the bonds, even
when the canalis in process of con-
struction.

The interest on its bonds, even after
£70,000,000 has been expended, is $2,100,-
000 per annum, 1f it requires seven
years to complete the canal, the issue
of bonds required will be about $10,000,-
000 a vear; that 1s, 3300,000 the fcst
year, $£600,000 the second year and $900,-
000 the third year, and so on until the
seventh year, when the sum needed to
meet the interest wouid be §2,100,000.
At that time the canal will be opened
and in full operation, and its income,
even for the first year,will reach £5,000,-
000 at the rate of tolls now received by
the Suez canal.

In conclusion, the Morgan report
says:

*The plainjand certain effects of this
bill, if it becomes a law. will be to put
into active business employment $100,-
000,000 of money borrowed from our own
people, without risk to the government.
Such a movement at this time would
stir all industries into activity and re-
lease olher hundreds of millions of
doilars that are now being hoarded or
employed in gambiling in stoeks. It
would furnish good and wholesome ems-
ployment to 500,000 Amer:cans that are
marching on the highways begging for
work and often for food. It would
vield to the United States at the rate of
$1 per ton for canal charges not less
than $4,000,000 per anuum of the divi-
idends ou its $70,000,000 of stock in the
canal.”

SUGAR SCHEDULE,

Senator McPnerson Has
Amendment to the Tariff.

WASHINGTON, Apnil 13.—Senator Me-
Pherson, of the finance committee,
intends to offer an amendment to the
sugar schedule of the tariff bill. He
says that the provision in the first biil
as prepared by the subcommittee came
nearer what he wanted than anything
else that has been proposed.

Speaking of the bill as a whole, Sene
ator McPuerson said it was far from
satisfactory in many respects. Of the
Qicome tax he said: *“There are several
of us on the Democratie side who are
oppoused to the iocome tax, but we know
thiere are enough Republicans who will
vote to retain it in the bill to keep it
there, and we have the strange condition
ef seeing men vote for a provision ob-
nuxious to many men, when they will
voie against the bLill as a whole. There
is & great objection to the income tax
because the revenue proposed to be
raised by it is not needed.”

Tired of Being a Senator.

WASHINGTON, Avpril 13. —— Senator
Dixon, of Khede 1sland, who has made
no campaign and is not a eanaidate tor
re-election to the senate, has returned
to Washington after a short absence.
Many of his colleagues have expressed
their regret that Le has aetermined on
a course whieh will sever. his connec-
tion with the senate. Mr. Dixen says
that he couciuded some time ago not to
agaim be a candidate. de inteuus w
resume his practice of law, whien has
been intercupied during his career in

LIST OF MISSING,

Partial Record of Fatalities and
Incidents of the Buffalo Fire.

BuFrFaro, N. Y., April 13.—The full
extent of the loss of life at the burning
of the American Gluecose works 1s still
uncertain. About eighty men were at
work in the building when the fire
broke out, but how many escaped and
who among them perished cannot yet
be determined. Some, to avoid death
in the burning building, leaped from
the windows, euly to be buried under
falling wallss into the jeanal, only to be
imbedded in mud. Two men who jumped
from the burning buiiding into the
canal were but slightly hurt,

Inquiries have been made by relatives
for tie following twelve workmen, who
are missing, and supposed to have been
burned or erushed to death:

John fume, John Caspar, Michael
Gintig, Juohn Huber, John Jepua, Tony
Hoffman, James Lobiak, Michael Mals-
ki, John Odeska, Stephan Sinski, Jonn
Trube, John Zingar.

Ontice canal side 1t was three stories
higher. With their sealing ladders the
firemen reached windows on the sete
enth floor in__time to rescue a dozen
workmen. When the flames flared full
in their faces they were forced to re-
treat. But they knew that above the
sixth floor were between thirty and
forty workmen. Escape by sfairway or
fire-ladders being cut off, their doom
was sealed.

SYNOPSIS OF THE ODOCUMENT IN
SPITE OF SECRECY.

CONVENTION IS TO SIT IN BAY,

Minister Thurston Will Retire
{ From Washington to Be Min=
t ister of the Interior—Legisla-

; SAN Fraxcisco, April 13. — The
steamship Monowai, which arrived this
afternoon, brought Samoan advices up
to March 28, fully confirming the Asso-
ciated Press cablegrams from Auck-
land, which announced the renewal of
lostilities among the Samovan natives.
The Monowai brought the following
awailau advices:

it HoxoLuLy, April 6, 1894.—Ever since
the retirement of President Dole from
the office of minister of foreign affairs
he bas been engaged in drawing upa
new constitution to be submitted to the
convention to he held in May. The
government is very reticent in regard
tu the new instrument, but it has been
kscertained on good authority that by
the constitution which President Dole
will submit the executive power is io be
vested in a president, who wiil not have
a seat in the executive eouncil, as is the
case now. He will have the rigit of
veto, but such velo can be overruled by
a two-thirds vote of the senate aad as-
sembly. The vice president will not
have a seat in the executive council
either, and his duties will simply be to
preside over the senate. The execu-
tive council will econsist of five
members—-minister of toreign affairs,
niinister of finance, minister of the in-
terior, minister of health and educa-
tion, and minister of Justice, or attorney
general. 1n regard to the legislature it
is understood it will be formed by ap-
porntment. ‘I'he upper house to Le
called the senate, and to consist of
“twenty-four members who will be ap-
pointed by the presiaent,vice president
and the executive council, and will
hold ofiice for two years. The lower
house will consist of forty members,
and is to be appointed by the executive
council, tire senators and assemblymen
who have been agreed upon. They are
to” be called together, and the joint
bodies wiil promulgate a second-consti=
tution and fix a date for a general elec-
tion of the government officials. L. A.
Thurston, the present minister toWash-
ington, 1s expected here soon, and it is
said will assume the position of minister
of the interior.

al government is ‘not one of the people
and cannot last, and that the vengeance
of the queen will be yisited vpon all
disloyal subjects when she reaseends
the throne. e

group. .

The annexationists, who are all con-
mected  with the plantatisms, have
Jstremnousiy ebjeeted 10 the part of the
platform that exciudes Chinese lavor,
and have formed party clulis under the
old’ plattorm providing for Asiatie
lator under proper restrictions.

The newly elected central committee
of the American Union party has be-
Zun the warfare against the Javanese
obtaining thre franchise, having passed
a stringent resolution to that effeet at
its first meeling. All the party clubs
have passed similar resolutions, but the
Japanese stili claim they are entitied to
recoznition and will have rights equal
to those of other foreigners.

In the conncils yesterday the abpro-
priation bill providing for rovernment

amounts to $1,510.838, which 1s mueh
less than than the pay roil under the
old administration.

News has reached here via Aucklad,
that the United States has decided to
improve Pearl harbor with the inten-
tion of estabiishing a coaling station
tirere. ‘Lhe rfact that Admiral Irwin is
at present at Pearl harbor with his aides,
ta kKing soundings and making suvveys,
lends color to the report. This is his
second visit on tbe samie mission in six
weeks, .

MINISTiER WILLIS,

Letter from Him Sent to Congress
With advices to March.
WASHINGTON, April 13.—The pres-
ident today sent to congress another
letter 1 the Hawaiian correspondence,
being Minister Willis’ recital of events

on the islands up to the latter
part of Mareh. The minister tells
of the calling of the constitu-
tional convention in May, aud

says the government earnestly hopes
that all of ine Hawaiians will vote at
the clections.  He says that every voter
must take the oath to support the pro-
visional government and resist a res-
toration of the monarchy. Originaliy
the oath also required the voters to
renounce allegiance to Lalioukalani,
but this seetion was sbavdoned. Minis-
ter Willis records the formation of the
Ainerican uunion, whose object is to
Secure annexation, and reports matters
as quiet on he islands

TREATY OF BERLIN,

Prospect of Leliel From the Sa=
- moan Alliance.

! WASHINGTON, April 13.—A movement
has been 1mitiatedy to release the United
States from the entangling alliauce, as
it was described by President Cleveland,
into which it drifted as a result of the
troubles in Samoa, culminating in the
treaty of Berlin in 18¥9, by which the
United Swites, Gerinany and Great
Briizip underwok. a joint protectorate
gver the Samoan group.
