REV. BUKFORD DEAD.

APOSTLE OP ANDALUSIA.

The Beatification of Juan
dAVilaDiego.

Rome, April15.— A most picturesque
and interesting ceremony took place in
St. Peter's church this morning. The
ceremony was the beautitication of Juan
d'Aviia, the Spanish theologian, who is
known as the "Apostle of Andalusia."
A statue of D'Aviia, lighted by candela-
bra, was p"lac<:u at the altar etui of tne
Basilica, while on each side wtre ban-
ners depicting miracles, illuminated by
Sevres candles. Arranged against the
background were Heavy tapestries.
Among the great number of persons
present were the members of the Span-
ish embassy, seven thousand Spanish
pilgrims and twenty Spanish bishops.
The imposing services were conducted
by Camilla! Aleisi-Masella, prefect of
the Congregation of Sacred Kites, the
other prelates of the congregation.
Cardinal Parscina, arch priest of the
Vatican 'jasilica. and the whoie chapter
of tlie Basilica. After promulgating the
papal Lrieiof beatification, Mgr. Fausti
celebrated mass. The pope prayed be-
fore D'Avila's altar this afternoon.
thirty thousand persons were then
present. The pope was borne into the
basilica oc the sediie estatoria. His
Holiness was escorted by twenty cardi-
nals and a lanre numberof Spanish aim
other priests. An illuminated picture
ot D'Aviia was hung on tlie altar. where
the pope gave his blessing to the vast
throng assembled, and personally in-
censed the nonstraiice.. At the end of tlio service, his holiness
ieceived irifts preseuted to him by the
promoters of the movement that led to
the beatification, lie then a^am took
Ins seat on the sediie gestaioria and was
carried to the nave of the basilica,
where he again bestowed his blessing
upon the kneeling thousands. As tie
was borne from the church iie was most
enthusiastically cheered.
