RESTRAINING ORDER ISSUED,

Which Will Make It Serious
to Obstruct Traffic.

TRAINS STARTED FOR COAST,

With U. S. Marshals to Serve
Papers if Interference.

STATEMENTS BY BOTH SIDES.

The Great Northern has invoked the
Rid of the United States couris to pro-
tect its interstate commerce and the
transmission of the mails. This action
was taken Tuesday but was not made
public until yesterday.

United States Marshal J. Adam Bede
appointed eleven extra deputy marshals
yesterday afternoon to assist the four
regular deputies of his office in serving
on the employes of the Great Northern
Railway company an injunction issued
yesterdav by Judge Walter 1. Sanborn,
of the United States circuit court,which
restrains the employes from interfering
with the property of the road. The
regular deputies are Edward Browu,
Matt Shortall, Col. T. J. Shehan and
Edward Warner. The special deputies
are Charles E. Banker, Louis
J.  Galvin, Henry G. Reichow,
James Appleyard, F. G. Heingbaum,
W. F. Riddle, T, Burch. Capt. John P.
Walsh and P. J. Lavallee. .Nine of
lhese depulies were sent out last night
on the St. Cloud branch of the road, and
wili cover the towns of St. Cloud,
Barnesviile and Crookston. The -other
six deputies will take in Breckenridge
and Wilmar, The deputies are loaded
with printed copies of the order, and
were instructed to serve the notices on
all employes who might be found inter=
fering with the terms of the injunction.
They will cover the towns mentioned,
as it is thought the majority of the men
are congregating there. They will also
cover other towns on the divisions
named. The deputies are not empow-
ered to arrest any of the men, but
merely to serve the notices as a civil
proceeding.

Judge Sanborn was applied to by the
Great Northern officials on Tuesday to
granta restraining order both in this
state and in North Dakota, and he
granted the petitions in each case. The
petitions were sworn to by W. P.
Clough, vice president of the company,
betore W. D. Cornish as a notary pub-
lic. The.petitions for each state were
the same 1n general character. but the
nawes of the defendants in each state
differ.

For the state of Minnesota the peti-
tions name Thomas Olson, Otto Olson,
J. J. McAvery, Patrick McLaughlin,
Edward Barry, L. B. Foster.

I the North Dakota petition the
names are Richard C.Cavanaugh, R. J.

In addition to the names mentioned In
each petition the petition says: To all
engineers, liremen, trainmen, train dis-
patchers, telegraphers, conductors,
switchmen and all other employes of
the Great Northern company who have
been or are obstructing or threatening
to obstruct interstate commerce along
the railroad of said company, and to
each and every of you, and to all per-
sons, associations and combinations,
voluntary or otherwise, whether em-
ployes of said Great Northern Raiiway
colupany or not, and all persons who
have Leen or are obstructing or who
threaten to obstruct such interstate
commerce, and to each and every oue of
you, greeting:

Whereas, It has been represented to
the Uniwed States circuit court for the
District of Minnesota on the part of the
Great Northern Railway company, a
corporation, that the defendants are ob-
structing and interfering with interstate
commerce and the carrying of the mails
and government supplies, troops and
munitions of war on its railroad by
force, threats and intimidation to its
irreparable injury, and are threatening
to continue so to do unless restrained
by this court, and - are preventing the
operation of its engines, cars, trains and
telegraph engaged in said interstate
commerce, and said company has
prayed this court to restrain the de-
fendants from these acts by its writ of
injunction. J

It is hereby ordered, that the said de-
fendants show cause, it any they have,
before this court, at the court house in
the city of St. Paul, Minnesota, at 10
o'clock in the forenoon on the 27th day
of April, A. D. 1804, why each of them
should not be enjoined and restrained
from disabling or rendering in auy wise
unfit for convenient and immediate use,
Any engines, cars or other pro perty of
the Great Northern Railway company,
used by it or kept for use in interstate
commerce, the carrying of mails or gov-
ernment supplies, and from interfering
In any manner with the possession of
any locomotive, cars or other property
of said Great Northern Railway com-
pany, used or In its custody for use in

such commerce or carrying, and from
interfering in any wmanner, by force,
threats or intimidation, with those
whe desire to continue in the service
of the Great Northern® Railway com-
pany for the purpose of assisting in
carrying the mails or supplies or in in-
terstate commerce, and from interfer-
ing in any manner by force, threats or
intimdation with men employed by the
said Great Northern Railway company
in such commerce or carrying to take
the placesof those who quit the service
of said company, and from interfering
with or obstrueting in any manner by
force, threats or intimidation the opera-
tion of any portion of the said railway
engaged in such commerce and carry-
ing, and the running of engines and
troins thereon or thereover as usual,for
such purposes, and from any intere
ference with any portion of the tele-
graph line of said railway company
used to carry on inlerstate commerce
g!t{nlﬁlhe line of railway operaied b
said Gompany &r any portion thereo 5
axsd generally fram interfering with the
oflicers and agents of said Great North-
ern Railway company or its employes
who are or may be engaged is such
omimerce or carrying in any manner
y actual force, intimidation or threats,
pud from interfering with any of the
property , inthe custody of sai
sailway compaby for the purpose o

such ecmmerce o: carrying, whether
belonging w1t or snippers or other
owners, and from Interfering with, in-
timidating or otherwise injuring, incon-
veniencing or delaying the passengers
to be transported or about to be trans-
poried over the raiiway of said Great
Nerthern Railway company or any por-
tion thereof, while safa company is en-
gazed in such commerce, or by interfer-
ing in any manner, by actual violence,
threats or intimidation to prevent or
endeavor 10 prevent the shipment of
interstate freight or the transportation
of mails, troops or supplies of the
United States over the railway operated
by said Great Northern Railway com-
any.

5 And 1n the meantime, and until the
sald hearing and the further order of
this court, you and eacih of you are
hereby restrained from committing any
of th2 acts aforesaid. .

This order is directed to the marshal
of the district of Minnesota, who is
hereby commanded to execute the same
within his jurisdiction, and to make due
return thereof without delay.

STATEMENT OF GREAT NORTHERN..

At the headquarters ot the Great
Northern the following formal type-
written statement was handed out to the
press in relation to the injunetion:

‘The circuit court of tlie United States
for Mimnesota and Dakota has issued
orders enjoining strikers and all other
persons from interfering, by force or
threats or intimidation, with the Dbusi-
ness of the company, or with its prope
erty or employes, and the United States
marshals sent out on this morning’s
trains large forces of deputy narshals
to serve the orders.

Nothing will be left undone to afford
adequate protection to the company’s
employes and its property. Trains will
be moved on its lines.

The company bas the assurance of
the men in the different branches of 1ts
service that they are ready to move
trains and discharge their duties if they
ean be protected, and it 1s reported that
interference hitherto has been from
outsiders and discharged men. The
company has received offers from hun-
dreds of men who want work, but has
taken no steps to replace the men in its
employ.

The deputies were exceedingly well
supplied with copies of the restraining
order.

PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES.

Information by one of the company’s
firemen was given the GLOBE yester-
day, that the company had sent out one
train to St. Cloud and another to Morris,
with four enzines—one on each end of
each train, and each was supplied with
a double crew. The trains were taken
to the company’s shops, where the
couplings and air hose were securely
wired, so that uncoupling was an im-
possibility. Both trains were also well
provided with spikes, spike mauls and
claw bars and other track equipment.
It was intimated by an employe that
there was an object in all this, and this
was thus explained: *“Inasmuch as the
men are all out at St. Cloud and Breck-
enridge, as well as at all points west,
the company was evidently preparing
for any emergency that mizht arise by
reason of the possible tearing up of
tracks east or west of St. Cloud or
Morris.

On the train going by way of St.
Cloud, I understand that it is the com-
pany’s intention - to push the train
through to the coast, If possible, and in
the face of all hazaid’s.”

THE COMPANY'S SIDE,

What It Has Done and Is Doing to
Continue Business,

At the offices of the company refer-
ence was made to the reports from
Great Falls, where so wmany men are in
enforced idlen2ss from the strike. The
company’s otlicials state that now the
company’s side of the guestion is un-
derstood, that the general sentiment
there is with the company. .. The com-
pany says that the strike is visibly
weakening from reports they have, and
that trouble exists in the A. R. U. camp.

To the trains pulling out yester-
day where there were  United
States deputy marshals  aboard,

“the strikers offered no resistance,”
said one. “They did not care to en-
counter Uncle Sam’s people,” implying
that it was much like monkeying with a
buzz saw. One authority said that when
the trains got out of Minnesota, under a
restraining order in Dakota other Unit-
ed States deputies assumed charge, and
so on all along the line. *“We shall no
longer pursue a quiet, go-as-you-please -
policy,” said one official. **We propose
to be on the aggressive ourselves. The
fact that the men are not indorsed by
the brotherhoods makes their position
80 doubttul that they will probably de-
cide to do nothing that will injure their
own interests. With the aid of the law
w hera necessary we shall proceed with
our trains.” , . S 2T

St. CLouDp, Minn., April 18.—Every-
thing was quiet here this morning on
the Great Northern. The strikers
seemed to have things all their way.
Not a train was sent out, and outside
the clvision officers nobody appeared to
work. The brotherhood men seem to
think they will suffer by the strike.
They want to work, but they say it is
not safe to run a train while the strike
continues. A surprise was sprung on
the strikers this afternoon at 2:30 when
Passenger No. 1 from the West pulled
up to the platform. The strikers who
boarded the train found it in charge of
United States marshals. There were

TWENTY OF THEM,
with Deputy Thomas Sheehan at their
head. 'I'he marshals were armed with
an injunction issued from the United
States cireunit court directed to Thomas
Olson, Otto Olson, J. P. McAvery,
Patrick McLaughlin, Edward Barry, L.
B. Foster and all employes, enjoining
them trom obstructing or interfering
with the operation of the road. At the
station the marshal served the papers
on B uck Adams and L. B. Foster. The
latter addressed the strikers, calling
vpon them not to touch the train until
the A. R. TJ. had time to consult with
its legal advisers. He told them to let
the train go on. There were only a few
passengers on board, and the train was
made up of a wail car, bageage, wreck-
iug car and several coaches and

HAD TWO ENGINES, :

The train stopped here about forty
minutes awaiting orders and dispatches
for the marshals from St. Paul. The
train was allowed to depart without in-
terferen ce by the strikers, and soon a
message came from St. Joseph’s that it
had reached there. Passenger No. 4,
which has been hung up at Sauk Cen-
ter, has left that place, and when it
meets No. 1 a number of the marshals
will be placed oh board of it. These
two trains are the only ones that have
been run through St. Cloud today. The
strikers are holding a mass meeting at
the opera house tonight and explaining
the reason for the strike.

ENGINE CAPTURED.

CITIZENS> PARTY HEADLESS,

‘But as 1t Is a Republican Machine

He
had not sought to thrust himself for-
ward, and the course of the committee
having his candidacy in charge was sat-
isfactory and he had nocomment to
make.

OMAHA, April 18.—Kelley’s army
camped in the Chautauqua grounds
tonight, as free as the soft air that
zently swelled the boughs on which
the tender foliage of early spring is just
appearing. As Kelly himself said, the
silver lining to his cloud had come.
There was a decided revuision of feel-
ing among the people this morning. In-
dignation supplanted indifference, and
the citizens of Omaha, Council Biuffs
and South Owaha set about vigorously
to amwmeliorate the condition of
the unfortunates. An indignation
meeting was called in Counecil
Biuffs,-and a committee was appointed
to calt on Gov. Jackson to remove the
militia from the Chautauqua grounds.
Resolutions were adopted denouncing
the governor for calling out the militia,
and censuring the men who were re-
sponsible far the exclusion of the men
from the Chautauqua pavilion during
the storm.

Gov. Jackson was found in Attorney
General Stone’s office, and a stormy in-
tecview ensued. Sherif Hazen was
called in, and he and the governor had
a pretty warmn time trving to fix the
responsibility for the presence of the
s ate troops. Finally it was agreed
to withdraw the troops. At noon the
Chautauqau grounds were abandoned
by the militia and at 5 o’clock the picket
lines were withdrawn. At 8 o’clock the
militia was all back at the Union Pa-
cific trapsfer and the Kellyites were in
full possession of the Chavtauqua
£rounds. It was then given out that the
army would move between midnight
and noon and would camp next at Wes-
ton. Daring the day the camp was vis-
ited by thousands of syrapathizers.

Food, money, clothing, medicine,bed-
ding, . pipes, tobacco and everything
needed for the comfort of the army was
furnisbed in abundance. When night
fell Kelly was in possession of upwards
of £1,000 in cash and had provisions to
last. a week, with luxuries to
last a month. During the even-
ing meetings were held in the
three cities. In Omaha the Jarge
hall provided was inadequate, and
an overflow meeting was held on Jeffer-
son square.  Upwards of 8.000 people
gathered at this latter meeting and were
addressed by the leaders of the army.
Durinz the afternvon 250 Union Pacifie
empioyes, ‘loaded with provisions,
marched over to the camp. A meeting
was held there, attended by 3,000 per-
sons. Resolutions indorsing the army and
condemning the railroads were adopted.

Whereas, the National Christian League
for the Promotion of Social Purity, be-
lieving that the safety of the church,
the very life of the home and the integ-
rity of the state depend upon individ-
ual purity, and that the standard should
be the same for tne man as for the
woman, and earnestly striving by organ-
ized effort to elevate such standard and

Two days
latter—May 6, 18)0 — lest some one
might think it had not spoken by the
card it published the following article
to demonstrate the efficiency of the
police under Mayor Smith:

From the Pioneer Press, May 6, 1890,
A REMARKABE SHOWING.

An article in the Pioneer Press touchw
ing the adequacy of police protection in
St. Paul, has called out the following
presentation of statistics of the cost and
work of the department. We think that
the comparative showing, taking into
account.the relative population of the '
geveral cities, is the most remarkable
testimony that could be given to the
efficiency of our police service:

Note.—During the year 1880 the record for
manslaughter in St. Paul wag largely in ex-
cess of previous years owing to the fact tha
several fights, resulting in the wounding o;
oue or two men,occurred in the place kno
as Bohemian flats. Ten persons were arres
€d. and, of course, they could not all be, or
rather. were not counvicted, but the charg?
makes the record larger than it really oug!
to be.

The appended note explains the ap-
parently large number of commitments
or manslaughter. With regard to every
other item, it will be observed that,
while the number of men on the police
force- in St. Paul is much smmaller in
proportion to population than in any
other city covered by the table, the
breaches of public order are far more
infrequent and less serious in character.
It may be added to this that the bien-
nial report of the prison inspectors o
Minnesota shows that, while Hannepl
county furnished 70 convicts in the year
1887, and 73 in 1833, Ramsey county ig
credited with but 19in the first yeai
and 20in the sezond. Statistics confirxy
the general opinion that law and order
are maintained In this city at les3 cost
and to a greater degree than in any
other city of its size in the country.
One of the questions which the paopla
are to answer at the polls today is
whether they wish to have this admire
able system of police control over-
thrown for political and parsonal ends,
and the security of persoa and property
placed in the keeping of raw recruits
and ineflicient personal followers of tha
candidate for mavor who has made his
campaign on abundant promises of

place on the police force.

Exciting Scenes in a Hotel at
Bangor, Me.

Therese Trevers, employed at thre hotel,
also jumped from the second story, bug
escaped with slight bruises. P. H. Kangq
dropped “upon the roof of a shed and
thence to the ground. His hands and
face were cut and he was burned about
the face and hauds. G. F. Kane jumped
from the second story. His arm was
strained and he complained of nausea.
George MzCarthy jumped from the sec-
ond story, but was uninjured. Joseph
Moran, a book canvasser, jumped from
the first story and broke an ankle.
H. J. Burns, a collector, rooming with
Moran, jumped from the same window.
His back is badly 1jured. Sarah Stee
vens was brought down from a third-
story window on a ladder. Policeman
Fahey rescued Mrs. Burns, who was
about toy fall oat of a window in an
upper story. lie dragged her in, and
‘®reeping on hands and knees through
the dense smoke, dragged her after him

to a safe exit from the building,
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
