The pool rooms of Minneapolis must

Their fate was •'adversely decided
by Judge Holt in the municipal court
yesterday morning when ihe court de-
clared the anti-pool \room ordinance
valid, and denied (he motion of defend-
ant's attorney to dismiss.. The court
upholds the complainant, and its denial
is based on a number of supreme court
decisions on the subject of gambling.
Judge Holt", in the decision filed, cites
the case of the State against the Mu-
nicipal Court of St. Paul, 32 Minn.. 329,

"that the city's., charter irives it the
power to restrain and prohibit gambling
of all descriptions."

The action was brought on a test case
furnished by Gilbert O. Hastings, his
motion to dismiss being put on the
grounds that tne complaint did not
allege sufficient facts to constitute an
offense. Referring to the power dele-
gated to the council by the charter for
the prohibition of gambling, Judge
Holt says:

"It is contended that this .means
(Tumbling as defined by the penal code
only, and that the offense aimed at by
the ordinance is nut such Rambling.
Assuming that the offense here com-
plained of does not come under the
provisions of the penai code, 1 never-
theless am of the opinion that the ordi-
nance is valid.

A FATAL,ACCIDENT.

John Sullivan, a Conductor, Dies
From Ijuries.

John Sullivan, a conductor on the St.
Louis road, met With an accident yester-
day morning at Merriam Junction, lie
jumped from the train while it was
moving, and was precipitated under the
wheels. His left arm and shoulder
were badly crushed, and internal inju-
ries were also sustained. He was
brought to this city and taken to Asbury
hospital. The arm was amputated and
his other injuries dressed, but the un-
fortunate fellow could not survive. He
died in the afternoon at 2:30 o'clock.
The deceased lived at St. Paul.

Martin Johnson, of 72'J Washington
avenue south, was severely injured
Tuesday afternoon while out hunting,
lfe was looking for clucks at Cedar lake
when his gun burst, and his left arm
was lacerated in a teirible manner. He
whs laken to Asbury hospital, where an
endeavor willhe made to save the mem-
ber from amputation.

AN IMPOHf.VNT CASE.

ItInvolves Property of a Mining
Company.

An important case was taken up for
argument before .ludge Jamison yester-
day morning. It is that of Moses
Thompson against Henry G. Stocker,
George L. Matcham, Nicholas Galles,
James C. Stout. Robert T. Lang, Mor-
tou F. Scolield, the Century Investment
company, the Standard Gold Alining
and Milling company. The complaint
in the case set forth lliat Moses Thump-
son and Nicholas Galles were owners of
the mining property in question in
November, IS'JJ, the legal title
being in Thompson, and Gailes
was the equitable owner of the un-
divided one-fourth interest. The title
to the property was subject to a trust
deert to secure an indebtedness of
$10,500, and Thompson and Galles had
incurred other debts, the whole aggre-
gating about $55,000. Messrs. Thomp-
son and Galles applied to Stocker &
Matcham, of this city, to assist them in
securing funds on their property for the
payment of debts. They were advised
to form a corporation and to convey the
property to such corporation in consid-
eration of stock to be issued to Thump-
son and Guiles. This corporation was
organized Nov. 29, ISJO, under the name
of the Standard Gold Mining and Mill-
ing company, the incorporators being
the gentlemen mentioned above. The
capital stock was ?2.00J,000, and 200,000
of £10 each par value.

The complaint alleges that the de-
fendants, by a combination, collusion,
conspiracy and fraud, defrauded Moses
Thompson out of his property and are
now wrongfully possessed of his three-
fourths interest in the property, worth
SGlH),000. The complaint further alleges
that the only consideration received by
Thompson therefore is the reduction
of the late partnership debt in the
amount of $4,000 and the sum of £2,200.20
received from the Century Investment
company, $1,000 of which went into the
development of tho property owned by
the miningcompany, bummer & Mail-
man and 11. T. Helm, of Chicago, are
arguing for the plaintiff and Judge
Shaw appears for the defendants.

THG HIGHWAYMEN.

Van Dorscnt and Hall in the Police
Cnurt.

Van Dorsent and Hall, tlio men ar-
rested by Detectives ilankinson and
Stavalo charged with being the princi-
pals in the Reed robbery, were ar-
raigned in the police court yesterday
morning before Judge Holt. Van Dor-
sent, who acted as spokesman, said he
was desirous of being tried at once, so
the case came to trial at about 10
o'clock. The state introduced its wit-
nesses and showed the strength of its
side of the case. Van Dorsent, when
this had become apparent, rose and
asked the court to postpone the case
until today, staling that he had come
to the conclusion lie needed an attorney.
Judxe Holt granted the request, and
Van Dorsent and Hall were taken back
tc the lock-up.

The prisoners now know what sort of
a case to put up. Keed called at the
lock-<ip again yesterday and positively
Identified Van Dorsent as the man who
hit him over the Head witha slungshot.
He also ide.utilied Hall as the man who
was with Van Dorsent. The detectives
went through several grips found in the
house where the two men were arrested
and found a dozen or more receipts for
room rent from landlords in all parts of
the city.

millers are acceded to, a considerable
portion of it would b<* ground up.

The country elevators have been bis
buyers lately,"but even at this there i*
said to be only a fair proportion of what
should be in sight, and. as compared
with last year, there is a marked tailing,
offin the volume. .

Altogether, the situation is extremely
interesting, ami it is not known what
action willbe decided upon.

IJut the strike on the Great
Northern is rather changing the com-
plexion of matteis this year, as it
catches the elevators sttuated on this
line fuil of grain, and as the assessor
willmake his appearance in North Da-
kota counties in May the situation is
very serious for the elevator companies,
but just what Ehfl local taxpayers want.
And won't the assessors make the poor
elevator people sweat in the couutry
along the Great Northern?

NEW USE FOR GAS.

How the Coming street Car Motor
Will Be Propelled.

Washington, April18.—The coming
motor for the propulsion of street cars
willbe gas, according to the report of
United States Consul General Mason, at
Frankfort. Germany. He shows that,
while the Germans have not builtnearly
as much street railway and cable and
trolley roads as we have, they have in-
vestigated the subject of an ideal motive
power with their usual thoroughness,
and, after exhaustive experiments, have
determined that the gas motor is the
cheapest and best of all nipans of power
propulsion. The trend of the best ex-
pert opinion is in that direction, ana
this has come at a period when elec-
tricity seemed to be on the point of re-
placing and superseding all other forms
of motive power. The report tells of
the great expense of the cable iv con-
struction, the noise and danger of the
trolley, and of the high operating cost
and unreliability of the undergiound
electric railway system, and then, com-
ing back to the gas motor, he describes
experiments that hare been made with
it in Europe. Practical trials have
been made at Neulchatel, Switzerland,
and at Dresden, and the results in both
cases, while perhaps not wholly con-
clusive, have been so favorable as to be
woithyof examination.

CHARGED WITH MURDER.
SENSATIONAL DEVELOPMENTS IH THE

MANDAN TRAGEDY.

THE HIRED M.iN IS HELD.

Myst-rious Disappearance of the

Husband of Mr*. Kent. and
Circumstantial Evidence Point
to the Committal of an Atro-

cious Crime— Unsavory Kecord
of Kent in England.

Detective John Hoy returned yester-
day from Fergus Fal's, where he went
at tho solicitation of Mayor £ustis and
others to investigate the killingof Mrs.
Myron Kent, who was shot at her home
near Maudan a few weeks ago. Mrs.
Kent was a sister of Frank Laird'? of
the Johu Martin Lumber company, of
this city, and the latter accompanied
Mr. Hoy on the trip. Itwill be remem-
bered that the unfortunate woman was
s hot, it is claimed accidentally, by a
f aim hand named Thomas Sundenosky,
who was employed on the place. J)ur-

inir the night the latter aroused Mrs.
Kent, saying that burglars were trying
to break into the house. Mrs. Kent
arose, and SundeiK sky seized a gun,

which in some manner was discharged,
t he foinier being almost instantly killed.
rlhe singular feature of the affair is that
there was no evidence of attempted
burglary, and on the night of the shoot-
ing Mr."Kent, who was known as an
insurance anil business man, disap-
peared, and has not yet been seen.

A sensational and startling theory is
now advanced to the effect that the
killingor Mrs. Kent was the result of a
conspiracy, and that Sundenosky
was only the miserable tool employed to
carry out thw infamous plot. Itappears
that Kent and his wife had had trouble
of a financial and domestic nature, and
since the death of the latter a number of
facts have come to light regard-
ing the previous history of Kent.
It apppnrs that Kent had a wife and
child livingin England and that he fled
from that country, being driven out as
a swindler. At the time of his mar-
riage to Miss Laird these fßCts were not

known, but the knowledge was subse-
quently conveyed to her through the
efforts of the deserted wife to locate her
husband. Itis further stated that Kent
was regarded as a confidence man, aud,
taking all tire facts into consideration,
together with his sudden disappear-
ance, goes to form the theory circum-
stantially that a dastardly crime has
has been committed.

The coroner's investigation into the
affair took place ou Tuesday, the result
being that Sundenosky was held to the
November term of court on the charge

of murder. An effort is being made to
loCitteKeut.aiul.4ome highly seusationul
developments are looked for.

POPE TO TUB PILGRIMS.

Leo's Welcome to Fifteen Thoti-
saiul Spaniards.

Home, April IS.—This was the day
fixed upon for the beatification of Juan
d'Avila Diego, of Cadiz, and some 15,-
--OCO pilgrims from Spain are in this city
in order to be present, so far as pos-
sible, at the ceremonies. The Spanish
pilgrims, headen by fifteen bishops, pud
by large numbers of priests, marched to
St. Peter's this morning. AtSt. Peter's
the pope officiated. The space between
the pulpit and the alt r, and the qon-
fessional portions of the nave, as well
as the transcept, were filled with pil-
grims. His holiness was borne from
the Vatican in the usual manner, and
was erected by frequent acclamations.
Afterthe pope had celebrated mass he
sat on the throne, and listened to an
address delivered by the Archbishop of
Seville, avowing the devotion of tlie
Catholics of Spain to his holiness. Tire
pope in a few words expressed his sfctis-
iaction at the address, and then turning
to Mgr. Dehvel, requested him to watt
his formal reply, which was in Spanish.
itreferred to the unusual importance of
this pilgrimage of the exalted and
humble, and dealt upon tho Catholic
condition of Spain.

The pope enjoined Ills hearers ami
the faitnful irenerallyas to the necessity
of at nil and complete return to the
principles of religion, union, concord
and submission to the constituted pow-
ers. His holiness also eulogized the
queen regent of Spain: and then, on a
sign from their leaders, tha pilgrims
knelt in files along the whole length of
the right sid<i of the great nave, aud the
pope was carried among them, bestow-
iughis blessing upon them. His holi-
ness appeared to be in verygood health,
and retired trom St. Peter's after hav-
ing been two and a half hours away at
the service. In the basilica perfect
order prevailed. There were nineteen
cardinals at the audience at St Peter's,
including Cardinal Kuinpolla, the papal
secretary of state.

ABLE VERMONT SENATOR.

CLOSE ATTENTION GIVENIIITI.

Scored— Special Evils or the

Washington. April18.— Rising to a
question of privilege. Senator Caffrev,
of Louisiana, denied that, as alleged by
the New York Evening Post, ho was an
obstructionist and not inharmony with
his party. He should, he said, actively
support and vote for tne tariff bill,as
amended by the senate finance comniit-
'lee. The bill authorizing the erection
of nstone bridge across the St. Louis
river, between Minnesota and Wiscon-
sin, passed.

Commander F. W. Dickens. U. S. N.,
who attended the Duke of Veragua as
the representative of this nation when
that nobleman visited the world's fair
last year, was granted permission to ac-
cept the decoration of tho Cross of
Naval Merit, of the third class, from the
King of Spain. Senator Pcffer's reso-
lution for a select committee to receive
petitions from Coxeyites went over for
the day. Senator Gallinger, of New
Hampshire, gave notice that he would
speak ou the tariff next Friday, and
Senator Palmer that he would speak on
Tuesday next.

HIS EIGHTY-FOURTH BIRTHDAY,
md is the Nestor of the senate, was
recognized, and during his remarks was
accorded more respectful attention than
lias fallen to the lot of most of the
speakers on the tariff question. In spite
of his advanced age he spoke clearly,
though evidently suffering somewhat
from a cold.

The senator from Vermont expressed
his regret that the financial and indus-
trial crisis had to be continued by a
vrtiiiKlorius ajid ciumsy attempt to
carry out the Democratic platform. He
made some rather biting references to

the trouble in which the Democrscs
found themselves over the bill, and
pointed out some or' the items in which
he thought they had compromised with
their principles and provided for a pro-
tective tariff on such articles as would
win votes for the bill.

Concerning the rates of duties re-
ported in the tariff bill,he said: "ItIs
no violation of the confidential relations
of the senate committee on finance to
state now they were all fixed and deter-
mined without the votes of the KepuL-
lican members, and against even the
votes of any hesitating or divergent
minority of the Democratic members.
Thus many of the most important ques-
tions may have been determineu by the
small fraction of three or four of a
committee of eleven, but, while the
process of evolution was a great nov-
elty, it willnot be controverted that all
the rates of duty are of the purest Dem-
ocratic origin.

He pointed out in detail what he con-
sideivd the special evila of the bill, the
first being tho obsolete ad valorem sys-
tem.

Surely we cannot afford
to decorate the annals of our republic
with a vile copy of this foreign ex-
crescence."

A DOCKING SYSTEM.

Congressmen WillLose Their Sal-
Aries When Absent.

Washington. April 18.—An era of
bjjs'mje^g is rapidly being; inaugurated
in the house of representatives. The
quorum couuUiik rule has been the first
step iv that direction. Further steps
are now contemplated by •* hich absen-
teeini.s will be brought to an end. The
house willthen have a system by which
members can be compelled to attend,
and when iv attendance can be counted
to make a quorum. It willbe the most
strintreut system for enforced attend-
ance and enforced voting that congress
has ever had, the system nuder Mr.
Heed having lacked the plan of with-
holding the pay of absent members. It
is believed by parliamentary authorities
that the new system willmake italmost
out of the question to break a quorum,
and that the house from this time for-
ward willalways be ready to dobusi-
ness. The judiciary committee, made
up of the leading lawyers of the house,
has presented a report to the effect that
itis the imperative duty of the serge an t-
at-arms to execute the old law for the
deduction of pay for absent members.
This report supplements th 6recent
action of the Democratic caucus in—
Uuctina the sergeant-at-arms to exe-
cute tue law. It is hi lie with thtn
peneral movement to enforce attend-
ance with every law and rule which will
aid inthe transaction of business.

The report of the judiciary commit-
tee, after reciting the old law, says:
"Under the provisions of tins law there
can l>e no question that a member of
congress isnot entitled to rtceive pay
for any day when he is aosent from the
house, unless he can assign as the
reason for his absence his own sickness,
or the sickness of some member of his
family,and itis purely a question for
him to consider whether, it he desires
toattend to his Der.sonal business, it is
worth more to him as his daily pay or
salary as a member ot congress, or ifhe
chooses to absent himself on atrip for
pleasure, whether he prefer that or to
draw his per diem salary or the amount
of salary he would have been entitled
to receive it he had been inattendance
at the house.

The report shows how the failure to
•'dock" salaries grew up durinsr the
war, when many members were officers
in ihe army and were necessarily ab-

Wa shington, April18.—The Coxey
movement received its first recognition
at the hands of the senate today. The
question wa3 brought up in executive
session and was under consideration for
an hour and a half, the senate remain-
inginsession until 6:30 o'clock. No
formal action was taken and the matter
was considered very irregularly upon a
suggestion thrt as there were several
organizations of men approaching
Washington with the avowed purpose
of forcing recognition in the way o f
legislation it behooved congress to de-
cido what it would do incase of the
arrival of large numbers of men of the
character and with the purpose of Mr.
Coxey's followers. Senator llarris,
speaking for the committee on rules,
replied to the suggestion by saying that
the committee had the question under
consideration, and after an examination
of the statutes bearing upon the ques-
tion of the invasion of the
capitol grounds by organized bodies
of men, had reached the conclu-
sion that the laws now on the
statute books made ample provision for
thu protection of the buildings, and
ngreed thai the committee had taken
the necessary steps to see that the laws
were executed. Thers was a very mea-
ger attendance of senators whilo tho
question was under consideration, but
many of those present spoke briefly, a
majority of them expressing the view
that no danger was to be apprehended
except possibly fro^n thieves and other
hard characters who might take ad-
vantage of the presence of the Coxey-
ites to make trouble, ami the opinion
was general that preparations should
be made to look after them veryclosely.
The impression seems general that ihc
regularly organized police would be
capable of executing the 'laws during
the presence of the army, and that it
would not be necessary to make any
special show of armed force.
