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CARLISLE IS CONFIDENT,

DEMOCRATS WILL NOT LONG DIS-
AGREE ON TARIFF. '_

DIFFERENCES ARE TRIFLING.

.Those on Sugar are Now the Most
Serious

—
The Price of Sugar In

Foreign Alarkcts Has an Im-
portant Bearing— Favors Five-
Year Limitto the Proposed In-
come Tax.

Washington. April29.—Secre tary of
the Treasury Carlisle has authorized
the following statement in reply to an
inquiry by an Associated Press reporter

as to whether it was true that he had
taken part in the conferences which it
has ueen said were being held for the
purpose of agreeing apon certain
amendments to the pending tariff bill:
"Ihave had no conference upon the

subject with anybody except the Demo-
cratic members of the senate committee
on finance, and, therefore, cannot state
of my own personal knowledge what
has occurred in any other conferences
tnat may have taken place. Itis true
that an effort is being made to agree
upon such changes in the pending bill
as willsecure for it the united and act-
ive support of all the Democrats in the
senate. The indications vow are that
this support can and will be secured
without making radical changes in the
former structure of the tariff schedules
as they were passed by the house of
representatives. In fact, 1regard most
of the changes now under consideration
as.

QUITE VNIMPORTANT,
While the remainder are not of such a
character as substantially to affect the
merits of the bill as a measure for the
reformatioh of the worst features of
existing legislation upon this subject I
do not think we ought to permit differ-
ences ot opinion upon mere matters of
detail or in regard to small increases or
reduction of rates In the bill as it now
stands to prevent the redemption of our
pledges to the people, and, therefore, 1
am in favor of securing, ifpossible,
without any surrender of principle and
without abandoning any part of the
Democratic policy of tariff reform, such
mutual concessions upon these points
as will consolidate our strength and
pass the measure at the earliest possi-
ble date. So tar as the proposed amend-
ments relate to duties upon import
articles of consumption now subject to
duty, the rates suggested as the basis
for adjustment are all much lower than
in the present law, while there are only
a lew instances in which they are
higher than in the bill reported by the
senate committee.

"By far the most important single ar-
ticle upon which a change of duty is
now proposed is sugar, raw and re! n -d,
and itis contended by persons int re t-
ed in the production of this article mat

the

already in the bill, as reported by the
senate committee, are higher than the
ad valorem rates which itis now pro-
posed to insert. Whether this is cor-
rect or not depends on the price of
sugar in the foreign markets from time
to lime, and, therefore, it is not possible
to make an exactly accurate statement
upon the subject; but 1 am satisfied
that the difference, if any, between the
specified rates heretofore proposed and
the ad valorem rate now under consid-
eration is so small as tobe ofno material
ccrsequscce eitlu-r way. At any rate,

1tLi»k tk'it differences of opinion upon
this question, which have always been
traaliesccie. should not be allowed to
cttfeat t!ie passage of the tariff bill, and
x beiievr this is the opinion of all in-
telligent advocates of revenue reform.

"The repeal of the McKinley act and
the substitution of a more just and
equitable measure in its place are of
vital importance to the prosperity of
the country, and the people have a
right to expect that all who are really
inlavor of a reduction of tariff taxation
will make such reasonable concessions
to each other's views as will certainly
accomplish tnese results. If the coun-
try is to wait for tariff reform until a
measure is devised which is

IXTIKEI.YACCEPTABLE
in all its parts to every senator and
representative whose vote is necessary
to pass it our promises will never be
kept."

"Are any chances proposed in that
pait of the bill which relates to the in-
come tax?" was atked.

"Itis wellknown," said the secretary,
"that there has been from the beginning
considerable opposition to the proposed
inconre tax, even among those who have
voted for and supported the bill with
that feature in it. Muchef this op-
Dosition has been based upon the pro-
visions of the bill which prescribe the
methods of ascertainine and collecting
the tax, some of which are alleged Co be
arbitrary. Inmy opinion many ot these
objectionable provisions ought to be
and can be safely omitted from the bill,
and other chances made which the ad-
vocates of an income tax can accept
and which willat the same tiiperemove
the principal objections of its opponents
and secure their support. This method
of securing revenue has never before
been resorted to by the government of
the United States except in time of war,
when itwas absolutely necessary to use
every means inits reach, and there are
many patriotic citizens who are not
satisfied that its adoption as a per-
manent part of our system is justifiable
in time or peace when no great em-
ereeney exists. This viewot the sub-
ject could be fairly met, 1 think, by
limitingthe operation of the law to a
reasonable period

—say live years
—

so
that its effect upon the countrycould b«
tested, leaving the people "to decide
hereafter, in the light of the experience
thus acquired, whether it shall be
continued or expire by its own terms.
The power to repeal always exists and
the power to re-enact can promptly be
exercised ifthe majority of the peoole
approve the measure."'

STRUCK ON THE BOSSES.

A New Kind of a Strike in Chi-
cago.

CnicAGo, April20.—The union pain-
ters and papershangers acted in a spirit
of retaliation at a mass meeting this
afternoon and declared a general strike
upon all the bosses who locked their
men out thiee weeks ago, to take effect
Monday morning. This action willaffec
nearly all the important shops in the
city. The bosses made an offer of thirty-
five cents an hour pending arbitration,
but the men relused this. Between 1,500
and 2,000 men men willquit.

THE LOSS OF LIFEBYGRECIAN EARTH-
QUAXES APPALLING,

EARTH SWINGS TO AND FRO.

Three Hundred Killed In the Lo-
kris District Alone

—
The Peo-

ple of Atalanta Flee to the
Hills —Contour of Coast Has
Changed

—

Athens, April 29.— The official re-
ports sent from earthquake-stricken
districts in nowise raiuiinize the first
account of the disaster. The whole
coast line from the ancient pore of
Laryma to Themopolye suffered terri-
bly. King George was deeply stirred
by the scenes of suffering that he
witnessed during his visit to Atalanta.
tie has announced his intention of
visiting Thebes and extending aid to

the afflicted people there. The loss of
life Friday night last must have been
very great. M. Bouplndes, minister of
the ulterior, has received advices that
in the Lokris district alone 300 were
killed. Two hundred and thirty-three
bodies have already been recovered.
About 330 were injured. The people of
Atalanta have fled to the hills for
safety. In ihis district there was a
continuous series of shocks. Inseven
hours and a half 365 were counted.
When the earth movements began and
houses began to fall many of the in-
habitants forgot everything except their
personal safety. They ran wildly from
the doomed city, and sought a firm
standing piace on the hills that rise
behind the town. The earth swung to
and fro like a pendulum, aud between
the swings would tremble and quiver.
Great fissures opened over an
area of ten suuare kilometers.

Much damage was done along the
shore by a seismic wave, which en-
croached upon the coast for a distance
of twenty meters. A number of houses
were destroyed by this means, aua
there can be no doubt that lives were
also lost. It will perhaps be several
days before an accurate list of the fatal-
ities can be made up. Huge masses of
rock were detached from the mountains
and hurled with a thundering crash
into the valleys oelow. Eye witnesses
of the scene describe itas having been
an awe-inspiring exhibition of the
mighty forces of nature, before which
man was utterly helpless. Deep sub-
terranean mumbling and reports resem-
bling the sound of cannon fired at a dis-
tance contiuue to be heard, and the peo-
ple are in mortal fear that other and
more severe shocks may follow. The
contour of part of the coast line has
been materially changed. The shore on
the Euboean side has sunk six feet.
Other natural phenomena accompanied
the disturbance. The sulphur springs
at Aigipso were temporarily changed in
character, and spouted forth torrents of
almost boiling water. Springs of pure
fresh water appeared in the crater of an
extinct volcano. The center of the dis-
turbance lies..h£twei!n Larymna aud the
Melian gulf, but throughout the extent
of Greece the shocks were felt.

EASE IS INEVITABLE.

Bank ofEngland Touches Highest
Reserve Record.

London, April 29.—Supplies in the
money market continued small during
the week, owing to the accumulation of
resources by the Bank of England. The
bank's reserve is £23,250,000, the high-
est on record. Goid is flowing in freely
from abroad, while the bank is expected
to release money by investments. Re-
newed ease Is thus regarded as inevita-
ble. Business at the stock exchange
was inactive, owing to the settlement
at the Jewish holidays. The market
seems to wait upon a rally in American
and Argentine securities. The depres-
sion in the former and the stagnation
in the latter have weakened the other
departments.

Allsecurities relnpsed, owing to the
strike of coal miners, other labor trou-
bles and decreased earnings. The pros-
pects of an assessment on Union Pacific
securities frightened not only the share-
holders in that company, but the hold-
ers of securities of other roads that are
in trouble. The busiuess in shares was
small, but there was a fair demand forbonds, itis hoped that the labor trou-
bles in the United States willhave onegood result— that of hastening congres-
sional action on tariff measures.

Chicago,MiJwaukee &St.Paul, Union
Pacific and Louisville & Nashville,
headed the fall with 2)f, Northern Pa-
cific preferred, Atchison mortgage
bonds, and Erie second consols were
down \%. The declines in the othersranged from Htolj^. Canadian Pacific
was dull, in sympathy with Americans,
and prices declined \%. Grand Trunk,
of Canada, fell heavily. Nothing new
is expected in the statement that will
bo made tomorrow by Sir Henry W.
Tyler, president of the Grand Trunk
railway, seeing that the prospects of
the road depend upon the business out-
look in the United States. Itis hoped,
however, that the March statement will
show a large reduction in expenses to
offset the decline in traffic. Grand
l'ruuk guaranteed receded Z)i, and
firsts l>^. The other securities showed
smaller declines.

Silver rose on speculative buying for
[ndia, founded on the statements that
the India mints would be reopened.
'Ihe price receded somewhat on the re-
ceipt of telegrams denying these state-
ments, but the market closed firm at 29,
ana it is reported ingood quarters thata renewed advance is very probable.

Wants British Protection.
Sydney. N. S. W., April 29-—Hon.

Sir George B.Dibbs, prime minister and
colonial secretary, lias telegraphed to
the prime minister of Victoria. Hon. J.
B.Patterson, saying that New South
Wales is in favor ofSamoa being placed
under the -sole protection of Great
Britain rather than under the control ofa colony which, perhaps, would have
no power to enforce its oruers. The
colony that Sir George refers to isNew
Zealand, which receutly suggested that
it be entrusted with the aamiuistration
of Samoiin affairs.

Shot at Archduke's Train.
London. April29.— A dispatch to the

Standard from Vienna says that the ex-
press train inwhich Archduke Joseph
was traveling fromBudapest to Gratz,
was shot at yesterday. The bullet en-
tered the compartment next to the one
occupied by the archduke. Nobody
was injured. It is believed that the
affair was connected with the attacks
on the archduke by Hungarian papers
for his attitude on the Kossuth ques-
tion.

Wellman's Expedition.
Tromsoe, Norway, April 29.—The

North Pole expedition, under the com
mand of Walter IVellman.has arrived
heie en route for the islaud of Spits-
bergen and the far North.

Six Anarchists Arrested.
Liege, Belgium, April29.—Six anar-

chists have been arrested, charged with
complicity in the recent dynamite out-
rage here.

rope seeking employment. This is not
without significance to our own invest-
ments. When the questions now pend-
ingin congress have been disposed of,
the uncertainties which now temporarily
check the European demand for our
issues will disappear, and New York
willbe benefited by the investment de-
mand of London, Paris and Berlin.
