Chicago. May s.—The Northern Pa-
ctue investigation was not resumed in
Chicago today, uut it will be taken up
iv New York next Wednesday. At-
torney Pettit, representing the lyes (ac-
tion, said today ha was satisfied with
the investigation si) tar as It has pro-
gressed, aud added:

"We have proved everything that we
set out to prove. Isaid at the beginning
of the affair that it was a ten million
dollar steal, and 1now consider that we
have proved itto be a millionmore than
that. Inother words, the property cost
less thau eight utiiiions, according to
testimony of the men who sold the
ground, the man who had charge of the
construction and the inau who kept the
books. The price paid by the road for
that same property we have established
to be ?1<,;>50,U00.

"The fact is that the men Implicated
in the affair," continued Mr. l'ettit,
"have been scooting like rats out or a
sinking ship. One of the biggest of
them started early, like the lame c.id-
tain at the first suund of trouble. Two
otners folio.veil later, and another is
making his property over to his wife as
fast as the lasv will allow.

•'Before we get through we expect to
prove who got this littlemargin of 811,-
--100,000, and how they g.it it. The posi-
tion in the affair occupied by poor
Oakes is like that of the label on the
bottle—on me outside, where he did not
get any of it. However, he claimed to

TRAFFIC MEETING.

Managers or Cnirago Lines Will
Maintain liates.

Chicago. May '>.— At the meeting to-
day of the Central Traffic association
the notice of Western lines continuing
participation in arbitrage and allow-
ance was referred to a committee for
conference with a committee of West-
ern lines \u25a0 Monday. The .~ managers of
Chicago lines pledged themselves un-
conditionally to;tiie maintenance of
rates, and Commissioner Btanchard was
requested to secure similar assurances
of all lines running from St. Luais,
Feoria. Cincinnati, Indianapolis and
Louisville. Tiiequestion of restoration
ol lumber rates from Michigan points
was referred to the freight committee.

The question of restoration of iron
rates, export rates via Newport News
and woolrates via Kanawna Despatch
were aiso referred to the freight com-
mittee.

The freight docket was not cleared
until late in the afternoon, and the
imsseneer men. after a briefsession, ad-
journed to meet next Wednesday. The
outlook for the maintenance of freight
rates is not promising. Each line ue-
clares itself willing to hold them up if
all other lines willdo the .same thing...
but by the time Harmony is secured in
one locality somebody knifes the rates
inanother, ai.ii by thu time this is fixed
