THE WEALERS SURRENDER

AFTER .TWO DAYS' RUN ON A Wll.fﬂ”
MISSOURI PACIFIC TRAIN 1

SANDERS' ARMY GIVES UP.

Every Man of the Four Hundred
and Fifty Pat Under Arrest
and Faken to Topeka for Trial’
—How the Meti Removed Obe
stacles From the Train in
Their Mad Chase.

" BALINA, Kan., May 10.—10:80 P. M.—~
The “war” is over. The intrepid
Colorado contingent aof the cominon-
weal; which has kept Colorado and
Kausas in an uproar for two days, has
surrendered uneonditionally to Marshai
Neeley. They were 450 strong, ang
every man put under arrest. The sur-
render was’ made péaceably, aud the
entlre armyis !teing taken to Topeka
for trial. The special train is now en
route with the captured army, and is
making rapid time on its return trip.

SANDERS’ CHASE.

How His Army Rushed Along and
Overcameé All Obstacles.
KANsAs City, May 10.—Sanders’
reckiess army of commonwealers de-
fied pursuit and laughed at obstacles
agzain today. Three times their train

was reported stalled before cars
purpesely run  off the track
ahead of them, and each time

the railroad officials believed they were
masters of the situation. But in less
time than it took the railroad company
to throw its engines from the track atg
one place and tear up the rails at ane
other,the wealers had built a new track
around the obstructions and relaid the
rails with their force of something over
four hundred men.

The army’s sympathizers were hopinz
that the dare-devil band might run the
gauntlet of United States Marshal
Neeley’s hundred Winchesters, aud
reach Topeka. Once at the capital
they believed the train stealers
would be free from care and penalty.
The attitude of Gov. Lewelling gave
this idea encouragement. The exec-
utive was entirely noncommital when
questioned, but to one sheriff who ap-
plied for troops, the governor sentthe
following:

James Hart, Sheriff, Horace, Kan.:
Telegram asking for troops to arrest
500 men who have stolen Missouri
Pacific train received. Was train stolea
in Kansas? Have any depredations been
committed in your county? Have war-
rants been issued and processes been

resisted? Are the men still in your
county? L. D. LEWELLING,
Governor.

The railroad company found them-
selves in a peculiar fix. ‘I'he state
attorneys having declined to help them
and the county authorities not caring
to do so, preferring to let the wild train
move on to having several hundred
men to feed and place on trial, it took
legal ingenuity to get the rail=
road in 8  pesition to appre-
hend the men and runaway train at all.
They depended on their general attor-
ney, Bailey Waggener, however, and.
he succeeded in pressing the United
States circuit court at Topeka, to issue
writs of arrest far the unknown com-
monwealers, an act which the Populist
leaders condemn as anlawful.

With United States Marshal Nesly
and a force of fiftv men, each arined
with a rifle or shotzun, Waggener start-
ed west on a spéeial train from Topeka.
