The Damage Done Will Foot
Up Over $100,000.

RUSH RIVER ON A RAMPAGE.

Mills and Farm Houses Swept j
Down That Stream.

ECHOES FROM THE GREAT FLOOD

Hudson, Wis., May 17.-At
'

least
.1120.000 damage was done in Hudson
and vicinity this morning in thirty min-

utes. At S o'clock word was received
that the Willowliver milldams at Jew-
ell's Mills, Burfchardt and Greene's
Mills,the last place two miles distant. J
had been washed out. Within half au
hour the dam at this point was over-
flowed, and the water rushed over the
long stretch like a waterfall, It soon
undermined the main line of the Omaha
road, which rises, thirty feet above the
water. Within .a half hour 200 feet of

the north track was suspended from the j
abutment to the eastern bank. The j
county bridge, a frame structure, came j
down from the upper dam and was fin-
ally crushed like an egg shell at the I

tower biidge. Ceneral Superintendent

Scott. Assistant Superintendent Mc-
Cabe w Superintenden*. of Telegraph
Hope and other officials arrived at this
junction and assumed charge. Scott
immediately directed a small army of
men to cut away lhe dam at a new point.
While the force was working the sheriff
appeared on the scene, directing the
men to stop. Mr. Scott declared the
dam had been deliberately cut by the
millmen in order to save the mill, and
that the Omaha road was damaged
(15.G00 iv consequence, wilh traffic sus-
pended for weeks. He promised to
place in the penitentiary tne men who
had cut lhe dam. While the trench was
being cut the great stone abutments 011

the main lice, thirty feet high, were
undermined, and fell with a roar, car-
rying down both tracks and thousands
Df tons of dirt. The tower foot bridge,
erected at a cost of £25.000. has been
declared unsafe,' and the water is -grad-
ually wonting around the sides. All
the fish hatcheries have been swept
away. At Green's mill 200 sacks of
flour went down the stream, with part
of Die mill.

IMMENSE WASHOUT.

Hie Wisconsin Central In Had
Shape Around Glenwond.

New Richmond, Wis., May 17.— 0n
the Wisconsin Central line the damage
by Tuescay Jnight's storm is enormous.
No train has passed this place for thirty-
six hours, and itmay be a month before
a Chicago train be got through. The
Tuesday night east-bound Chicago traiu
is stalled at a small place called Glen-
wood. twenty miles east of here. Theie
is a washout ten miles west of here on
the Central 500 feet long and thirty feet
deep that a work train has not yet been
able to get to. Numerous washouts are
reported east of us. The William and
James Johnston flour milling property
at Kcardman lias beeu serJously dam-
aged by the high water. Numerous
dams ate out, and country roads are
impassable in many places.

The water at this place in Paper Jack
creek and Willow river, where two
Omaha bridges were in serious danger,
has fallen a foot and is rapidly going
down. Traffic on this branch of the
Chicago, St.Paul, Minneapolis &Omaha
railway has been resumed, and all of
the Chicago trains are going east and
west via this town, Spooner and Eau
L'iaJre.

Docs Enormous Damage inPierce
County, Wis.

RED Wixg. Minn.. May 17.—Reports
received today give some account of the
disaster caused by Tuesday's storm in
Pierce county. Wis., across the river
from this city. Rush river rose, high
above its banks, carrying along every-
thing from the head waters to the . Mis-
sissippi. AtMartelle, Elpasso and other
places flouring mills weie swept along
by the flood, entailing losses of

Three farm houses, with occupants, are
said to have been washed away by the
flood, but the report cannot yet be sub-
stantiated. One dwelling was seen
going down the riverpast Martelle. -.-A
lamp was burning within the house,
and itis supposed the family was within.
The valley of the Rush river is a scene
of complete devastation. Buildings not
washed away by the stream are in many
instances buried and covered up with
mud.

The Recent Unusual Heat Caused
by a Great Storm.* vj-irj^"?

Galesburg.' 111., May 17.—Prof. Lar-
kin, of Knox college observatory, alter
watching all day the solar cyclone, says
its dimensions exceed those of any storm
be has seen on the sun during his
career as an astronomer. Itis now at
its full height; its length is 86,000
miles and the width varies from 22,000
to 43,000 miles. The peculiar features
are jets and bridges. The whole mass
has a twistin., rotary motion. There
are two storm centers, and at a distance
are spots. The professor attributes the
unusual heat now being experienced to
this solar storm.

Make a BigHowlAgiinst the Dis-
establishment of the Church of
Wale?.
London, May 17.

—
A manifesto

signed by the English archbishops and
thirty-one bishops lias been addressed
to the members of the Church of Eng-
land in Wales. The manifesto declares
that the bill for the disestablishment of
the church 111 Wales, if it should be-
come law, would weaken the unity of
the church and alienate the ancient
gifts by which the service of God and
the pastoral care of the peoplo were
maintained for centuries; that it would
deprive the poor of their legal right to
seats inthe church, and of the minis-
tration of the clergy to their sick and
dying, and would reduce the Church of
Wales to penury, thereby impeding the
worship of God. The manifesto ap-
peals to the .poor and the rich to con-
sider the matter fully,and urges Jayrarn
and the clergy to explain the matter to
the people, though the clergy, it is
added, must retrain from reference to
the billin the pulpit, thus keeping the
house of God free from contention.
Tiie clergy, however, are instructed to
insert in their services a special col-
lect for special preservation of the
church. Christian electors are asked to
consider how their vote can preserve
them from an alienation of the rights
enjoyed for ages for God's service and
for the people's welfare.

The billfor the disestablishment of
the church in Wales and Monmouth
was introduced in the house of commons
by Home Secretary Asquith on April26.
The measure provides that the disestab-
lishment shall go into force on Jan. 1,
1806. After that date all ecclesiastical
corporations are to be dissolved and all
rights of patronage are to cease. No
new Welsh bishops are to'sit inthe
house of lords, the ecclesiastical courts
ot Wales will no longer .have coercive
jurisdiction, and the. convocation will
not have legal power. The Income of
the Welsh church, $1,395,000 yearly, will
be secured for the benefit of Wales.
;Mr.Asquith explained that the funds
released under the billwonld be devot-
ed to the erection of hospitals and pub-
lichalls, to provide dwellings for labor-
ers, to make allotments for technical
education, libraries, museums and other
ecu lar institutions.^

EMPTY SENATORIAL SEATS
DEMOCRATIC SENATORS INSTRUCTED

TO BE ON DECK,

STEERING COMMITTEE TIP.

Harris and Cockrell Notify Their
Colleagues Tint Xhey Must At-
tend to Business if Anything
Is Accomplished in the Way of
Tariff Refjr;n Legislation

—
Bryan Declines a Re-election.

Washington, May 17.— A typewrit-
ten paper signed by Senators Cockrell
and Harris as a subcommittee of the
Democratic steering committee was cir-
culated ou the Democratic side of the
senate today urging Democratic sen-
ators to remain in their seats until the
Democratic leaders shall decide
that the time for adjournment
had arrived. The paper calls
attention to the fact that on
several occasions it has been neces-
sary 10 break pairs to maintain a quo-
rum after 5o'clock in the afternoon and
states the importance of keeping a quo-
rum of Democrats as long as the senate
remains in session. The paper
was favorably received generally
among Democratic senators, and
ail to whom it was presented
signified their willingness to occupy
their seats as long as the leaders should
think tlieir presence necessary. The
paper is the outcome of a conference
between Senators Cockrell, Harris and
Voorhees, and is supposed to presage
an early effort to extend the hours of
the daily sessions into the evening. It
is known that the Democratic leaders
are contemplating such a move.

BRYAN DECLINES.

The Silver-Tong-.ied Congressman
From Nebraska Will Retire.

', Washington, May 17.—Representa-
tive William J. Bryan, of the First Ne-

;braska district, has sent a letter to the
chairman of his congressional commit-
mittee. Judge J. H.Browdy, ofLincoln,
declining to be a candidate for elec-
tion. His reasons for retiring from con-
gressional life are that he is unwilling
to enter -into a contest, which
to be waged successfully would confine
him to his district during the campaign.
The district is Kepublican by 8,00), and
in the last election Mr. Bryan won by
the narrow majority of .140, and as he
wants to take a more active part in the
state campaign than lie could with a
doubtful congressional light his hands
he has decided to decline a reiiomiiia-
tiou. . In his letter he expressed some

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GAS, 6CLO AND WATER.
GREAT COMBINATION STRUCK IN A

DAKOTA TOWN.

FIRST AN ARTESIAN WELL,

Then Natural Gas Enough toLight
the Town, and Finally Great
Gobs of Gold Alongside the
Hole—Seventh DistrictRepub-
licans to Hold Their Conven-

-• tion at Fergus Falls Sept. 11.

Edgeley." N.D., May 17.—The arte-

sian well here, in which water was
struck Monday morning, is booming

right along, throwing an immense body
of water intermixed with beach sand,

pieces of rock quartz, wood, lignite coal
and other specimens. Toward midnight

it was accidentally discovered that the
water was heavily surcharged with gas-
by its taking fire fromone of the torches,
and it was with difficulty extinguished.
A six inch connecting pipe laid laterally
was then run outside the working tower,
and the gas can now be lighted and ex-
tinguished at will. In the lateral pipe
the water occupies the under half while
the gas occupies the upper.and when lit
the singular spectacle is presented of
fire burning on water, as the flames ex-
tend on the stream about three feet
from the end of the pipe. It makes an
intense red light, and, if the supply
keeps up, is extensive enough to tur-
ulsli gas forall the uses of the town. Be-
sides having Jan abundance of water
from this well, it has proved more than
a success by the addition of gas, and
which should receive the attention of
experts. The well is about 1,300 feet
deep, the hole through the earth being
eight inches in diameter with a six-
inch casing running to the bottom, and
an outer eight-inch casing* running

about fifty feet down. One of the rail-
