HUNTING CLUBS 1O MEET,

Call for a Sportsmen's Convention
to Be Held Next Month,

The Milwaukee Sportsmen’s associa-
tion has addressed a circular letter to
similar orgamzations in Minnesota,
North Dakota, South Dakotajtowa and
lilinois, suzgesting that a conference of
representatives of hunting elubs be
held at Minneapolis to discuss a plan to
secure unitorm game protective laws in
the several states namted. At present,
spring shooting of water fowls is per-
mitted in sowe etates and is prohibited
in others. 'I'he prairie chicken scason
opens at no uniform date, and the kill-
ing of quail and parmridee is in some
instances absolutely prohibited. and in
others the open season varies from
two months to six months, The same is
true of deer, while in some states dogs
may be used in deer hunting and in
others they cannot. The Milwaukee
men back of the proposed plan for uni-
form game laws bLelieve that if the
scheme under consideration can bLe
periected, game wiil Le Letter protect-
ed and at the same time the shooting
will be lmproved. A stringent law
against shipping game out of each of
the states will also Le advocated. 1t is
proposed Lo prepare at the coming con-
ference a bill that will meet the appro-
¥&iof thme sportmen’s clubs of all the
states and 1o introduce 1t in the legisla-
ture of each state and secure its pass-
agze. The meeting will be held about
June 20, if the plan proposed meets
with the approval of those to be asked
10 take part in the confereuce.

FORCED TO SUSPEAND,

The Flurry in the Stock Market
Affects Local Concerns,

The recent flurry in the stock market
has had a disastrous effect among
the dealers in  Minneapolis, and
wild rumors were circulated last
night to the effect that several
firms whose main business is dealing
in options had suspended. Among the
firms mentioned in this connection was
that of Kelly & Co., duing business in
the Guaranty Loan building, and an in=
vestigation developed that while the
markets were posted as usual the firm
was doing no business. It was also re-
ported last night that another
well-known firm doing  business
at the chamber of commerce
had been seriously embarrassed, having
been long on sugar stock, which has
depreciated over fitteen points within
the past few days. 1t is thought, how-
ever, that the concern in question will
pull through.

Amoung the firms that have yielded to
the pressure and succumbed within the
past few days is the Manhattan Grain
company, which was managed by W.
H. Adaws, with headquarters in the
Beery block.

_The latter firm suspended several
days ago.

THE GITY'S UNEMPLOYED.

A COMMITTEE R=PRESENTING 5,000
MEN CALLS ON MAYOR EUSTIS.

AN INTERESTING CONFERQXNCE.

Resolutions to the Mayor, Which
Will Be Presented to the Couns=
cil—The Men Must Have Aid
or They Will Starve— \ Serious
Situation—i{"ractical Suzzes=
tions by the Committee.

The mass meeting on Haymarket
square last Saturday morning avpointed
a committee consisting of the following
gentlemen, whose duty it would be to
call on the mayor in the interest of the
unemployed of the citv: Dr. S. .
Sawmple, J. H. Pierce, \V. A. iHlampton,
Arthur Keep, Emil Wirt, Dr. E. F.
Clark, W. L. Gibbons, O. 1. Erickson,
S. A. Stockwell and Sumner Ladd. This
cominittee, with the exception of O. 1.
Erickson, called upon the mayor yesier-
day afternoon.

The conference was an interesting
one. Dr. Sample acted as chairman,
and presented the wishes of the com-
mittee to Mavor ILustis. *“We repre-
sent,’”” he said, *5,000 men of Minneapo-
lis who have no employment and are
sadly in nced of work. ‘They are not
tramps, nor bums, nor wanderers, but
hardworking men, who must have work
in order to keep themselves and families
from starving. We represent no party
or organization. It is true that the mass
of the workingmen, the laborers, muast
earn during the suimmer enongh to sup-
port themselves and their families
during the winter. We are here in
behalt of flesh aud DbLlood. Relief is
needed this summer, and it we do not
get it the times next winter will be
harder than they were the one just
passed. We know that the burden of
taxation is heavy on the people, but the
burden of empty stomachs is heavier
and terrible.

“\While we realize the technicalities
that stand in the way of giving the
unemployed employvment, yer we are
sure the emergency calls for the getting
around of these techmealities. The
starving men, women and children must
be cared for in some way, SO we come
to you and the council.”

A lengthy discussion followed. The
mayor stated that the cause represented
by the commirtee was v good and just
one, and he sympathized with it, as did
every zood citizen, but the question
was a practical on2 as well as a theoret-
ical one.

*The city,” said the mayor, has only
so much work to be done, and it eannot
go beyond the limit. 1 have absolately
no responsibiiity in the premises. The
matter lies euntirely with the council
and aldermen. 1 am ot tne opinion the
aldermen are giving out all the work
they can, as are the comnissioners,who
Iave bezun work on the new city hall
and court house.,”

*Yes,” remarked Dr. Sample at this
point; *"but are the hands of the city so
tied that she must see halt of her popu-
lation siarve? 1 am of the opinion it is
better to give out work than charity,
for charity 1n many instances 1s demors
alizing.”

A number of the committeemen made
speeches during the conference, and
the resuit was that the mayor agreed to
submit the resolutions given him by the
comimittee to the council with certain
recommendations of his own. The res-
olutions submitted to him by the com-
mittee are as follows:

To His Honor William fI. Eustis,

Mayor of Minneapolis.

Sir: We, the committee delegated by
4 mass meeting of citizens of this city
held at Haymarket square on Saturday
morning, May 19, 1894, herewith present
to your honor a copy of the resolutions
adopted by said mass meeting, as fol-
lows:

Whereas, It being a well-known fact
that the laboring meén of this eity must
earn enough in the summer months to
sustain them during the winter; and
Whereas, The people of this ity have
just come through a severe winter, in
which work was scarce and wagzes low,
thereby causing much want and misery;
and

Whereas, Said severe circumstances
have in most cases led to the spending
of the savings of the people, and in
other cases to their running in debt:
and =

\Whereas, There are at present many
men out of emploviment, and there
seems no hope of empioyment for them
in the future unless means be provided
to furnish them work: therefore, be it

Resolved, That we, citizens of Minne-
apolis, in mass meeting assembled, do
urge and request the mayor tosend a
commuuication to the city council ree-
ommending that ineasures be passed for
as many public improvements as possi-
ble; and, be it further

Resolved, That all work which may
be ordered in pursuance to these reso-
lutions shall be done without the inter-
vention of contractors, but by the city
direct.

We further present for your further
consideration, and kindly ask you to
submit to the city eouncil, the following
suggestions adopted by this committee
in session this day:

That the wages paid common laborers
in the employ of the city be increased
to & per diem of ten hours, the men to
work five liours per day, and receive
therefor §1, the additional laborers
needed 1o be secured from among the
unemploved, who shall be residents of
the city; hzads of families to be given
preference, and no favoritism to Dbe
shown; the names of the unemployed
to be furnished to the council by the
various committees now at work en-
rolliug the same. And that the city
comptroller be authorized to pay said
employes weekly, each Saturday.

That the practice of annulling special
assessments be discontinued and the
work covered thereby be ordered done.
Whiie we realize that the payment of
this tax will be a burden upon the pay-
ers in these times of depression, we fur-
ther realize that the needs of hunger
are more urgent. That investigation be
made as to the amounts of money on
hand in the various city funds avail-
able, and the exponditure of such
money be immediately begun.

That there is need of additional sew-
erage in Elwell’s addition. and new
pavement on Hennepin and Nicollet
avenues and other stireets in the busi-
ness center of the city. And if there is
no money with which to carry on this
work, the advisability be considered of
issuing city certificates in payment
therefor, which certificates shall be re-
ceived by the city in payment of taxes.

That the city council be urged to take
immediate action in accordance with
these suzgestions, or in any other man-
ner that may seem wise to it,tending to-
wards securing reliet for the city’s un-
employed.

Another meeting of the unemployed
has been called for Haymarket square
this morning. Addresses will be made

by prominent speakers.

Itis understood he has vietim-
ized banks in Des Moines, Sioux Falls,
Omaha, Kansas City, Council Bluffs and
Mitchell, S. D., out of sums ranging
from $2,000 to $10,000.

THE ALDERJIANIC roT.

List of the Candidates in the Vari=
ous City Wards—The >truggle
Will Bea Hard One —The Third
Ward Fight — The Probable
Candidates for the Position of
Mayor—Interesting Gossip.

The politicians of the city are begine
ning to vestir themselves. They are
waking up the slates of the coming
local eampaign, and already the candi-
dates for the various muuicipal oflicoes
are as plenty as chintz bugsin an lowa
wheat ficld. In faet, these candidates
are swarming, and in a short time they
will begin to hive. The most active
work is being done ia the warlds, the
aldermanic candidates feeling that it
behiooves them to girt their loins and
prepare for the fray. IKrom present
indieations the tizht 1n the Third ward
will be the hottest and most interesting,
Tne candidates there are legion, but
many of them will never have the
felicity of seeingz their name2s- in  print.
Joseph L. Kiichli, the president of the
councii, will retire from the council, his
term expiringz, and 1t is understood he
has aspirations in the direction of
something higher. IHis name has been
mentioned for the mayoralty. and again
for the state senatorship from his dis-
trict. However that may be, there are
no end of those who would gladly fill
his present position and wear his shoes.

Auwong the more prominent candi-
dates are Elward Shumpik. the drug-
gist at the corner of Washington and
Twentizth  aveunues nportu;  William
Von der Weyer, a dry goods merchant
doing business on North \Washinzton;
George Horton, meter inspecior of the
water department, and Robert Reed, of
the jawelry firm of Reed & De Mars.
All these gentlemen are Democerats and
believe in Jeffersonian simplicity. Tie
Democrats of the ward wiil be obliged
to take their choice, for only one of
them can*be elected. The ward is Dem-
ocratic. and it 15 a forezone conclusion
that whatever candidate is seleeted,will
be elected. The Republican candidates
are Gzorge Durnam, who formeriy rep-
resented one portion of the ward in tne
council and wno was defeated by Ald.
Jeunings, the present incumbent. He
will make a hard fight for the place,
with buu little show of winming., Dr.
Chnarles Kistler is of the opinion that he
has done enough to be sent to the coun-
cily and Col. E. W. Mortimer, city pas-
senger agent of the St. Loais road, will
represent the Grand Army interests.

In the First ward Ald. Joseph 1ugen-
huit, called among other things “tonest
Joe” and *i'eutonic Joe,”” wiil make an
effort to be returned. ‘I'bere are those
who say that he would like a job as
state senator, but to this insiuuation
Joe pleads not guilty. Among the other
aspirauts in that ward ior couneil favors
are J. J. Foell, the Central avenue
druggist, and ex-Ald. John McGowan.
The latter has a greal many friends
who are confilent of his winning. This
ward i3 a Democratic bailiwick, and the
nominee will ve ecarried in head fore-
most without any difficulty. The Sec-
ond ward is Republican, aithough Ald.
Haynes at preseut represents the Dem-
ocrats of the distriet. He, it is said, will
azain be a eandidate for mayor. In the
Fourth ward. among otuers, €. B.
Shove, the insurance man, will be put
up to represent the Republicans. 'I'ne
firemmen will work for him. he having
made friends among them when he
fought for their rights during the fire
department muddle.

Ald. Rand 1s said to be a candidate
for re=election in the Sixth, though it
has been whispered he is likely to come
forward as a candidate for mayor. The
mayoralty this year wiil be sougnt after,
fought after, the sinall ity especially
being anxious co get to the front and
occupy William Henry’s shoes.

In the Seventh ward Ald. Woodward
will endeavor to succeed himself. His
opponents will be Bread Inspecior
Parry, Harry Watson and Joha Wun-
der, the weil known contractor. The
latter is a Democrat. It is said that
Parry will throw whatever strength he
may have over to the Woodward forces,
the latter bemg responsible tor his
election as bread inspector. In the
Eightih ward it 15 understood that no
less distinguished a personage- than
Ed Murphy, the well known printer,
will be put on the Dcemocratic tleket.

In the Ninth Ald. McGuire will make
a determined effurg to get back again.
He is of the opinion the position of
alderman is an acceptable and pleasur=
able one. In the Tenth Ald, Schwartz
wili bob up azain, as will Jgwes Dwyer,
the Republican who came so near de-
feating Ald. Pliny MeAllister 1n the
last election.

Ald. Lackey will of course object to
being turned out in the Eleventh ward,
but there are several Republicans who
will contest the place with him. I'hese
are ex-Ald. J. Phillips and Charles
Cork. The latter is the foreman of the
car repairers of the Milwaukee shops.
In the Twelfth ward Ald. Rollins will
endeavor to get back. ‘Those who will
come up for public favor against him
are Larry Garrity, Democrat, and Street
Foreman O’Brien.

The tollowing-named gentlemen are
spoken of as candidates for mayor: P.
B. Winston, B. F. Nelson, Ald. Hayues,
Mr. Partridge, of the firm of Wyman &
Partridge: Baldwin Brown; President
Martin, of the Henoepin Democratic
league; President Kiichli., ot the coun-
cil: P. P. dweuson, the ex-sheriff, and
Ald. Rand.

Mr. Winston has stated that he would
not under any consideration be a candi=
date for the position, aud his name is
mentioned for congress. P. P. Swen-
son, it is said, would prefer the place he
once occupled, and which is now in the
hands of Jim Ege. At any rate the
scramble for the place will be a lively
one, and when it once begins there is uo
telling how it will end.

‘There is no doubt but that the exodus
from the council this fall will be greater
than e¢ver before. So many ineasures
have come up and been passed in such
a “‘peculiar” manner that it is unlikely
the voters will ever dream of returning
many of the aldermen. When the cam-
puign opens a great deal of interesting
matter will be forthcoming. There will
be no *mud slinging,” but facts, stern
facts, will be adduced to show that the
administration of the city’s affairs has
not been according to **Hoyie*”?

During the meeting it was announced
that Rev. J. M. Soures had resigned the
charge of the chapel car “*Evaungel,”
and would hold revivai meetings cach
night this week av Grace Baptist
church.

I'he Presbyterian ministers heard a
very interesting paper oin *"St. Augus-
tine,” read by Rev. C. C. Herriot. The
paper was in the nature of a biograpu-
ical and nistorical sketeir of St. Augus-
tine, and referred Lo his couservative
and orthodox policy to which the
church had so persistentiy clung. The
paper was the subject of considerablg
discussion at its close. y

The Methodists, iu the avsence of a
paper which was to have been read,
Spent the morning in an 1ntformal dis-
cussion of the pruposed division of the
Minnesota coafercace. ‘Tne majority
seemed to be in favor of the divisiou,
and vut a few made auy objections to
it, as the chaugs wiil prove a great con-
venience in many ways. l

BOARD O Tilivwa MEETING.
Subject of Strikes and Other Im-
portant Matters Considered. |

A regular meeting of the board of
trade was held yesterday, at which
Judge Atwater submitted a report on
the resolutions introduced by Dr. Evaus
regarding the eifect of strikes on gen-
eral traffic and the remedies therefor.
The committee recommended the
changing of tie clause asking that a no-
tice of twenty days be given by labor
orzanizations betlore striking, tvo read
that a reasonabie notice be given. The
commitiee thought the resoiutions wise
and capavle of producicg a good effect.
Mr. Jetfery was opposed to tue advauce
notice clause, however, stating it would
give the railroad comvanies an oppor-
tunity to refill the place of sirikers
when suelv should oceur, and asked for
further consideration of the matter by
making ita special order of the day
three weeks hence. This did not meet
witn general approval, and a lengthy
discussion eusucd, which, however, re-
sulted in the passage of Mr. Jeffery’s
motion.

The report of the committee on gas
was presented. The committee ecoun-
tended that gas cost the company 30
cents a thousand for manufacture, and
30 cents more to putitiuto the burner,
and «could, thereiore, be furnished at a
profit for $1. The report comwended
the effort of the council to secure
cheaper gas, but opposed the plan
of arbitration for five years, recom-
mending that the price be reduced for a
storter period. 1t opposed a sliding
scale, and tavored a straight price for
two, three and five years. A resolution
was adopted favoring gas at $1 for lizht-
ing purposes, and a reasouably lower
rate for fuel.

Maj. Bassett introduced a resolution
asking that railroads be requested to
make a rate of one fare for the People’s
party convention, The matter was ac-
cepted and referred to the committee
on railroads.

AN OX ON THEX SPIT.

A Barbecue for the Entertaine
ment of the B. L. E,

If the arranze ments for the entertain-
ment in Minneapolis today of the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers
are carried out the delegzates will have
no reason to complain of the hospitality
of the Flour City.

The party will be brought from Min-
nehalia park by way of the Milwaukee
road, and will reach the city at 11:45.
At the Milwaukee depot a train of
fifteen large interurban electric cars
will be in waiting, and the party will
embark for a trip around the loop and
through the business portion of the city
to Lake Harriet. The lake will be
reached at about 1 o’clock, and the
lunch will be served immeaiately fol-
lowing in the pavilion, on the second
floor. Speeches will be delivered fol-
lowing the bacbecue by Mayor Eustis,
C. A. Pilisbury and others, and a band
will be in attendance.

The work of roasting the ox was com-
menced yesterday. A hole was dug
about four feet deep in the woods to the
north of the pavilion and in this a huge
fire was built. The young bullock, &
thousand pounder, was relieved of &l
entrails, skin, e¢tc., and put upon the
8pit about 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon.

Last evening a large number of eciti-
zens visited Lake Harriet to watch the
roasting process. The ox will not be
done to a turn until today.

SIX AWARCHISTS ~ SHOT.

EXECUTION OF THE LYCED THZATER
BOMB THROWERS.

A STRANGE MARCH TO DEATH.

Two of the Men Showed Signs of
Repentance, While the Others
Bang Revolutionary Songs—A
Second Volley From ~ the
Troops Necessary to Kill Two
of the Fiends.

BARCELONA, May 21.—The six ana ¢-
hists, Codina, Cerezuela, Sogas, Ber-
nat, Viliarabia and Bir, seutenced to
death after having been convicted of
complicity in the attempt of Pallas to
assassinate Capt. Gen. Martinez Cam-
pos and of being concerned in the
Lyceo theater bomb tragedy, were ex:-
cuted at 4 o’clock this morning outside
the citadel of Mont Juich.

1he prisoners passed the night pre-
vious to the execution in the chapel of
the fortress, atter force had been em-
ployed to compel them to do so. Rain
was faliing heavily this morning when
the condemned men wera taken from
the chapel through subterraneous pas-
sages to the place of execution. The
first of the doomed men to appear was
Sogas, then came Cerezuela. They
showed sigus of repentance, and joined
in the prayers of the priests who accom-
panied the prisoners to the place of
death. Cerezuela was qalet, and ap-
peared to be praying silently. These
men were the only ones who seemed to
be impressed with their impending
doom. Their ccmpanions shouted ail
kinds of revolutionary eries while on
the way to exceution. Trcops were
drawn up ontside the castle walls,form-
ing three sides of a sqaare. ‘I'he fourth
slde was closed in by the walls of the
citadel. The six anarchists were
placed in a line with their faces to the
wall, Standing a short distance be-
liind the condemned men was the firing
party. At the first volley only four of
the convicts fell dead, and a second
volley was necessary in the cases of
Sogas and Codina te complete tneir ex=
ecution. ‘lhere was uo disorder.
