In the case of Buttger vs. L.L. May
& Co., before Judge Otis, district court
of Ramsey county, the jury rendered a
verdict in favor of L.L. May &Co. for
$37.12, the amount of their counter-

A brief explanation of the ease should
be given, in view of its important bear-
ings as to the reliability of the well
known firmof L. L.May & Co., seeds-
men. it appears from the evidence that
in the month of April, 1802, Mr.Bottger
purchased a bill of seeds from the de-
fendant to the amount of $31.54, on
wlhcli the plaintiff was to have
time until June 1, 1893. Among
other things purchased by plaintiff

was a half ounce of cauliflower seed
and four ounces of turnip seed, accord-
ing to his bill. The plaintiff claimed
that he purchased three ounces of caul-
iflower and no turnip seed, and that the
seed he purchased for cauliflower seed
was turnip seed, and in consequence of
the alleged mistake be had lost his crop
of cauliflower, for which L. L. May &
Co. were answerable, and was damaged
to the amount of $600, which he sought
to recover in the action, and also re-
fused to pay his bill. The suit resulted
as above, and was a just vindication of
the fairness and accuracy which this
well-known firm has always practiced
in conducting its large and extensive
seed business.

THE NKKD OF TODAY.

The Public Schools the Great
Moral Agent of* Civilization. .-.

The 403 teachers of the St. Paul pub-
licschools listened to an address from
Supt. Gilbert, at, the assembly hall of.
the high school building, yesterday
morning. The opening of the address
was a review, in brief, of the school
work of the year, which the general
tone of the schools shows to have been
satisfactory. To a gratifying extent
this is due to the endeavors of tha
teachers for self-improvement, through
the teachers' association, the 'principal
section, lectures, reading circles,*, and
other volunteer efforts for improv.^neiit.

% Mr.: Gilbert devoted some spaerf to
considering the public school system in
its relation to the future, lieassumed
that the conditions of civilization had
changed, and that the old public school;
system is not meeting the needs of the
state. That system was founded upon .
the New England model, found in a
community of exceptional intelligence*
and morality.'- Then the home and the
church were the chief civilizing influ-
ences. Now it seems the home is no
longer the center of life in the majority
of cases. In the lowest families, to an
extent in the highest, the home is the
worst place for the child.

'
The

c hurch, at its best, only reaches
a majority. The evils existing to-
day in the state, in the country
are appalling. The indisposition to in-
dustry, to application, suggests almost
that the country has gone daft. This is
not due to any extent to lack of intel-
ligence, so itis apparent that "reading,
writing and arithmetic-" willnot save
the state. In former days, when read-
ing was the basis of education, it was ;
limitedand of good quality. Now the
parent trembles for the child who re-
sorts to th, news stands, tosay notliii.g
of newspaper literature so largely given
up to narratives of scandal and crime.
The sordiduess and selfishness of today
are due to thearithmetic.and the kindof
arithmetic we study. The art of making
money is exalted into the highest virtue
by school education. The great lack of
today— the one thing needed for civil-
ization, is the cultivation of the moral
sense.

That is the aim of new education, in-
cluding the so-called fads, the method
to niaue the center of the child's educa-
tion some elevating theme. Morality is
the product of thought fructified into
habits of life. It is not produced by
precept. Hence the necessity otpresent-
ing high ideals gained from the study
of nature, history, literature constantly
before the child mind until pure habits
are formed. The schools are the great
moral agents, teaching the various me-
chanic arts, reading, writing, drawing,
grammar, by practice upon and the
study of these high then*«s.
