Washington. May SO.—The debate
hi the bouse on resurrecting state banks
gathers energy as it proceeds. It had
been the purpose to get a vote this
week, but the demand for time to speak
has been so great that the debate is ex-
pected to run through the next ten days.
The number of speeches scheduled is
almost as great as that in the tariff de-
bate. The stale bank leaders have
reached the conclusion since the debate
began that they wiilcommand about 140
votes for oue or' the various plans of re-
peal. They say that with a fullattend-
ance of the house this vote may fall
short of carrying the repeal, but that it
willcarry in an average attendance.

These 140 votes represent a rapid
growth of state bank strength since the
last congress, when the bill of Repre-
sentative Richardson (Teun.) for the
unconditional repeal of this tax secured
only £4 votes, with 112 against and 127
not voting. This vote of two years ago
is now being recalled, as it puts on
Record many members of the present
louse. It shows that of the present

.mother. Protest Against Placing

itat Morton.
.tt the Editor of the Globe.

As one of those who went with Gen.
Sibley to the relief of the survivors of
the Birch Coulie massacre, and there
beheld such a scene of butchery of men
and horses as has rarely ifever occurred
on an equal space of ground, Ihave
some very decided notions as to where
the monument

*
commemorating that

gallant defense and awful slaughter
should be erected. It seems to me it
should stand as near the center of the
actual battle ground as can be deter-
mined, and there is no other place
where it willhave sufficient significance
to make it worth a fraction of its cost.
Place it where those who go to see it *

willfeel that they are standing upon
the very ground hallowed by the blood
of those who fought and fell, as well as
by the heroic deeds of the littlehand-
ful who held the legions of red demons
at bay untilsuccor came. There should
also be an enclosure, or stones so placed
as to mark the limits of the camp and
corral as nearly as they can now be
determined.
Iobserve withmuch regret that Col.

Grant favors the location of the monu-
ment ou the brow of the hill, near Mor-
ton, on account of the greater publicity
of that point. Ifpublicity is what we
are after, then why not erect it on the
market place of St- Paul or Minneapo-
lis, where a hundred people will see it
and read the names commemorated by
it for every one who will so see and
read ifit is piaced out on the prairie.
Col. Grant says that the Morton loca-
tion is upon the battle ground because
some of the Indians engaged in the bat-
tle stayed off that far during the engage-
ment. It may, indeed, be that
gome of tiie Indians did wan-
der off over this ground, for
some of them prefer a long range dur-
ing battle, bur Ihardly think any of
them would make even a pretense of
shooting at the Birch Coulie camp from
this place. Itis also probably true that
at an earlier date herds of buffalo
roamed over this location, but these ate
not the things we desire to commemorate
by the erection of this monument. Col.
Grant further says that the owner of
the real battle ground demands $500 for
it. Well, it occurs to vie it would be
worth five times •"'SOO to get this spot of
immortalized earth out of the hands of
such a 111:111.

\u25a0Standing on the real battleground,
this shaft willmean something and will
personify something. Rising from the

'very scene of carnage anil horror, it
will the more eloquently and impres-
sively teach the lessons of valor, patri-
otism and civilization. Here it will be
a living, vital reality—red with car-
nage, itis true, but surrounded with a
halo of glory.

'
Out on the Morton hill

it will be simply a cold, inert stone
. upon the prairie, differing from the

ordinary boulder more in shape than in
-significance. '

Then, Isay, put this monument on
the very ground that drank the blood of
heroism— on the very spot immortalized
and glorified by valor, patriotism and
heroism, or leave the granite in its
liaihe quarry.
