HE SPEAKS MANY TO\GUES.

Hobnebbed With Royalty—Organ-
ized Manany Kuropsan Excur-
sions — Helped to Introduce
George M. Pullman’s Sleepers

‘= in Europe—Also Introduced

¥ Col. Maun's Boudoir Cars.

Joseph Nelken,’called *Baron” gener-
ally, is a unique charaeter who has re-
cently taken up his residence in St. Paul.
He isa Russian by bLirth and a cosmo-
politan by inclination. Ile has spent
most of his life in seeing the world and
has had a romantic career. He is on
familiar terms with the majority of the
languages of Europe, and needs no in-
terpreter any place. - Before coming to
this country, Mr. Nelken spent many
vears in England, France, ltaly and
Belgium, besides the time in his own
country. His familiarity with great
cities and languages gave him an entre
1o circles of distiretion. For some time
he was emploved as courier by many of
the most preminent tourists in Europe.
In 15873 he was employed by Col. Mann,
inventor of the Mann Dboudeir ear, and
with him  weat through Europe. At
the time Col. Mann was introducing the
first car of the character ever seen in
Europe. He placed his cars in service
between Paris and Cologne and between
Paris and Berlin. At length large con-
tracts were made with several of the
leading raihoad companies of Europe.

In 1874 George M. Pullinan went to
Paris and also engaged the services of
Mr. Nelken., Pailman was exhibiting
his sleeping ears lo raiiway companies.
The first magnate to ride in one of Mr.
Pullman’s sieepers was Baron Alfred
de Rotuaschild, he taking a trip from
Paris to the tirst station outside the city.
Through tne instrumentality cf Mr:
Nelken, a party of railroad directors and
representatives of the leading newspa-
pers of Paris (0ook an excursion in Puli-
wman sleepers to Turin, italy. Acting
ynder instructions from his employer
Mr. Nelken issued tickets at this place
Sor general mnspection of the cars, and
the desire to sce them was so great that
a general tour of the eountry was made
and Reme was finally reached. Hums=
bert, than a vrinee, visited the cars with
his staff. Vienna, St. Petersburg, and
all the principal capitals of Europe
were visited in turn. At St. Petersburg
the czar, who was afterward murdered,
visited the cars.

In 1576 Mr. Nelken was employed as
courler at the Grand hotel in Paris dur-
ing the exposition. Among the many
prrominent guests he chaperoned were
Admiral Casey, of the United States
flagship Franklin; Col. Juhn W. Foruey,
Lord Alfred Padget, and many other
kurepean aristocrats.

In 1880 Mr. Nelken started in on his
own account and organized an exeur-
sion from Brussels to the battiefield of
Waterloo, making a rate of $1 for the
round trip. Heretofore trips to that
point were made by stage coaches at §
tor the round irip. Ever since that date
the fare irom DBrussels to the nisturic
Kattlefield has remained $1.

In 1582 ife organized the first excur-
fon ever made fromBrussels to London,
Encluding in the round trip tickets the
sotel fare. The first day at London the
party attended the great London derby,
1 which twenty=four horses ran and
the Ameriean horse liogquois won. Dur-
ing the remaining six drys the party
visited the Crystal palace, Windsor
castle, Mme. Tousseau’s exhibition, the
art galleries, Creedmore guards and the
parks.

I'wo months after sthis he ran an ex-
cursion fram Brusselg teiVienna, on the
‘occasion of the royatl inarriage of Prin-
cess Stefani and Crown Prince Rudolph
of Austria, wio afterward committed
suiciae. There were 200 ip this party,
filling two first=class hotels in Vienna.
‘I'he royal marriage was the finest sight
ever witnessed in Europe. 'The party,
after the wedding, visited the many
beautiful sights about Vienna, and on
the return Munich, Bavaria, was vis-
ited,
