SENATORS DISCUSS OLNEY'S SUIT
AGAINST THE ESTATE,

THE LATE LELAND IS PRAISED.

Harris Attempts to Rush Through
Several Tariff Schedules by
Unanimous Consent, but Quay
Gets in an Objection—The Oat-
meal Tariff Fixed, the Senate
Adjourns.

WASHINGTON, June 7.—The action of
the attorney general in claiming $15,000,-
00D from the estate of the late Leland
Stanford occupied the attention of the
senate until the tariff bill was taken up
today. ‘The question arose upon a res-
olution introduced Ly -Mr. Hoar, in-
structing the committee on judieciary to
pass upon the equity of the claim, and
whetbher it should not be set at rest.
Fotlowing the introduction of the reso-
lution, Mr. Hoar eulogized Mr. Stan-
ferd, and praised the objects to which
he had devoted his wealth.

Speaking on the Stanford resolution,
Senator Hoar said the government
ought at least to decide the question of
distinguishing and putting this claim at
rest. He did not suppose, he said, that
any oue seriously supposed that the
government had a claim against the
Stanford estate, and it was proper that
the judiciary committee should inquire
whether this alleged claim was founded
on a techuicality or upon law and
equity. Mr. Hoar recited the benefae-
tions under the will of Gov. Stanford.
and added:

1t the government had a claim of $15,-
000,009, that was only 20 cents apiece
for the inhabitants of the United
States, to whom My, Stanford had con-
secrated his large estate, and it ought
not to embarrass the closing vearsof his
widow and cripple, and perhaps destroy
the great gift he had made for the

How the House Vote Is Construed,
by Financiers.

WAsHINGTON, June 7.—The banking.

It is,
said to establish as a finality that state
banks aud state vank currency will
never be revived,and that it any change’{
is made from the present system of na-
tional banks, it will be by a nationalized
currency.

‘This construction of tha vote Is ar-
rived at by a careful analysis or the
sectional character of the vote. Of the
Northern Democrats,only eight voted to
repeal the resirictions on state banks,
viz: Calitornia, 2; Illinois, 1; Indiana,
1; Ohio, 1; New York, 3. All the other
Northern Democrats voted against re-
peal. :

Added to this opposition was the solid
Republican vote,South as well as North.
Even the colored Republican from
South Carolina voted against repeal.

As thus analyzed,the vote shows three
distinct elements against state banks,
viz: Northern and Southeru Republic-
ans, Northern Demoerats and scattering
Southern Democrats. A singular feat-
ure of the vote is that there were more
Southern votes against the measure
thaa there were Northern votes for it.
‘T'he conclusion reached from the analy-
sis is, that opposition to siate banks is
cerlain without reference to the party
1) ascendency. Chairman Springer will
eall tozether the house banking and
currency committee at an early day to
consider the next step.on the banking
question, now that state banks are dis-
pused of.

OUR BOAT AN ASYLUM,

Possible Complication Involving
This Country in Salvador’s Af-
fairs.

WASHINGTON, June 7.—I1t is learned
that the fugitive vice president of Sal-
vador has been afforded asylum on the
Benunington. In this ecase, though act-
ing from the best of mytives for the
fugitive, doubtless would have been
executed if caught, Capt. Themas may
have unwittingly invoived the United
States in another international compli-
cation. The United States has been
very conservative of late years in ex-
tending asylums to refugees. Admiral
Benham who commanded the United
States fleet at Rio was applied to by
Da Gama but declined to extend
asylum but vet under very similar con-
ditions, Capt. Thomas appears to have
pursued an opposite course.

WOULD COST TWO MILLIONS

To Make Upper Mississippi Navi-
gable to Minneapolis.

WASHINGTON, June T7.—Mekenziels
estimate ot the cost of the locks and
dams between Minneapolis and St. Paul
were sent to congress today upon & res-
olution presented by Senator Wash-
burn. The estimate includes the cost
of four locks and dams. only two of

for the purposes of navigation ‘to the
Washington avenue bridge. A lock
and dam is placed just above Minne-
haha creek with a lift of 13.3 feet. Lock
2 is placed 1.000 feet below the Milwau-
kee bridge, below Meeker island,with a
lift of 13.8. ‘I'ne ecost of No.'l is esti-
mated, lock, $3956.443; abutment, $29,-
598; dam, $68,697; landing piers, $11,161;
guide piers, $10,697; engineering and
conlingencies, $51.655; total, $568,222.

No. 2 is estimnated similarly to cost
$598,235, making a total for the two locks
of §1,166,457. To extend navigation to
the flour mills would cost $1,038,702
more, necessitating a lock three and a
half miles belowSteamboatshipLanding,
aud lock 4 at the site of the pruposed
power dam of the Minneapolis Milling
company. There 1s nothing in the es-
timate showing that a water power is
contemplated.

The locks.in the estimate are 80 feet
wide and 331 feet Jong aund 5 feet deep
at low water, the same as the lock at the
Des Moines rapids canal. The dams

“proposed are crib work, filled with rip-
“rap rock, backed by gravel.
“T The repgrt says that lock 2 would of

itself be some benefit to navigation in
high water. but both 1 and 2 are neces-

: sary for practieai efficiency.

1n addition to the ioek and dam con-

-struction, an-expenditure of £60,000 will
: be necessary for dredging bslow Min-
: nehanha creek.

Senator Washburn considers the re-
port very favorable to the project. He
says at the outside only three dams ean
be used to advantage, and only two are
necessary. The outside cost tor every-
thing necessary will be less than $1,500,-

000, while the old Meeker island dam
. Was estimated to cost about $3,000,000.

JAPANESE GIRLS.

An Attempt to Bring Them to This

: Country in Boxes.

SAN FrRANCISCO, June 7.—The steam-
er China. which arrived yesterday from
the Orient, brings a peculiar story of
the methods emploved by the Chinese
to smuggle girls into this country for
immoral purposes.
